You can’t wrap it, carry it, 
order it, service it, ship it or 
store it. Yet, it is one of the 
salesman’s most precious assets.

The goodwill of a business is 
a commonly accepted asset that 
may be worth millions of dollars 
■when the company is sold.

A salesman s goodwill is Just 
as important and also carries a 
dollars and cents value. The 
amount of jroodwill you carry 
into your selling: will often de­
termine whether you are a $10,- 
000 or $50,000 a year man.

Creating: Koodwill should be 
built into the selling: process. 
You cannot operate effectively 
without it.

Iluilding: (roodwill is a full- 

-ime job. It isn’t something: you 
turn off when the sale is closed. 
Goodwill continues throug:hout 
your entire connection with the 
customer.

If you’re in doubt about the 
importance of goodwill, look 
around you. It manifests itself 
in all kinds of human endeavor.

Your company and thou.sands 
of other firms spend millions of 
dollars to create goodwill among 
customers, the public and stock­
holders. Corporations buy uni­
forms for the school band, con­
tribute to local charities, supply 
speakers for various events and 
offer their facilities for commu­
nity use.

The cus­
tomer must be your constant 
pre-occupation to the point that 
you think of him during off 
hours as well as on calls.

Keep a scrapbook of the stuff 
you gather. It makes a fine ref­
erence source to call on when 
you need it most. This can be 
studied before going on call, at 
lunch, or while you’re waiting in 
reception rooms. Time is preci­
ous to a salesman. Don’t waste it.

You also cement goodwill by 
respecting a customer’s confi­
dence, being truthful with him, 
displaying tact and courtesy 
with recalcitrant buyers and 
conducting yourself at all times 
like a gentleman.

Another exercise in futility is 
to make bum excu.ses for a job 
not well done. If deliveries fail 
to arrive on schedule or goods 
are damaged, admit the fumble 
and take the blame—even if you 
are blameless. You may lose a 
customer; that’s the ri.sk you 
take. But there is a better than 
even chance j’ou’ll command his 
admiration and respect for ever­
more. Bad breaks and accidents 
can happen and a customer 
knows it. But, he won’t forgive 
a sah sman trying to weasel out 
of a bad situation with tired, 
unconvincing stories.

SPARE TIME INCOME

WASHINGTON, DC.— The 
ancient Chinese calendar des­
ignates 1966 as the “ Year of 
the Horse.” It is too bad it 
could not be the “Year of 
Horse Sense.”

It would have been horse 
sense had the North V'ietnam- 
ese Communists been willing 
to engage in discussons fol- 
following “Tet,” the Chinese 
Lunar New Year, during a 
cessation of hostiilities. But, 
unfortunately, the war. like 
that peculiar calendar, is 
made in Peking where any 
kind of sense apepars to be 
saddly lacking.

Since there seems little 
hope for any sense to come 
out of Hanoi and Peking for 
settlement of their aggression 
in South Viet Nam, some com­
mon old horse sense is now 
called for on our side.

Eery possible effort has 
been made to bring the situa­
tion to the conference table, 
even including the submis­
sion of the matter to the Unit­
ed Nations— all to no avail. 
The bombing of North Viet 
Nam, recently resumed, is 
ee\m more limited than before 
it was stopped at Christmas.

From pure old common 
sense it seems there are a 
number of things to do to­
wards winning this conflict 
Aside from hitting targets in 
North Viet Nam previously 
ruled out of bounds, such as 
oil storage depots, a large steel 
plant near Hanoi, and steam 
generating plants, we could 
effectively mine the coastal 
waters of that country. This 
w'ould represent a "peaceful” 
blockade of the principal port 
of Haiphong, and lesser ports 
receiving military supplies 
from other countries. It would 
not have to be such a block­
ade as was imposed on Cuba 
at the height of the missile 
crisis. Western and Commun­
ist nations alike trade with 
North Viet Nam could be 
warned that such was being 
done and that they would go 
into these ports at their own 
risk. It would cut Hanoi’s 
line of supply, including oil 
necessary to their war-mak­
ing operation. Considerable 
shipments other than petrol­
eum products could be furn­
ished from Red China, but it 
would have to be done over 
one principal railroad, which 
could be destroyed faster than 
it could be rebuilt. Oil must 
be furnished by the Soviets 
from sources along the Black 
Sea through the Suez Canal. 
China is short on oil itself and 
therefore, not a dependable 
supply for Communist North 
Viet Nam.

The mining of the harbors 
in this area may have a thin 
standing in international mar­
itime law, but there is no con­
siderable amount of evidence 
that the Communists any­
where are particularly respect­
ful of international obliga­
tions. Some may say that two 
wrongs never make a right, 
but there is also no obliga­
tion to be the victim of those 
violating the law.

To minie the North Viet­
namese harbors and to bomb 
vital installations necessary 
to cut Communist ability to 
wage offensives against South 
Viet Nam, would be a new 
and powerful evidence of the 
depth of the United States 
determination to stop Com­
munist aggression.

There is, of course, reason 
to be concerned as to the re­
action of the Soviet Union 
and Communist China. There 
is no question but that the 
Russians would face a di­
lemma. Thus far, this has 
been a major consideration 
on the part of our policy mak 
ers. Should Moscow accept 
this limitation on its assist­
ance to an ally, her prestige 
would be damaged in the 
Communist world in rivalry 
with Peking. If she challenged 
the U.S., it would risk direct 
involvement and possible war.

Somewhere down that road 
we must come to hard grips 
with this question. Able strat­
egists agree that to win in 
South Viet Nam, to stop Com­
munist agression here and dis­
courage it elsewhere in the 
world, will require us to deal 
with supplies reaching North 
Viet Nam. Otherwise, the 
war will have to be fought 
in the jungles and the rice 
paddies with inestimable los-
