Health Spending Increases, 
Physicians’ Share Declines

CHICAGO—.Americans arc in- 
Tcasing siHrnding for health care.

But the> still six'nd more for to- 
xiceo than for hospital care, and 
nore for cosmetics and haircuts 
than for doctor bills, reports The 
AM.A News, published by the 
American Medical Association,

Spending for health care totaled 
525.2 billion in 1964, according to 
figures o f the L'.S. Depariment of 
Commerce. Thai’s an increase of 
7.8 per cent from ihe 523.4 billion 
sivnl in 1963.

Hospitals receisc the largest share 
o f health-care s|X'iiding—about 30 
cents of every dollar. The total spent 
for hospital care in 1964 was S7.6 
billion. This compares with 57.8 bil­

lion spent on tobacco products.
Other portions o f the health-care 

dollar are divided among drugs, 
17 cents; dentists, 10 cents; health 
insurance, 7 cents; appliances,
4 cents, and miscellaneous c.xjxnses,
5 cents.

The remaining 27 cents goes to 
ph>sicians. This percentage has de­
clined slightly over the years. Twenty 
years ago, physicians receiv ed about 
28 cents o f every dollar spent on 
health care.

Fxix'nditures for physicians’ ser­
vices totaled 56.8 billion in 1964, 
compared to S7 billion spent on 
;xrsonal items such as cosmetics, 
haircuts, and toiletries.

This was the distribution o f the

health-care dollar 10 years earlier: 
hospitals, 24 cents; ph>sicians, 28 
cents; drugs, 18 cents; dentists, 
12 cents; health insurance, 8 cents; 
appliances, 5 cents, and the other 
services, 5 cents.

The Department o f Commerce 
reported these expenditures for 
health care in 1964:

Hospitals, S7.6 billion, up 12.5 
per cent over 1963; physicians, 
56.8 billion, up 5.5 ixr cent over 
1963 ; drugs, 54.4 billion, up 5.2 per 
cent; dentists, S2.4 billion, up 5.8 
(XT cent; health insurance, SI.8 bil­
lion, up 6.3 ixr cent; appliances, 
S l.l billion, up 9.7 ixr cent, and 
other services, 51.2 billion, up 6.° 
per cent over 1963.

MEDICARE APPLICATION 
BLANKS AT POST OFFICE

Postmaster Virgie Garrett 
of Sterling City announced 
today that appication blanks 
for supplemental Medicare 
benefits are available at the 
post office window here.

The application blanks are 
being made available as the 
Social Security Administra- 
seeks to contact 3.1 million 
senior citizens before a March 
31 deadline imposed by the 
Medicare law.

President Johnson has pro 
claimed March as “National 
Medicare Etuolment Month.’’ 
He urged all federal agencies 
and all citizens to cooperate 
in enrolling esnior citizens in 
the program.

Initially, some two and one 
half million application blanks 
were distributed to nearly 
34,000 main post offices thru- 
out the 50 states. Additional 
forms are available as needed.

Through direct mailings and 
other means, the Social Se­
curity Administration has had 
contact with 16 of the 19.1 
million citizens who will be 
05 or over on July 1. O the 
16 million who replied, less 
than one million aid they did 
not want to sign up for the 
supplemental program.

The supplemental program 
costs $3 a month and pro­
vides doctor bills and other 
benefits. Everyone 65 and 
over is eligible for the basic 
hospital benefits under Med­
icare.

A copy of the application 
blank is displayed on the lob­
by bulletin board of the lo­
cal post office.

DISABLED MAY BENEFIT 
FROM SOCIAL SECURITY

Some 3000 Texans who may 
be eligible for disability ben­
efits under the new Social 
Security provisions, have not 
yet applied for them accord­
ing to Floyd B. Ellington, 
district manager of the San 
Angelo Social Security office.

Under recent liberaliza­
tions of the law, persons with 
nonpormanenil disabiity may 
now qualify for benefits. El­
lington said that under the 
previous law' a person was el­
igible only if he had a severe 
disability that was expected 
to last a long and indefinite 
time. Now benefits can be 
paid if the severe disability 
has lasted or is expected to 
last as long as 12 months by 
his doctors. There are also 
more liberal requirements for 
certain persons W’ho are 
blind.

Eldon Mahon towers above his opponent by abil­
ity, knowledgeable understanding of the conditions 
facing all of us and dedication for effective, respon­
sible service in Congress.

Because of this positive merit, we endorse the 
candidacy of Eldon Mahon and urge his election in 
the interest of better government for the citizens of 
this newly expanded 17th District, our state and 
nation.
