LONG DISTANCE RATES
TO BE REDUCED

Reduced long distance rates
for most station-to-station
calls within Texas will become
effecive January 1, 1967 for
customers of General Tele-
phone Company of the South-
west, Southwestern States
Telephone and Four States
Telephone Companies, accord-
ing to E. H. Danner, president
of the three companies,

State-wide reductions on
calls vary from five to fifteen
cents on most station-to-staton
calls over 5€ miles in distance
within Texas. Reduction for
calls over three mintusec are
even greater, according to
Danner. The reductions apply
to calls made during the time
when “day rates” are in effect
as well as to all intrastate
(within Texas) station-to-sta-
tion calls made during the
“night rate” hours after 8
p.m. and all day Sunday.
