W.ASHINGTON, D. C. The 
threatened conflict between 
the Arab States and Israel 
should have a sobering effect 
on our Government’s official 
policy of “building bridges” 
with the Soviet Union and its 
Communist satellites in East­
ern Europe It should put a 
damper on the support by some 
of the largest American bus­
inesses for the Administration 
policy of increasing trade with 
the Russians.

On more than one occasion 
Ambassador to the United Na­
tions Arthur Goldberg has 
made it clear that peace in 
Viet Nam rests with the So­
viet Union. According to the 
statements of Nassar of Egy­
pt, the official line of the Rus­
sians IS complete support for 
attacks against the State of 
Israel.

Not only are the Russians 
blocking any action in the Un­
ited Nations, but they are 
checkmating any possible 
moves by the Geneva Confer­
ence machinerv' provided in 
the 1954 Agreements for settle­
ment of the Viet Nam war.

A ll the talk about a policy 
for the United States to make 
concessions in East-West Trade 
Agreements has a hollow- 
sound unless the Moscow Gov­
ernment declares its efforts for 
peace in the Middle East and 
Viet Nam.

It IS strange indeed that our 
Government and American 
businessmen have started a 
campaign to break a log-jam 
in trade with the Soviet Un­
ion. Washington is supporting 
the participation of American 
companies in a Trade Fair in 
Moscow at this ver>- time. The 
exhibition, concentrating par­
ticularly on food processing 
and food packaging equipment 
opened May 16.

It should be clear to policy 
makers that we can not sat­
isfactorily end the war in 
Viet Nam in a reasonable time 
or bring about a satisfactory- 
peace by making unilateral 
concessions to Russia or by 
blinding ourselves to Ihe real­
ities of world pow-er politics. 
The world politics m this in­
stance w-ears the same brand
which it has alw-ays w-om__
world Communist domination.

Now, after feeding Hanoi 
the supplies to kill our men 
in South Viet Nam, their long 
range strategy in the Middle 
East is show'mg itself at a 
frightening speed.

A glance at the map is en­
ough to show- that Russian 
ambitions in that part of he 
world include the control of 
the Red Sea and beyond it 
They include the Persian Gulf 
source of Western Europe’s 
oil supply, and to control that 
supply IS an invaluable ad- 
v-antage. The complete con­
trol w-ould mean a dominant 
influence on the economic life 
of Western Europe-.

For more than 40 years the 
secret intent of the Commun­
ists has been known. The cen- 
ter of their strategy is to find 
conditions where strife of any 
sort or kind can be fomented 
It then becomes a venicle for 
their use. Although it is pres- 
ently played down by our of- 
ficials, the numerous trouble 
spots arxiund the world do not 
Appear U> be accidents.

Their effords for crisis in 
Berlin, in Indonesia, in Hong 
Kong, were unsuccessful. Ear­
lier, they were unsuccessful in 
Greece and Turkey, in Iran and 
in Ghana. A t the present time 
however, the situation in 
Greece, Cyprus, the Middle 
East and, of course, Viet Nam, 
supported by Soviet intrigue’
