Social Security
Why should a man with a 

. wife and young children con- 
l*cern himself with anything 

that seems as far away as soc­
ial security?

A new booklet, “Social Se­
curity Infoimation for Young 
families,” specifically designed 
to answer Uiis question is now 
available, social security dis 
trict manager, Ted F. Moeller 
ing announced today.

“Social security is not just 
a retirement program, and it 
is not just for old people, 
Moellering said. This new 
booklet gives the young wor­
ker important information a- 
bout the survivors end disabi­
lity protection that he and his 
family have now.

Nine out of ten families in 
Sterling City have social se­
curity surv’ivor protection 
which can amount to over 
$75,000 in benefits if the bread­
winner .should die, Moellering 
pointed out

Disability insurance is the 
other social security program 
of particular importance to 
the young worker. After just 
five years of work under so­
cial security, the worker and 
his feunily are eligible to re­
ceive monthly benefit pay­
ments if he should become se­
verely disabled and the condi­
tion is expected to last a year 
or longer.

Moellering said “Social Se­
curity Information for Young 
Families^' explains in detail 
sur\ivors and disability pro­
tection, what it can mean to a 
family, and how to make an 
application should it become 
necessary. Also included is 
information on how to check 
your social security account 
and the financing of social se­
curity.

Copies of this pamphlet 
may be obtained free of charge 
from the social security office 
at 3000 West Harris in San 
.\ngelo, Texas.

Does the average worker get 
his money’s worth for his so­
cial security contributions?

The answer is “Yes”, ac­
cording to Ted F. Moellering, 
social security district mana­
ger. Young workers can be 
sure, too, that the social se­
curity benefits payable to them 
and their dependents in the 
future will be substantially 
increased by the time they 
qualify for payment.

The social security program 
is financed in such a way that 
benefits can be more than kept 
up to date with rising prices— 
without an increase in contri­
bution rates,” Moellering said. 
Because the social security tax 
is a percentage of payroll, in-j 
come to the program rises 
more than benefit obligations 
as wage levels go up, he ex­
plained.

In an expanding economy, 
rising wages produce more in­
come for the social security 
system and make it possible 
to increase benefits more than 
enough to offset any increases 
from time-to-time in the cei­
ling on the amount of earnings 
that is subject to the tax (and 
which counts toward the in­
dividual’s future benefit pay­
ments).

“But even without consi­
dering the likely future im­
provements in benefit levels,’’ 
Moellering said, “the average 
young worker will get retire­
ment, survivors, and disability 
insurance protection under so­
cial security worth 20 to 25 
percent more than he will pay 
in social security tax contri­
butions over a 40-45 year 
working lifetime—even if you 
count accumulated interest on 
those contributions.”

At the upper extreme—the 
young man who starts work 
in 1973 or later, when the ma­
ximum contribution rate for 
old-age, survivors, and disabi­
lity insurance goes into ef­
fect, and who has earnings at 
or above the maximum annual 
amount subject to the social 
security tax, will no more than 
just atout pay for the value 
of his protection.

People already at work, Mo­
ellering noted, get more pro­
tection for their tax contri­
butions than those who will 
l>e going to work under so­
cial security in the future.

an unidentified white male 
who was armed attempted to 
rob the Inwood National Bank 
of Dallas, Dallas, Texas.

An FBI ar­
tist’s conception of this indi­
vidual has been described by 
witnesses as an excellent like­
ness of this person The man 
was described as approxima­
tely 5’8” or 5’9” tall, and 
weighing about 160 pounds.

whose disability has lasted, or 
is expected to last, for 12 
months or longer," Moellering 
pointed out.

Benefts begin after a per­
son has been disabled for fl 
full months. No benefits can be 
paid for months during this 
•'waiting period.” Also, the law 
limits the back benefits a per­
son can collect to the 12 
months before the month in 
which he applies.

This means that the latest 
a person can file without los­
ing any back benefits is the 
month that comes after the 
l̂ Sth month of his disability. 
(these 18 months cover the 
wailing period and the 12- 
month limit of retroactive 
benefits.)
