Garrison explained that the
change in license was incor-
porated into law by the last
legslature.

“Renewal notices will be
mailed to each driver, just as
always,” Garrison said. “How-
ever, under the new procedure,
each driver must take the re-
newal notice to the nearest
DPS office. There he will be
given a standard vison test,
sign the renewal notice and
step in front of our camera.
The picture will be snapped
and a receipt will be issued to
enable the person to drive un-
til he receives his new license
in the mail.”

Garrison explained that
about 250 full-time license of-
fices would be in operation
over the state to service license
renewals. Issuance of new li-
censes will also be conducted
in many of these new offices
as well as at offices already es-
tablished.

There are currently over 5,-
800,000 licensed drivers in
Texas and about 2,500,000 li-
censes are renewed annually,
To facilitate the process all
licenses after January 1 will
be renewed to expire on the
birthdate of the licensee. If
the person holds a license end-
ing in an even number, it will
be renewed for a four year
term if the license ends in an
off number, it will be renewed
for two years the first time,
then for four years each time
thereafter. The cost to the
driver remains the same per
year.

The new license will be ap-
proximately 2 inches wide
by 33 inches long, or about
the same size as a standard
credit card.

“We anticipate fairly large
crowds at many of our offices,”
said Garrison, “and we hope to
be able to give each person
completely satisfactory service.
We look forward to making
many new friends among the
millions of persons we have

been serving by mail before
now.”

NEW LEGISLATION TO
HELP STERLING COUNTY
FAMILIES OBTAIN
HOUSING

The U. S. Departments of
Agriculture’s Farmers Home
Administration is better
equipped to handle the hous-
ing credit needs of low and
moderate income  Sterling
County families as a result of
legislation recently signed into
law, according to Patrick F.
Sullivan, Farmers Home Ad-
ministration county supervisor.

Sullivan said the Demonstra-
tion Cities and Metropolitan
Development Act, signed last
month by President Johnson,
makes it possible for a broader
range of Sterling County fam-
ilies to qualify for housing
loan authorities of the Farmers
Home Administration.

The new legislation Sullivan
continued, makes more mort-
gage credit available to low
and moderate income families
in Sterling County by increas-
ing the level of activity of the
Agency's rural housing loan
program.

Here are some of the other
changes in the rural housing
loan program administered by
the Farmers Home Adminis-
tration:

—Many Sterling County who
had to go the long route of
planning, contracting and
building a house can now buy
newly constructed buildings.
Before the new legislation,
these families could only pur-

chase previously occupied
buildings.

—Qualified low-income fam-
ilies can now obtain housing
credit from Farmers Home Ad-
ministration on the basis of a
cosigner. Previously , only
those rural persons 62 years
and older qualified for this as-
sistance.

—The new legislation in-
creases from $1,000 to $1,500
the maximum amount of as-
sistance the agency can make
for emergency repairs or im-
provements to owner-occupied
rural housing or farm service
buildings. This credit is not
designed to upgrade a building
but only to remove hazards to
the health and the safety of
the family and the community.

—Rural families on the
verge of losing their homes
through foreclosure may save
their homes if a sound basis
can be developed by the Farm-

erso Home Administration to|

refinance their debts.

—Financial assistance can be
given to construct rental hous-
ing for low and moderate in-
come rural families of all age
groups. Previously, rental
housing financed by FHA had
o be occupied by rural people
62 years and older.

Loans by the Farmers Home
Administration are made to
Sterling County applicants
who are unable to obtain cred-
it they need from private lend-

rs at reasonable rates and

terms.

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SMOOTH SELLING

PROSPECT OR PERISH

If the title sounds grim it
was meant to. You can't stay
alive in selling unless you sys-
tematically go after new ac-
counts.,

Too many salesmen regard
a territory as a lifetime sine-
cure that will yield good earn-
ings without cultivation. This
is a fallacy. A territory must
be exploited or it will dry up
on you,

The key word mentioned so
far is “systematic.” There must
be a pattern to your prospect-
ing. Depending on hit or miss
tips, one-shot cold calls, ete, is
dangerous,

Prospects or Rejects

A lot of time can be wasted
on buyers who really aren’t
prospects at all — at least not
for your product. A true pros-
pect must be right for you;
he must possess the necessary
qualities which make him a
likely user of your merchandise
or service. A certain amount of
screening is called for here. If
he can pass the following tests
he's worth more of your time:

1. Does he really need your
product or service?

2. Is he an influential? Does
he have the authority to buy?

3. Does he represent a sol-
vent firm that wiﬁ pay its bills?

4. Can he be weaned away
from his present supplier?

5. Can you get to see him?
If he's the vice president or
yresident the approach may
}\ave to be made by a top execu-
tive in your firm.,

6. Will the business he gives
you be worth the amount of
time you invest in him? You
might make a chart for pros-
pects and evaluate them on a
checkpoint basis. This will save
you needless running around
on what could be a wild goose
chase.

Warming Up Cold Calls

Whenever I read that one
out of 10 or two out of 15 cold
calls results in a sale I make
a devout wish that salesmen
will not believe these figures.
I know that these ratios have
been derived from actual ex-
perience but I still feel that
publicizing them does more
harm than good.

Why? Because they cause the
salesman to automatically put
a damper on his efforts. He
may be the best man in the
business but he is a slave to
somebody else’s record.

What difference does it make
if 30 salesmen in the XYZ
Company average one order
per 12 cold calls? This does not
mean that you cannot hit five—

or six—or more! And you can.

if you have faith in yourself,
In the history of selling

many cold calls have produced
customers that spent millions
of dollars. Intelligent cold call-
ing should not be neglected in
the prospecting picture. This
means calling on buyers ]lkely
to be interested in your line,

Prospecting Leads

The salesman is not alone in
his prospecting. Leads come
into him from his sales man-
ager, sup%lied lists from such
firms as R. L. Polk, company
advertising and friends and ac-
quaintances. The last is espe-
cially important in the service
business.

Many of these leads are “hot”
but that doesn't mean they are
pre-sold. It requires salesman-
ship of a high order to get the
order. The best you can hope
for is that the buyer is recep-
tive to your presentation. You
have to take it from there,

Landing tha Big One
There is a type of salesman
who is unsparing of his energy
for prospecting but he is fish-
ing for minows when he should

be angling for sturgeon,

This is the small accoint
complex. A man devotes a great
deal of time to cold calling and
tracking down leads but he
stays away from the big ac-
count.

Subconsciously, he avoids the
large customer in his prospect-
ing. Why? The answer is sim-
ple: the big buyer is harder to
sell, The salesman knows he's
going to have a tough fight and
he's afraid to start slugging.
He's like the early morning
bather who can't gather up
enough courage to wade into
the frigid water. He waits until
gftemoon when the sun is fully

ot.

There's a defeatist aspect in
the avoidance of the big ac-
count. The salesman gives up
the battle before even trying
to win.

Some salesmen feel that once
they've been granted an inter.
view with ndprospect they have
accomplished their objective,
They are so pleased with their
success in getting into the buy-
er's office that they do very
little after that.

You've got to push harder
than ever once you get the ap-
pointment. Getting there is
only half the battle. You've got
to come away with an order.

Don't let yourself be cowed
or intimidated by the buyer,
Don’t even appear too grateful
for the interview. Instead make
him feel that he's been selected
by you; that you are giving
him your time. Give him the
impression that you don't pick
prospects at random but only
after careful consideration,
Make him feel that he's a blue
chip choice. This will tickle his
pride.

If you can begin an inter-
view by telling the prospect
how much it means to you etc.,
you are just taking away good
selling time. Be polite, observe
the usual amenities but don't
get down on your knees and
bow in gratitude.

You will be much better off
to spend the early minutes
priming the prospect for the
eventual close. That’s what you
came for. Don't ever let any-
thing swing you away from the
main objective,

Higher Earnings Possible
Without Benefit Deductions

For older people and other
beneficiaries who continue to
work the recent changes in so-
cial security will enable them
to make more money and still
draw some or all of their social
security benefits.

The amount of money a per-
son can earn in a yvear and still
draw all his social security
benefits has been raised. Begin-
ning with 1968, a person who
makes as much as $1,680 can
still collect all of his social
security benefits. Even if he
earns considerably more than
that, he may still draw some
benefits. The old law had set
that limit at $1,500, through
1967.

Here’s how it now works. If
you are working regularly and
do not earn more than $1,680 a
year In wages, you will receive
all of your social security bene-
fits each month. If you are
working regularly and make
more than $1,680 a year, $1 will
be withheld from your bene-
fits for each $2 you make over
$1,680 and up to 2,880. If you
make more than 2,880, $1 will
be deducted from your bene-
fits for each $1 you make above
that amount.

However regardless of your
total earnings for the year you
will receive your social security
check for any month in whch
you do not earn more than $140
in wages and are not active in
self-employment. This means
that you could make any
amount over $1,680 a year, and
still receive your checks for any
month that you do not work,
but with deductions against the
months you do work. Remem-
Iber. these new provisions ap-
ply to earnings in 1968. The old
‘luw applies to earnings and
|benefits in 1967.

As in the old law, there are
no deductions taken from your
|social security benefits for any
{month after you reach 72, re-
‘;zm'(il(w\ of how much you earn
in the year.
| The provisions of the retire-
;mc-nt test apply also to depend-
“(-nts of people who are receiv-
;mg disability benefits, but not
(to the disabled worker himself.
