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Home Health Benefits
from Medicare

The least understood service
under Medicare is home health
benefits, according to Ted F.
Moellering, social security dis-
trict manager in San Angelo,
Texas. Mr. Moellering ex-
plained that these benefits are
available to home-confined
Medicare beneficiaries in most
localities, when ordered by a
doctor and when furnished by
a participating home health
agency. These agencies send

skilled people to the home to
provide health care, such as
part-time nursing; physical,
speech and occupational ther-
apy: use of medical appliances;
and part-time services of home
health aides.

Home health benefits are
furnished under both parts of
Medicare: Part A, hospital in-
surance, and Part B, supple-
mental medical insurance.
Part A takes care of all of the
costs of up to 100 visits for up
to a year after the most re-

cent discharge from a hospital
or participating extended care
facility, under these condi-
tions

1. The beneficiary was in a T

participating, or otherwise
qualified, hospital for at least|
J consecutive days;

2. He is confined to his
home; 1

3. A doctor determines the|
need for home health care and|
sets up a plan for it within 14
days after discharge fiom the
nospital or participat:ng ex-
tended care facility; and

4. The home care 1s 1or treat-f’
ment of the same condition
for which he was hospitalized.

There is no requirement of
prior hospitalization tor these
services under Part B. Up to
100 home health visits each
year are covered, if:

1. The patient is confined to
his home;

2. A doctor determines the
need for home health care; and

3. The doctor sets up a home!
health care plan and reviews
it periodically. Part B pays
al but the first $50 and 20 per-
cent of the remainder of the|
costs of covered medical ser-|
vices in a calendar year. x

nursing home) assigned there
lby your physician as a follow-
up to hospital care, and (3)
a patient at home receiving
home health services, Mr.
Moellering continued. There
has been some thought that be-
cause you are covered under
Medicare up to a certain max-
imum number of days, Yyou
can automatically count on
that number of days regard-
less of your condition. Mr.
Moellering went on to say that
this is a misunderstanding and
that when your condition im-
proves to the extent you no
longer require the level of
care provided, then your eligi-
bility ceases.

An example of this misun-
derstanding is the 100 day eli-
gibility in an Extended Care
Facility. We are sometimes
asked why a certain person
was told Medicare would no
longer pay for his stay in an
Extended Care Facility when
he had only been there 50 days
and still had 50 days coming.
The condition of the patient
rather than the number of
days is the controlling factor
up to the point that the maxi-
mum number of days is
reached. Coverage ends when
his condition is such that he
no longer needs the level of
care provided by the Extended
Care Facility.

Any question about this or
any area of Medicare or Social
Security should be resolved
by a visit or contact with the
Social Security Office located
at 3000 West Harris Avenue
in San Angelo, Texas, or see
the representative when he is
in your area.

Present day problems arise
because the framers of hte
Constitution could not at that
time forsee the “winner take
all” situation created by mod-
ern political parties. The win-
ning Presidential candidate in
each state gets all the electoral
votes of that state. A bloc of
a few thousand votes can turn
an election one way or the
other.

The disproportionate stren-
gth of a small bloc of votes
has come about because all
states have adopted the prac-
tice of voting for a slate of
electors at large. Under the
system, the political party ob-
taining a plurality of votes,
even if less than 50%, ob-
tains all electoral votes as a
matter of custom and prac-
tice.

To corect this situation
which has evolved over the
years, reform is urgent.

Under the “District
Plan", each state would be
divided into districts of near
equal population, probably
using present Congressional
District Lines, giving each
voter exactly the same weight
in selecting their electors,
one for the Distriect and two
State-wide.

SUMMARY OF COUNTY
EXTENSION AGENT'S
ANNUAL REPORT

FOR 1968

Each year, the county ex-
tension agents are asked to
summarize their annual re-

port and make this available
to the local newspaper. This

residents with the activities of
the office.

During the year just ended,
the Sterling County agent
traveled a total of 17,088
miles. This included both in
county and out of county
travel. Nineteen meetings of
various types were attended
during the year. A total of 163
newspaper stories were writ-
ten for publication in the lo-
cal paper.

Eighteen 4-H Club mem-
bers sold a total of eighty--
nine lambs and five pigs at
stock shows at Odessa, Ster-
ling City, Fort Worth, San
Antonio, Houston, San Ange-
lo and Dallas. The value of
these sales amounted to
$2,174.50. In addition, a num-
ber of other lambs and pigs
were sold through other means
after having been culled from
the club members’ projects;
it does not include sales of
registered breeding animals.
Four club members sold reg-
istered sheep or swine in
breed sales or at private trea-
ty sales. Prize money earned
at shows participated in dur-
ing the year amounted to
$2,088.50 fo a total income of

$4,263; they also own live-
stock valued at better than
$5,000.

Thirteen different club

members received training in
range judging, range plant
identification, livestock judg-
ing, and giving demonstra-
tions. These girls and boys
took part in six contests
various places in the area and
the state. One of the teams
placed second in state-wide
competition. Other team plac-
ings of the various teams in
state competition were third,
fifth and eighth.

Result demonstrations in
adult work include those in
rane management and brush
contol, sheep selection, beef
cattle performance, and en-
tomology. Three tours of out
of county persons were led on
trips to three of the brush
control demonstrations. One of
these included representatives
from El Salvador, Mexico and
Brazil. Another included

' chemical company representa-

itives from Michigan, Okla.
homa, and other states.

During the summer months
considerable time was devoted
to the screwworm eradication
program. A total of forty cas-
es were confirmed in the
{county. Work in this program
included contacting producers
with confirmed cases with the
program inspectors, publicity,
land making equipment for
ithe use of producers available.

A range field day and tour
was held in October under
the joint sponsorship of all
agricultural agencies in the
county. Forty-two persons at-
tended this event.

The annual rabies vaccina-
tion clinic was held in early
June. This is a regularly
sponsored event in the coun-
ty. Eighty dogs and cats were
immunized by the veterinarian
contacted for this purpose.
During the latter part of the
year, more time was spent on
this as the current outbreak

of rabies had its start then.
Many individuals in the
county made much of the

work possble both in the field
of 4-H club work and adult
work. Wthout their coopera-
tion, it would not have been
possible to accomplish the
club program, the adult work,
the tours, result demonstra-
tons, and other portions of the
Extension program.
