Electric Short Course 
To Be Here

A Farm Electrification short 
course on electric motors for 
aduit fanners will be held 
February 17—20, 1969 under 
the spon.sorship of the Ster­
ling City High School Voca­
tional Agriculture Depart­
ment, according to O.T. Jones, 
superintendent and Fred Igo, 
teacher of vocational aricul- 
ture.

The short course is being 
spon.sored by the vocational 
agriculture department of 
Sterling City high school.

Bob Jaska, Farm Eletrifica- 
tion specialist with the Voca­
tional Agriculture Division of 
the Texas Education Agency 
and the Department of Agrcul- 
tural Engineering at Texas A 
8;M University will do the in­
structing in the course He is 
headquartered at Texas A&M 
University.

Mr. Jaska holds a Master’s 
Degree in Agricultural Engi­
neering. Since 1947 he has been 
prominent in research work 
in Farm Electrification at A 
&M University, in addition to 
teaching Farm Electrification 
in the Agricultural Engineer­
ing Department. His research 
and field work carried him ov­
er the entire state so that he 
is very familiar with all 
types of electrical problems 
on the farm.

“ Many Farm Electrification 
short courses in various parts 
of the state have been taught 
by Mr. Jaska and all have 
met with outstanding success” 
according to Hulan Harris, ar­
ea supervisor of vocational 
agriculture of Big Spring.

WASHINGTON, DC.- Pres, 
ident Nixon is seemingly view ­
ing hte crime situation inWash- 
ington as high priority for ac­
tion.

The District of Columbia is 
unique in that it is one of the 
few places where the Federal 
Government is directly respon­
sible for law enforcement.

The President is asking for 
an increase of Federal Judges 
and prosecutors to speed up 
work. A crash program of re­
cruiting more police is under 
way. The backlog of cases aw 
siting trial continues to mount. 
It is taking from seven to 
eight months at the present 
time to bring crimmals to 
trial. Meanwhile, records show 
that a very high percentage of 
arrests are those under felony 
charges free on bail.

The two most important 
things in law enforcement are 
swift apprehension of the 
criminal and certain punish­
ment for those who violate 
the law. But this will not get 
the job done completely. A 
change m the attitude of the 
courts and public officials to­
ward more respect for law 
and its penalties is fundament­
al.

Not only in this country but 
all over the world, Washing­
ton is becoming known as the 
Nation’s crime capital. Last 
week a London newspaper 
published the following: "It 
seems almost as if crime in 
Washington has become a 
sport. In a curious way, many 
Washingtonians have become 
accustomed to living with 
almost in the way that Lon­
doners learned to live with the 
World War II blitz.” One 
Metropolitan newspaper car­
ries a daily “Crime Clock” 
listing the armed robberies for 
the preceding twenty-four 
hour period and the time they 
occurred. A typical day listed 
sixteen robberies.

For the month of December 
there was recorded 29 hold­
ups, more than double the 
number of December 1967.

Bank robberies alone am­
ounted to 102 in 1968. This av­
erages out to nearly two a
