Postal Rate Rise 
Discussed

An “ inherited” postal deficit 
o f $12 billion is responsible 
for the proposals to raise the 
postage bill for residents of 
Sterling City, Postmaster W.R. 
Brooks, said today.

Mr. Brooks said that he had 
been advised by Postmaster 
General W inton M. Blount in 
Washington, D.C. that the rec­
ord $1.2 billion 1970 deficit 
com pelled President N ixon to 
seek piostage rate increases. 
W ithout higher rates the De­
partment w ill be left with a 
staggering deficit that would 
becom e an added public tax 
burden.

In addition to increasing let­
ter mail from  6 to 7 cents, as 
proposed by the Johnson ad­
ministration, President Nixon 
also asked that second and 
third class mailers help re- 
duce the large postal deficit 
which w ould be otherwise be 
paid by taxpayers, the post­
master said.

For the bulk third-class mail 
and most magazines and news­
papers, the rates w ould be in­
creased 16 per cent to 20 per 
cent above today’s levels, he 
noted. These percentages in­
clude rate hikes already sched­
uled by previous action of 
Congress.
The president's recommended 

increases w ill reduce the 1970 
postal deficit by more than 
$600 million.

The postmaster listed these 
other details on the proposed 
increases:

FIRST-CLASS M AIL: Let­
ters and post cards w ould be 
increased one cent, to 7 cents 
an ounce and 6 cents a piece, 
respectively, on July 1, 1969, 
Airm ail postage would remain 
at 10 cents. This will yield 
$557.2 m illion in ne wrevenue.

SECOND-CLAS M AIL: A 
handling charge o f 3-lOths of 
a cent per piece for circulation 
outside hom e counties would 
becom e effective July 1, 1969 
This would yield $15.3 m il­
lion annually and would rep­
resent a 12 percent increase 
in addition to the 8 percent 
rise scheduled to take effect 
January 1, 1970.

THIRD-CLASS M AIL: For 
singles pieces, rates would be 
increased one cent per piece. 
This would yield $12.4 million. 
For regular bulk third-class 
the minimum would be in-1 

|crea.sed to a uniform rate of 
4.2 cents, January 1, 1970, as 
contra.sted with the pre.sent 
rate o f 3.3 cents. The 1970 
increase would lift revenues 
by $42.8 million annually.

Proposed CONSTITUTIONAL AMENDMENT

NUMBER THREE ON THE BALLOT (SJR.Jl)
BE IT KE.SOLVED BY THE 

LEGI.SLATURE OF THE 
STATE OF TEXAS:
Section 1. That Section 24, 

Article III, Constitution of the 
State of Texas, be amended to 
read as follows:

“ Section 24. The Lieutenant 
Governor and the Speaker of 
the House o f Representatives 
shall each receive from the 
Public Treasury an annual sal­
ary in an amount to be fixed 
by the Legislature, not to ex­
ceed one-half the annual aalary 
of the Governor. Each other 
member of the Legislature 
shall receive from the Public 
Treasury an annual salary to 
be fixed by the Legislature, 
not to exceed the annual sal­
ary paid to a district judge 
from state funds. Members of 
the Legislature ahall also re­
ceive a per diem of not exceed­
ing Twelve Dollars ($12) per 
day during each Re^Iar and 
Sp^ial Session of the Legis­

lature. No Regular Session 
shall be of longer duration 
than one hundr^ and forty 

■(140) days.
Sec. 2. The foregoing con­

stitutional amendment shall be 
submitted to a vote of the 
qualified electors o f this state 
at an election to be held on 

, .Yugust 5, 1969, at which elec- 
. tion the ballots shall be printed 
to provide for voting for or 
against the proposition: “ The 
constitutional amendment pro­
viding that the Lieutenant 
Governor and the Speaker of 
the House of Representatives 
shall receive a salary fixed by 
the I..egislature, not to exceed 
one-half the salary of the Gov­
ernor; providing that the Leg­
islature shall fix the salary' o f 
the other members, not to ex­
ceed that received bv a district 
judge from state lunda; and 
removing the 120-day limita­
tion on per diem for regular

Proposed CONSTITUTIONAL AMENDMENT

NUMBER FOUR ON THE BALLOT (SJR6)
BK IT RKSOi.VRD BY THE 

LEGISLATURE OF THE 
STATE OF TEXAS:
Section 1. That Section 2, 

Article VIII, Constitution of 
the State of Texas, be amend­
ed to read as follows:

“ Section 2. All occupation 
taxes shall be equal and uni­
form upon the same Class of 
subjects within the limits of 
the authority levying the tax; 
but the legislature may, by 
general laws, exempt from 
taxation public property used 
for public purposes; all real 
and personal property owned 
by a nonprofit water supply 
corporation which is reason­
ably necessary for, and is used 
in, operation of the corpora­
tion in the acquisition, storage, 
transportation and sale of 
water as authorized as its sole 
legal purpose; actual places or 
(of) religious worship, also 
any property owned by a 
church or by a strictly relig­
ious society for the exclusive 
use as a dwelling place for the 
ministry of such cliurch or re­
ligious society, and which 
yields no revenue whatever to

such church or religious so­
ciety; provided that such ex­
emption shall not extend to 
more property than is reason­
ably necessary for a dwelling 
place and in no event more than 
one acre of land; places of 
burial not held for private or 
corporate profit; all buildings 
used exclusively and owned by 
persons or associations o f per­
sons for school purposes and 
the necessary furniture of all 
schools and property used ex­
clusively and reasonably neces­
sary in conducting any as.so- 
ciation engaged in promoting 
the religious, educational and 
physical development of l>oys, 
girls, young men or young 
women operating under a state 
or national organization of like 
character; also the endowment 
funds of such institutions of 
learning and religion not used 
with a view to profit; and 
when the same are invested in 
bonds or mortgages, or in land 
or other property which has 
been and shall hereafter be 
bought in bv such institutions 
under foreclosure sales made 
to satisfy or protect such

bonds or mortgages, that such 
exemption of such land and 
property shall continue only 
Ifor two years after the pur­
chase of the same at such sale 
by such institutions and no 
longer, and institutions of 
purely public charity; and all 
laws exempting property from 
taxation other than the prop­
erty above mentioned shall be 
null and void.”

Sec. 2. The foregoing Con­
stitutional amendment shall be 
submitted to a vote of the 
qualified electors o f this state 
at an election to be held on the 
first Tuesday after the first 
Monday in August, 1969, at 
which election all ballots shall 
have printed on them the fol­
lowing:

“ FOR the Constitutional 
amendment to exempt non­
profit water supply corpo­
rations from taxation.” ; and 

“ AGAIX.ST the ConsUtu- 
tional amendment to exempt 
nonprofit water supply cor­
porations from taxation.”
Sec. 3. The Governor o f the 

State of Texas shall issue the 
necessary proclamation for the 
election, and this amendment 
shall be published in the man­
ner and tor the lenjrth of time 
required by the Constitution 
and laws of this state.
