Social Security Tips

A number of widows and‘I
surviving children of de-
ceased workers in this area
could be missing out on so-
cial security money due them,
according to Ted F. Moeller- |
ing, district manager of the|
Social Security Office. Many
changes have been made in
recent years concerning bene-
fits for widows and children.
Some who would be eligible
do not know about the new
rules, Mr. Moellering said. Mr.
Moellering further noted that
at present there are over
three million young widows
an d children receiving a
monthly social security check.

A widow who is completely
disabled and over age 50 can
receive reduced widow's bene-
fit if she becomes disabled
within seven years of her
husband’s death or the time
she last had a child entitled
to benefits in her care. Also,
widows who remarry after
age 60 may retain a part of
the widow’s benefit.

Children who would be
otherwise entitled because of
the death, disability, or re-
tirement of a parent except
for being over age 18, can
now receive student benefits
if they are in full-time school
attendance, unmarried, and
under age 22.

Children also have full pro-
tection now on their mother’s
account under the same rules
that apply to a father’s ac-
count. This present law will
result in a number of children
being able to receive social
security Dbenefits when their
mother dies or becomes dis-
abled ,including some who
were previously turned down
under the old law, Mr. Moel-
lering said.

Anyone knowing someone
who might qualify for bene-
fits under these provisions is
urged to have them get in
touch with their Social Se-
curity Office at 300 West
Harris Avenue in San Angelo,
Texas, or see the representa-
tive when he is in your area.

STERLING COUNTY
OIL-GAS ROUNDUP

Sterling County oil and gas
wells pumped some $8.4 mil-
lion into the county's economy
last year, according to a study
just relcased by the Texas
Mid-Continent Oil & Gas As-
sociation.

Value of production from
oil wells was $7.9 million and
from natural-gas wells $467.-
000, based on the most recent
U.S. Bureau of Mines figures
compiled by the Association.
The county ranked ranked
108th in the state in value of
production.

“Output from Sterling Coun-
ty is part of this country’s do-
mestic oil supply which is en-
dangered by some of the pro-
posals now before Congress,”
commented Corbin J. Robert-
son, Association president.
“Attempts to destroy percent-
age depletion provisions of
our income tax laws and to
nullify present controls over
imported oil could discourage
further develompent of Texas
oil resources. Eventually oil
markets now shared by the
county would be given over
to foreign producers.”

Last year, the county pro-
duced 2.7 million barrels of
crude oil and 3.6 billion cub-
ic feet of natural gas.

Of this total, county land-
owners and others with min-
eral interests received royalty
payments of $1.1 million.

The state received $398,000
in production taxes with crude
oil accounting for $365,000 and
natural gas $33,000. A number
of school districts in the coun-
ty lean heavily on oil produc-
tion for ad valorem tax sup-
port, such as Sterling City,
49.2%.

Drilling expenditures were
an estimated $4 million. Of
the 51 wells drilled in the
county, 21 were completed as
oil wells and 1 as a gas well,
according to Ira Rinehart's
Yearbook. The 29 dry wells
or holes cost $2.2 million.
There were 18 wildcats drilled.
The Texas Employment
Commission lists 23 workers
on oil and gas payrolls, which
totaled $138,000.
