There is an invasion of fall 

army worms in Sterling 
County but they have not 
reached the destructive stage 
here as they have in some ar­
eas. In a large part of the 
small grain producing area 
south of us, they have caused 
extensive damage and the 
same is true of the wheat belt 
north of us.

The full grown armyworm 
varies in color from tan or 
green to nearly black. The 
most prominent identifying 
character is the inverted Y on 
the front of the head. Some 
are nearly slick while others 
will have a great number of 
bristles or hairs but the in­
verted Y is always present. 
The color changes as the worm 
matures and the black usual­
ly is the fully mature worm. 
Normally, the worm feeds for 
about twenty days during 
which time it reaches a length 
of 1*2 inches. The life cycle 
from egg to the adult, or 
candlemoth stage, requires 
from 28 to 52 days, depending 
on the weather.

If the worms are damaging 
grass or small grain, Sevin 
can be used as a spray on 
small grain or grass or lawns 
around the home. In many of 
the areas where the infestation 
is large, the worms have 
caused extensive damage to 
pastures as well as the grain 
fields. Spraying has been done 
in many of these areas but re­
ports say that the number is 
so large that they have not 
been able to control the inva­
sion.

RAINS DAMPEN AREA
Slow falling rains have left 

over an inch of moisture in 
and around Sterling County 
this week. Consisting of fre­
quent showers and lots of 
drizzles, the moisture has all 
soaked in and is keeping Uie 
grass and weeds green.
