A reward of $500.00 will be
paid by the Texas Sheep and
Goat Raisers Association to any
person (other than law enforce-
ment officers) giving information
causing the arrest and first con-
viction of any person or persons
found butchering or stealing any
sheep or lambs or goats belonging
to any Association member in
good standing. When 2 or more
persons give information, the
above sum will be divided at
the discretion of the Board of
the Association. When two or
more defendants are involved in
a single crime, the total reward
is limited to $500.00, but the con-
viction of one defendant, even
though the other defendants are
acquitted will entitle the claim-
ant or claimants to said sum of
$500.00. All claims must be sub-
mitted within ninety (90) days
following conviction. If upon
conviction, a defendant confesses
other thefts, no additional re-
wards will be paid. All decisions
concerning the payment of such
reward and the conditions of
payment will be made by the
Board of Directors of the Associ-
ation.

Hopefully, the
number of overwintering  flies
there can be cut down and -he
possibility of a staggering num-
ber of cases there early noar
\ear decreased

Producers are urged to con-
tinue to send in samples howev-
e¢r.

There has been quite a lot of
publicity reczntly concerning the
status of the brucellosis program
in Texas recently. The Texas
Animal Health Commission has
issued a policy statement asking
that an impartial in-depth study
of brucellosic and all possible
programs be authorized by Con-
gress. Commission members have
asked hat the study conducted
by a team of scientists approve:l
by Congressional commitees re-
sponsible

Conclusions cf this study, to
be funded bv Congress, should
be delivered o the Congressional
committees responsible  for rhe
funding of the USDA brucellos-
is program. according to the pol-
iICy statement

In order that maximum cred-
itability be accorded to the study
Commission members have rec-
ommended that Congress ap-
point a tcam of nationally rec-
ognized auhorities in their fields
who are not associated with rhe
current brucellosis program. The
investigative team would evalu-
ate the resk-bencfit ration. in-
cluding economic, social, hygen-
ic and other facrors associated
with the problem and establich
a course of action.

Animal Heaith Commission
members  further recommend
that no punitive changes in the
Uniform Methods and Rules bc
made until the results of the
study are presented to Congres-
sional appropriations committees
for their consideration.

In the policy stateinent. Com-
mission members indicated that
they favor effective control, and
if possible, cventual eradication
of brucellosis from Texas breed-
ing cattle. They said they will
take steps which they deem rea-
sonabl:, practical and necessary
to achieve these goals.

Members of the Commission
also indicated that they favor re-
sisting and opposing any addi-
tional resrictive, federal regula-
tions until the proposed study
determines guidelines for a fu-
ture program

During the interim, the Com
mission policy will be aimed at:
