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One of the activities planned
by the County Program Building
Committee is the meeting on
sheep diseases this coming Mon-
day night, December 8, at 7:30
P.M. in the community center.
This meeting was set up because
members of the committee felt
that there was a need for more
information on diseases of shecp.

Dr. George Ahlschwede and
Dr. Charles Livingston will pre-
sent the program. Dr. Ahlsch-
wede is sheep and goat specialis®
with the Agricultural Extension
Service while Dr. Livingston is
Professor of Sheep and Goat Dis-
eases with the Agricultural Fx-
periment Station. Both men have
their headquarrers at the Texas
A & M University Agricultural
Research  and Extension Center
at San Angelo.

Livingston, one of the few
veternarians to hold a Ph. D.
degree, is an outstanding author-
ity on sheep diseases. He has
done much work in this field
having been headquartered at the

Sonora Experiment Starion be-
fore being rtransfcrred to San
Angelo,

All sheep producers are urged
to take advantage of the op-
portunity to learn more about
sheep discases, their prevention
and control, and new diseases.
They will also learn how to usc
the animal disease diagnostic lab-
orarcry. Thi; laboratory has the
facilities for diagnosing diseases
of all animal and is the facility
available to veternarians and
livestock producers when some
thing new in the way of a dis-
case appears in the livestock
field.
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The cold weather of last few
weeks should help slow dowa
the pesky screwworm but there
have been several cases reported
positive in the last month. Am-
ong them were cases in horses,
cattle and sheep in Sterling
County. William Foster sent in
a sample from a horse that was
confirmed positive while Billy
Palmer on the Caldwell and
Palmer Ranch sixteen miles out
the Big Spring road sent in one
from cattle. The positive case in
sheep was sent in by Tom Mc-
Gill from the south part of the
county

While the cold weather should
have slowed down the worms,
it is wise to keep checking your
stock for some of these pests
that may be a little tougher and
endurer the weather,

Treat suspected cases and send
in a sample.

The severe frosts have killed
the annual broomweeds and wha.
warm season grass there was on
the ranges. This sets up a situ-
ation very favorable for range
fires that could burn off a lot
of country. As everyone knows
the broomweeds will really burn;
wach for possible fires.

Fveryone is urged to check
out any smoke thcy may see oa
the horizon. Several have been
teported in the past few weeks
but thus far they have all been
pit fires at some of the drilling
locations.  This iz much better
that just forgeting about the
smoke you see and having i’
turn out to be a range fire. The
quicker it is reported, the better
chance for control.  Livestock
sprayers should be kept in good
operating condition for possible
use. With the cold weather, it
may not be advisable to keep
one filled with water but if it
is in operational condition, fill-
ing with water can be done
Quickly if needed.

Rabid Animals to the Laboratory
Increasing difficulty to confirm
a diagnosis of rabies is being
experienced with the submission
of animal heads for rabies ex-
amination when shipment by
air takes as long as four days
between shipping date and re--
ceipt. If at all possible, we rec-
ommend to those who use the
State Department of Health lab-
oratory service in Austin, that
they USE THE VARIOUS BUS
COMPANIES. Pack the animal
head in a leakproof plastic bag.
Enclose a second leak—proof
plastic bag filled with ice or use
water frozen in plastic bottles.
An outside container of sturdy
construction  (styrofoam serves
nicely and is inexpensive) must
be used. Also, use packing ma--
terial to absorb water in the
event of leakage. The box should
be securely taped down and
marked, KEEP UPRIGHT
PLEASE. A note to telephone the
Health Department Laboratory

should be prominently displayed.
