The statue of the brucellosis 
eradication program in Texas is 
the subject o f much publicity. 
Members of the Texas Animal 
Health Commission have stressed 
(hat diey favor ‘reasonable, ef- 
iective control measures which 
can work,’ including develop­
ment of a more effective vaccine 
for the livestCKk disease.

The Commission has been no­
tified that federal indemnity pay­
ments will no longer be paid to 
producers whose cattle are con­
demned as brucellosis reactors 
after, or as of, January 1, 1976.

Dr. E. S. Cox, Animal and 
Plant Health Inspection S ^ ic e  
veterinarian at Austin, points out 
that no quarantine regulations 
have been placed against Texas 
yet. and there is a possibility 
(bat they will not be placed. But, 
(he consequences are serious if 
such restrictions are put on Tex- 
a<. cattle.

One would mean a seven month 
testing period before herds could 
be designated as qualified. In 
order to keep selling, a herd 
would have to be tested at 120 
day intervals. At present no 
herds in the state meet this 
qualified designation.

Stocker and feeder cattle could 
move out o f state only if brand­
ed with an S on the left jaw 
and sent to a quarantined feed- 
lot or to slaughter under the 
possible quarantine. Steers and 
-payed heifer.s could move freely 
under the possible qaairantine.

Also, under the pos.dble quar­
antine regulations, cattle could 
not be shipped from Texas to 
foreing countries because offic- 
uds cannot write hesdth cemfi*

Increasing difficulty to confirm 
a diagnosis o f rabies is being

o f animal heads for rabies ex­
amination when shipment by 
air takes as long as four days 
between shipping date and re­
ceipt. If at all possible, we rec­
ommend to those who use the 
State Department of Health lab­
oratory service in Austin, that 
they USE THE VARIOUS BUS 
COMPANIES. Pack the animal 
head in a leakproof plastic bag. 
Enclose a second leak—^proof 
plastic bag filled with ice or use 
water frozen in plasdc bottles. 
An outside container o f sturdy 
construction ( styrofoam serves 
nicely and is inexpensive) must 
be used. Also, use packing ma­
terial to absorb water in the 
event o f leakage. The box should 
be securely taped down smd
marked, KEEP UPRIGHT------
PLEASE.
