Texas Small Business
Continues To Increase

The number of new small
businesses in Texas contin-
ued to increase last year, a
report from the U.S. Small
Busincss Administration
showed today.

SBA's Office of Advocacy
said that new business in-
corporations in Texas during
the first six months of 1983,
just about all representing
small firms, rose 11.96 per-
cent. The six-month total for
1983 was 22,625. The 1982
total was 20,208.

For all of 1983, SBA esti-
mated that new business
incorporations in the nation
rcached a new record of
about 600,000. The estimate
was based on Dun & Brad-
street data. The previous
record, 580,000 was set in
1981. In 1982, new business
incorporations totaled about
560,000.

Philip J. O'Jibway, direc-
tor of SBA's office in Lub-
bock said today, ‘“‘The
six-month statistics, and the
national record set in 1983,
clearly show that the num-
ber of small firms in Texas
continues to increase.

“From measurable fil-
ings, we found that new
business starts from Janu-
ary-September 1983 totaled
66,572 vs. 58,950 in the
similar 1982 period,"”" O'Jib-
way said.

AG CHECK-OFF SYSTEM
The recent amendment to
the Texas Constitution that
passed in the general elec-
tion has legalized the Texas
agricultural check-off sys-
tem. Although the Texas
Agricultural Check-off Act
was passed in 1967 and re-
vixed in 1969, it was de-
clared unconstitutional by
the Supreme Court in 1975,
notes an economist with the
Texas Agricultural Exten-
sion Service, Texas A&M
University System. Now that
the act has been legalized
through the election  pro-
cess, agricultural commodity
groups will be able to pro-
ceed in setting up check-off
or ‘‘self-help” programs. In
these programs growers pay
a certain fee when they sell
their product so as to fin-
ance educational, research
and market  development
projects for the benefit of
their particular product.

Hospitalized Vets

I'he nation salutes its
hospitalized veterans during
the week of February 14 and
the Veterans Administration
is inviting citizens nation-
wide to visit the nearly
90,000 patients in its medi-
cal facilities

The VA, which adminis
ters veterans medical and
benefits programs, has also
mounted an effort to encour-
age Americans of all ages to
serve as hospital volunteers
year-round.

Over 50 national volunteer
groups and veterans organ
izations have joined in the
eftfort.

With the First Lady as
honorary patron and Harry
Morgan, star of After
MASH, as honorary chair-
man, the program’s theme
is ‘‘Nothing hurts like being
forgotten Nothing helps
like being remembered."’

Morgan, who plays the
Chief of Staff at a fictional
VA hospital in the After-
MASH show, is featured on
radio and television spot an-
nouncements.

World War 11 Navy vet-
eran John Chuchola, in a
wheelchair, personifies the
salute on the informational
printed material urging
participation.

"In addition to honoring
our veterans and volun-
teers,”” said VA Adminis-
trator Harry N. Walter,"”
this is an opportunity for us
to share with the public the
professional excellence of
the VA's health care system
which is the nation's lar-
gest.”

The system includes 172
medical centers, 16 domicil-
iaries and 99 nursing home
care units throughout the
country.

Walters noted that ‘‘vol-
unteerism is critical to the
quality of care provided
those who have served their
country in time of need.**

During Fiscal Year 1983,
79,000 volunteers provided
11.9 million hours of service
to hospitalized veterans,
The value of their partici-
pation, based on the gen-
crally accepted average
value of $6.50 per hour,
would be $77.2 million. Vol-
unteers also generated $10
million dollars in donations.

Volunteers are involved in
cverything from patient care
and recreation to a’dminis-
tration and transportation
assistance.

Examples of volunteer
services range from helping
in _home rchabilitation  of
stroke patients to supervised
youth groups from
pre-school through  junior
high school in one-to-one
“‘adopted grandparent'’ act-
ivity.

Because of the rising age
level of the veteran popula-
tion, there is a growing
cmphasis on geriatrics and
services for the terminally ill
and their families.

The  groups supporting
the drive to get more volun-
teers arc members of the
VA Voluntary Service's Nat-
ional Advisory Committee.
In addition to major vet-
crans groups they include

organizations such as the
Red Cross, the American
Association of Retired Per-
sons, the ELKS and the
Salvation Army.

About 60 percent of all
VA volunteers are affiliated
with a group or organiza-
tion, ranging from very
large national ones to local
clubs and churches. Those
without organizational affili-
ation are recruited by VA
staff members.
