Jim and Judy Harvey, former 
Muleshoe residents, faced new 
heartbreak early this week at 
Grand Junction, Colo. They are 
the parents of Chris Harvey, 15, 
who was reported as missing 
from the fam ily’s sum m er 
vacation home near Pagosa 
Springs, Colo.

Although a youth, now lying 
critically injured in St. Mary’s 
Hospital in Grand Junction, was 
initially reported as being their 
son, dental records disprove 
that tentative identification.

The youth was discovered by 
a jogger staggering alongside a 
roadway, unable to speak, last 
Thursday. It was discovered 
that the young man had a 
fractured skull, and had appar­
ently been badly beaten. He 
was taken to a hospital at 
Glenwood Springs for emergen­
cy treatment before being flown 
by air ambulance to the larger 
hospital at Grand Junction.

He was tentatively identified 
by his grandparents, Mr. and 
Mrs. Marvin Harvey as being 
their grandson. However, the 
couple told news media repre­
sentatives they first had doubts 
about the youth, and because of 
beaten, distorted features, had 
difficultv in the attem pted 
identification. “ I guess we just 
wanted so badly for it to be 
him,” said Mrs. Harvey.

Taking Steps 
To Develope 
A Savings Habit

People who say they “just 
can’t seem to save any money,” 
may need a plan to get in the 
savings habit, says family 
finance expert Nancy L. 
Granovsky.

“ Waiting to see if you have 
any money left over at the end 
of a pay period is seldon an 
effective way to save,” explains 
Granovsky, a home economist 
with the Texas A&M University 
Agricultural Extension Service.

If you feel uneasy about not 
saving enough money, either for 
financial emergencies or long­
term goals like a downpayment 
or your child’s college educa­
tion, take some steps now to 
develop a savings plan, she 
advises.

Begin by taking a hard look to 
see where your money has gone 
over the last several months. 
Look at old bills, cancelled 
checks and credit card state­
ments to decide if all the 
spending was necessary or 
whether some of that money 
could have been saved, says the 
home economist.

Then overhaul your family 
budget so some savings money 
can be set aside each month 
before you do anything else, 
recommends Granovsky. Make 
it a routine, like paying a bill. 
The amount doesn’t have to be 
large, she says, what matters is 
that money is set aside regular­
ly-

If your willpower is limited, 
try a payrool savings plan or 
have autom atice withdrawals 
made from your checking 
account, she says.

Also reduce the temptation to 
spend by separating savings 
from checking account money. If 
necessary, put your savings in a 
different financial institution 
than the one which handles your 
checking account.

In addition to getting some 
money into a savings fund, 
make sure you put those 
savings to work for you, 
Granovsky says. Compare inter­
est rates, and as soon as you 
have enough saved, move your 
money to higher paying 
accounts so your nest egg will 
continue to grow.

How To Improve Lunches
Gone are the days whenays

brown bagging was relegated to 
school kids and construction 
workers — those who had no 
choice but to take their lunch. 
Take a look around at who is 
carrying a lunch from home:

The weight-conscious, who are 
able to count calories and avoid 
outside temptation;

The gourmet, whb knows that 
he can pack a more creative and 
delicious lunch than any restau­
rant;

The busy people in offices, 
who know that time counts and 
th e re ’s none budgeted for 
waiting to be served at a busy 
restaurant;

The economy minded, who 
have calculated that a home­
made chicken salad sandwich 
will cost about 60 cents, while 
the same sandwich at a popular 
lunch spot may be as much as 
$4.

Gone, too, are the days of the 
standard bologna sandwich 
menu. Sandwiches are still the 
most popular lunch item, but 
instead of two slices of white 
bread, they are being held 
together by whole wheat bread, 
croissants, bagels, pita, biscuits 
or English muffins.

Fillings have gotten more 
interesting, too. Supermarket 
delis make a variety of sliced ( 
meats readily available and a . 
combination of several meats 
makes for a more interesting 
filling than one mere thin slice. 
Dieters and vegetarians like 
several fresh vegetables, chop­
ped and seasoned with herbs 
and a light dressing and 
spooned into pita bread. Peanut 
butter usually comes up the 
winner with the school age 
bracket, but there’s nothing 
ordinary about this old favorite 
when Mom jazzes it up with 
fresh apple, crushed pineapple, 
honey, raisins or crisp, crum­
bled bacon.

If you think you never want to 
see another sandwich again, try 
packing hard-cooked eggs, 
slices of cheese or pasta salads - 
instead. Left-overs are often evn 
better the second day. Barbe­
cued ribs, fried chicken or 
shrimp take on a whole new 
taste when you pack a tangy 
sauce for dipping.

Something crunchy is a good 
counterpoint to soft sandwiches. 
Instead of packing chips which 
offer very little nutrition, tuck in 
some popcorn, sesame bread 
sticks or roasted peanuts. Fresh 
vegetables need not be reserved 
just for parties; broccoli, cauli­
flower, mushrooms and carrots 
are great in lunches, too.

As people become more 
health-conscious, they are look­
ing for dessert ideas that offer 
some nutritional value. Good 
things often come in small 
packages such as cartons of 
yogurt, packages of dried fruits, 
raisins, small cans of juice, fruit 
and puddings, or trail mix 
(nuts, raisins and dried fruits).

And, if you like cookies or 
cake in your lunch, make them 
yourself for the extra goodness 
of homemade and to avoid 
added preservatives. Select re­
cipes that have some extra 
nutritional value such as oat­
meal or granola cookies; carrot 
cake; bran, zucchini or fruit 
muffins.

A fresh, new idea for a brown 
bag treat is Peach Muffins 
Imperial. These tender little 
cakes get their moistness from 
chopped fresh or canned 
peaches. Besides tasting great, 
they are quick to make and

Pack. They freeze well, too. 
ack them in the lunch bag

frozen and they will be thawed 
iby lunchtim e. For a little  
variety, this same recipe can be 
baked in a loaf for Peach Bread.

PEACH MUFFINS IMPERIAL

l'/j cup all purpose flour, V* 
teaspoon salt, ' / j  teaspoon soda 
1 cup Granulated Sugar, 2 eggs, 
well beaten, Vi cup salad oil, 
1 */« cup fresh or drained canned 
peaches, coarsely chopped, ‘/a 
teaspoon vanilla, 1/8 teaspoon 
almond extract, ‘/a cup almonds,

Combine flour, salt, soda and 
Granulated Sugar.

To qualify for the American 
Farmer degree, FFA members 
must have advanced through a 
system of degrees unique to the 
FFA organization. FFA mem­
bers begin as Greenhands and 
after one year of membership 
may be advanced by the local 
chap ter to the degree of 
‘Chapter Farmer.’ The third 
degree, that of ‘State Farmer’ is 
presented by the State FFA 
Association to not more than 
three percent of the State’s FFA 
membership in any one year.

Only students who have earned 
the State Farmer degree are 
eligible for the American Far­
mer degree.

The National FFA Convention 
is an annual event of the Future 
Farmers of American and is 
carried out in cooperation with 
the U.S. Department of Educa­
tion. This year over 20,000 FFA 
members, vocational agriculture 
teachers, parents and guests are 
expected to take part in the 57th 
National FFA Convention.

The convention is conducted 
entirely by student members 
between the ages of 14 and 21. 
Six National FFA Officers take 
charge of all business sessions 
and 118 official delegates repre­
sent the membership in voting 
on all issues of business.

Parents Set Value Of School Work
Visits with the teachers can be the students, but help the 
two-way sessions that not only parents see what is going on in 
help the teachers understand the classroom environment.

Schools are not alone in 
teaching children. Parents have 
the responsibility to aid and 
assist their children.

“ Making sure school work is 
regarded as important is one of 
the main ways parents can 
assist their ch ild ren ,”  says 
Texas A&M University Agri­
cultural Extension Service home 
exonomist, Diane Welch.

“ Ask about school work,” 
she says. “ Listen to what the 
youngsters say. Respond to it 
with attention and care about 
what the youngsters are work­
ing on. That kind of support is 
probably the best a parent 'ean 
do for youngsters at all grades 
in school.”

Welch suggests some other 
tips for parents:

Control television viewing. If 
necessary, limit the hours child­
ren watch it and be aware of 
what they are watching.

Establish a specific study 
time at home and make it a 
quiet time. Provide an area that 
is suitable for the student to 
work. It can be any place 
appropria te--the dining room 
table if there is room, a desk in 
the bedroom-as long as there is 
space and quiet for the student 
to work.

If the children are young, 
spend study time with them.

Have books at have on school 
subjects and on other subjects. 
When possible have other 
learning activities such as 
games and projects so that what 
is being learned in school can 
be practiced at home too.

Look at the work the young­
ster brings home as well as at 
the homework.

Let teachers know when you 
are concerned about what is 
going on in the classroom.

Accent On Health
The Texas Department ol 

Health (TDH) is seeking male 
volunteers to serve as a con­
trol group in a statewide 
study of the effects of Agent 
Orange, a defoliant used in 
Vietnam which is suspected 
of causing cancer, chromo­
somal defects, and other 
medical problems.

Dr. George R. Anderson, 
Director of the TDH Agent 
Orange research program, 
said volunteers are needed 
to match Vietnam veterans 
participating in the pro­
gram. Currently. 85 vet­
erans are in the study phase 
of the program, and 50 more 
will be added in the next 
year, said Dr. Anderson.

The T exas V eterans  
Agent Orange Assistance 
Program is working with the 
University of Texas Health 
Science Centers in testing 
veterans.

Dr. Anderson said vol­
unteers must be men ages 
30-45 years of age. The con­
trols must not have served in 
Vietnam nor worked in a 
chemical plant, used pesti­
cides agriculturally, nor 
worked as a welder. The 
identity of individuals in the 
studies is kept confidential.

The volunteers will re­
ceive laboratory work 
valued at some $1,140, said 
Dr. Anderson. If desired, the 
results of tests will be given 
to the volunteers on comple­
tion of the various studies.

The tests require the tak­
ing of blood and sperm 
samples. The sperm samples 
will be taken every six 
weeks over three six-week 
periods. Blood samples will 
be taken only one time. Dr. 
Anderson, a Vietnam veter­

an, served as a colonel in 
medical air evacuation in 
1967 and 1668.

Dr. Anderson said volun­
teers can gain by getting a 
base-line laboratory study 
that their private physicians 
can use in the future. They 
also may just want to help 
out the veterans, he said.

V o lunteers w ill be 
matched to veterans in age, 
occupation, race, and cer­
tain health factors such as 
smoking and alcohol use. 
Before being se lected , 
volunteers will be screened.

"We will contact them di­
rectly and send them a ques­
tionnaire." said Dr. Ander­
son.

There are few conclusive 
studies about the effects of 
Agent Orange — or the 
chemical dioxin which it 
.contains. Animal studies 
have shown that dioxin is 
carcinogenic, affects the 
liver and the chromosomes, 
and is stored in the fat of the 
animal.

“Our problem is to trans­
late this to humans," he said.

He said the time from 
exposure to development of 
cancer in humans is lengthy

— 15 to 20 years and per­
haps as much ag 30 years. 
The Vietnam veteran is just 
now entering this time 
period , ob served  Dr. 
Anderson.
