A special from San Angelo to the 
Dall.as News says: West T' xns sheep- 
men are going over toJvert Mexico Jin 
niimhers to-buy sheep and the resnll 
of tlieir pilgrnmnge is sliown in the 
many fiocks of the “ woolit s”  whicli 
are now trailing across the country 
from New Mexico to West Texas. 
The returning sheepmen say that 
sheep are getting senree in New Mex­
ico, that the constant inroads made 
into the Hocks there is having but 
one effect and that is to thin out the 
sheep in that essentially sheep rais­
ing country. They say that the 
sheepmen there arc showing a dispo­
sition not to part with their ewes, 
and that, on an average they are ask­
ing 50c a head more for ewes than 
for weathers., showing their desire 
to keep their ewes for breeding pur- 
pnrposea.

Texas sheepmen are forced to go 
to New Mexico to buy sheep, for the 
reason that there are none for sale 
in this section at reasonable prices. 
While the quality of the sheep ob­
tained in New Mexico is not high, 
they do very well for muttons and 
with the use of proper rams can be 
bred up very well for wool sheep.

K. L. Carriithers haf just returned 
from Carlsbad, where he says there 
are numbers of Texas sheepmen 
hunting for sheep. He says there 
have been a great many trani.ictions 
made and that there will be large 
numbers of New Mexico sheep trail­
ed across to Texas this fall. Mr. 
Carruthers bought 3,800 muttons 
from John Yeiait of Carlsbad at 
if2.50 per head and this fiock is now 
at Pecos City, on the way across the 
country to his ranch, located in 
Crain County. These sheep will be 
kept on the range through the win 
ter for marketing in the spring next 
year.

A. W. Mills is another sheepman, 
who has returned here after pur­
chasing 4,500 head of sheep around 
Carlsbad, for which it is reported 
he paid $2.50 a head. The.se sheep 
are also being brought overland.

Hector McKenzie of the big sheep 
firm of McKenzie ik FiTgu.son, whoso 
headquarters are at 8an Angelo, is 
over in New Mexico buying sheep. 
He has purdiascd 3,5(H) around 
Carlsbad and is looking for a good 
many more. He will purchase quite 
a string before he returns.

G. y. Long of El Paso purchased 
6,00D sheep at Carlsbad and these 
sheep are being brought overland to 
be pastured by Sol Mayer, near 
Ilow.ar'd Wells. .Vs an exception to 
the rules that the sheepmen in New 
Mexico are askin.g more for their ewes 
than for their wethers, one bunch of 

sheep, said to be this sale, was 
sold at $2.75 for the ewes and $3. a 
liciid for the wetlier.’ . This was the 
01.ly exception that proved the rule, 
so the sheepmen say, and these sheep 
were e.xceptionally good ones.

Another well-ki*own sheepman, 
ranching in the Devils River country 
—a Mr. Prosser— b;’ S purchased 12,- 
000 or 14,000 sheep from Hob Owens 
at Carlsbad. These sheep w’ill be 
shipped by rail to either Sanderson 
or Langtry, Tex., and pastured in 
the vicinity of tiie point they come 
to.

A1 Garrett is another sheepman in 
New’ Mexico, buying sheep. He has 
purchased several Hocks around Ros 
well and Hope and these sheep will 
be driven overland.

Altogether it. .seems there is a pros­
pect for fonsiderahle depletion of the 
nuniLors of sheep in Now Mexico if

the Texas ranchm' n continue, as it 
appears they o.xpect to to do, to buy 
up New Mexico sheep jjand bring 
them acro-s to Texa,**.

ARTESIA WEATHER.

Observer Cleveland Will Soon Dish 
Out in Scientific Proportions 

to the Public.
Weather ia one of the chief at­

tractions in the Peco« valley, in fact, 
it is so good that the L’ nictd .States 
bureau at Santa Fe has decided that 
it shall not be allowed longer go to 
waist without some record being 
kept. Mr. George 1’ . Cleveland will 
be supplied this week with necessary 
paraphernalia for keeping tab on the 
sunshine and the showers and tlie 
•Vdvocate can tell you on Saturday 
the kind of weather you have had 
every day in the week.

A voluntary station of observation 
i.s one at which is kept a complete 
daily record of temperature (highest 
and lowest precipitation, prevailing 
wind and cloudiness. The weather 
bureau furnishes to the person under­
taking the work a set of self-regist­
ering maximum and minimum ther­
mometers, an instrument shelter in 
which to expose them, a combined 
rain aiid snow gage, forms, envelopes, 
stationery and instructions, and gives 
publication to the work iu the 
Monthly Report of the Territory, and 
the National Weather R e v i e w .  
These pubicialioiis have wiile circu­
lation, and place the climatic condi­
tions of the Territory before Many 
who are interested in climatic data— 
seeking health, homes and amuse­
ment.

On the part of the observer the 
Bureau asks that he erect the shelt­
er, mount the thermometers and 
take regular observations. Those are 
taken about sunset each evening, at 
which time the thermometers are 
road and their readings recorded as 
the highest (luaxium) and lowest 
(minium) o f the day, precipitation is 
measured, gage emptied and the rec­
ord written up for the day. .\bout 
three to five minutes time are re- 
(ptired, and the observation is very 
ea.sy and simple. At the close of the 
month the report is mailed to the

catiiOc EuivAU OiiiCO .zt Santa Fc, 
and there computations are made 
and form is completed to be u.ted as 
copy for the printer.

The work is e.xceedingly simple 
and at the same time interesting and 
profitable to the community.

At Kal-fen^, when 
they first got It. the post office clerks 
had a fight with some men who bought 
stamps and wanted tl^e clerks tu lick 
them and put them on the letters for 
them. They said the clerks were 
there to lick the stamps, and paid for 
the business, and they wouldn’t lick 
them.

T H E  “ T H IR T E E N ”  S U P E R S T IT IO N .

Col. John McElroy, an adept In war 
statistics, contributes figures to show 
that the "silly supersltltlon” attach­
ing to the number thirteen finds no 
justification in the records of the civil 
war. "It is in evidence Just now In 
the tiresome clatter about the repub­
lican convention being the thirteenth 
In the history of the organization.” 
The war records show, according to 
Col. McElroy’s curious deductions, 
that the total loss of the thirty-one 
regiments and batteries bearing the 
designation thirteen was B,504, that 
of the same number of regiments and' 
batteries numbered twelve was 6,776, 
w'hlle that of those numbered fourteen 
was 7,075. Not a regiment or bat­
tery bearing the number thirteen had 
any special ill luck, while moat ot 
them escaped with small lost.—Phlln* 
delphla L«dg«r.

During the summer farmers will bo- 
glr to look about for material with 
which to paint some of the farm 
buildings. Paint preserves the wood 
and keeps the air and moisture out of 
the timber, thereby pre\-entlng decay. 
Whenever wood is kept perfectly dry 
or is kept saturated with water, de­
cay is prevented. Coal tar makes an 
excellent material as a covering for 
wood, but its use is rather restricted 
on account of its color and objection­
able qualities. It is used, however, 
quite extensively and very success­
fully as a paint for the inside of 
silos, especially for stave silos, when 
both edges and the Inside of the 
staves are coated with this material.

As a rule people in general have 
very inadequate ideas as to the real 
nature of paint. They understand 
that there is such a thing as good 
paint as well as poor pa'nt, but why 
one is good and the other bad is not 
understood and the result is that they 
often buy a quality of paint that gives 
poor satisfaction. There is a great 
deal o f fraud practiced by unscrupu­
lous manufacturers of paint. In 
ready made paints, it is difficult to 
tell except by a chemical anal) sis 
whether a paint is good or whether 
it is a spurious article. Nearly every­
body unddrstands that linseed oil is 
the best oil to use for paints, but the 
nature of the ingredients added for 
the purpose of giving “ body” are not 
so well known. There are only two 
substances that can be used for the 
production of first class outside paints 
and they are white lead, a mixture ot 
lead carbonate and lead hydroxide, 
and zinc white, which is an oxide of 
zinc. When these substances are 
bought separately and mixed at home 
with goo<l linseed oil Wiere Is little 
danger of getting a poor article. For 
outside painting raw linseed oil 
should be used, while for inside work 
it is preferable to use boiled oil on 
account of its more rapid drying qual­
ities. Many of the ready made paints 
on the market contain no white lead 
or zinc white in spite of the fact that 
some of them are labeled "Pure White 
Lead.” “Red Lead,” which is an oxide 
of lead is much cheaper than white 
laad or zinc white, hut may be used 
to advantage where a cheap paint 
must bo used. It has fairly good 
wearing qualities, even for outside 
work, and for inside painting it makes 
a splendid cheap paint wherever it 
can be used. Its '•olor, however, is 
against it and restricts its use consid­
erably.

For this reason thf)sc who do grow a 
surplus of plums receive an interest­
ing price for them right at home from 
their neighbors who were oblivious 
of the importance of raising their own 
fruit. I know cf a man who had a 
small orchard of old-fasliion Damsons, 
seven years old, that yielded flx^y 
bushcla, for which he rtcelvod |l.u) 
per bushci from his neighbors. Tl.o 
largest Individual yield was four 
bushels, netting $C.O0 on a tree that 
cost loss man 2.7 cents. Very little 
expense was incurred, for chickens 
kept t ie  curcullo In check; the chil 
dren picked the fruit—the trees Ic ­
ing headed low. A suburbanite raised 
1 lum.s cn a back lot, netting |70o, sell­
ing per bushel at 11.60 to $1.87, deliv­
ered at the depot, only a few hundred 
yards away. This was less than ore- 
tliird ot a crop, being their first and 
a poor season at that; so he can count 
on a handsome figtire when he has a 
good season. Many kinds were tried, 
and bo counts that hi« returns woul 1 
have been nearly twic»' as large this 
year If his orchard had only Shrop­
shire and Freestone Damsons in it. 
The newer and higher rr com mended 
sarts were better quality, possibly, 
but yielded next to nothing. Japan 
plums, the much lauded, were a fail­
ure with him. The orchard was well 
kept, and accurately planted. Some 
trees yielded as high as four bushels. 
Ho was making a success of a busi­
ness nearly everybody else neglected. 
Such is often the case.

Few fully appreciate the feeding 
value of this plant. It contains the 
elements of growth and milk In the 
right proportion. When corn is worth 
forty cents a bushel the protein that 
is contained In a ton of good clover 
hay should be w'orth from $12 to $15. 
When timothy hay is worth six dol­
lars, clover hay is worth almost twice ■ 
as much. It contains one-half more ! 
milk-making material than millet hay, | 
and Instead of exhausting the soil 
like timothy or millet, It builds It up j 
by taking nitrogen from the atmos­
phere and brings to the surface soil 
potash and phosphoric acid from the 
subsoil.

We notice our lumber dealer has 
stocked up extensively on catalpa 
posts. He has a whole raft of them 
in the yard, and they are all good 
ones. Catalpa makes a post that is 
no slouch. It almost comes up to the 
Osage orange in lasting qualities, and 
it will hold staples much better. We 
believe Catalpa wood will make tbe 
bulk of the fence posts of the prairie 
states in years to come. Catalpas are 
certainly amazing trees to grow, espe­
cially for a tree that grows such good 
wood.

considerable harm. Owing to its 
waxy covering it is somewhat difii- 
cnlt to destroy, but thorough spray­
ing with strong tobacco water to 
which lye at the rate c f one pound 
to ten gallons has been added will 
prove quite effectual. Kerosene cnnil- 
sion is also a good remedy for it.

When the insect is upon the roots 
the injury is even greattn- than upon 
the branches. As a remedy for tliem 
when under ground -jrape away the 
soil for a few Inches and apply to­
bacco dust at the rate cf two lo five 
pounds to the tree. Where they can 
be easily obtained, tobacco stems can 
be run through a coarse seive and 
will answer very well. Another good 
remedy is to apply from a peck to a 
bushel of wood ashes and if the soil 
is lacking in plant food the applica­
tion of a liberal amount of stable ma­
nure w'lll strengthen the trees and 
help them to outgrow’ the injury 
caused by the insects.

The carbonate of copper and am­
monia is fairly effectual against some 
of the fungi, but is of no value in 
treating the woolly aphis.

Ireland's 108 Lords.
There are more than eighty Irish 

peers other than the twenty-eight rep̂  
resentatlve peers who occupy seats in 
the house of lords by virtue of peer 
ages of the United Kingdom, which 
they hold in addition to their Irish 
honors, so that of the 5&3 memliers ol 
the upper house of C-reat Britain’s na­
tional legislature more than 100 ars 
peers of Ireland. Those members of 
Erin’s peerage who are neither repre. 
sentatlve peers, and who have no Eng­
lish dignities entitling them to a seat 
In the house of lords, are at liberty 
to stand for the house of commons, a 
privilege which is not shared by the 
peers of Scotland. Thus the late Ixird 
Palmerston, whose peerage was an 
Irish viscount, spent his entire par­
liamentary career, extending over a 
period of three score years. In the 
house of commons, while at the pres­
ent time Viscount Valentla, who Is 
also an Irish peer, represents the city 
of Oxford In the lower bouse of the 
Imperial legislature.
