Religion of the Indian
Charles Hibson disputes tho a.sser- 

tlon that the primitive Indian is a 
heathen, says the Kansas City Jour­
nal. Mr. Ciibson rays: “ Tlie Indian's 
green corn dances are hniked uihiii as 
a wild, savage proceeding. Init in resl- 
ity these annual festivities arc a spe­
cies of religion. The Indian Is more 
serious, sober and on good behavior 
at a 'busk' than at any other time.

"The reason for these annual fes- 
tlvitlen is the ripening of tho corn, 
which is two-thirds o f an Indian's liv­
ing. When be has corn in bis crib he 
has plenty to live on. These dances 
are originally held at the ripening of 
all fruits. In fact. It was the cu.stom 
to celebrate and in a simple way to 
give thanks to the Oreat Spirit for 
granting the privilege o f feasting upon 
the fruits of nature. The Indian has 
always in his simple way worshiped 
God.

“ The square grounds wherein these 
ceremonies are carried on are very 
sacred when the customs are carried

out properly. For instanee, a drunken 
man Is not allowed inside the tucho, 
as the dance ground la called. No 
loud talking or boisterous person is 

i allowed to come within the grounds: 
j fur;h»‘rmore, no woman with a cloud- 
I ed reputation is allowed to come Into 
j  the grounds night or day. The cere­

monies are solemnly carried out and 
no foolishness Is allowed. It is also 
a custom not to allow any four-footed 
.animal to come about the place, as 
they are looked upon as unclean.

“ The man, woman or boy who had 
oaten green corn before these cere­
monies were oonrluded was not al­
lowed to lake part at the ‘busk,’ cs 
their taking a hand would destroy the 
good virtues to he received from the 
Great Spirit. The person who ate 

I green corn before the black drink 
was administered at the regular 
‘busk* was considered a backslider.

“ Each town in olden times had Its 
respective ‘busk,’ not always on tho 
•■ame date, anvwiiere from abotit July 
10 to September of each year.”

Many Vses for Banana
New uses are being found for the 

banana—that valuable plant which 
will produce forty-four times as much ; 
human food to an acre o f land c.s | 
can be obtained from an equal area ; 
In the shape of potatoes.

One of the latest novelties is “ ba­
nana coffee,”  which is made by drying 
the fruit and subjecting it to a process 
of roasting, after granulating it. It 
tastes a gond deal like real coffee, and 
like many preparations o f the kind 
evolved from cereals is recommended 
as devoid of the harmfulness common­
ly attributed to the true coffee bean.

Another product put irp by the same 
concert, is "banana figs.” The fruit 
is cut into slices and put througfi 
a process which is yet a secret, though 
sugar is employed incidentally— the 
result being a decidedly toothsome 
delicacy, not much like figs, but equ'l-

ly for av.ay from the ordinary banana. 
It is sufficiently palatable to deserve 
popularity.

Vet another novelty in the same 
lino is “ banana raisins." as they are 
called, which are appetizing bits of 
the fruit prepared by a different proc­
ess. with sugar. They arc put up 
boxes and sold as a sweetmeat.

Insignificant Sums Paid to Tw o  
Famous Men.

It may be some comfort to laboring 
men to know that the salary o f the 
(iuet laureate o f Knglaml is $3GU a 
year and a hogshead c f wine thrown 
in. Of course, this represents only a 
fractional part of what Mr. Alfred 
Austin really earns; still it is all that 
he gets for being poet laureate to the 
English speaking race. This salary 
is without any prospect o f a raise, 
although it was increased to its pres­
ent munificent proportions when Ix)rd 
Tennys<.n died. Some time before his 
death it was decided to increase his 
salary to that amount, but the gov­
ernment did not decide till after his 
death. Thus the present poet laure­
ate came in for the raise intended for 
Lord Tennyson.

Even this small sum is more than 
the official salary o f the bishop o f 
Winchester, in his capacity o f minis­
ter to the chapel royal. He receives 
$35 per annum. It is an office which 
requires his presence at Windsor sev­
eral times each year and the total 
railway fares from Winchester amount 
to about five times tho amount o f his 
salary. The vice consuls o f the sec­
ond class towns in Russia are also 
badly paid. Their salaries vary from 
$25 to $130, but two-thirds o f them 
gel $25.

The death roll due to wars during

Indian T e rrito ry  Farm  Land.
The available farm land in Indian

tivation last year. There are about 
2,000.000 acres o f land where pine is 
found in commercial quantities, and 
there is an abundance of hard woods 
of all kinds. The latest statistics ob 
talnable give the value of farm ani­
mals at $55,000,000. The per cent of 
the population engaged in agriculture 
is exceeded in only three states—Mis­
sissippi.
