north of town. Both wells are of 
the "gusher”  variety. The former is 
three miles west and s.Mows up with 
suflicient force lo prove that the wa­
ter level is a number of iiiile.s to the 
west yet. The latter is the largest 
well secured north of town and 
proves a large territory.

Bfuuh of Mr. Dent’s land is already 
in shape for cultivation. A large 
country residence has been cumplet- 
ed and that progressive gentiemau 
will make this one of the model 
ranches of the lower valley. Bfessrs 
Tslbov and Lowry have 480 acres 
under their well. It is being fenced 
and ditched and prepared for spring 
planting.

Defects in Modern Bread
1 v.as Informed a few weeks ago by 

a gentleman who owns large flour 
mills that the craze for white bread 
Is being carried to such extremes that 
many millers are putting in expensive 
mhchinery for the purpose of actually 
bleaching the flour, says a rorreapon- 
dent o f the l>indon Times.

This is being done by ozone A d  
nitrous acid, the object being to make 
an artifleially white bread and to ena­
ble grain to be used which would 
otherwise give a darker color to the 
flour.

The development of the grading 
process during the last few years has 
been such that the old-fashioned 
■tonea have been replaced by ateel 
rollers actuated under great preaaare.

The germ and other moat nutritive 
eonatltuente o f the wheat are thus to 
a great extent abstracted and the val­

uable character of the iiread greatly 
reduced.

It is the opinion o f many who can 
speak with authority on the subject 
that bread, instead of being, as for­
merly, the “ staff of life," has become 
to a great degree an indigestible, non- 
nulritive food, and that if is resimn- 
sible, among other raiises, for the 
want of bone and for the dental trou­
bles in the children of the present 
generation.

It is doubtless true that the variety 
o f food now obtainable In a measure 
compensates, in the case o f those who 
can afford It, for this abstraction of 
phosphates; hut I think I am Justi­
fied in stating that every medical 
man, if asked, will give It as bis opln* 
ion that vary white bread should b « 
avoided aad that “ seconda" flour, now 
almost unprocurable, should only b* 
used for hraad or pMtrv.

Fine Record for Longevity Made by 
Negroes in the Last Census.

yhe race  ̂of Washington’s colored 
body ’ servants is very nearly extinct, 
and the negro nurses o f Jefferson, 
Madison and Monroe are no longer 
numerous. But it is officially estab­
lished by the last census that o f 9,770 
pers9ns in the United States over the 
ago of 93*nearly 5,500 were colored.

There were by the census reports 
native white men and women 

over f*3. The balance was made up 
of 229 ludians and 1,846 foreign-born 
white persons—examples o f extreme 
longevity being relatively more numer­
ous among foreign-born than native 
white people and more numerous 
among negroes than either.

The number o f colored women over 
95 by the last census was 1,277, Geor­
gia being tb«.«statA.< in. which they 
were most numerous. The number of 
white women native bo'rn over 95 
was 922, and o f white women foreign 
boru over 95, 1,016. ' The number of 
Indian squaws over 95 was 94.

In North Carolina about two-thirds 
of the population is white and one- 
third colored. The nrtmber of white 
residents ojifer 95 was 212, while the 
number o f colored residents over 95 
was 641.

Among foreign born residents 479 of 
^he women above 95 were* Irish, and 
of (he inen 351 were born in Ireland.

ANOTHER LIFE  SAVED.

Japanese Government Tobacco 
Monopoly.

According to a Itvw recently enacted, 
though the Government o f Japan has 
the exclusive right of tobacco manu­
facture, the cultivation o f leaf tobacco 
Is left to private growers, as hereto­
fore. Tobacco is to be made at pub­
lic factories established in various 
parta o f the country. The manufac­
tured article is to be sold to retailers 
through the hands o f wholesale mer­
chants and then to the consumer, the 
wholesale merchants and retailers to 
be appointed by the government In 
the case o f cigarettes, the new mo 
nopoly law went Into effect In July,
1904. and the requirements regarding 
cut tobacto will go into effect in April,
1905. The tariff on cigars, cigarette.v, 
snuff and cut tobacco from the United 
States Is 150 per cent under the law 
which went into effect April 1, 1903.
