Ordinance, Nu. 14.
Be it urdaineil by the Board o( 

Trustees o f  the town o f  Artesia, N.
M.

See. 1. That after the ^lassage 
and puhlicat on o f  this ordinance as 

I in reiiiafter prjvided it shall he uu- 
! lawful for any person to keep within 

the I'.wn o f  .Artesia, New .Mexico, 
any dog, male or leninle, w iilioiu 
first paying a tax, as specified in this 
urdiiiaiice, and any [lersun who shall 
keep on  his premises any dog, male 
or fem ale, w iihoiu  tiaving pat.I the 
tax In rein provided to the proper 
orticer o f  the town o f  A ilesia  .shall be 
guilty* o f  M misdemeanor, and upon 
com plaint stiatl be tineti the sum o f  
ten dollars, together w'iiti the co.'*ts 
o f prosecution.

8cc 2. .Any person desiring to 
keep or liarbor any dog on his or her 
piemises ill the town o f  .Aricsia shall 
first pay to the Town .Marshal o f the 
low ii o f  Artesia the sum o f one d o l­
lar per animin for each male dog mid 
two dollars per iinnum fur ein-h fe- 
iiiiih dog BO kept or harbored on such 
prcmi.-es aiiu secnriiig from said 
■Marstial a -tag or other evidence o f 
payment o f  such tax. and the said 
.Marshal is hereby auilnin/.ed 10 co l­
lect »ai<l lax, ai.d when so collected 
to i>ay the same over to the 'J'own 
I'leii.siirer to he by him placed to the 
credi' o f  the current e.xpensc fund 
o f the town.

Sec. 3, The Town Marshal o f  ihc 
town o f  A ilesia is hereby aiitliori%e<i. 
empowered and direeled to provide 
a sniiahle place or pound within the 
town limits to prupei ly and safely 
k .ep  any and all dog up<>n which 
taxes have not been paid or unclaim ­
ed dogs lu n ng at large within tlic 
town o f Artesia, and he is hereby 
aiiihorized and directed to seize and 
tinpound all such dogs, and if the 
owners of same can be found lo give 
notice o f  such impotin' ing o f such 
dog, and in event the owner o f .such 
<iog cannot he ascertained  ̂by Uir 
said Marshal, he shall post a writ- 
len notice describing such dog so 
im pounded at the uosioflice door in 
the town o f  .Artesia, and in the event 
any dog seized or im uoiiiided by the 
.Marshal shall not be claimed ami 
the taxes (.^id thereon within forty- 
eight hours after such seizure or the 
P'.aiiiig o f  such lOitice at the cnirance 
.if the postofhee, then the .kaid .Mar­
shal is authorized and directed to 
remove such dogs beyond the limits 
ot the town and destroy the same 
and bury the c.<irca8.xp8 thereof as 
now provided by ordinance provid­
ing for the burying o f  dead animals 
removed from the town o f  Arte.sia.

Sec. 4. After thfc passage o f  this 
ordinance it ih i l l  be unlawful for 
any person to keep any dog  within 
the town o f  Artesia known to he vi­
cious and liable to attack and injure 
human being, unless such dog is se 
curely kejit so that he cannot injure 
any person; and it shall be unlawful 
to keep any dog within the limits o f  
the town o f  Artesia which may have '

In the year 1729 Rev. James Marye. 
a HuKuenot refugee, and hia bride 
lauded on Virginia soil. This man 
Iwaa destined to All a {losition o f groat 
’ trust and ini|)ortance. He was to bo 
the spiritual guide and adviser of 
.Mary, the mother o f Washington, and 
>»her family. After years o f research It 
'has lately been proved that it was he 
that gave to the young George those 
famous “ Rules o f Civility and Di'ceut 
Hehavior in Company and Conversa 
tion, ’ which bore fruit in the prodnc- 
•tion of that most consummate Aower 
of American manhood, Georga Wash­
ington. That these “ rules" played a 
most important part in the formation 
'of Washington's character lias been 
acknowledged by ail o f his biograph­
ers; in fact, the wisest and noblest of 
these “ rules" are familiar in nearly 
every home in the country, but whenpe 
they cam e; whether they wnt* the 
(product o f W ashington's own brain, 
'or whether they came from some out­
side and unknown source, and what 
.this source was. has been for over a 
■century a matter o f dispute and con- 
•jocture.

This learned clergyman. Rev. James 
Marye, belonged to a prominent Cath­
olic family o f Rouen, France, and was 
educated for the priesthood in the Jes- 
,iiit college of that city. In 172C he 
renounced the Catholic faith, went to

The 
gases, under ^he enormous pressure, 
quickly find out the very smallest 
way o f escape past the base o f the 
shell and they stream at an enormous 
velocity and still at a white heat 
through any such slight opening and 
melt the hard steel of the guns just 
as a stream of steam or hot water 
would cut its way through a block of 
ice.

British artillerists have had great 
trouble from erosion because of the 
quality of powder which they tise. 
The powder is known as cordite and 
the erosion is the price which the 
British pay for certain desirable 
qualities wliich are absent from other 
powders that do not cause so much 
erosion. Cordite consists of fifty- 
eight parts of nitroglycerin, thirty- 
seven parts of guncotton and five 
parts vaseline, and it is the large 
amount of nitroglycerin that is re­
sponsible for the serious eroding 
effects. Bulk for bulk, tho English 
powder i.s much more powerful than 
the United States navy powder.

HE RESTORED LOST ART.

Alfred Meyer, Who Died Recently, a 
W izard in China Decoration.

Alfred .Meyer, who died recently in 
Paris, at the age of 72, passed the 
greater part of his life in the great 
Sevres works an<l was chiefly known 
ft»r his rest'archos and discoveries in 
the so-called lost art which rose to 
imi>ortance in tht* sixteenth century 
with I>unard Limousin and Bernard 
Palissy.

Th«> process Ity which tliese masters 
attained their brilliant enamels, says 
the Detroit News-Trihtine, were prac­
tically lost until within the last forty 
years, when Meyer and other experi­
menters took up the problem. Meyer. 
In partlctilar, having before him some 
of the finest masterpiece.s of the Lim­
oges school as models and the va.st re­
sources of the Sevres factory in the 
way o f  men an<l material, accom­
plished in twenty yoqrs what the pot­
ters of France and Germany had 
failed to do in two centuries.

His persistence w-as remarknltle, no 
less than ten years and 8,0<s) tests 
having been devoted to get at the se­
cret o f one plate by Limousin now In 
Ix)uvre; but he ronsldcrcd h!s re­
sults as well worth the trouble, and 
tbe French government, which award­
ed him with honors aud a large sal- 
ary, agreed with this view. His book 
on enamels is considered tbe standard 
technical work on the art, and he 
leaves a number of pupils among the 
foratnust of the Sevres decorators.

On his return he 
will find a pint of gemiino mountain 
dew whisky. To catch these illicit 
distillers is a problem. I have studied 
it for years and have tried to give 
the government a good service. I 
have been successful to a certain ex­
tent.

“ Those moonshiners.” continued Mr. 
Wilson, “ do not consider it a moral 
wrong to make whisky, but merely 
look on it as a violation o f the rev­
enue law. They do not think this a 
just law and violate it whenever they 
believe their chances are not good for 
being caught.”

First Burial at Rostock, but He Was 
Finally Laid in Delft, Holland.

The first burial place of Orotius was 
at Rostock near the German coast, 
and there, before the high altar of Its 
gieat church today, is sacredly pre- 
sei ved. as an honor to Germany, the 
tomb In which his body was temper 
arily enshrined.

But his wish had been to rest in his 
native soil, says Andrew U. White In 
the Atlantic, aud, after a time, his re­
mains were conveyed to the Nether 
lands. It is hard to believe, and yet 
it is rectjrded, that a.s his coffin was 
borne through the city o f R*>tterdam. 
stones were thrown at it by tho bigot­
ed mob; finally It was laid in a crypt 
beneath the church of Delft, his birth­
place.

Few monuments are more suggest 
Ive to the thinking traveler than that 
ancient cathedral. There lie the 
bones of men who took the lead io. 
saving (he Dutch republic and civil 
liberty from the bigotry of Spain. 
Above all. In the apse, towers the
canopied tomb of William the Slier* 
— sculptured marblo and molten
bronze showing forth the majesty of 
his pui'iHtse and the gratitude of his 
people. Hard by. In a quiet side aisle, 
is the modest tomb o f Grotius, its In­
scription simple and touching.

Each of these two gieat men was a 
leader in the service of liberty and 
justice; each died a martyr to un» 
reason. Both are risen from the dead, 
and live forevermore in modern lib­
erty. civil and religious, in modern 
law fatal to tyranny, in modem In­
stitutions destructive to Intolerance, 
and. above all, in the heart and mind 
of every man who worthily under­
takes to serve the nobler purposes of 
Ills country or the larger Interests of 
his race.

Attempting Too Much.
The worst energy-destroyer Is he 

who attempts too many tasks and does 
not properly perform any one of them. 
At the close of day if such an one 
would look back and exercise a little 
reason he would soon discover whj he 
was not called higher In his occupa­
tion. It is the employer who finishes 
his task properly that is valued the 
most. Incomplete work is the bane of 
many establishments. Many expend 
a tremendous amount o f energy and 
for the lack o f proper training in the 
first place they waste their time and 
do not satisfy an employer. The hard­
working competent employes must 
often drag their companions along on 
tk o  H w  raU.
