Russia’s naval ex- 
poudittire for the year r..vmcd was five 
llme.i as large as that of .laiwit. Russia 
spent less than C per cent of her reve­
nues on her navy. Japan iiicnt 3 per 
cent of her revenues in th!.-: way. The 
country w hich now spends most on its 
navy to Great Britain is the United 
States. The Britibh meicantllo mailna 
exceeds in tonnage that of Russia, Ger 
many, France, Italy, the United Stales 
and Japau put together. The mercan­
tile marine tonnage of Great Britain 
reaches 10,2C8,C04 tora.

Fe w Good R ea!din  ̂ Clerks
“ The meeting of congress reminds 

me that it is one of the rarest things 
In the world to find a good reading 
clerk,” said an old rejiorter, “and 
there is, I suppose, a very good reason 
for it. As a matter of fact, it takes a 
peculiar type of man to make a read­
ing clerk. There are a great many 
men who can read well for a while. 
But the man wanted by the large de­
liberative bodies must be able to sus­
tain himself, and in order to do this 
he must learn how to control his 
voice. In fact, he must be as careful 
of his voice as the artistic singer.

“ Reading clerks in legislative bod­
ies often have a peculiar condition 
to deal with on account of the charac­
ter of legislative halls. The men who 
read for Congress also read under 
difficulties. During the last national 
conventions of the Republican and 
Democratic parties I had occasion to 
appreelate the dlfllcultics of finding 
good reading clerks. Each conven­
tion selected a number of reading

clerks, Itut the service was not at all 
satisfactory. It w-as impossible to 
hear the clerks a short while after 
they began to read. They would pitch 
their voices in a key so high that col­
lapse vocally was inevitable. The 
voices would soon become husky and 
the men could rot lie heard at all. 
Another man would be pressed into 
seivice with the same result.

“On account of these difficulties It 
required the services of a number of 
men to get the platforms and resolu­
tions before the conventions. And at 
that the reading was of a most unsat­
isfactory nature, f^r even the dele­
gates who were required to vote on 
the various propositions involved 
could not hear and did not know 
what they were voting for. Good read­
ing clerks are indeed rare and it 
would seem that young men with am­
bition might find it profitable to equip 
themselves along this line, where they 
are endowed with voices capable of 
being developed.”

For Outdoor Sports.
The newest sweaters for outdoor 

sports are long and built on the 
stralghtest of lines. Instead of the 
high rolling collar, they are finished 
off V-neck fashion.

Big caps come to wear with them— 
knit, too, and made so that they pull 
dow j  over your oars like the old- 
fashioned toboggan caps the young­
sters used to wear.

Itko eye-holes.

Finding Warrant for War
On both sides of the great contro­

versy which took such fearful shape 
in the middle of the seventeenth cen 
tury, but especially on the Protestant 
side, the minds of men were devoted, 
not to seeking that peace which was 
breathed upon the world liy the New 
Testament, but to finding warrant for 
war—and especially the methods of 
the chosen people in wa.ging war 
against unbelievers—in the 0!d Te.sta- 
ment. Did any legislator or professor 
of law yield to feelings of humanity, 
he was sure to meet with protests 
based upon authority of Holy Scrip­
ture. Plunder and pillage were sup­
ported by reference to the divinely 
approvetl “ spoiling of the Egyptians” 
by the Israelites. The right to mas­
sacre unresistin,; enemies wa.s based 
upon the command of the Almighty to

the Jew.s In the twentieth chapter of 
Deuteronomy. The indiscriminate 
slaughter of whole populations was 
justified by a reference to the divine 
command to slaughter the nations 
round about Israel. Torture and mu­
tilation of enemies was sanctioned by 
the conduct of Samuel against Agag, 
of King David against the Philistines, 
of the men of .Tudah against Adonl- 
bezek. Even the slaughter of babes 
in arms was supported by a passage 
from the Psalms. “ Happy shall he be 
that laketh and dasheth thy little 
ones against the stones.” Treachery 
and assassination were supported by 
a reference to the divinely approved 
Phinehas, Ehiid, Judith and Jael; 
murdering (he ministers of unap­
proved religions l>y Elijah’s slaughter 
of the priests of Baal.—Andrew D. 
White, in Atlantic.

Senate Gavel Lasts Long
Assistant Sergeant at Arms Stew­

art of the United States senate has 
ordered a silver band for the gave! 
that is used by Senator Frye in call­
ing the senators to order. This gavel 
is unlike most of the symbols of au­
thority wielded by presiding officers. 
It consists of a piece of ivory shaped 
like an hour glass. Nobody knows 
the origin or age of the gavel, save 
that it has been used in the senate for 
more than lOO years. It is yellow 
with age and is slick and smooth as 
the result of long handling.

‘•The history of this gavel," said Mr. 
Stewart the other day, “ is wrapped In 
mystery. VV’e have traced It back far 
enough to know that it came to Wash­
ington from Philadelphia in ISOl, and

has been on the vice president’s table 
ever since. I have just ordered a 
silver band with an inscription for 
the gavel. It will bear the date 1801. 
One hundred years after the arrival 
of this gavel in Wasliington we 
Ijought an inkstand for the use of the 
presiding officer of the senate. The 
stand and the gavel are the only 
pieces of furniture allowed permanent­
ly on his desk In the senate.”

The senate is such a decorous body 
that the vice president never breaks 
the Itoards ip his desk pounding for 
order. Over In the house the carpen­
ter has to put In a couple of new 
planks in the speaker’s table every 
session. During Reed’s regime the 
boards had to be renewed every 
month er ae.

GRAPES FR ESH  A LL  W IN T E R .

French Device Preserves Thsm
the Palate of the Epicure. |

A clever French process by which 
vino growers in Franco are able to 
market fresh outdemr grapes all 
through the winter is thus described. 
Bunches of the finest grapes when  ̂
ripe in autumn are cut in such a way 
that to each bunch a piece of the vino 
five or six Inches long remains at­
tached. From this piece the stems of 
the bunch hang, an arrangement vital­
ly necessary t<i the success of the op̂  
cration.

A large imniber of wide mouth bot­
tles, filled with water, is ranged In a 
cellar and In the open end of each is 
Inserted the pieces of vine stem, the | 
bunches of grapes hanging outside. 
The grapes do not touch the water, 
but are thus supplied with moisture 
through the vine stem, which Is Ini- 
nier.sed In water. By this process 
choice varietU's of table grapes are 
kept In perfect condition for the whole . 
winter.

The temperature of the cellar Is uni­
form and moderately low and care Is 
taken daily to supply the Ivottles with 
the water lo.st by evaimratlon. Fruit 
thus carefully tended Is somewhat 
costly, but there are many patrons 
who willingly pay |2 a bunch for the 
delicacy of fresh grapes in midwinter.

Several did not tase 
tlicni. Most did anil stood about drink­
ing the cofTee and biting pieces off the 
loaf. Here there were a few desultory 
remarks interchanged. But for the 
most part the whole business was ex­
ecuted in a grim silence. It was difli- 
ciilt to see what manner of men they 
were. One cannot stare at a brother 
In affliction, even when he is standing 
at midnight in the ‘bread line.’ Many 
of those I saw looked as if they might 
he of that \ast class of incompetents 
who live upon the city’s generosity. 
But here and there a face struck your 
eye that was not the face of the drunk, 
the tramp or tho beggar.

"W e noticed a young man having 
the appearance of a gentleman who 
was without an overcoat and had 
gloves on. He took his loaf, thrust it 
under his coat and fled. A fresh faced 
lad, stalwart and ruddy, who looked 
like a boy In from the country, was 
embarrassed and ashamed. He kept 
making jocular remarks to his neigh- 
Imrs and then giving loud, sheepish 
laughs—the only sound of that sort to 
be heard in that dismal assemblage. 
Ho carried a new shovel In his hand 
and had evidently been working 
among tho snow shovelers. For these 
and their like Flelschmann, the baker, 
must have established the ‘bread 
line.’ ’ ’
