It  has not rained at all there 
during tlie past six months, range 
stock is o f  a very jroor grade and the 
weather extrem ely hot at all seasons, 
as Jalisco is f:tr down into the torrid 
zone. Mrs. Itoberls examined a 10,- 
000 acre farm near Jalisco which wa-> 
olTered at $3.0tl per acre,, but she 
claims It would cost an additional 
$4.00 j)'jr acre to clear the laud of 
briuhwood. She rode over this farm 
on horseback and is quite w illin g  to 
admit that it w ill not compare with 
the country around Artesia. The 
■southern portion o f Old M exico w ill 
some day be a groat country, but it 
w ill require Caucasian energy and 
improved American machinery to de­
velop the resources. W e are glad 
Mrs. Roberts waa not favorably im­
pressed with that country, as we arc 
not w illin g  to g ive  her up.

Peat has been discovered on the

sharp, horny spike attached to the up­
per part o f the beak, by means o f 
which they are esslsted In breaking 
out o f the shell. This prominence be­
comes opposed to the shell at various 
points in a line extending all around 
the egg at about one-third of the egg ’s 
length from the large end. It makes 
a series o f little holes, thus weakening 
the shell, and when the chick arrives 
at a certain stage of strength and de­
velopment it has no dlfflculty In break­
ing out. In the common fowl this lit­
tle weapon drops off a day or two 
after It Is hatched, but on the pigeon 
and birds that are fed by their parents 
it sometimes remains for two weeks.

From  here we go south in to that 
wonderland o f  irrigation, the Pecos 
V a lley  o f  New  Mexico. Mountains 
ly ing  just west o f  it cut o ff the rain­
fa ll, and i f  it were not fur the un­
usual conditions existing the pros­
pect would not he very prom ising 
But the water sheet that extends 
under ^he Panhandle country also 
extends under this valley. A t  Ros­
well faults in the rock allow  the 
water to escape to the surface in two 
great springs, calleil the North and 
South Spring rivers. These dis­
charge about e igh ty cubic feet o f 
w’ater each per second and irrigate 
about 40,000 acres of laud. By drill 
iiig  down from 800 to 000 feet, the 
largest artesian wells in the world 
are made in this region. Some flow 
from 8,000 to 4,00*) gallons o f  pure 
water per m inute, sutticieiit to irri­
gate a section or more o f laud. The 
beauty o f  this vulley is beyond de­
scription and is fairly entrancing. 
Th e man who is nut used to irriga­
tion , usually thinks o f it as a kind 
o f m akeshift way o f farming, a some­
th ing to avoid He who lias once 
farmed under irrigation would ne>er 
he content to farm in a country 
where they are compelled to dei>end 
on the uncertainties o f  rain fall; 
where it is too wet in the spring and 
too dry in the summer, where crops 
are uftened ruined by rain after they 
are harvested.

Im agine a farm in Iow a where it 
could be made to rain just as it was 
needed, not too much, nor too little . 
There would be no crop failures. 
You could te ll just how much could 
he produced on an acre each year, 
and it would be about four times as 
much as on an average rain fall land. 
There would be a bumper crop every 
Year. Rusts, blights and other fun­
gus diseases do not in jure crops 
under irrigation. These are only 
found in a humid clim ate. Th e sun 
shines 320 days in the year.— The 
feartii, Chicago.

There may be one patent reason 

w.hy m unicipal ownership w ill nut 
be the huge success in Chicago that 
it is in Glasgow. A  correspondent 
in Scotland writes: “ The town 
councils in Glasgow and other Scotch 
cities a ie  good governm ent clubs, 
composed ot leading merchants with 
as high a sense o f moral obligation 
for the responsibilities o f  local ad­
m inistration as the university pro­
fessors have in prom oting the inter­
ests o f  good letters and higher 
education.”  Still the day may come 
when Chicago, and even Santa Fe, 
w ill have a board o f  aldermen that 
w ill n easurc up to the Scotch stand­
ard. Glasgow last year made a 
profit o f  $1,300,000 on its tramways 
alone even though on ly a. two cents 
fare was charged. These profits go 
toward redneiug taxation and beau­
tify ing  the city. Aberdeen had a 
surplus o f $71,000 last year from its 
tramway opera)ions, also on a two 
cent fare basis, and Dundee, a com­
paratively small town, made profits 
am ounting to $20,000. I t  seems hut 
common sense that i f  private corpo­
rations can make m illions o f  dollars 
from the possession o f  franchises 
granted Ihem by the people, the 
people themselves ought to he able 
to do the same, and what is uiore, 
the people that w ill g ive  away such 
franchised when they m ight use the>n 
to their own profit, are certain ly not 
working for their own interest.—  
Santa Fe New Mexican.

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Playhouses of the Past
PROBLEMS AIR SHIPS W ILL CREATE

A T  T H E  “ EAR OF

awHiA M d

An interesting s'icture o f the stage 
of our forefathers was drawn by Sir 
Henry Irving during an address deliv­
ered in Bath. Kuglind. at the unveil­
ing of a memorial tablet to James 
Quin. After his retirement in 1751, 
Quin lived in Bath for fifteen years. 
He had been an actor for more than 
thirty five >ears. For more than half 
that perhgl he had held his own 
against all competitors until the ad­
vent of David Garrick, who reformed 
the stilted style of declamation then in 
vogue.

•‘Theatrical audiences In those 
days.” said Mr. Irving, “ must have 
been rathiv ‘fearful wildfowl.’ and 
oft^-r pxarftng more when they were 
pleased than when they were angry. 
There was always a danger that they 
would tear up the benches, or that 
some of them would rush upon the 
stage and deliver a general assault 
and batterv. On one occasion, when 
Rich was attacked by a drunken noble­
man. Quin saved bis life by some vig­
orous swordplay.

•‘The actor’s vocation then was full 
o f stirring variety. Quin was a man 
of the readiest wit. and he is said tc 
have employed it successfully in tell­

ing stories to an audience to keep 
them from rioting when the play was 
waiting for some royal porsociige, 
who had forgotten the time. Horace 
Walpole tells us that Quin, when 
pressed to play the part of the Ghost 
in ’Hamlet’— a part he considered be­
neath him— would make no answer 
but, ’ I won’t catch cold behind.’ ’The 
Ghost,’ says Walpole, ’ is always ridicu­
lously dressed, with a morsel of armor 
before and only a ’’block” waistcoat 
and breech behind.’

"Th e story how Quin befriended 
James Thomson, whom he found in 
prison for a debt of il70. is a worthy 
illustration of the actor’s character 
He ordereii supper and claret—a good 
deal of claret— and when the bottle 
was going round he said with grim 
humor. ’ It is time we should balance 
accounts.’

“ The unfortunate poet, who was 
already alarmed at this burly visitor, 
took him for another crevlitor.

‘“ Mr. Thomson.’ said Quin, ’the 
pleasure— I have had— in reading your 
— works—I cannot estimate— at less 
than £100— and I insist on now— 
acquitting the debt.’ And then he put 
down the money and walked out with­
out another word.”

Broke the Riding R ecofd

A G LIM PSE INTO T H E  F U T U R E  OF A E R IA L  N A V IG A TIO N . 
When Battles A re  Waged in the Air.

“ You people who came here since 
the railroads were built have an idea 
that we used to have a bad time of it 
in getting about Washington terri­
tory,” said the old-timer the other 
day. “ That’s where you are wrong. 
Distances w.-re no greater than they 
are now. True, we didn’t always go 
80 fast as you do now, but we made 
speed that would astonish you.

Tlie two rode all night— it was In mid­
summer and at the full o f the moon— 
and the next morning they ate break­
fast in Ellensburg— 110 miles away. 
And they didn't think U was much of 
a ride at that.

“ At that time nearly all the Indians 
on the reservation had a half-breed or 
at least one pretty gtxid horse in his 
riding string. This particular young 
half-breed boy had an extra good one, 
and he was selected to carry the dis­
patches, being a reliable and faithful 
fellow. Well, he rode through to W al­
la Walla in ten hours, a distance of 
120 miles, and during the ride he nev­
er slowed down frerm a gallop. That 
was in midsummer, and if you ever 
have been in that Snake river region 
at this season oi the year you can Im­
agine that was some riding.”— Seattle 
Fost-Intelllgence.

limit o f atmospheric pressure, forty 
miles or more.

I They will have fine squabbles over 
I It. There may be wars before the 

thing is settled. An unlimited verti­

cal zone of jurisdiction would suit 
some nations beautifully, and it 
wouldn’t suit others at all.

Short-sighted ]>erson8 have said that 
the airship would surely bring uni­
versal |H*ace, because it would render 
all present great land and naval arma­
ments useless. They point*out that 
an airship could hover over a fleet, 
army camp or city at a height so 
great that cannon could hardly reach 
it with any chance fur a hit and drop 
terrific explosives to destroy every­
thing in a great radius.

That is true. But thes«e reasoners 
forget that the other fellow could do 
the same. And, furthermore, even 
inland nations can own airship fleets, 
so they will add just so much more 
to the armaments o f the earth. In 
addition, airships will not be nearly 
so dear as steel armor battleships, 
and fourth and fifth rate powers will 
tciter the great game of vorld-poker, 
wherein every player takes care to 
be “ well heeled.’̂ — Julius W, Muller 
in Chicago News.

Have American Education.
Thu wealthy haclendado* «iend their 

children to the States and to Paris 
to be educated. The majority are 
sent to the States— New York, Penn­
sylvania and Massachusetts, prefera­
bly. A fter four or five years In the 
States, you would naturally think 
that they would not want to come 
back to Yucatan. But they always 
do. As a general rule, however, they 
<x>me back for a few months In the 
winter, when it is cool— if it <:an be 
cool in Yucatan—and the rest of their 
time they spend In Mexico City, New 
York and other cities. The girls, as 
a rule, are very pretty, and are ac­
complished— according to the Latin 
standard. That is to say, they play 
the piano moderately well—go to 
mass as often as is required 
of a demure Yucateca maiden, 
do some fancy sewing, or embroidery 
work, speak some French, and there 
you are. In regard to the latter, 
BYench is being superseded almost en- 
tlie ly  by English. Everyone, even 
down to the pelado, has a great desire 
to learn English. Ten years ago. 
French was a necessary part of an 
education— to-day, if you do not know 
some English, you are looked upon 
with pity. Not only is this true of Yu­
catan, but it is true of all Mexico. 1 
can safely say that the greatest de­
sire o f the younger generation, all 
over Mexico, is to be able to speak 
fluent English. It would not be out 
o f place to predict that within twen­
ty-live years English will be as much 
the tongue o f the educated class as 
Spanish Is to-day. The younger gen­
eration is responsible fat IL

Think of a house in which the wo- . 
man who runs it has nothing to pay | 
for rent, coal, or gas; no front steps I 
or sidewalk to sweep or shovel snow 
from; no doorbell to answer, no serv­
ant to keep, no neighbors to gossip i 
with; a home in whlcli she never 
hears the sound of the postman’s 
whistle; a house in which she is abso­
lutely safe from the intrusion of sew­
ing-machine agents and l>ook canvass­
ers, and where it is iniiiossllile for 
callers to drop in at Inopitortune mo­
ments; a bouse where dust never 
settles on the furniture, where there 
are no wooden stairs ur fixtures to 
catch fire, and where none of the 
wtndows can be called either “ front”

or “ back.”  although there are plenty 
of them. But these are only a few 
of the peculiar features of (he home 
of Mrs. Kate Walker, the chatelaine 
of Robbin’s Reef.

There are a number of women who 
draw salaries from the United States 
government as assistant lighthouse 
keepers, where their husbands, sons, 
or some other relatives are in charge. 
But Mrs. Walker is said to be the 
only woman on the Atlantic coast be­
tween Maine and Florida who is the 
head lightkeeper, while the man who 
helps her (her son) Is an assistant. 
It is nineteen years since Mrs. Walker 
went to Bobbin’s Reef light as a 
bride. She has not left it since ex­
cept for a few hours at a time. She 
virtually went to “ the reef” on her 
honeymoon, and she never fell into 
the habit of asking for leave of ab­
sence.

Mrs. Walker is a stolid, self-pos­
sessed, oi)servant woman of the North 
German type, with shrewd gray eyes, 
hair that is still untouched by the 
tint of time, and a complexion as 
ruddy as a sea captain’s. She spends 
about as much time on the terrace 
outside of her house as she does in­
doors, even when the wind blows abd 
the salt spray compels her to do*h an 
oll-skln jacket and a sou’wester. In 
(he good old summer time, when this 
terrace Is sheltered by an awning and 
dotted with tables and balcony chairs, 
it is a very inviting place.

Mrs. Walker serves tea there when 
the bay Is smooth enough for her 
friends to go out in rowboats to see 
her. In the winter, when the water 
is rough and the lighthouse Is sur­
rounded with floating ice half the 
time, Mrs. Walker is virtually a her­
mit. But in summer she Is as “ merry 
as they make ’em,” to borrow an ex­
pression from the Tompkinaville boat­
man who towed a reporter for the 
New York Times out there one day 
last week.

Important Lighthouse Point.
"To speak by the card, the Robbin’s 

Reef lighthouse is a conical iron tow­
er. forty-six feet high, built on a cir­
cular stone pier. Its official location, 
given for the guidance of seafaring 
men, is “ bearing three and onenjuar- 
ter miles norfh of Fort Tompkins 
Light.”  From the time the sunset 
gun at the fort is heard on the reef 
until sunrise next morning the Bob­
bin’s Light show’s a brilliant white 
flash every six seconds. It can be 
seen for twelve miles, except on foggy 
nights.

When the light is obscured by fog, 
as It frequently is In winter, Mrs. 
Walker goes Into her deep basement 
and starts an engine that sends out 
siren blasts from a foghorn at in­
tervals of three seconds, that can be 
heard for miles. When this siren gets 
down to business Mrs. Walker and 
her son sit up all night. There is 
no use in going to bed. Might as 
well try to sleep in a boiler shop. But 
the fog-horn machinery, like all other 
machinery, sometimes goes on strike. 
Then Mrs. Walker has to climb to 
the top of the tower and hammer on 
a huge bell. When the men at the 
government lighthouse station on 
Staten island hear that bell they 
know that a visit is due Mrs. Walker 
as soon as wind and weather permit.

“ Lonesome?" repeated Mrs. Walker, 
in response to a question. “ I have no 
time to be loneeome. I have my meals 
to  get regularly, althooEh there Is 
often nobody but myself here to eat 
them. Then there are all the bede

to make, the floors to scrub, the win­
dows to clean, and— ach, there Is 
plenty to do. This lamp in the tower 
— it is more difficult to care tor than 
a family o f children. It need not be 
wound more than once in five hours 
but I wind It every three hours so as 
to take no chances. In nineteen 
>ears that light has never dlsapiiolnt- 
ed sailors who have depended ui>on 
It. Every night I watch it until 12 
o ’clock. Then, if all is well, I go 
to bed, leaving my assistant in 
charge."

Like a Champagne Bottle.
Everything around the house was 

as spick und span as on a man-of-war. 
To get an idea of the rooms imagine 
vuu are in a champagne buttle that 
tapers toward the (ftp. The kitchen 
and dining room, on the main floor. Is 
the largest. I.x>cker8 for clothes and 
closets for cLina ace fitted into the 
sides o f the iron cone very much as 
they are aboard ship. A large range 
furnishes heat for the entire house. 
A sewing machine and a phonograph 
suggest “ all the comforts o f a flat.” 
The former Mrs. Walker resorts to 
when she is tired o f reading in the 
long winter nights. The latter is for 
the benefit o f her son and daughter, 
who get fidgety once in a while for 
the sound of a human voice, and a 
comic song or joke from a brass fun­
nel is more comforting than none at 
all.

Of <»urse, there is Mamie. When 
Jlamie was a little girl she was her 
mother’s constant companion on the 
•’light.” You can see the dolls she 
used to play with scattered around 
the place now’ . But as she grew up 
it was necessary for her to go to 
school. To mw to and from the light­
house to Staten island every day was 
out ot the question, m  .Mamie boards 
on the mainland, and goes out to see 
her mother on Sundays and holidays. 
Besides, Mamie is IT years old and 
comely. There are dances and things, 
and In the winter nights even the 
most ardent wooer would think twice 
before venturing three miles amid 
floating ice in a rowt)oat. So Mrs. 
Walker sighs and smiles as she goes 
up the iron ladder to light the lan­
tern when she thinks of the good time 
Mamie is having ashore.

Jake, as everybody who knows him 
calls him. son and assistant ’ ight- 
keeper, also spends much of his time 
ashore. He is ixjstman, niarketmc.n 
and general (xjurier. The weather 
must be bad, indeed, to keep Jake 
from making his daily journey. It is 
a sight to stir the hluod to see Jake 
and his mother harpoon kindling 
wood. Am.ong the flotsam and jetsam 
that the tide swirls around the light­
house are fine logs that are washed 
away from railroad yards and ship­
yards along shore. The government 
gives Mrs. Walker coal, but it does 
not give her wood. The sea supplies 
that.

Photography in Relief.
Photography in relief is the latest 

addition to the many tricks performed 
by the camera. The picture of an ol>- 
ject which shows the latter in relief Is 
obtained by means of the ordinary 
projection lantern with a camera 
placed alongside.

for the transportation o f officials, pa­
pers, maps and light apparatus in war 
time emergencies has been demon­
strated hy the Italian government. In 
a recent test conducted by officials o f 
the government thirty automobiles 
left Brescia under sealed orders, which 
provided they should traverse varying 
routes and return in twentyfour 
hours. AH were back in twenty hours, 
one having covered 33R miles, and 
only one reported having met with ac­
cident. The result was so highly grati­
fying to the military authorities as to 
render certain the use o f the auto in 
future European military operations.

Trees, and Sowing Seeds

A New York paper publishes an ac­
count of a successful effort recently 
made by Mr. N. O. Nelson, in South­
ern California, to provide for the poor­
er classes. Mr. Nelson has established 
at Indio, in Southern California, what 
he calls a health camp fur consump­
tives. We quote the following de­
scription of this worthy enterprise 
with the hope that it may encourage 
others to do likewise; for certainly 
no more beneficent work can be under­
taken by anyone:

“ The camp is located in a desert 
valley, cut off from the ocean by 
the mountains. There is no rain, no 
fog, no clouds. The winter days are 
all warm, the nights comparatively 
cold.

“ The camp was established In De­
cember, 1902, to provide in part for 
the large number o f consumptives and 
other invalids who go to Southern 
California. ' Most o f the invalids have 
little means; they can not afford ex­
pensive sanitariums, and are not want­
ed by hotels and boarding houses.

"T o  meet the requirements o f such 
patients, Mr. Nelson bought one hun­
dred and twenty-five acres o f land ad­
joining the Indio depot. 'This tract 
he has improved by sinking artesian 
w-elis, and by putting most o f the land 
under cultivation, in order to give con­
valescents something to do.

"Tents, with all necessary equip­
ment for sleeping and taking meals, 
have been set up. I.and and water 
are free to those who have their own 
outfit. A small rental for tents is 
made to those who can not pay, and 
where necessary, board is given them. 
AH expenses teed not be more than 
from $2.50 to $4.00 a week.

"W ork is provided for those who are 
able to do it. so that their care does 
not become a burden on the camp.

"The camp Is situated In the midst 
of a sandy valley one hundred miles 
long and three to ten 'm iles wide. 
The mountains on each side rise by 
degrees to four thousand and five 
thousand feet high. In some places In 
the foothills there are springs and 
vegetation.

"In the valleys most of the land 
has been taken up in the past few 
years. The crops of melons and vege­
tables are early and bring high prices. 
From $100 to |200 an acre Is an 
ordinary yield. Alfalfa hay is cut ten 
times a year, giving twelve to fifteen 
tons an acre.

“ When the campers get well enough 
to work, they buy or lease a few 
acres. They can either buy the land 
on the instalment plan, nr lease it on 
shares for such length o f time as de- 
slred.’*

Within a week or two opportunities 
will occur to repair the lawn, but it 
must not be dune until the frost is 
entirely out of the ground and the 
whole o f the surface is freed from the 
winter's snow. I mean when all the 
old snow has disappeared. But prep­
arations should be made at once, so 
as to have everything ready when the 
time comes.

The material required Is a sufflolent 
quantity of tho best mixed lawn 
grass (don’t use any cheap mixture) 
to cover the ground just half as thick 
as if it was a new lawn you were 
about to make, instead of making re 
pairs. It takes for a new lawn a 
pound of seed for each 225 square feet 
or thereabouts— so if we figure with
liberality one pound will be enoagh 
for 400 square feet.

With this, provide for every 400 
square feet five pounds of the high­
est grade lawn fertilizer. The best 
Is that composed of blood, bone and 
potash. Don’t use any cheap grade 
’wave everything ready and the day 
the snow comes mix together the seed 
and the fertilizer and sprinkle the 
whole evenly over the surface.

This can also be done if there is 
an even steady rain falling, and the 
ground is thawed out. Don’t sow 
when the surface is frozen, for If 
you do the seed sw-lms Into plies and 
leaves the space bare where it is the 
most desirable to cover. One of the 
reasons for advising sowing on the 
snow is that the material is more eas­
ily seen and thus can be more evenly 
distributed. This is one of the read­
iest and best methods of renovating 
lawns, as neither raking ror sweep- 
Ing ’ Is necessary—Chicago 'frlbune.

Alcohol and Tuberculosis.
Dt. 8. A. Knopf, the eminent New 

York physician who has given a great 
deal o f attention to the subject of 
tuberculosis, took occasion not long 
since In a scientific paper to condemn 
the popular notion that alcohol is a 
remedy for consumption. He says:

“ There is an idea that alcohol is a 
remedy or even a specific remedy for 
consumption. There has never been 
a greater mistake made. Alcohol has 
never cured and never will cure 
tuberculosis. It will either prevent or 
retard recovery. It is like a two- 
edged weapon: on one side it poi­
sons the system, and on the other side 
It ruins the stomach and thus prevents 
this organ from properly digesting the 
recessary food. Truly pathetic are 
the results of this erroneous doctrine 
In the families o f the poor, where. In­
stead of procuring good nourishment 
for the invalid, liquor has been bought 
In far too large quantities, so that 
often there waf. not enough money left 
for food for tho sufferer nor for the 
other members of the family.’'
