The 
land is comparatively level and the 
rise on the Atlantic side Is very grad- 
nal, culminating In the Chlvela pass 
at a height of 730 feet. From here to 
the Pacific the descent is more abrupt. 
Although situated in the tropics, the 
tropic he>it is mitigated a great deal 
by the strong winds which blow con­
stantly from ocean to ocean.

Russia’s New Minister of Finance.
Aa'iiiiral Birileff brings a robust dis­

3RATITUDE A STRONG POINT OF 

THE ESKIMOS.

Jnpolished and Utterly Lacking In the 
Amenities of Civilization, the Memo­
ry of a Kindness Is Not Soon For­
gotten.

"The Eskimos of Alaska appear to 
be of the same race as those of l.abra- 
dor. Even in the matter of language 
these widely separated branches of the 
tribe differ less than do some of our 
neighboring tribes of Indians. They 
are an interesting people in many re­
spects, but the fates seem to b* 
against them, as they were against the 
Indians of our own country.

“These singular people are hospita­
ble in their primitive way. They are, 
of course, totally deficient in all the 
formalities and polite usages of civili­
zation. On entering one of the huts 
you are never asked to sit down, or 
when leaving you are never asked to 
call again When they visit a white 
man’s cabin they do not knock, but 
open the door and walk in without 
any ceremony. When they take their 
departure they do so in the same in­
formal manner. They are unquestion­
ably grateful for favors shown them, 
yet when you do tbem a kindness 
there is no outward sign or expression 
of gratitude at the time.

“ A native lad about 16 years of age 
came into my cabin one morning, suf­
fering with an acute bowel complalnL 
I happened to have a preparation for 
this trouble in my medicine chest, and 
administered to him a dose according 
to directions. It relieved him some­
what, and after eating his dinner he 
returned home, a distance of some ten 
miles. In a week or ten days he came 
back, bringing with him a number of 
curios, which he had wrapped with 
care in a piece of deerskin and placed 
n a small canvas sack. Taking the 

curios out of the sack one by one, 
and, unwrapping them carefully, 
he laid them on my table, saying as he 
did so, in broken English. ’You like 
’em?’ Receiving an affirmative reply, 
he said, ‘You catch ’em,’ at the same 
time shoving the articles toward me.

“ I thought the young man was bent 
upon a trade, so to please him I laid 
out upon the table a number of edible 
articles, together with a red bandanna 
handkerchief—a red handkerchief is 
prized very highly by all the natives— 
and awaited his decision. It was soon 
forthcoming.

“ ‘Me no catch ’em,’ he said, point­
ing to the articles which I had select­
ed for him. ‘Me no trade him you,’ 
pointing to the articles which he had 
placed upon the table. ‘Me give him. 
you.’ He left the trinkets^ with me, 
but would not accept-a thing in re­
turn for.

"some four weeks afterward this In­
dian boy came to my cabin again. H* 
brought with him on his second visit 
a pair of small snowshoes and a min­
iature Eskimo sled. He had been told 
that I had a little boy at home, and 
he made me understand that he had 
made the snowshoes and sled for him, 
insisting that I should take them, 
which I did; but he stoutly resisted 
anything in return for them. All this 
was to show his appreciation of the 
little act of kindness which I had done 
for him.’’—Selected from “The Truth 
About Alaska" by the Youth’s Com­
panion.

FARMING ON SCIENTIFIC LINES. HARD WORK FALLS ON KAISER.

Analytia of the Soil the First Step 
in Improvement.

It would really seem that an analy­
sis of the soil should be the very first 
step in scientific farming. To know 
what a given soil contains, what it 
needs and what it will produce most 
profitably can be ascertained only 
through two processes—analysis and 
long experience. Experience has 
taught the farmers of the country a 
great deal, but what they have learn­
ed by successive crop raising could 
have been shown them many years 
ago through a scientific study of the 
soil and the furnishing of official 
maps setting forth the results of 
such investigation. It will be a cost­
ly thing to put on record a true show­
ing of soil values, which often change 
radically within short distances. But 
when such a record is made it will 
serve a great purpose for many years 
to come and it will be used as a basis 
for other scientific developments 
along the lines of specialized farming. 
—Kansas City Star.

German Emperor One of the Buetoet
Men in the World. ^

The superhuman activity of the kai­
ser is well known. He looks after the 
music, the painting, the literature and 
the morals of Germany; but that la 
only his diversion, for above all that 
he is the Gcruiau emperor. As kaiser 
his work falls under three heads— 
foreign affairs, home affairs and the 
army and navy.

TLOT TO F*REE IKELA/ fD CBUSHED UNDER PIE
la hit recently publlthed Tolume 

of “ Recollectlona” William O’Brien, 
Irish member of parliament, tells bow 
ha conceived a plan in 1882 to cap- 
tura Dublin castle. At that time there 
was a strike of the royal Irish con­
stabulary against the government and 
Mr. O'Brien had been invited to ad­
dress the strikers. He writes; “ My 
notion was, without disclosing my 
plan' to anybody—except one to be 
presently mentioned—to go to the 
police ms8s meeting, to raise to the 
highest possible pitch the excitement 
with which they were boiling over 
and straightway, under cover of a 
deputation to the viceroy, to march 
my thousand constables through the 
streets to Dublin castle, helping our­
selves to revolvers in the gunshops 
on the way and, having made a sepa­
rate arrangement to seize upon the 
guard at the entrance to the upper 
castle yard the moment they tried to 
close the gate, take possession of the 
viceroy and his chief secretary, con­
vey them to a place of safekeeping 
whence they and we could negotiate 
and in the meantime get possession 
o f the wires and precipitate a revolt 
of the royal Irish constabulary 
throughout the country to strengthen 
us in the negotiations.

“ My one confidant in the matter 
was Parnell, against whose absolute 
veto there would be no proceeding

further. He happened to be staying 
at Morrison's hotel, and when I drove 
over I was surprised to find be 
thought the project less hairbrained 
than I hud anticipated. As he sat 
over a late breakfast with a heap of 
unopened letters and newspapers be­
side him he talked over the whole 
plan with the detachment with which 
he would examine a handful of al­
luvial gold from his own river at 
Avondale. The only glint of senti­
ment was the soft whisper: “The 
only thing that can be said with cer­
tainty is that you can't come out 
alive from it—or perhaps some more 
of ua”

Mr. O’Brien proposed to have fifty 
armed fenians concealed in the neigh­
boring corporation building, “ who 
would be in a position to make a rush 
for the gate if necessary at a mom­
ent’s warning." Parnell expressed 
himself as doubtful. Mr. O’Brien saw 
the leaders of the two rival sections 
into which the Irish republican broth- 

• erbood was divided. They declined 
to do anything. “ When I returned to 
Morrison's hotel,”  says Mr. O’Brien. 
“ Parnell received the tidings with a 
gentle pooh of the lips and the Ironic 
smile with which be could convey 
whole c(riumns of comment on bis 
reply; T told you what these gentle­
men were worth. I think I’ve got time 
to catch my train at Harcourt 
street’ "

WERE ARTIST’S HOPES AND MIL­
LIONAIRE’S SILK HAT.

Impression So Ardently Desired Was 
Certainly Made, But Not in the 
Right Place—Consolation Under 
the Circumstancee Simply a Mock­
ery.

QVEETt ABO VES  OF S A V A G E S
Waldemar Jochelson, the Russian 

scientist, who has recently returned to 
the United States from Siberia, where 
he spent two years as head of the 
Jesup expedition, tells many interest­
ing things of the maritime Koryaks, 
living in scattered villages along the 
shores south of the Behring and Okh­
otsk seas. A striking and charaeteris- 
tice phase of Koryak life, according 
to Mr. Jochelson. is their peculiar 
hour-glass-like houses. These are re­
markable subterranean habitations, 
having a fetid atmosphere almost un­
bearable to the white traveler. From 
a distance one of the houses has the 
appearance of some huge Invert­
ed funnel arising out of a snow- 
)>ank. The craterlike top, besides 
forming a roof, is used as a 
general storing place for food and 
all sorts of articles. It slopes down­
ward to an aperture in tbe center, 
which serves as a smoke bole, venti­
lator and passageway below. A num­
ber at logs arranged in a circuit sup­
port the framework of the roof, tbe 
lower end of which rests on a second­
ary pile of timbers, forming the slant­
ing walls of the interior.

For nearly nine months the whole 
house is banked and covered up al­

most to the protecting roof with tons 
of snow, chinked in with frozen earth 
and debris. This brings tbe inmates 
at all times about ten feet below the 
surface. Undoubtedly the moat as­
tonishing and spectacular feature of 
I ho Koryak house is the means of en­
trance. Tbe roof is attained by scal­
ing a narrow split log, extending down 
from the top. having holes cut in it 
for the feet and bands. The interior 
is reached by descending another per­
pendicular hewn stairway covered 
with a slippery coating of grease and 
soot, which none but a native can suc­
cessfully accomplish. The inclosure 
has a ground floor and is barren of 
anything in the shape of furniture.

Large copper vessels for cooking 
seal and blubber and a kettle used 
for aielting snow are the chief house­
hold utensils. The diet is limited al­
most exclnslvMy to fish, half-cooked 
soal and whale Besh, with Rnsslaa 
brick tea as an occasional luxury. 
Some thirty to forty of both sexes, 
usually relations, inhabit one dwelling. 
Small skin sleeping booths, some six 
feet high by five in width, heated by 
a lamp in tbe center, are arranged 
around the walls. Invariably thick 
fumes of smoke and soot fill the room.

From his standpoint, 
something vital is missing from sport 
where players can find cheerfulness 
in defeat and where onlookers arouse 
to 'no more enthusiasm than at a mat­
inee. When an American crew is 
training for a Henley invasiem, or a 
jrack team dares try conclusions with 
the flower of Oxford and Cambridge, 
it would be rank^ dislpyalty not to 
strain every effort, at whatever sacri­
fice, to be as fit as possible.

On the other band, English athletes 
have allowed the visitors to beat them

time and again in such events ss 
hammer-throwing, shotputting, hurd­
ling and sprinting, because these are 
specialties demanding careful and in­
telligent training for first-class 
achievement. Therefore the young 
Briton thinks they are not worth 
teaming to do very well, because tbe 
work is not worth the cost, and there 
la no fun in it. Of football it is espe­
cially tnie that tbe Englishman would 
see no sport in a style of game in 
vhich winning form is to be gained 
only by prodigious exertion and a very 
martyrdom of training. In the ordeal 
of American football are bred splen­
did qualities for manhood, and a dis­
cipline which none will decry. That 
six feet of mighty youth should sob 
bis hesrt out after defeat is not to 
his discredit and he will fight life’s 
battles the better for ic He takes his 
sport, as he does his business, far 
more seriously than the Briton, and. 
with a fair field, be excels bim in both. 
Yet he can learn from bis cousin 
across the water that play should not 
be all work and that sixirt can flour­
ish unmarred by eligibility squabbles.

The collecting of rainbow wood is a 

comparatively new Industry fn Maine.
Though the dwellers along the sea­

board have known for years that drift­
wood picked up from the salt water 
gaVe out iridescent tints when burned 
in open grates, they attached no value 
to the coloring of the flames until the 
summer visitors came down east and 
changed the picking of driftwood from 
an occupation akin to idleness into a 
profitable calling.

For five years the whole roast line 
of Penobscot bay has been scoured in 
quest of wood, and when the supply 
grew scarce and the prices advanced 
from $10 to $26 a oord, a Boston chem­
ist grew rich by inventing a powder 
which when burned with dry wood 
yielded colors nearly as bright as the 
genuine wood from the sea.
