There 
waa not a vehicle left in any of the 
three livery stables, nor a private 
conveyance. Every store was closed 
The road going west was crowded all 
the n igh t previous and Hope e n te r­
tained the largest crowd th a t  had 
ever been seen there. And she en ­
tertained  it so well th a t all visitors 
are ansoluiely ju b ila n t in telling 
about it.

The picnic ground was in a large 
grove of w alnut trees on the  Whitt- 
ranch. There was abundance ul 
shade, ru n n in g  water nearby, with 
fragarant alfalfa fields aud ripening 
erohards all around . A nice rain 
had tallen the day previous and there 
was no dust. T he Advoo-«te has in.i 
been able to find a single person 
(lom Artesia bu t who unhesitating ly  
pronounce it the  finest celebraliun 
they every a ttended . A num ber of 
beeves a n d 'm u tto n s  were barbecued, 
and the  women of the  Fenasco valley 
seemed to have united  in adding 
every good th ing  to the bill of lare 
th a t they could th in k  of. Besides 
the regulation barbecued m eat and 
bread, there was an abundance of 
chickens, pies, cakes and o ther thingo 
to please. About fifteen hun ­
dred people were fed and there was 
enougn food left on the  tab le  to  feed 
several hundred mure. Mu visitor 
was allowed to furnish his own giub. 
Everybody was invited to the  big, 
free table. One business m an from 
Artesia says he had heard of free 
d inuers of m eat and bread, but tha t 
was the  first place he ever heard of 
where there was more free pie than  
the crowd could ea t. The old negro 
woman in a sou thern  city who claim ­
ed to be selling  " a ll de k ind of pie 
dey is— kivered, unkivered aud cross- 
barred ’ was not in it  a little  bit with  ̂
the Hope people. They had peach, i 
app e, plum , cherry and clear on 
through the  list to oyster. The re -* 
port tha t the  oysters were raised in | 
the Penasco by irrigation is 'p ro b -1 
ably a m istake. In  the  afternoon, | 
tbe program of outdoor sports was 
imm ense. Tbe broncos were tbe 
genuine, un tam ed sp irits of the 
plains and tbe  way they bucked was 

’a abow worth going m iles to see. But 
ao t a rider was dislodged. Steer 
roping being prohib ited  by law, tbe 
"punchers”  tried their lassos on goats 
and burres. T nis proved to  be good 
sport, bu t some folks though t the 
burros were treated  m ost too roughly. 
A good horse race was run , which was 
won by a H ope horse over the little  
black horse formerly owned by H . T. 
Peck of A rteria. A dancing  platform 
was erected and a t last accounts the 
fun was still going fast and furious.

The A rtesia Brass Band furnished 
m usic fur the  occasion and it has 
been highly com plim ented by all 
present for the  ex tra  good music, 
'rhe  boys are loud in  th e ir praise of 
the way the  folks a t H ope treated 
them .

The people of our neighboring 
town should congratulate themselves

upon the  success of the ir celebration. 
N othing was ever done better. They 
have made hundreds of new friends 
who will always have a kindly feel­
ing in^tbeir hearts for Hope, Es­
pecially do Artesia people feel grate­
ful for tbe  whole-souled hospitality 
extended; them , and a t the  first op­
portun ity  propose to invite  everyone 
of those folks down here and try to 
partially  repay the  debt.

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Loopboies in  th e  Law.
B ritish statesm en are  again strle* 

Ing to amend the law so as to perm it 
persons convicted of crim e to appeal 
to  a higher court. The need of some 
change in the law has long been admit* 
ted, for although a man against whom 
a verdict of a hundred pounds has 
been found in a civii court may ap­
peal, one who has been convicted of 
m urder must subm it to  the sentence 
with no effective appeal save to the 
clemency of the  home office. The ex­
perience of a perfectly Innocent man 
who was twice convicted for crim es of 
which he was not guilty, and of which 
he might have been proved to be mnc- 
cent if the full evidence in his defense 
had been adm itted by the tria l court, 
has roused the B ritish  sense of justice 
till it has hren decided th a t the law 
m ust be amended. There Is no agree­
ment yet on the details of the proposed 
changes, but it is adm itted th a t the 
new should be so fram ed as not to lead 
to delay in the execution of sentence 
on the guilty. The London Times re­
m arks th a t "Delay In disposing of 
cases of m urder, for example, would 
mean in effect the abolition of capital 
punishm ent. The public would nat en­
dure the thought of men lying In 
prison many months uncertain of 
th e ir fate.” In America, where oppor­
tu n ities  for appeal seem at tim es to 
be alm ost unlim ited, says Youth’s Com­
panion, the public does not concern 
Itself much when convicted m urderers 
delay execution for years by resort to 
•very device for postponement tha t in- 
^ n io u s  lawyers can discover. Abuses 
a rising  from the freedom of appeal are 
as great here as those In England aris­
ing from the sum m ary execution of 
the sentence of the tria l court.

One from  th e  Capital.
In W ashington they are whispering 

a  story concerning a very distinguish­
ed statesm an who attended the birth­
day party  In honor of Speaker Can­
non. He and some th irsty  friends de­
voted them selves w ith less wisdom 
than  assiduity to the bountiful supply 
of refreshm ents available on th a t oc­
casion. Consequently he was In ra th ­
e r a double-visioned fram e of mind 
when he reached home. That evening 
he wore for the first time one of a new 
batch of sh irts  which his wife had 
bought for him. This fact bore heav­
ily on his mind when he began to un­
dress.

III COLDEST AUSId
PHENOM EN A R ESU LTIN G  FROM 

LOW TEM PER A TU R E.

V egetables, F ru it,  E ggs, E tc., Al* 
lowed to F reeze H ard  as Bul­

le ts and  Thaw ed W hen 
Used.

S trange m anifestations appear (in 
Alaska) as a result of the extreme 
cold, one is the way a fire burns in the 
stove. It roars and crackles like a 
great forge, and wood in the stove 
seems to dissolve in the flames like a 
chunk of ice; the wood is gone and we 
wonder where the heat went. At €0 
degrees below, every stovepipe throws 
out a great white cloud of smoke and 
vapor, resem bling a steam boat in its 
whiteness, and th is cloud streams 
away for 50 to 100 feet, writes Chester 
W, Tennant, in Popular Mechanics.

Prospectors, in attem pting to boll a 
dish of rice or beans upon a campfire 
unprotected from the weather, find 
th a t the side of the dish which is in 
the fire will boil while the p art of the 
dish exposed to the w eather has 
frozen. To remedy this, the dish is 
set completely Into the fire.

Edged tools subjected to this tem ­
perature bebome as bard and brittle 
as glass and will break as readily un­
der strain . I have seen a pop safety 
valve blowing off steam  when weather 
was below 60 degrees, with icicles 
which had funned by the condensa­
tion while it was blowing off banging 
from the outer rim  of the valve.

All vegetables, potatoes, apples, 
fruit, eggs, etc., can be allowed to 
freeze until they become like bullets. 
To make ready for use, place them in 
coM w ater half a day before using, 
and the frost will slowly withdraw 
witboMt injury to the article.

(Exposed p a n s  of the body would 
freeze in thig tem perature while going 
the distance of one block. Mr. Ten­
nant tells of rem arkable results ob­
tained by thaw ing out frozen feet, 
hands or ears in coal oil. The mem­
bers are  Immersed in the oil, some­
times for four or five hours, and they 
thaw  without leaving any Injurious 
results. The h in t from the north  bay 
may be well worth remembering to 
those exposed to the severer tu rns of 
tem perature in our own winters. Of 
the kerosene treatm ent Mr. Tennant 
s a y s :)

This is absolutely a safe remedy, 
and one thus escapes the surgeon's 
knife, as no bad results follow. This 
is not hearsay, as a man was saved a 
few years ago at our office by the night 
watchm an who found him in the snow 
(four degrees below zero) and both 
bands frozen to the wrists. He was 
taken into the office and treated as 
above for about five hours, when all 
the frost was drawn out w ithout so 
much as losing a finger tip.

The physicians were amazed, as they 
thought am putation would have to be 
resorted to. His bands were as white 
and bard as marbl6, and when placed 
in the oil they snapped and crackled 
as the oil began to act upon the ice 
crystals.

This remedy should be remembered 
by all residents of cold climates, as it 
would save many a limb. The tem per­
a tu re of the oil should be about the 
same as th a t of the living room (about 
60 degrees above zero.)

One has to be careful about touch­
ing th ings with unprotected bands. It 
is dangerous to take bold of a door 
knob when it is 60 degrees below zero 
or thereabouts, with the uncovered 
band, unless you are careful instantly 
to release your hold, for if you do it 
will freeze your Inner palm in five 
seconds, be very painful thereafter, 
and the result is the same aa  from 
touching a redhot stove.

C^al oil begins to thicken at 40 de­
grees below, and at 60 and 70 degrees 
below becomes as thick as lard, or but 
a very little  darker, and can be cut 
out of the can with a knife the same 
as you would cu t lard or butter.

T here is no dust flying, no in­
sects are In the  a ir a t  th a t tim e ready 
to  com m it suicide by suffocation In 
the coat of fresh  paint. T he atm os­
pheric conditions a re  also favorable 
a t  th a t season for proper drying and 
increased life of the  paint.

I t  should be a  hab it w ith every 
property ow ner every spring to look 
over his buildings, etc., and see If 
they need repain ting ; no t m erely to 
see If they  “will go ano ther year,” 
but w hether the  tim e has not come 
for putting in  th e  proverbial “stitch  
In tim e” which shall eventually “save 
nine.” For one coat of paint applied 
ju s t a little  before It is actually  need­
ed will often save m ost of the  paint 
on the building by preventing it from 
letting  go and causing endless trou­
ble and expense.

P ain t le ts go because linseed oil, 
which is the  “cem ent” th a t bolds all 
good pain t together, gradually decays 
or oxidizes, ju s t as iron exposed to 
a ir  and dam pness will slowly decay 
or oxidize. The w ater and oxygen In 
the  a ir  a re  the  cause of the trouble 
in both cases, and the  only reason, 
outside of its  beautifying effect, th a t 
we apply pain t to  wood or iron is be­
cause we w ant to  keep w ater and 
a ir  away from  them. Live painL 
th a t is pain t in which the  linseed oil 
is still oily, does th is very effectual­
ly; but dead paint, th a t is pain t In 
which th e  oil Is no longer oily. Is no 
m ore Impervious to  a ir  and w ater 
than  a  single th iekness of cheese­
cloth would be. If then  we apply a  
fresh  coat of oily paint before the 
old paint is dead, the oil from the 
new coat will penetrate  the  old coat, 
and the whole coating will once more 
become alive; and th is method of rea- 
ovaMon may go on indefinitely.

T his explains why It is better econ­
omy to repain t a  little  before it be­
comes absolutely necessary than  a  
little  after. W hen the pain t Is once 
dead the fresh  coat wUl pull tu s  
whole coating off.

In the days when repainting :::.eant 
a  general tu rn ing  of loings upside 
down, a two-weeks’ "clu tte ring  up” 
of the place w ith kegs, cans and 
pails, a  lo t of inflammable and Hi- 
sm elling m ateria ls standing around, 
etc., the  dread of painting tim e was 
natural. So was the dread of soap­
m aking time, of shirt-m aking tim e, of 
candle-moulding tim e and the  like. 
B ut we live In an  age when soap 
comes from th e  store be tte r and 
cheaper than  we can m ake it, when 
sh irts  a re  sold ready m ade for less 
than we can buy the m aterials, when 
we can bum  coal oil o r gas cheaper 
th an  we can m ake tallow  candles, 
and when all we have to  do when we 
w ant to  repain t is to  pick out our 
colors from the card a t  the  store and 
pay the pain ter for pu tting  on the 
p a in t

W hen It comes to  picking out the  
pain t It Is no t necessary  th a t one 
should be a  pain t chem ist, any more 
th an  one should be an  oil chem ist 
when buying kerosene, or a  depart­
m ent s to re  buyer when selecting 
sh irts, o r a  soap chem ist when buy­
ing soap. All th a t la necessary to  
Insure a fa ir  show is  some knowl­
edge of th e  charac ter of our paint 
dealer and the  reputation and stand­
ing of the  m aker of the p a in t offered. 
Nor m ust one expect to  buy a  pure 
linseed oil pain t for the  price of lin­
seed oil alone. I t  can be taken for 
granted when anyone offers to sell 
dollar bills a t  a  discount, be is bait­
ing a book for “suckers.” So it can 
be taken for granted when htayone— 
w hether m all order house, paint 
m anufacturer o r dealer—offers paint 
too cheap, he Is bidding for the  trade 
of “suckers,” no m atte r w hat hia 
promises.

But pain ts sold in responsible 
stores under the  brands of reputable 
m anufacturers are all good products, 
differing from one another in the less 
Im portant m atter of the  solid pig­
m ents contained, but practically  a lik e  
In having th e ir liquid portions com­
posed essentially  of pure linseed oil. 
The com petition of the be tte r class 
of paints haa driven inferior goods 
practically o u t of the  m arket, and 
no m anufacturer of standing  now 
puts out a poor paint, under bis own 
name a t least.

As to guarantees o n . paint, they 
can be taken for w hat they  are  worth. 
Any reputable m anufacturer will 
make good any defect actually  trace­
able to  the paint itself ana noi to  im­
proper use or trea tm en t of I t  The 
really im portant guaran tee which the  
pain t buyer should exact from his 
dealer is th a t the pain t Is made by a  
m anufacturer th a t knows bis busi­
ness and th a t the  paint itse lf has a  
record. If be secures th is  guarantee 
he can afford to  chance th e  re s t of 
It—the pain t will undoubtedly give 
good service if properly applied ao* 
cording to directions.

MODELS FOR SHIP STUDY.
BepUcaa of B attlesh ips and O ther 

C raft M ade by N avy D epart­
m en t D raugh tsm an .

One of the chief aids to naval con- 
itructlon and transporta tion  recog- 
alzed by all modern w ar schools and 
navy departm ents lu the model and the 
half-model. By means of these skill­
fully constructed replicas of the real 
battleship, cruiser, arm y transport or 
yacht, officers are Instructed In many 
details of naval architecture, such as 
the exact loactlon of w atertight bulk­
heads. the allotm ent of space for en­
gines, boilers and auxiliary engines, 
the double bottoms, the protective 
deck, the arm or, the electric system, 
the location of the main and secondary 
batteries, the tu rre ts, and other de­
tails of construction and operation.

A most lmiK>rtant branch of the 
modern shipbuilding yard, whether ot 
m erchant o r war ships, is the practice 
of “ try ing out" the model In special 
tanks made for the purpose, before 
proceeding with the construction of the 
full-size vessel. By this m eans the 
faults in design are discovered and 
remedied.

It is understood to be the ambition 
of the quarterm aster general of the 
United States arm y, C. F. Humphrey, 
to make its transport service not only 
equal to th a t of any other modern 
world power, but also to be able tru th ­
fully to assert any detail of 1 s equip­
m ent faithfully  represents the highest 
deve'opm ent In th a t particu lar line. 
The service tha t these models render 
—especially the longitudinal section— 
Is (1) a physlc-h istorkal record, (2) a 
physic-educational example and (3) a 
means of Instan t visual comparison.

The model, in o ther words, presents 
a  practical method of teaching and of 
recording naval construction and 
equipm ent processes, and of enabling 
the departm ent to compare w hat It has 
already installed with w hat is offered 
It. It It now conceded th a t the fa ith ­
fully designed model offers to the stu ­
dent of naval architecture " hotter 
practical iliooirata.u  of the hull and 
equipm ent of the vessel sh iw n  than 
the lines of the same vessel on paper.

Model m aking in the United States 
—th a t U o f w arships and nrm y tran s­
ports—is In its  Infancy. Those th a t 
were furnished the w ar and the navy 
departm ents prior to 1903 were made 
abroad. In th a t year several were 
made by Horace E. Boucher, a 
draughtsm an In the navy deaprtm ent 
a t 'Washington. He was sen t to St 
Louis to erect the navy departm ent ex­
h ibit a t  the world’s fair, which consist­
ed of a  model of a battleship complete 
in every detail.

Realizing th a t one of the best object 
lessons for the guidance and Instruc­
tion of the heads o t the various de­
partm ents and for the officers Is the 
model and half model, the w ar depart­
m ent last year, through Gen. Hum ­
phrey, ordered one of each made of the 
United S tates transport Sherm an a t a 
cost of some |8,000, the model to be 
one-forty-eigbth the size of the ship.

Some idea of the size of the Sherman 
may be gathered when It Is known th a t 
her chief dimensions are 465 feet over 
all, 49 feet beam, 34 feet depth and 26 
feet draught. She will carry  1,776 sol­
diers, and 6,000 tons of cargo w ithout 
troops. H er bunker capacity Is 2,000 
tons and her tanks will hold 1,200 tons 
of water. She Is a four-m asted, twin 
screw steel steam ship of 7,580 gross 
tons. The full model and the half 
model of the Sherm an, ju s t completed 
by Horace E. Boucher, la soon to be 
sen t as a  i>ermanent exhibit to the 
state , w ar and navy departm ent build­
ing a t W ashington.

A r t  Schools in  F rancs.
There are a t present In France, aside 

from the national a r t  schools, 300 pro­
vincial and municipal schools of fins 
arts, which are free to young men and 
women. W hile leaving to each school 
the development of the line of a rt su it­
ed o t local needs, the state  gives direc­
tion by annual vicits of insi>ectors of 
drawing.

As picnic days will soon be here. I 
give some suggest ions for the baskets. 
It IS a m istake to carry a great mix­
tu re  for the picnic luncheon; it is 
true everybody is hungry; but some 
otherw ise perfectly delicious things to 
eat are entirely  ou t of place on these 
occasions. Straw berries, for example, 
arc better om itted; layer cake. JcUles 
th a t are not perfectly Arm, sirups and 
pies and custards; Just as good things 
are to be much more easily carried 
w ithout disastrous results.

All sorts of sandwiches may be p re­
pared the n ight before and wrapped 
in damp napkins; a m ast chicken 
Diakea fine eating, and should be dis­
jointed for convenience, as should the 
filed, also; cold m eats sliced, olives 
in sealed bottles, pickles and butter 
in Jelly glasses with tlght-tUtlng 
covers, radishes in a tin pall with Ice 
around them, lemons, uncut, milk In 
corked bottles, also In pails, with ice; 
v h o le  tom atoes in Ice, bottles of cold 
tea, etc. Small biscuit broken open 
and buttered while hot taste good; but­
tered bread sandwiches, plain, are usu­
ally  favored, as others are ap t to cre­
a te  too much th irst. C laret or any 
sour wine Is good with cracked Ice, and 
so are the pleasant root beer aud gin­
ger ales.

Provide the paper napkins by the 
gross; they cost almost nothing, can 
be thrown away, and answer many 
purposes. Salt and pepper shakers are 
the best, and mayonnaise should be 
in glass.—St. Louis Globe-Democrat.

AMERICANS ARE PAINT USERS

I t has been rem arked th a t the 
American people consume more paint, 
both in the  aggregate aud per capita, 
th an  any o ther people In the  world. 
In a  recently  published artic le  on the 
subject it was figured th a t our yearly 
consum ption is over 100,000,000 gal­
lons of pain ts of all kinds, of which 
over oce-balf is used in the paintings 
of houses.

T he reason for th is  g rea t consump­
tion Is twofold: a large proportion 
of our buildings, especially in small 
towns and ru ral d istricts, aro con­
structed  of wood, and we, as a people, 
are given to  neatness and cleanliness. 
For. take  it all in all, there  is noth­
ing so cleanly or so san itary  as paint.

T ravel where wo will throughout 
the country, everyw here we find the 
neat, cheerful painted dwelling, pro­
claim ing a t  once the  prosperity  and 
the self-respect of our population.

F ifty years ago th is was not so; 
painted dwellings, while common in 
the larger cities and towns, were the 
exception in the ru ral d is tric ts ; be­
cause, on the one hand, a large pro­
portion of those buildings were tem ­
porary m akeshifts, and, on the o ther 
hand, because paint was then  a lux­
ury. expensive and difficult to obtain 
In the  out-of-the-way places, and re­
quiring special knowledge and much 
preparation to fit it for use.

The introduction of ready mixed or 
prepared paints, about 1860, changed 
the en tire  aspect of affairs. As the 
Jack-of-all-tradea told th e  W alking 
Delegate in one of Octave T hanet’s 
stories. “Anyone can s la th er paint." 
The Insurm ountable difficulty with 
our predecessors was to  get the  paint 
ready for “slathering .” T hat the  
country was ready for paint In a con­
venient. popular form Is shown by 
the  im m ediate success of the Indus­
try  and Us phenom enal grow th in 
50 years from nothing to  60,000,000 
gallons—th e  estim ated output for 
1900.

Some p re tty  severe th ings have 
been w ritten  about and said against 
th is  class of paints, especially by 
pain ters and m anufacturers of ce r­
tain  kinds of paste paints. Doubtless 
in m any instances these  s tric tu res  
h a re  been Justified and some fearful­
ly and wonderfully constructed  mix­
tu res have in the  past been worked 
off on the  guileless consum er in the 
shape of prepared p a in t  But such 
products have had th e ir  sho rt day 
and quickly disappeared, and the too- 
en terprislng  m anufacturers th a t  pro­
duced them  have come to  grief in 
the bankruptcy  courts or b a re  
learned by costly  expcrieMCa th a t 
honesty Is th e  best policy and have 
reform ed th e ir  ways.

The chief exceptions to  th is rule 
a re  some mail order houses who sell 
d irect to  the  country trade, a t  a  very 
low price—frequently  below the 
wholesale price of linseed oil. The 
buyer of such goods, like th e  buyer 
of a  "gold brick,” has only him self to 
blam e if he finds his purchase w orth­
less. W ith gold selling a t  any bank 
or m int a t  a fixed price, owners of 
gold do no t sell i t  a t  a  discoim t; and 
with linseed oil quoted everywhere 
a t 50 to  70 cen ts a  gallon, m anufac­
tu re rs  do no t sell a  pure linseed oil 
oaln t a t  30 or 40 cen ts a gallon.

The composition of prepared paints 
olffers because pain t ex p e rts  have 
not yet agreed as to  the  best pig­
m ents and because the  daily resu lts 
of te s ts  on a  large scale a re  constan t­
ly im proving the  form ulas of m anu­
factu rers; bu t all have come to the  
conclusion th a t the essen tials of good 
pain t a re  pure linseed oil, fine grind­
ing and thorough Incorporation, and 
In these particu lars all the products 
of reputable m anufacturers corre­
spond; all first< lass prepared paints 
a re  thoroughly mixed and ground and 
the liquid base is alm ost exclusively 
pure linseed oil, the necessary  vola­
tile “th lnners” and Japan  dryers.

T he pain ter’s opposition to  such 
products is based largely on self in­
te rest. He w ants to  mix the paint 
him self and to  be paid for doing it, 
and to  a certain  class of painters It 
Is no recom m endation for a paint to  
say  th a t it  will la s t five or ten  years. 
T he longer a paint lasts  the longer 
be will have to w ait fo r the  job of 
repainting. T he la tte r  consideration 
has no w eight w ith th e  consum er, 
and the form er is a  false idea of 
economy. Hand labor can never be 
as cheap or as efficient as machine 
work, and every tim e the  pain ter 
mixes paint, did be  but know it, he  
is losing money, because he can buy 
a  be tte r pain t th an  be can mix a t  
less than  it costs him to mix it.

P repared pain ts have won, not only 
on their actual m erits, bu t on their 
convenience and economy. They are 
com paratively cheap and they are  in­
com parably handy. But when all is 
said, the  experienced pain ter is the 
proper person to apply even a ready 
mixed paint. He knows b etter than 
anyone else the "w hen" and “how” 
and th e  difference between painting 
and “sla thering” Is much g reater 
than  It appears to  a  novice. Every­
one to  bis trade, and a fte r all paint­
ing Is the  pain ter’s trad e  and not the 
householder’s.

THE BACK-YARD PROBLEM.

F irs t  th e  Soil M ust Receive A tten ­
tion, Then Cover U n sig h tly  Fence 

w ith  Lovely Vines.

DOES YOUR BACK ACHE?

The first gardening problem to 
tackle in an ordinary back yard is 
the soil, and it  is generally tue last 
to receive honest atten tion  aud a 
“square deal.” It is probably full of 
brickbats and other builder’s rubbish 
and alm ost devoid of available plant 
food.

The first year or two a p art of the 
garden allowance snould surely be put 
Into compost, which should be th o r­
oughly mixed with the so il when It 
is spaded. Don’t give up the most 
stubborn, sour-looking soli. If It will 
grow a pig weed the chances are th a t 
It will grow som ething more desir­
able. The finer the soil is made the 
better. Wood ashes, lime and m anure 
will all help the soil in texture as well 
as in the line of p lant food.

Next, the rence and ugly outbuild­
ings must be bidden. Vines will do 
this. The rear elevation of the luAiSe 
deserves the same careful tre»tm ent. 
Oi the perm anent vines Boston Ivy is 
best for stone and brick. Virginia 
creeper for wood. W istaria is excel­
lent for g reat cities, but seldom, if 
ever, blooms there. Its  foliage Is 
worth the cost. It needs iron rods for 
support.

Annual vines of m any sorts will 
cover the fences the first year or so 
end psy their way In cut flowerv. 
N asturtium s, scarlet runners, wild cu­
cumbers, m orning glories, are all good 
and cost little. There a re  more seeds 
in some packets than you can use. 
Divide with your neighbors. H all’s 
honeysuckle can be grown from  seed 
If necessary for economy’s sake, but 
nursery-grow n p lan ts give quicker re ­
sults. They eventually climb high on 
verandas and will m ake beautiful 
hedges if they have a fram ew ork of 
woven wire fencing. T heir white and 
straw  colored blossoms make fragran t 
and graceful table decorations.

To M aks Colors F ast.
To preserve the colors of gingham s, 

printed lawns, etc., and before wash­
ing alm ost any colored fabrics. It is 
recommended to soak them for some 
tim e In w ater to every gallon of which 
is added a spoonful of ox gall. A 
strong, clear tea of common hay will 
preserve the color of French linens. 
Vinegar in the rinsing w ater for plnic 
and green fabrics will brighten these 
colors, and soda answ ers the sam e 
purpose for both purple and blue. 
The colors of the above fabrics may 
be preserved by using a strong, m41k- 
warm la ther of white soap, pu tting  
the dress into it  instead of rubbing It 
on the m aterial, and stirrin g  Into a 
first and second tub of rinsiug water 
a large tablespoonful of ox gall. To 
prepare ox gall for washing colored 
artic les em pty it Into a bottle, put in 
i t  a handful of sa lt and keep it closely 
corked. A teacupful to five gallons of 
the rinsing w ater will suffice.

Belgian Girl’s Invention.
Mile. Ernesta Carstou D1 Lulsl, a Bel­

gian girl, 15 years old, has ju st paten t­
ed an invention which It Is claimed 
will revolutionize m any kinds of trac­
tion. A turn tab le fixed by any ve­
hicle is the origin of her idea, and by 
means of her device any vehicle—auto- 
nicblle, car, cart, etc.—driven by any 
power can a t once reverse. Belgian 
government engineers are considering 
the youn^ Inventor's scheme with a 
view to purchasing the righ ts for their 
country.

SAND TRACKS FOR WRECKS
B ritish Boad Makes Innovation to 

Bring Cars to S tandstill on 
Short Notice.

London.—In order to avoid runaway 
accidents, the Lancashire ft Yorkshire 
Railway company is m aking experi­
ments on its Burnley branch line. A 
sand track has been fixed outside the 
down line between Cornbolme and 
Todordeu for a d istance of 160 yards, 
(t is a grooved rail fitted w ith sand, 
and afte r branching from the main 
line runs into it again. The Idea Is 
th a t when tra in s  break away fu rther 
up the gradient and run bark, they can 
be turned on to the sand track  from 
the signal and in th is way pulled up 
and disaster averted. T rain  loads, 
varying from ten to seventy in num ­
ber, were let loose, and went bound­
ing into the sand track at 40 miles an 
hour. Some tra in s  were pulled up in 
the track, while other plowed their 
way through Into the main line again.

Light 'W ithout Heat.

If the chief executive happens to Incur the crlt- 
k ism  of underlings or of congressmen, bis sec­
retary haa to bear the brunt of th is unpopularity. 
He is the buffer between the president and the 
outside world. It requires infinite tact for a 
man In th is position to deal with the hundreds 
of visitors th a t desire to see the president every 
day and sift the worthy from the unworthy, the 
good from the bad, protect the president from 
nuisances and bores and at the same time keep 
the people good natured. It is simply, impoaaible 
to prevent some friction, but the loyal secretary 
to the president m ust encounter the heaviest of 
burdens and carry  them with a smile.

Early in his service in the position of secre­
tary  to the president Mr. W illiam  Loeb, who 
fills tha t place, was made the target for all so rts  

of com plaints, aud many a night afte r his day’s duties were ended he won- 
deretl If life was really worth living. He was new to the city and not so 
fam iliar with natloual cb a rac te ii as some of his predecessors hsd been, snd  
he had a hard road to travel. It can be said, however, th a t but few men 
placed In th a t try ing  position have developed so rapidly and proven so e(B- 
clent. Compared with several lam entable failures of president's secretaries 
in the lust few years, the adm inistration of Mr. Lz>eb will stand out as a p ro ­
nounced success

KEEP AWAY DANOEBOV8 AND UNDESIRABLE^
Few people know the responsibilities of a  

secretary of the president. The public haa no 
idea of the diplomacy tha t he has to practice 
to keep dangerous and undesirable people away 
from the chief executive. In th is  feature of h is 
work the secretary is assisted by the uniform ed 
police and the plain clothes secret service men 
who are to be found In the ante-cham ber a t th e  
W hite House offices. It is very ra re  th a t apy 
scenes a re  enacted, but once in awhile people 
denied adm ission to the president are Inclined to 
make a fuss. Where one of these cases ts noted 
In the public press there are 50 th a t never got 
publicity.

Not long ago a United S tates senator who 
has been disposed in times past to criticise the 
m anner in which strangers are scrutinized at the 
W hite House sen t a woman there with a  le tter 
of introduction to the preshlent. She was ad­

m itted into Mr. Loeb’s office, to whom she talked in the wildest sort of m anner 
snd displayed a lot of papers containing crazy propositions and wild schemes 
which she said she was commanded of God to lay before the president. I t 
required all his nerve and diplomacy to get the woman out of the office and 
out of the building, and he then notified the United S tates senator tha t the  
woman was insane.

"I d idn 't know the woman," said the senator, "but she belongs to one of 
the best fam ilies in my state, and so 1 gave her a le tter of Introd* n to  
the president.”

A SCHEME TO IMPROVE THE HUM AN RACE.
The agri.:ultural departm ent has done a good

H is  F ir s t  Appearance.
The Man in the Mask appeared first 

about two m onths ago. Tall, slender 
and graceful, garbed In the most mod­
ish of evening clothes, he appeared 
in the fashionable Maison Doree, in 
the Boulevard des Italiens. ^A t first 
glance there seemed nothing strange 
in his appearance, but on closer in ­
spection it was seen that drawn tig h t­
ly across the upper part of his face, 
and fitting the shape of his features, 
revealing, yet concealing them, was u 
silken or eel skin mask.

From  the near-by tables it could be 
seen th a t he was disguised, but from 
any greater distance the m ask was not 
noticeable.

Some smiled, th ink ing  he had 
dropped in on his way to a masked 
ball, and but little  atten tion  was paid 
to  him. A detective who noticed him 
gave him a  little  thought, then dis­
missed any suspicions be m ight have 
had.

The man dined well, handed the 
w aiter a  liberal fee, strolled ou t into 
the boulevard, and walked away.

The next appearance of the m rtk  
was a t  the Comediu, where he was in 
one of the premiere logos. The fact 
th a t he was masked a ttracted  consider­
able comment - among • those near 
enough to detect the half transparen t 
pigm ent drawn across the handsome 
face. I t a ttracted  so much atten tion  
th a t one of the house detectives ap­
proached his seat and spoke to nlm. 
The man made a  slight gesture of an ­
noyance and dissent, and continued to 
watch the performance.

Sworn N ever to U nm ask.
The little  scene was witnessed by 

scores, and the next day the m ystery 
of the man in the mask began to take 
sbape. He appeared tha t day walk­
ing on the Boulevard Poissonniere late 
in the evening, and later he appeared 
In the Cafe de Paris, behind the 
opera.

Really, it was there th a t he became 
a mystery. A crowd of merrymakers-, 
noticing the ma.sk, called to him, and 
w ithout hesitation he Joined them, 
seating him self a t the table with them 
and drinking wine. His speech and 
m anner indicated higli breeding and 
refined manners. If he knew any of 
the party, he concealed the fact, and 
when they, afte r some time, spoke Jest­
ingly of the mask, he appeared sligh t­
ly annoyed.

"Take It rff, let us see your face," 
rem arked one.

"I have sworn never again to un­
m ask," he replied, quietly.

T hat rem ark, the only one so fa r as 
ia known th a t he ever has condescend­
ed to make concerning the m ask, mads 
him in a moment one of the m ost In­
teresting  features of Paris. The re­
m ark was repeated everywhere, and 
one of the Journals printed som ething 
about him.

A ll P aria  T alks of H im .
From th a t evening he was famous. 

Bveryone In Paris, th a t is, all who 
frequent the boulevards, the theaters, 
music balls, o r restauran ts, ̂ talked of 
him  and wondered who he was and 
why he wore the mask. He went 
everywhere openly and w ithout seek­

ing anyth ing  in particular. He evi­
dently loves art, for frequently bir 
afternon atrolls arc through the gal­
leries. Always he is plenteously sup­
plied with money—yet no one ever has 
seen him in a bank.

Effort after effort was made by cu­
rious ones to trace him to his place of 
residence. The very •freedom  with \ 
which be entered apartm ent buildings, \ 
hotels, and o ther public places protect­
ed  him from the shadows.

There was Just one clew which for 
a tim e promised to reveal to the cu­
rious ones som etbins tangible regard­
ing him —th a t was the fact that he gen­
erally appeared to the public gaze 
coming from the Rue de I’Echelle into 
the Rue de Rivoll, a short distance 
from the Palais Royal and the Tull- 
eries. Once he was seen to tu rn  from 
the Rue Saint Hunore Into the Rue 
de I'Ecbelle—a short half block from 
the place he usually appears in the 
Rivoll. But beyond tha t he never has 
been traced.

Some declare that he slips on the 
mask while malking along the street, 
and that, when he w ants to disappear 
and elude pursuer}, ail he has to do 
is to  take off the mask and walk past 
them  unconcernedly.

They declare their belief th a t  hl« 
statem ent that he never would re­
move the mask was a mere pretense.

Q rsa ter M ystery  T han  Ever.
A short time ago three young men, 

sitting  with s party of actresses in s 
boulevard cafe, drinking wine, saw 
the Man in the Mask stro ll out and

the ea rth —leaving the officer and the 
three prisoners standing dumb with 
astonishm ent.

The ro isterers were released on pay­
ment of a nominal fine, and then the 
one who attem pted to tear the mask 
from the face of the m ystery told to 
his friends of the cafes and concert 
h s |ls  the strangest th^ng of all. He de­
clared that the mask was no m ask— 
but part of the fa^'t of the man. He 
vowed that e ither some thin m aterial 
had been pasted to the skin, or th a t 
the mask was a strip  of skin itself, col­
ored with some pigment.

Effort after effort has been made 
since then to solve the mystery, but 
w ith no success. The mystery of the 
Man in the Mask continues to s tir  
the Jaded sensations of Paris.

Moultrie county, lllinuis, who once 
caught and tamed a small reptlie and 
made of it a bousenold pet and play­
m ate for hla children.

This snake was a cross between a 
ra ttlesnake and a hoop snake. When 
captured it measured but ah tu r 12 
inches in length, and its circumfe*c*iee 
was In proportion—about three 'nenes. 
However, each day added size, strength 
and beauty to the reptile, and after It 
had been with the Johnstons (John­
ston was the m an’s name) two 
tuontha. It was an ideal type of snake 
beauty. The snake grew endways— 
that Is. lengthwise. It seemed that it 
would never Increase its waist meas­
urement. but before spending one year 
with the Johnston family it A'as a l­
most ten feet in length. Each year

added five feet to Its lineal size, until 
at the time Its m aster began to tra in  it 
the reptile measured a t least te e t

The first thing Mr. Johnston taught 
hla unusual scholar was to eat at the 
tabA with tbe family, .tnd tha rlgh  
polish acqulreu in its table m anners 
was astonishing. Its sense of uu- 
mor was strik ingly  noticeable, and 
whenever a laughter provoking inci­
dent occurred the snake enjoyed it 
as much as any member of the family.

I have seen it wrap itself about the 
body of a stubborn cow and. using its 
tail for a lash, bring the anim al scur­
rying to ita m ilking place. Always 
afte r finishing this perform ance the 
snake would crawl up to its m aster 
and look askance until he would pat 
it on the head. Then it would glide 
off to the house for Its supper.

Mr. Johnston’s wife died a few 
years before he acquired this help­
mate, and after he bad tamed it be 
could tru s t it as he would a hum an; 
he made it his bedfellow. When prop­
erly trained snakes make ideal bed­
fellows. Coiling itself about one of 
ita m aster’s legs, it would nestle its 
head in Mr. Johnston's heavy beard, 
and the two would sleep as peacefully 
as two kittens.

This snake is dead now. The end 
came in a very peculiar manner, but 
It was also tragic. It was romping 
in the orchard with the children about 
a year ago. Form ing itself in the 
shape of a hoop, the children were 
rolling it about, when, with a great 
bound, it darted off from them in a 
playful manner. While speeding with 
great velocity it crashed into an ap­
ple tree; the tail, which was bsing 
hqld in Its mouth, was forced down 
its throat, and it choked to death be­
fore the children could summon aid.

Grief on the Johnston farm  at that 
tim e was great. Mr. Johnston pro­
cured a cheese box and, carefully coll 
ing the corpse, laid it w ithin the box 
and buried it in one corner of the 
orchard. A small stone m arks the 
sxM t spot of burial, but none of the 
fam ily have ever had the strength  of 

t  ta visit it.

The design has th a t 
combination of boldness and finish 
which m arks tbe very best period of 
Ita lian  metal-work. Notice the deli­
cate tracery  of tbe wings of the queer 
bat-devil in the center of the design, 
the grace of tbe curve formed by tbe

two backward-bending bodies of tbs 
figures tha t form the ring, and tb s  
general balance and proportion of tbe 
whole; while tbe vigor of the gro 
tesques at top and bottom, tbe sim ­
plicity of the general plan, and the 
Impression of weight and solidiry it 
conveys are no less deserving of ad­
miration. Clearly it belongs to a 
period—early sixteenth century, I 
should say—when the medieval 
naivete and strength  had been toned 
and rarlfied—not yet em asculated— 
by classic influence.—Country Life.

HOPE IS IMMORTAL LIFE.

Convinced T h a t M ortal B eing Can E z- 
la t Forever on Thia E a rth , H e T ries 

to F in d  Solution—Succum bs 
A fte r  60-D ay F ast.

Denver, Col.—In i« vain attem pt to 
win im mortal life on earth  by a m eth­
od revealed to him  in a vision and 
from  a morbid study of the philos­
ophy of the life hereafter, Charles L,a 
M ountain, of Arvad.t, died of s ta rv a­
tion after a  self-imposed fast of 60 
days.

The story is a most wonderful one 
o f the striv ing of a hum an soul to 
reach im m ortality and a knowledge of 
the after life; groping around, study­
ing, thinking, in a vain effort to a r ­
rive at a solution.

He died in an effort to prove that 
upon the hum an trr.me a new body 
could be built repeatedly, afte r the 
old one had been wasted away by

Starvation. More than two months 
ago he began the process of s ta rv a­
tion, and such was his iron will tha t 
•or two m onths he kept alive, never 
tasting  food, but finally nature got the 
better of him. W hen he started  he 
weighed 250 pounds, and was a  giant 
in  strength  and niggedness. He 
weighed 115 pounds the day before his 
end.

According to Mrs. M. L. M artin, the 
sister, LaM ountaln was born 57 years 
ago. A t the age of 17 he enlisted and 
served throughout the civil war. At 
th e  end of the civil w ar he went to 
Mexico, serving under Diaz and the 
patrio ts against the Invasion of the 
French and M aximilian, who were 
there try ing  to establish an  empire. 
He never returned east, but came to 
Colorado and became a railroad en­
gineer. He served PS engineer until 
the boiler of his engine exploded, near 
Leadville, in the early days of the 
g rea t camp, and since th a t tim e he 
has been engaged in various en ter­
prises, m ining, sheep raising and in ­
venting. He retired several years ago 
w ith money enough to keep himself, 
sister, and a crippled brother, whom 
be has been supporting all his life.

In his everyday behavior he was a l­
ways norm al, clear to the end, and 
there seemed no trace of Insanity.

His peculiar in terest in the unknown 
problems of life and his striv ing after 
im m ortality began a t the death of a 
niece and her two children m any years 
ago, upon whom ills affections were 
centered. He had been an infidel, not 
believing in any religion and in the 
answers tliey give In regard to the fu­
ture life.

“He began the study of everything 
th a t promised to throw  light on the 
m ystery,” said his brother. "He read 
everything, strange books on m esmer­
ism, psychology, science, weird phil­
osophies of the Hindus, Egyptians, and 
of all the people on earth  you can 
th ink  of. It became a passion with 
him.

“Some years ago he came to us in 
the m orning with the rem ark: ‘It is 
all right. Don’t worry about Lizzie. 
She is better oft th.nn we are.’ Then 
ho told us a story ot rem arkable vision.

“ ’I was lying on the bed in my 
room,’ he said, ’wh.in suddenly I be­
came conscious th a t I—the real I—had 
left the m ortal body. I turned and saw 
my body lying on the bed. I was a 
spirit, or som ething I know not what. 
Impelled by some unknown and unseen 
IKiwer, 1 left the house and soon felt 
myself rising In the air. After awhile 
we stopped. It was a place som ething 
like this world of ours, only much 
more beautiful. But there was no sun 
the:’c.

" 'Wo moved on and finally reached 
the most beautiful siiot th a t eyes have 
ever seen. There wore flowers .and long 
vistas of beautiful trees. I heaid  music

and sweet voictM. It seemed us if all 
the grand music 1 had ever heard was 
Joined into one. Away in the distance 
i saw a great crowd. And there 1 
saw Lizzie.’

’’From  that time my brother became 
more morbid than ever on the subject. 
He was sure tha t the vision was real, 
and th a t he hud been taken to an­
other life. Finally, from bis vision, he' 
became convinced tha t a person can 
live forever In th is world, jirovlded 
only be can renew his body, and that. 
It was possible to leave It tem porarily 
and wander to the next world. He de­
veloped a theory th a t starvation  was 
necessary to get rid of the old body 
and before a new one could take Its 
place.

"He began the great experiment. Of 
course, we knew l.e was just starving 
him self to death. We tried In every 
way to persuade aim  to eat. But he 
was a man of Inflexible will. He kept 
getting weaker, th inner and th inner, 
until everybody saw th a t he could not 
live much longer, but still he would 
not eat.

"He recognized his m istake a few 
days before the end He felt he was 
going. He said then that he would 
take nourishm ent, but he bad been a

vegetarian all his life, and we could 
not get him to take any broth o r meat. 
We called In Dr. E. P. Oreene, but It 
was too late.

"H e passed away cheerfully, saying: 
T vo made the great experim ent, and 
i guess i have failed. But I am not 
sorry. It Is all for the b e s t . '"

DESPERATE ENCOUNTER
WITH SAVAGE BRUTES

H n n te r E n ters  W olves’ Den an d  S lays 
Six B easts w ith  Six 

Bullets.

Em bar, Wyo.—C. E. Blondie, of this 
place, is under doctors’ care for 
wounds which he received in an  en­
counter which Is unique In the annals 
of the daring exploits of the hunters 
of the Big Horn country.

Blondie is a ranchm an who has suf­
fered severely from the ravages of 
wolves among his cattle, and a few 
weeks ago he se» about system atically 
to clear his ranges of the wolves.

SW EET POTATO CULTURE

Sweet potatoes van be grown much 
easier If their nature and require­
m ents are understood. It m ust be re­
membered th a t sandy clay soil con­
tains the elem ents required for their 
best development, and tha t rich black 
loam, while it will produce a heavy 
growth of vines, will give a crop of 
poor, stingy sweet potatoes.

The ground should be thrown up in 
ridges with a lister or plow, the top 
slightly  flattened, and the plants set 
from 12 to 16 inches apart on the mid­
dle of the top ridge. The object of 
the ridge is to run off the rain and 
adm it the heat of the sun to the roots, 
as the sweet potato Is a sem i-tropical 
plant and we make the conditions as 
near as may be like the southern 
climate. A m oist time, if not too cold, 
is favorable for setting  the plants, but 
after they are once started  a dry sea­
son is the best for them.

Sodn afte r setting  the p lants, the 
flattened ridge should be stirred  on 
top with a wheel noe or hand hoe or 
rake. The sides of the ridge of ths 
ridges can be worked with a horse 
hoe or cultivator, followed in a few 
days |r i th  the lister, wuich may read­
ily be drawn by one horse, throwing 
back to  the ridges the d irt th a t has 
been torn  down by the cultivator. 
Continue th is a t frequent intervals 
till the vines cover the ground and 
meet across the rows. Use the lister 
the last tim e to lay them by.

The row may be kept free from 
weeds with but little  hoeing If done 
a t  the righ t time. Later in the sea­
son the scattering  weeds th a t come 
in can easily be pulled by hand. 
Slightly disturbing the vines in tend­
ing does little  or no harm  when they 
are young, but la ter on you must not 
d isturb  them  by lifting o r  trimming. 
Let them  take root as much as they 
please, as the vines thus take up 
nourishm ent and carry It to the po­
tatoes. •

Dig in dry time if possible and cure 
in- a dry airy  place. After a  week or 
two of curing, put them  away In a 
warm, dry room and cover with dry 
sand or road dust. Dry oats may be 
used Instead. Thus fixed they will 
keep all w inter if kept warm and dry. 
CeHars are usually too damp and 
cool. A place near a chimney In an 
upstairs room is better.

A sweet potato bed is made a l­
m ost like an ordinary hot bed and the 
same principles apply to both. S tart 
th e  bed and put In the seed potatoes 
about five weeks before you will need 
the plants.

T H E  COW AND T H E  HEN.

We much prefer the combination of 
cows and hens to a m ixture of even 
pigs o r calf-raising in certain  circum ­
stances. Skim m ilk will make better 
re tu rns fed laying hens than to any 
anim al. I t  contains the much sought- 
for protein and is easily digested. It 
can be fea sweet or sour, as bu tter­
m ilk or curd. Perhaps the best way, 
a t least it  affords a variation is to 
m ake a  curd, o r feed It stra igh t or 
mixed with meal or chopped clover or 
anything else the farm er may deem 
advisable.

We approve of every cow owner 
raising  his own herd. Buying cows is 
ticklish  business, and buying good 
cows is a very rare proceeding. Get a  
good bull who will really prove to be 
half the herd, and raise all the prom ­
ising heifer calves from the choice 
dams. The num ber a dairym an can 
take care of Is often less than the 
skim m ilk supply. The surplus of this 
valuable product can be fed with great 
profit, to  the young growing chicks or 
to laying hens. A laying hen is like a 
m ilk cow, she should not be fat. Corn 
is as fatal to egg production as its in­
discrim inate use Is disastrous In the 
dairy

Be ready to commence cutting the 
grass In good season. B etter to cam- 
mence a little  early and be able to g j t  
all up in a good condition than  to 
delay commencing and then be obliged 
to have the last cutting  hard, woody 
fiber, w ith but a small percentage of 
nu trim en t in it. The quality of the 
hay depends alm ost entirely  upon the 
stage of cutting and the m anner of 
curing.

B Y E AS FOOD FOR SW IN E.

The rye crop is not grown to the 
same extent to which. In our judg­
ment, it ought to be grown, either as 
a pasture plant or as a garden plant. 
The growing of rye at the present 
time is confined very largely to light 
lands, whereon other crops, as for In­
stance wheat and barley cannot be 
grown with nearly so much success. 
It is well that rye is grown on such 
land, but there is also a place fur it 
occassionally on other land.

A strong point in favor of growing 
rye, even for grain, is tha t after it has 
been grown thus the ground ran  be 
plowed and another crop of some kind 
ran  be made to follow the same sea­
son. This is owing to the fact tha t 
the rye is harvested at such an early 
date. One great objection, however, to 
growing rye thus Is the fact th a t more 
or less of the grain is likely to shell, 
and being a very hardy plant. lives 
over w inter and grows up again in 
o ther crops.

Rye furnishes excellent food for 
swine. Of course. It Is not well, as a 
rule, to confine them to rye entirely. 
It should be fed with moderation to 
young pigs, because of he fact tha t it 
possesses so largely carbohydrates. 
But when pigs have passed the wean­
ing stage and are being pastured 
largely on leguminous crops, as 
clover, rye can be fed to them with 
advantage with considerable freedom.

It may also be fed to swine with 
much advantage during the fattening 
period. Of course, if corn Is fed along 
with the rye, so much the better, but 
even where corn cannot be obtained, 
rye alone during the fattening period, 
or rye along with barley, will finish 
the pigs up in pretty  good shape.

POULTRY NOTES.

In regard to the pernicious habit of 
feather eating which fowls somn- 
tlmes acquire, the New York station 
has one preventive and two remedies. 
The preventive is a wide range for 
the fowls, and the first remedy Is to 
sm ear the feathers of the fowls th a t 
permit themselves to be fleeced with 
lard or vaseline mixed with powdered 
aloes. The other remedy Is to strip  
the feathers from feather eaters and 
cook the stripped fowls and ea t them, 
and fur general, purposes the latter 
cure Is the better way. It always 
works.

It Is essential in saving the drop­
pings th a t they be kept dry. If a l­
lowed to stand expfjsed to sun and 
rain valuable elemente are lost.

Feed the little  chicks late In the 
evening and early in the m orning and 
do not compel them  to wade through 
long wet grass for their food.

P laster of parts scattered over the 
I floors of the poultry houses is a purl- 
; fylng absorbent, preventing the smell 

which arises from the droppings.
I Much of the disease with which the 

fowls are afflicted may be traced from 
Its origin to a neglect in properly ven­
tila ting  the poultry houses.

When the weather is damp and the 
poultry yards are muddy, feeding sul­
phur often proves injurious. Give 
only when the weather is warm and 
bright.

Ordinarily a show bird is under­
stood to be one that scores 80 or more 
points, and one that in good condition 
falls below 80 is absolutely unfit for 
a breeder. • '

When a hen is incubating she comes 
off the nest as regularly to dust her­
self as ehe does to feed, instinct 
teaching her that it Is the best of 

I methods for ridding herself of lice.
I Brush heaps, bunches of tall weeds, 
fences overgrown with bushes and 
briars, and piles of old rubbish in the 
vicinity of the poultry yard furnish 
good hiding places for vermin.

SUM M ER SHADE FOR POULTRY.

When poultry are confined during 
the sum m er to yards or varying di­
mensions there must be a certain 
am ount of shade provided In order to 
keep them  in the best conditions. The 
shade of a building for a portion of a 
day is all right, although the shade 
of bushes or trees is more desirable. 
If the poultry yard Is located where 
it is not possible to obtain shade in 
the m anner indicated. It Is a good 
plan to either tra in  vines over a por­
tion of the poultry fence or to plant 
two o r three rows of corn just outside 
the fence on the sunny side. In a few 
weeks this will be high enough to 
provide considerable shade and as It 
grows, of course, will furnish more 
shade.

If It Is possible to locate the poultry 
yard where there are bushes or trees 
of no particular value. It will be a 
good plan to arrange It In this way 
so th a t the fowls may have the ben­
efit not only of the shade, but of dust­
ing in the soil under the trees or 
plants.

If a fa ir amount of shade is pro­
vided during the summer with an 
abundance of fresh, cool water during 
the day, and the fowls allowed to run 
for an hour or two just before roost­
ing time, most of the breeds wi'l 
bear confinement very well. It will 
be a little  hard on the sm aller and 
more active fowls like the Leghorns, 
but the W yandottes and Plymouth 
Rocks will stand the confinement and 
keep in good condition.

Very few farm ers realize the In­
come th a t can be had from a good 
cow. The farm er who keepe a cow a 
year to raise a >15 or $20 calf usually 
th inks he has done as well as any- 
one. but his profits do not comparo 

1 with those of the dairym an. Except 
with high-priced registered cattle, aa 
a rule tne milk, not the calf, is the 
most valuable product of the cow. 
The milk produced by the average 
.Missouri cow will sell for about >30 
a t the cream ery or when made Into 
first-class butter. A good cow of the 

' dairy breed.s will make at least f.irt 
. cash Income every year. I have a list 
of about 50 Missouri farm ers who 
report a cash income of from >50 to 
>100 per cow every year. As a m atter 
of fart, it takes only 60-hours’ time 
worih about six 'dollars to m ilk a cow 
ten  months.

Now a few facts and figures from 
! our experience on the sta te  farm. 
. I.a8t year the cash Income from the 
herd was >82 50 per cow for butter 
sold and >12.50 per cow for milk, 

' skim milk and calves—m aking a to tal 
income from each cow of >95. Thla 
year the average Income per cow from 
the same sources will be over >100 for 

, the entire herd of 28. These resu lts 
do not come from feeding expensive 
feeds or excessive feedings, 'luey are  

I not due to fine barns or unusual tre a t­
ment of any kind. But they are th s  

; result of doing the righ t thing a t the 
1 right time In the proper way.

POULTRY POINTERS.

DOES FA RM IN G  PAYP

Cultivate the ground around newly- 
plantod fru it trees, a t regular Inter­
vals—say once every tw o weeks. The 
only usual exception to this la in the 
case of bearing cherry or, perhaps, 
pear trees. These, when full-grown 
sometimes do fairly  well In sod, after 
a few years of prelim inary cultiva­
tion.

Do you know, brother farm er, that 
no o ther legitim ate business l.i the 
world presents greater opportun lt'e i 
for profit than ours? Take the possi­
bilities of a kernel of corn for Illus­
tration. Planted on a  piece of earth  
two by two by one feet, and it will 
produce two ears, each containing 4‘ 0 
kernels, or an increase of 800 per 
cent, in four months time. W here is 
the trade or business in any city 
which will re turn  half so great a 
profit per annum  on an Investm ent? 
The growth of vegetation pays Nature 
—she grows rich. And if a field of 
corn, increasing at th is marvelous 
rate, does not pay the owner, there 
surely must be som ething the m atter 
with the man. i t  is not the plant, 
or the field, or the business which is 
a t fault. Forever and ever, so long 
as the world holds men, there will be 

! a demand for food, and every particle 
of K m ust come out of the earth  or 
the sea. And every ounce of food is, 
first of ail, a plant. Forever and ever, 
then, will there be a demand for 
plants. The growing of food platits 
can never cease to be profitable if the 
right man and correct m anagem ent 
are at the helm.

The cow and the man are not all 
th a t Is nei’cssary to make a  successful 
dairy. There must be a good farm 
th a t will produce the required feed, 
th a t has a shady pasture and good 
w ater supply, fields and buildings 
where cows may be comfortable, a 
barn surrounded by perfect drainage 
th a t l.s warm, light and perfectly ven­
tilated.

We have settled down to the con­
viction, based on our experience In 
hoeing quack grass, th a t the p’an of 
try ing  to remove it from a corn hill 
o r from a corn row when the corn U 
much advanced is not a good one. 
Hoeing done at th a t stage in the corn 
will Injure It, and 'we question very 
much if the  Influence In destroying 
the quack is a t all m arked. "W'hlle 
g reat advantage may result from go­
ing through corn and cu tting  out 
s tray  weeds, such as wild oats and 
sum m er grass th a t would otherw ise 
go to seed, where time can be got for 
such work, we believe the labor Is 
practically lost th a t is thus spent in 
fighting quack grass. I t m ust b« at* 
tacked In o ther ways.

TO UbE FOK THE INVALID.
Bow to M ak t a  B lackberry  Cordial, 

E lderben 'y  W in# and  a W in# 
from  Blackbarrioa.

Blackborry Cordial.—To one quart 
Juice add one pound granulated sugar, 
and one tablespoon each of cloves, cin­
namon, nutmeg and allspice. Boll 
gently for 20 minutes and when near­
ly cooled, add one-half quart of the 
best quality of rum. Bottle while 
warm and oork tightly. Seal If not 
Intended for Immediate use. A table­
spoon four times a day Is the usual 
dose, though In severe cases It may be 
Increased to a small wineglass. Ex­
cellent for summer complaints.

Eluerberry W ine.—To one quart 
juice add three pounds granulated 

^  sugar, dissolved in two quarts hot wa­
ter. Set aside in a  stone crock for 
about six weeks. When bubbles cease 
to rise on top of the liquid. It is ready 
to bottle. I t can be used at once, out 
the older it Is, the better. The same 
process can be used for cu rran t w»ne, 
and a very nice wine can be made 
from huckleberries.

B lackberry W ine.—Measure your
berries and m ask them. To each gal- 

^  ion berries add one quart boiling wa­
ter. Let stand 24 hours, s tirring  occa­
sionally. Then s tra in  and to each gal­
lon add two pounds granulated sugar. 
Bottle, cork tigh tly  and let stand lour 
months. This is another way: Mash 
the berries, add one quart boiling wa­
ter to each gallon te rr ie s  and let stand 
for 24 hours, s tirrin g  occasionally. 
S train Into a keg, adding two pounds 
best granulated sugar, and one-halt 

^  p in t pure, reflned alcohol to each gal­
lon. Cork tigh tly  and let stand four 
months, when it will be ready for use. 
I t is a  fine wine to  use In cases of sick­
ness. One p in t of Lest rye whisky may 
be used insteod of alcohol, if desired.

Alexander Posey, the Creek clerk in 
the Dawes commission, who works for 
the governm ent among the full-bloods, 
runs across some interesting characters 
among the Indiana, some of whom live 
far from towns, speak their own lan­
guage, seldom get ou t of their own 
neighborhood and still have fa ith  in

*  the trea ties of the governm ent w ith the 
Indians.

One of these is Artus H otiya, who 
cannot speak English. The other day 
Mr. Posey w ent to H otlya’s place to 
get inform ation concerning a child 
of H otiya who had died. In reply to 
questions Hotiya answered:

"You crossed the W’ewoka creek th is 
m orning? I t  is spring and the w ater 

^  runs; you see the green grass on the 
prairies; the grass still grows. Our 
people have agreed th a t so long as w ater 
runs and grass grows, we shall not have 
our lands divided nor our governm ents 
supplanted. I am  not yet ready to give 
inform ation."

This speech was made in Creek and 
represents the dignity and fa ith  of the 
old class of Indians who still resent the 
governm ent allotm ent of lands. W hen 
It was explained to him  th a t all the in- 

y  form ation wanted was such as would 
m ake possible an allotm ent for his 
child, he replied:

"Ood has given her an allo tm ent in 
the graveyard. She is dead. The al­
lotm ent there is all tha t she is entitled 
to. A grave is a ll the allotm ent t&dl I 
am entitled  to and all th a t God Intended 
th a t I should h a te . I t Is enough. The 
G reat F a th er placed the Pacific on one 
side and the A tlantic on the other, and 

^  the land between he gave to the Indian.
* "The w hite m an came and he set cor­

ner stones and told the Indian th a t he 
m ust live between these. The Indian 
cannot live so. He Is being stifled by 
the white m an, who has disarmed him 
of h is bow and arrow  and driven from 
the forests the game. The end of the 
Indian is near, but I am  not yet ready 
to  contribute to hastening i t "

S ara toga Chips.
