This is one o f the best showings ever 
made in the valley, out o f dozens of 
prospective holes, i t  is quite evi­
dent to all that oil is here somewhere 
if a hole was only put down deep 
enough to get it.

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T il* Fascination of the Harvest.
“ Thru-st in thy sickle ami rtai); for 

the time is come for thee to reap; 
for the harvest of the earth is ripe.” 
There la a fascination in the harvest 
that weaves a wisp of romance into 
the shcavta that are bound up these 
long, sun-flooded days, where the 
harvest of the earth is ripe, it is not 
alone a selfish rejoicing in the knowl­
edge that a generous yiehl means an 
absence of want that awakens the uni­
versal interest in the sturdy army now 
inarching against the battalions of 
bearded grain and will move north­
ward gradually as the harvest of the 
earth ripens in regions where the sun 
shines less ardently. There is some­
thing inborn in even the most urban 
of men that causes him to feel a thrill 
of joy at the sight of a great wheat 
field waiting for the sickle. It is not 
alone the hope of profit that causes 
the student to hasten from his books 
and the man to drop his accustomed 
vocation to Join the busy toilers in 
the fields. Many of those who arise 
with the earliest lark and labor until 
the long shadows are lost in the dusk 
are not in pressing neeil of the wages 
they receive. They could find more 
profitable employment in less arduous 
work. There is some other cause that 
Bends them among strangers for a sea­
son. There is a call of the harvest, 
says the Kansas City Star, as there 
is a call of the wild. The call of 
the harvest was learned in the days 
■when Ruth, the Moabitess. bound up 
the heart of Boaz in the sheaves she 
gleaned in the fields of the mighty 
man of the family of Ellmelech. The 
vivid imaginations of those early 
gleamers saw cause for wonder and 
speculation in the annually recurring 
miracle of the harvest. It is this lin­
gering fascination that draws men to 
the wheat fields even in this utili­
tarian age.

Exit the Khaki.
I f  Gen. Humphrey’s recommenda­

tions are adopted the khaki uniform 
will soon disappear. The American 
soldiery will not return to the dark 
blue of civil war times, but will take 
up the olive-drab service uniform, 
lined for winter and unlined for sum­
mer. The khaki will be retained only 
for troops serving at oversea stations. 
The trouble, says the Des .Moines Reg­
ister, is not so much in the color of 
the cloth as in the apparent Inability 
of the manufacturers supplying the 
government to keep up with the de­
mand. Gen. Humphrey claims that 
the supply of gray cotton goods in 
this country is now practically the 
monopoly of one corporation located 
in Baltimore, where selling agents 
hold and control the secret of khaki 
dyeing. Neither of these concerns, 
according to statements made in the 
quartermaster’s department of the war 
department, has materially advanced 
the price of khaki cloth or duck over 
that of former years, but for some 
reasons, which are not known at the 
war department, the contractors are 
BO far behind in two of their con­
tracts for khaki cloth that the gov­
ernment contractors for the manufac­
ture of khaki coats and trousers, Gen. 
Humphrey says, cannot obtain the ma­
terial called for by contracts. This 
ha.s entailed much inconvenience to 
the army and organized militia. Gen. 
Humphrey says that any first-class 
cloth mill can produce olive drab, 
which is entirely the result of blend­
ing colors, while the khaki dye is 
piece dyeing and a secret process, so 
far as obtaining a fast color.

The International woman’s congres«. 
Bitting in Paris, recently witnessed a 
ludicrous scene. The ladles were in 
solemn conclave when suddenly there 
appeared a pair of trousers on the 
scene. For a moment the ladies were 
too perturbed to identify the spectre, 
but after a moment of Itenumbing si­
lence, the president rallied, and in an 
icy tone identified it is ‘ ‘a man.” 
Then the apparition relieved the, ten­
sion by explaining that it was the 
mortal presence of M. Legendre, of 
Sens, an ardent feminlnlst. ‘T stood.” 
he said, “ as femininiet candidate at 
the last elections, and I have to-day 
taken 11 trains to appear among you.

INTENSIVE HORTICULTURE.

’Ihe Ortatest Production Upon th« 
Smallest Area Should £• 

the Aim.

SOIL BACTERIA. I THROW IT  TO THE HENS.

The agricultural department at 
Washington issues the following in- 
str\ictions to fanners who desire bac­
teria for inoculating soils for legumes: 

“The organisms for the common le­
gumes, such as alfalfa, peas, beans, 
clover and vetches will be distributed 
to those applicants who desire to aid 
in testing the efticacy of these organ 
Isms in different parts of the United 
States. As a general rule, the quantity- 
sent to each applicant will ba suffi­
cient to Inoculate a little more than 
one bushel of the seed for which the 
inoc'ulation is desired. In si)eclal 
cases, however, when large quantities 
of seed are to be inoculated, directions 
for preparing the culture liquid will 
be forwarded, and as much as desired 
can be made up at a cost of a few 
cents per gallon. In writing state 
what legume you expect to sow and 
give approximately the date of plant­
ing so that we may sen<l the organisms 
in the best possible condition. This Is 
necessary, as our methods require the 
inoculation to be made either before 
or at the time of planting the seed. 
Full directions for use are included 
in each package sent out. The bac­
teria are l>eneflcial only In connec­
tion with legumes and are not appli­
cable to other farm or garden crops. 
Even with legumes these bacteria are of 
no decided benefit except when proper 
nodule-forming organisms are lack­
ing in the soil, but a crop of legumes 
with nodule forming bacteria im­
proves the form of succeeillng crops. 
When applying for inoculating mate­
rial do not neglect to state the prob­
able time of planting, kind of seed 
and amount to be treated ”

One of our leading poultry papers 
had the following query In the He- 
reinlH*r issue: "What Is the best way 
to feed green bone?” The editor an­
swered: ’ ’Throw it to the hens.”

It Is supposed that the person mak­
ing the imiiiiry was in ignorance as 
to the amount to feed, how often, and 
whether It should be fed in mash or 
sei>arately. ’’Throw It to the htns” Is 
misleading advice. Green bone Is a 
stimulating and forcing food for lay­
ing hens and chicks. It cannot bc‘ 
tossed to the hens as grain Is, and fed 
ud libitum. Both green and dry bone 
should be fed in small pro|>ortion to 

\ the ration. If fed in the mash it is 
more evenly distributed; there is less 
danger of the greedy birds taking all 
the meal. If it Is fed separately and 
regularly fowls are not likely to over- 

' oat of it. Green cut bone In fair qnan- 
! tlty Insures health, growth and eggs;
• when fed too freely It brings cn di­
gestive troubles and diarrhoea. Not 
more than a teaspoonfiil three times a 
week should be given to the laying 

; hens. ’’Throw It to the hens” If It 
seems best, but see to it that each hen 

: gets her share.

POOR COWS.

Horticulture presents a great oppor­
tunity for intensive work. Fruits unfl 
vegetables resiiond more quickly to 
high fertilizatiun and high culture 
than any other farm crops. We have 
to-day records of horticultural pro­
ductions that are truly astounding. 
Thus the Farmers’ Review tells of one 
man living in Milwaukee produced COO 
bushels of strawberries on a single 
acre. In France the market gardeners 
have aiconiplished wonderful things at 
times in the production of fruit. This 
is e»pe;daily true of those carrying on 
their work under glass. Some of those 
men keej» tlielr ground In crops all the 
year around, using artificial heat a 
large part of the year. Under skillful 
management a small amount of ground 
will iirodure a vast amount of succu­
lent vegetation and succulent fruit. In­
tensive horticulture is more interesting 
to the man that follow* it than is the 
opposite kind of horticulture. Where a 
large amount is produced per acre the 
pr(»flts are generally greater than 
where a small amount is produced per 
acre from more acres. The whole ten­
dency of soil culture In the garden and 
orchard is in the directiou of more In­
tensive methods.

W IN TE R  D R IN K IN G  W ATER.

W IT H  THE FLOWERS.

In taking cuttings be sure to use a 
sharp knife.

For vines to train upon the trellis 
In the window garden, we would av- 
vlse the Maderia vine and the cobea.

Plants that have a rather tough hark 
like the English ivy and oleander, 
root better In water than In sand.

When plants are not growing much, 
but little water is needed. If too 
much water is given, there is danger 
of the soil souring.

Among the plants l>est adapted to 
cultivation in window boxes are geran­
iums, fuchsias, heliotropes, plumbagos, 
begonias, pansies and tea roses.

In sunny windows almost any sum­
mer blooming flower can be grown 
successfully. I.<et the children start a 
window box early this month. Fill 
the box with ordinary garden seeds. 
Do not plant the seeds too thick.

Flowers on the table during the 
winter months are greatly appreciated. 
Aim to combine freshness and variety. 
It is not the number but the quality 
and arrangement.

A good way to start cuttings indoors 
Is to place the cuttings in a box of 
sharp t-and, giving plenty of moisture 
and placing the Ik>x on the hack of the 
stove where bottom heat can be fur­
nished.

Plant food Is best supplied to plants 
when they are making active growth. 
Many plants have l>een killed by giving 
them rich food when their stomachs 
were unable to digest it.

When a man increases the number 
: of bis cows at the expense of quality 
! he docs a very unbusinesslike thing. 
; Better not keep cows unless they are 
: good ones. Take better care of what 
 ̂you have and be content rather than 
I buy poor cows. When onq raises his 
own cows he should test out the helf- 

! ers that do not promise well as possi- 
I ble, no matter If they are registered, 
' and have a good pedigree. We must 
have something in the dairy barn be­
sides breeding to make a success. We 
want individuality. When this is well 
barked up by breeding all the better, 
but the profitable cow we must have. 
It is not always Judicious to sell a 

; heifer if she does not come up to the 
standard the first season, provided she 

' gives promise of better work later on. 
; One must tise judgment, as well as the 
scales and Babcock test with a heifer. 

! It is a good plan to have an animal 
I clearance sale and dispose of the un­
desirable cows to the butcher.

M AKE A  N O riF oF  THIS.

Hens need plenty of fresh water In 
winter as well as in summer; but it 
is much belter to warm it before giv­
ing it to them. Ice cold water Is a 
shuck to the system and is not con­
ducive to egg production. Provide 
drinking vessels or fountains that 
your fowls cannot get their feet Into 
or scratch full of dirt or straw. If 
you can't invent anything satisfac­
tory, buy it; regular fountains cost 
but 25 cents each. Have also before 
the fowls oyster shells, grit and char­
coal. A convenient way is to make 
a box with a separate compartment 
for each.

Have good, roomy nests in your 
poultry house; if you darken them, 
your hens w ill not be as likely to get 
the ”egg eating habit.”

GOOD LAYERS.

A  TYPE  OF HOG CHOLERA.

Commission merchants say that on 
an average there is a difference of 

: four cents a dozen between soiled eggs 
and those that are sent to market 
bright and clean, and it is not neces­
sary that all the eggs of a shipment 
shall be soiled in order to make a 
consignment rank as such. Even a 
very small proportion of soiled eggs 
in a package will cause the whole to 
be rated several cents below the roar- 

j ket price. The trampling on the eggs 
! by the dirty feet of the hens, fresh 
I from the moist earth of the yard, and 
I the discoloration produced, does not 
I affect the contents, but it gives the 
eggs an uninviting appearance, and it 
is not expected that people will be j 

I Indifferent to the looks of things which 
they buy for their table. Poultry 
keepers can afford to take time to 
clean the shells of the eggs which they 
send to market when the failure to do 
so means the loss of four cents a 
dozen.

Good layers are the descendants oi 
good layers. The laying quality baa 
lieen Improved and intensified by se­
lection. It will be noticed that even 
under very satisfactory circumstances 
a few hens in the flock will lay, 
while all their associates seem to 
live for no other purpose than to eat. 
These hens, thottgh subjected to the 
same hard conditions as the others, 
manage to produce an egg at irregu­
lar Intervals. Such hens should be 
placed by themselves during the 
breeding season and made the founda­
tion of the future flock. Some such 
system as this must be adopted where 
the aim is to breed up a flock of first- 
class layers.

The department of agriculture re­
ports the discovery of a type of hog 
cholera which is not caused by bacteria 
but which Is none the le.ss exceeding­
ly contagious. Hogs coming in con­
tact with the sick almost invariably 
contract the disease, which, fortunate­
ly cannot be communicated to any oth­
er animal than the hog. The symp­
toms noticed are largely the same as 
in the ordinary swine plague and hog 
cholera. The first day there is a loss 
of appetite and listlessncss; the second 
day the hog becomes very sick, hollow 
in the flanks, with a staggering gait, 
maybe diarrhoea and again mayl)e not. 
The eyes become sore and the lids 
glued together. Death usually takes 
place within seven days, and approx­
imately within two weeks after the 
first exposure. The disease particu­
larly affects the kidneys. It is con­
fined so far to southwestern Iowa, and 
farmers in that section should be par 
ticularly careful not to allow strange 
hogs to come on their farms or to per­
mit their hogs in any way to come in 
contact with other herds.

The department recommends the iso­
lation of all sick animals and the dis­
infection of all infected lots with a 
thorough disinfectant. The details of 
special methods of treatment will Ite 
given to the public by the department 
In due time.

The land skinning process is under 
full headway through much of the 
fertile territory of the great Missis­
sippi valley, a soil which It has long 
Iteen customary to say was practically 
inexhaustible in its natural fertility. 
The raln.s are eroding the surface of 
the hillsides, the weeds are commit­
ting a continued round of grand lar­
ceny, and the tenant one-year renter 
systematic hl.ghway robbery prevails 
over mtyh of this once fertile tract. 
These lands are better than those of 
Delaware and Virginia, but they are 
being needlessly forced to that point 
where the qiie.stion of the use of com­
mercial fertilizers will have to be con­
sidered. It is only a question cf time. 
Continuous taking from the soil and 
returning nothing will wear out the 
best soil the Lord ever made.

The best breed of sheep for any man 
to keep is that which Is the mos* 
profitable to him, and the particular 
breed depends entirely upon the situ­
ation and surroundings of the owner. 
It makes no difference whether lambs 
are raised for mutton or wool, they 
should be kept growing steadily. There 
is no class of animals that requires 
more attention than does sheep, and 
no animal deteriorates more rapidly 
from neglect or shows a more marked 
improvement from good care than does 
sheep.

Not only the thrift of the tree but 
the character of the fruit varies greatly 
according to the character of the soil. 
A variety that does well on one farm 
may not do well on another farm near 
by where the character of the soil is 
different.

Alfalfa meal is one of the b'st hog 
foods we know of; in fact, the same 
is being fed quite extensively to all 
live stock including poultry.

The Normal was opened by singing 
America by the audience after which 
followed several choice selections of 
piano and violin by home talent. 
Brother J. C. Gage, Fresideiit o f the 
School Board, then delivered the wel 
come address, and while he did not 
shout welcome from the housetops, 
in his own genial and good-natured 
manner he made the teachers feel 
welcome, aud feel that in him they 
would find a well-wisher of the “ God­
speed you" kind.

Mr. McLeiiathan from Carlsbad 
next addressed the meeting and be­
ing an ex-leacher aud a pioneer c iti­
zen o f the country, be at once had 
the atleution aud sympathy of the 
audience. He appeared, as he called 
it, as a voice from the past and told 
many interesting things of the educa­
tional couditicns that existed in the 
long ago. His address was well de­
livered and, while he spoke in glow­
ing terms o f what lias been doue by 
the teachers uf Eddy county, he did 
not fail to givn due credit to the real 
estate men, who, he said, had blazed 
the first trail, aud drtveu the first 
wedge that opened the Great Fecos 
Valley lu civilization.

The local miiiislers,wbo had kindly- 
accepted invitations to lend their as­
sistance lu the cause, addressed the 
teachers; and among other valuable 
tliiiigs made a strung plea fur the 
moral and religious iraiuii.g uf the 
youth uf the country, paying a high 
tribute lu the uuble efforts uf the 
teacher, expressing the deepest sym­
pathy and concern fur the earnest 
aud sincere teaclier who continues 
to sacrifice lime and energy fur the 
upbuilding of the race.

Miss Rodkey is certainly an 
expert in both the theory and prac­
tice of teaching, and the teachers 
feel grateful to the management of 
the Normal fn securing the services 
of one so proficient in educational 
lines.

The interest on the part of the 
teachers is unequaled. No tardies, 
no absentees, no wasting of valuable 
time on long-drawn-out discussion of 
unimportant subjects, but something 
commenced, something done. A 
model lesson in some uf the ele­
mentary branones is given each day 
by some of the more experienced 
teachers; these lessons are valuable 
and instructive, especially to the in­
experienced teacher and are very 
much appreciated and enjoyed by all.

Th« Fascination of the Harvest.
“ Thrust in thy sickle uud reap; for 

tho time is come for thee to reap; 
for the harvest of the ea.th is ripe.” 
There is a fascination in the harvest 
that weaves a wisp of ronianco into 
the sheaves that are bound up these 
lonK, sun flooded days, where the 
harvest of the earth is ripe. It Is not 
alone a selfish reJolcluR in the knowl­
edge that a generous yield means an 
absence of want that awakens the uni­
versal interest in the sturdy army now 
marching against the battalions of 
bearded grain and will move north­
ward gradually as the harvest of the 
earth ripens in regions where the sun 
shines less ardently. There is some­
thing inborn in even the most urban 
of men that causes him to feel a thrill 
of Joy at the sight of a great wheat 
field waiting for the sickle. It is not 
alone the hoi>e of profit that causes 
the student to hasten from his books 
and the man to drop bis accustomed 
vocation to Join the busy toilers in 
the fields. Many of those who arise 
with the earliest lark and labor until 
the long shadows are lost in the dusk 
are not in pressing need of the wages 
they receive. They could find more 
profitable employment in less arduous 
work There is some other cause that 
sends them among strangers for a sea­
son. There is a call of the harvest, 
says the Kansa.s City Star, as there 
is a call of the wild. The call of 
the harvest was learned in the days 
when Ruth, the Muabitess, bound up 
the heart of Boaz In the sheaves she 
gleaned In the fields of the mighty 
man of the family of Elimelech. The 
vivid imaginations of those early 
gleamera saw cause for wonder and 
speculation in the annually recurring 
miracle of the harvest. It la this lin­
gering fascination that draws men to 
the wheat fields even in this utili­
tarian age.

Exit the Khaki.
If Gen. Humphrey’s recommenda­

tions are adopted the khaki uniform 
will soon disappear. The American 
soldiery will not return to the dark 
blue of civil war times, but will take 
up the olive-drab service uniform, 
lined for winter and unlined for sum­
mer. The khaki will be retained only 
for troops serving at oversea stations. 
The trouble, says the Des Moines Reg­
ister, is not so much in the color of 
the cloth as in the apparent inability 
of the manufacturers supplying the 
government to keep up with the de­
mand. Gen. Humphrey claims that 
the supply of gray cotton goods in 
this country is now practically the 
monopoly of one corporation located 
in Baltimore, where selling agents 
hold and control the secret of khaki 
dyeing. Neither of these concerns, 
according to statements made in the 
quartermaster s department of the war 
department, has materially advanced 
the price of khaki cloth or duck over 
that of former years, but for some 
rea.sons, which are not known at the 
war department, the contractors are 
so far behind in two of their con­
tracts for khaki cloth that the gov­
ernment contractors for the manufac­
ture of khaki coats and trousers, Gen. 
Humphrey says, cannot obtain the ma­
terial railed for by contracts. This 
has entailed much Inconvenience to 
the army and organized militia. Gen. 
Humphrey says that any flrst-cla.ss 
cloth mill can produce olive drab, 
which Is entirely the result of blend­
ing colors, while the khaki dye is 
piece dyeing and a secret process, so 
far as obtaining a fast color.

The International woman's congress, 
sitting in Paris, recently witnessed a 
ludicrous scene. The ladies were in 
solemn conclave when suddenly there 
appeared a pair of trou.^ers on the 
scene. F'cr a moment the ladies were 
too perturbed to Identify the spectre, 
but after a moment of benumbing si­
lence, the president rallied, and in an 
icy tone identified it is “a man.”

SOIL BACTERIA.

The agricultural department at 
Washington issues the following in­
structions to farmers who desire bac­
teria for inoculating soils for legumes;

“The organisms for the common le­
gumes, such as alfalfa, pt̂ as, Ireans. 
clover and vetches will be distributed 
to those applicants who desire to aid 
In testing the efficacy of these organ­
isms in different parts of the rnite<l 
States. As a general rule, the quantity 
sent to each applicant will be suffi­
cient to inoonlate a little more than 
one luishel of the seed for which the 
inoculation is desired. In special 
cases, however, when large quantities 
of sted are to be inoculated, directions 
for preparing the ciilture liquid will 
be forwarded, and as much as desired 
can be made up at a cost of a few 
cents per gallon In writing state 
what legume you expect to sow and 
give approximately the date of plant­
ing so that we may send the organisms 
In the best possible condition. This is 
necessary, as our methods require the 
inoculation to be made either before 
or at the time of planting the seed. 
Full directions for use are included 
in each package sent out. The bac­
teria are beneficial only In connec­
tion with legumes and are not appli­
cable to other farm or garden crops. 
Even with legumes these bacteria are of 
no decided benefit except when proper 
nodule-forming organisms are lack­
ing in the soil, but a crop of legumes 
with nodule-forming bacteria Im­
proves the form of siu'ceeding crops. 
When applying for inoculating mate­
rial do net neglect to state the prob­
able time of planting, kind of seed 
and amount to be treated.”

THROW IT  70 THE HENS.

One of our leading poultry papers 
hud the following query in the De- 
ceml)er issue: “ What is the l)est way 
to feed green bone?” The editor an­
swered: “ Throw it to the hens.”

It is supposed (hat the person mak­
ing the inquiry was in ignorance as 
to the amount to feed, how often, and 
whether it should Ik* fed in mash or 
separately. “ Throw it to the hens” Is 
misleading advice. Green bone is a 
stimulating and forcing food for lay­
ing hens and rhicks. It cannot Ik* 
tossed to the hens as grain is, and fed 
ad libitum. Both green and dry bone 
should be fed in small proportion to 
the ration. If fed in tho mash it is 
more evenly distributed; there is less 
danger of the greedy birds taking all 
the meal. If It is fed separately and 
regularly fowls are not likely to over­
eat of it. Green cut bone in fair quan­
tity insures health, growth and eggs; 
when fed too freely It brings on di­
gestive troubles and diarrhoea. Net 
more than a teaspoonful three times a 
week should be given to the laying 
hens. “Throw It to the hens" if it 
seems best, but see to it that each hen 
gets her share.

Fruits anfl 
vegetables respond more quickly to 
high fertilization and high culture 
than any other farm cn)i>8. We have 
to-flay records of hortknltnrul pro- 
diutions that are truly ustuunding.

* busliels of strawlK'rries on u single 
I acre. In France the market gardeners 
I have accomplished wonderful things at 
i  times in the iin>dnction of fruit. This 
is especially true of those carrying on 

! their work under glass. Some of those 
; men keep their ground In crops all the 
! year around, using artificial heat a 
, large jiart of the year. I ’nder skillful 
I management a small amount of ground 
, will produce a vast amount of succu­
lent vegetation and succulent fruit. In- 

I tensive horticulture is more interesting 
I to the man that follows it than is the 
' opp<.slte kind of horticulture. Where a 
i large amount is produced per acre the 
I profits are generally greater than 
i where a small amount is produced per 
I acre from more acres. The whole ten- 
' dency of soil culture in the garden and 
I orchard is in the direction of more iu- 
, tensive methods.

W ITH  THE FLOWERS.

In taking cuttings be sure to use a 
sharp knife.

For vines to train upon the trellis 
in the alndow garden, we would av- 
vise the Maderia vine and the cobea.

Plants that have a rather tough bark 
like the English ivy and oleander, 
root better in water than in sand.

When plants are not growing much, 
but little water is needed. If too 
much water is given, there is danger 
of the soil souring.

Among the plants best adapted to 
cultivation in window Imxes are geran­
iums, fuchsias, heliotropes, plumbagos, 
begonias, pansies and tea rosea.

In sunny windows almost any sum­
mer blooming flower can be grown 
successfully. Let the children start a 
window box early this month. Fill 
the box with ordinary garden seeds. 
Do not plant the seeds too thick. ^

Flowers on the table during the 
winter months are greatly appreciated. 
Aim to combine freshness and variety. 
It is not the number but the quality 
and arrangement.

A good way to start cuttings indoors 
Is to place the cuttings in a I>ox of 
sharp sand, giving plenty of moisture 
and placing the box on the back of the 
stove where bottom heat can be fur­
nished.

Plant food is best supplied to plants 
when they are making active growth. 
Many plants have been killed by giving 
them rich food when their stomachs 
were unable to digest it.

When a man increases the number 
of his cows St the expense cf quality 
he docs a very unbusinesslike thing. 
Better not keep cows unless they are 
good ones. Take better care of what 
you have and be content rather than 
buy poor cows. When one raises his 
own rows he should test out the heif­
ers that do not promise well as possi­
ble, no matter if they are registered, 
and have a good pedigree. We must 
have something in the dairy barn be­
sides breeding to make a success. We 
want individuality. When this is well 
barked up by breeding all the better, 
hut the profitable cow we must have. 
It Is not always Judicious to sell a 
heifer if she does not come up to the 
standard the first season, provided she 
gives promise of better work later on. 
One must use Judgment, as well as the 
scales and Babcock test with a heifer. 
It is a good plan to have an animal 
clearance sale and dispose of the un­
desirable cows to the butcher.

is much better to warm it before giv­
ing It to them. Ice cold water is a 
shock to the system and is not con­
ducive to egg production. Provide 

I drinking vessels or fountains that 
! your fowls cannot get their feet Into 
j  or scratch full of dirt or straw. If 
I you can't invent anything satlsfac- 
I tory, buy It; regular fountains cost 
)>ut 25 cents each. Have also before 
the fowls oyster shells, grit and char­
coal. A convenient way is to make 
a Ik>x with a separate compartment 
for each.

Have good, roomy nests in your 
poultry bouse; if you darken them, 
your hens will not be as likely to get 
the "eggeating habit.”

MAKE A  NOTE OF THIS.

A TYPE  OF HOG CHOLERA.

Commission merchants say that on 
an average there is a difference of 
four cents a dozen between soiled eggs 
and those that are sent to market 
bright and clean, and it is not neces- 

I sary that all the eggs of a shipment 
shall be soiled in order to make a 
consignment rank as such. Even a 
very small proportion of soiled eggs 
in a package will cause the whole to 

I be rated several cents lielow the mar- 
! ket price. The trampling on the eggs 
j  by the dirty feet of the hens, fresh 
j from the moist earth of the yard, and 
; the discoloration produced, docs not 
! affect the contents, but It gives the 
I eggs an uninviting appearance, and it 
I is not expected that people will be 
i indifferent to the looks of things which 
j  they buy for their table. Poultry 
' keepers can afford to take time to 
clean the shells of the eggs which they 
send to market when the failure to do 
so means the loss of four cents a 
dozen.

GOOD LAYERS.

Good layers are the descendants o» 
good layers. The laying quality bat 
been improved and intensified by se­
lection. It will be noticed that even 
under very satisfactory circumstances 
a few hens in the flock will lay. 
while all their associates seem to 
live for no other purpose than to eat. 
These hens, though subjected to the 
same hard conditions as the others, 
manage to produce an egg at Irregu­
lar intervals. Such hens should be 
placed by themselves during the 
breeding season and made the founda­
tion of the future flock. Some such 
system as this must be adopted where 
the aim is to breed up a flock of first- 
class layers.

The department of agriculture re­
ports the discovery of a type of hog 
cholera which is not caused by bacteria 
but which is none the less exceeding­
ly contagious. Hogs coming in con­
tact with the sick almost invariably 
contract the dlsea.se, which, fortunate­
ly cannot be communicated to any oth­
er animal than the hog. The symp­
toms noticed are largely the same as 
in the ordinary swine (ilagiic and hog 
cholera. The first day there is a loss 
of appetite and listlessntss; the second 
day the hog becomes very sick, hollow 
In the flanks, with a staggering gait, 
maybe diarrhoea and again maybe not. 
The eyes become sore and the lids 
glued together. Death usually takes 
place within seven day.s, and approx­
imately within two weeks after the 
first exposure. The disease particu­
larly affects the kidneys. It is con­
fined so far to southwestern Iowa, and 
farmers In that section should be i>ar- 
tlcularly careful not to allow strange 
hogs to come on their farms or to per­
mit their hogs In any way to come in 
contact with other herds.

The department recommends the Iso­
lation of all sick animals and the dis­
infection of all Infected lots with a 
thorough disinfectant. The details of 
special methods of treatment will be 
given to the public by the department 
in due time.

Natural Ability.

The rains are eroding the surface of 

j the hillsides, the weeds are eommlt- 
j ting a continued round of grand lar­
ceny, and the tenant one-ycar renter 
systematic highway robbery prevails 
over much of this once fertile tract. 
These lands are better than those of 
Delaware and Virginia, but they are 
being needlessly forced to that point 
where the question of the use of com­
mercial fertilizers will have to be con­
sidered. It is only a question of time. 
Continuous taking from the soil and 
returning nothing will wear out the 
best soli the Lord ever made.

The best breed of sheep for any man 
to keep is that which is the most 
profitable to him. and the particular 
breed depends entirely upon the situ­
ation and surroundings of the owner. 
It makes no difference whether lambs 
nre raised for mutton or wool, they 
should be kept growing steadily. There 
Is no class of animals that requires 
more attention than does sheep, and 
no animal deteriorates more rapidly 
from neglect or shows a more marked 
improvement from good care than does 
sheep.

There is nothing more important 
than to keep feeding hogs on full 
feed. This, however, must not be over­
done, for It Is possible to Injure the 
digestion of the hog.

Two Youthful Electricians
The work of two electrical geniuses, 

Arthur C. Ripley and Chester Lyon, 
students at the Mlddleboro high EChool, 
m attracting more than usual atten­
tion, and their work Is favorably 
rtassed upon by electricians who rec­
ognize the value of their undertak­
ings says the Boston Globe.

Young Ripley takes up electrical 
sp»'>'laltles, and the wireless telegraph 
Is his hobby. From reading about the

various models In use he constructed 
a machine, which he claims Is dlf- 
f  rent In many respects from any one 
now In use, and which can be success­
fully operated.

At the age cf 12 Ripley constructed 
a graphophone which would operate 
YOUTHS. BERG.
successfuHr, and since then he took 
up the study of electricity. The wire­
less machine followed up other In­
struments which the young fellow

made, and In Itself Is a neat, well- 
constructed affair.

There is a sending and a receiv­
ing station, equipped with batteries, 
and the rest of the apparatus, which 
at present allows him to send a mes­
sage about CO feet. He has made 
trials already when the messages were 
sent through the two closed partitions, 
and at this distance it went very well. 
To operate a greater distance Ripley 
states more power from batteries 
would be needed, and the aerial plat'.s 
would necessarily need to be more 
elevated.

The apparatus exhlbted at the town 
hall was one of the most popular of 
the articles shown, and he was con 
stantly kept at work operating It, or 
explainlngs its workings. Power was 
generated from a bicycle on which 
Chester Lyons was seated, and by the 
revolution of the ped.als a small 
dynamo was driven, which gave good 
power for the work and took the load 
oft the batteries.

Lyons' specialty Is telephones, and 
he has built a complete telephone out­
fit, which works nicely. The appara­
tus was also exhibited Lyons built 
the telephone apparatus when he lived 
at Halifax, and it was used to con­
nect the various buildings on the farm 
there.

B̂ ŝldes these ele'*trlcal devices 
shown, there were many other work­
ing models of machines which were 
In use at the exhibit.

Their electrical research has b*en 
encouraged and assisted by Submaater 
L. O. Tillson, of the high school, whe 
has done much to Inform the boys on 
matters relating to their machines.

A Swing for Baby.
Directions for Building a Device 

VLich  W ill Entertain the 
Little One.

Most children are fond of swinging, 
and In the accompanying sketch we Il­
lustrate a nursery swing that can be 
made at small cost; but in the making 
and In the using of it, there are two or 
three things that must not be forgot­
ten, and that are necessary to guard 
against a possible mishap.

Firstly, every portion of It must be 
Pt.'ongly put together; and secondly, 
from time to time the ropes, etc., must 
be examined to see that they are not

wearing through, and the hooks should 
Iw tested to see that they are still firm 
in the ceiling; and after that, with or­
dinary care no accident should be pos­
sible.

Iron hooks suitable for the purpose 
can be bought at almost any Ironmon­
gers; but for the buying of them and 
the fixing of them It would be quite 
well to employ the local carpenter, as 
they must be firmly screwed into the

Joists that run across the celling. A 
carpenter would know, or soon find 
out, the direction in which the joists 
run, and it would be very little trouble 
to him to screw In the hooks so firmly 
that they should without danger be 
capable of sustaining any weight that 
they are likely to be called upon to 
bear.

Unless possessed of a knowledge of 
the construction of a celling, it would 
be a dangerous and troublesome under­
taking for an amateur to attempt to fix 
the hooks, as unless they are strongly 
screwed Into the Joists, they are cer­
tain not to hold, and down would come 
the swing, and perhaps its occupant 
also.

After the hooks have been placed In 
position, they can be painted white or 
made to match the color of the celling 
and when the swing Is taken down and 
not in use they will be unnotlceable.

If the swing Is Intended for quite 
small children, then the nearer the 
floor It is the better.

The sketch shows the position In 
which the hooks should be arranged 
and all we shall require further will be 
three pieces of rope of a suitable length 
and a strong square basket or wooden 
box. A strong square basket will an­
swer the purpose, and the roijes must 
be attached to the corners.

To prevent the possibility of a child 
falling out, a strap may be passed 
through the handles and fastened 
across In the manner shown in the 
sketch. The rope attached to the third 
hook, some way In front of the others, 
enables a child to swing itself without 
aid. A cushion or two, or a rug In the 
basket will help to make the swing 
very comfortable and snug. Our sketch 
so clearly shows other details that 
further description is not necessary.

PRINCE FERDINAND SEEKS IN ­
DEPENDENCE FOR BULGARIA.

Why He Wants to Be Free from 
Supervision and Control 

of the Saltan of 
Turkey.

Ever since Prince Ferdinand w.as 
placed over Bulgaria by tbe iwwers he 
has been filled with the ambition for 
himself and the country he ruled ol 
wearing a crown and having his coun­
try independent of Turkey.

The announcement from Sofia that he 
has sent Premier Gen. Petroff to those 
European chancelleries personally In­
terested In the status of the Balkan 
principality to gain their consent to the 
proclamation of Bulgarian tndeiiend- 
ence and the elevation of the country 
to a kingdom, has awakened new inter­
est.

It seems that this project has long 
been the subject of private corre- 
spopdence from Sofia, where It is be­
lieved that the premier s mission will 
be successful. Preparations are even 
making there for the coronation of 
Prince Ferdinand as king of Bulgaria 
on July 7 next, just 19 years since he 
was elected reigning prince by the na­
tional assembly.

The position of Prince Ferdinand and 
bis government is an anomaly la the

P R IN C E  F E R D IN A N D  OF B I'L G A K IA .

Balkans. Their present status is utter­
ly utterly incommensurate with the 
importance of the political tumult of 
which they are jierlodlcally the center. 
That there seems to be just now a dearth 
of cable news reporting revolutionary 
outbreaks on the Macedonia frontier 
does nut mean that Macedonia is quiet 
Private letters from the Balkans reveal 
that the revolutionary spirit against 
Turkey Is as active as ever, but also that 
the treasury of the publicity bureau of 
the Macedonian revoluflonary commit­
tee is empty—hence there are no dis­
patches.

When, in the autumn of 1903, the 
cable was hot with new.s from Mace­
donia, Prince Ferdinand again and 
again importuned the powers inter­
ested to relieve him of hl.s vassalage to 
Turkey. The pnrte, however, proved 
from more or less authentic data that 
the whole Macedonian insurrection was 
due to Bulgaria; that filibustering ex­
peditions were fitted otit In the prin­
cipality P.nd created havoc among the 
Turkish troops sent to bring “ tran­
quillity and security’’ in Macedonia; 
and that these expeditions were direct­
ed by Bulgarian officers “on sick leave.” 
The powers finally got together, admin­
istered a rebuke to Ferdinand, and de­
vised a reform scheme which Turkey 
has been more or less successfully ap­
plying to the country southwest of Bul- 
geria. At that t*me, Gen. Petro?! 
pledged, on behalf of his sovereign, Bul­
garia’s neutrality—a pledge which even 
the iK)rte admits has been kept;

“ We want peace—above ali things 
peace. I give you my word of honor that 
neither I nor the government nor any 
political party has ever dreamed of in­
corporating Macedonia. Personally, I am 
not In favor of Macedonian autonomy. 
We wish only to see our kindred across 
the border enjoying the sectirlty of their 
lives and property. Bulgaria herself 
desires peace more than any state In 
Fhirope. Peace Is the only salvotion for 
the principality.’’

Ferdinand, unlike the king of Servla 
and Prince Nicholas of Montenegro, Is 
not to the manor born He Is the young­
est son of the late Prnce Augustus of 
Saxe-Coburg and Gotha and Princess 
riementlne, daughter of King LouLs 
Philippe of France. On the abdication 
of Prince Alexander, the powers prac­
tically placed him In Sofia as a “ safe 
man”  His wife was Marie Louise, eld­
est daughter of Duke Robert of Parma. 
She died In giving birth to their young­
est daughter. Princess Nadejda. Thecon- 
firmatlon of Ferdinand’s selection by 
tbe powers and of his election by the 
local national assembly was only se­
cured from the Porte after the most 
humiliating restrictions had been 
placed upon him. He must remain per­
manently in the principality and the 
state of hts country—religion, educa­
tion, finance, defense. Industry and com­
merce-must be periodically scrutin­
ized by the ministry at the YlldU Kiosk.

The New Mexico Insitute for the 

Blind will open on .Moiuluy, .Sept 
lOlh, P.IOti. All hliiid and partially 
blind children of the territory, who 
uie Hound in mind and hodv, will 
he admilted as pupils of the. m-IiuoI. 
A* in the slates, ilie law o f I he ter­
ritory provides the age limits to he 
from 5 to 21 years Our sidiool 
course emi>i>d;es the literary course 
as ill the piihlie schools and iii ad­
dition to this we propose to teach 
other branches. We will h ive ex­
perienced teachers for each depart­
ment, an.I music, vocal and iiislrU' 
mental, as wel! as physical culture, 
and the proper use of the hatxl-t, 
which is very necessary for blind 
people, will be taught.

The insiitutioii affords to every 
blind child in the territory the same 
privilege for acquiring au education 
as is given to their more fortunate 
brothers and sisters. It gives free 
board and lodging, tuition, laundry, 
medicines and other necessities, ab­
solutely free of charge. Only those 
able will be charged the actual cost 
o f boaril, etc.

Parents o f blind children may 
safely intrust them to the futlering 
caie o f the school and its manage­
ment. 8 . H. G ill, of Tennessee, 
who was lor nine years instructor in 
the Tennessee scliuol for the blind, 
situated at Nashville, is superiiiteii- 
deiit of ihe institution, am* Miss 
Louise Butler, who also has exper­
ience in teaching blind children, and 
others suited for this work, will be 
in charge.

There seems to be a predisposition 
on the part o f the public in general 
to aid ill this all-irnportaiit work, and 
I most sincerely hope that all people 
in tlie territory having children who 
are eligible to this school, will 
awaken to a keen sense o f apprecia­
tion for the generous invitation 
which New ^lexicu extends through 
its general assembly to them.

Of the count­
less number of attempts to conquer 
the elements of the far north few. if 
any. have ever excited the Interest of 
this expedition cf Mr. Wellman and 
Ills chosen companions.

It is this thing of going about it In 
a new way that lifts the Wellman 
expedition to a plane high above all 
previous efforts In point of interest 
that places it in a clas.-* by itself. The 
devices fixed uixm by Mr. Wellman 
were selected because they were the 
latest offerings science has made 
■which were available for the purposes 
c f the exi>editicm.

The two exi>edltion3 made by Mr. i 
Wellman, one in 1894 and the other 
In 1897-98. like tho?e of all other ex­
plorers. were made on the theory that 
the pole could be reached by sledges 
drawn by dogs. The first of these ex­
peditions was made from Spitsbergen 
and the second from Franz Joseph ; 
Land. . The same obstacles encoun- | 
tered by other explorers were met by ! 
Mr. Wellman, and the trials were fu- i 
tile, except in that tlr.'-y furnished the ' 
explorer with a comprehensive knowl­
edge of conditions bot.i atmospheric 
and by land and water.

WILLIAM JENNINGS BRYAN.
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Resulted in Murder of J, 8. Marcum

Beattyvllle, Ky.—The Jury in the 
Hargis-Callahan trial returned a ver­
dict of nuot guilty in short order 
after one of the most desperately 
fought battles in a Kentucky court 
for years. Judge James Hargis and 
Edward Callahan were charged with 
the murder of J. B. Marcum.

Curtis Jett, who was brought here 
from the Frankfort penitentiary, testi­
fied that he killed Marcum.

The verdict of not guilty Is the 
culmination of a long and bitter fight 
in courts in an attempt to convict 
James Hargis and Ed Callahan as 
chief conspirators in one of the dark­
est crimes in Kentucky history.

James B. Marcum was a mountain 
Republican lawyer of excellent stand­
ing. He was engaged three years ago 
as an attorney in the contest against 
Hargis and • Callahan, respectively 
Democratic Judge and sheriff-elect, to 
oust them from their offices on an 
allegation of corrupt election. Much 
bitterness was aroused and frequent 
open ruptures occurred.

Killed at Jackson.
In May, 1903, Marcum was shot to 

death from behind in the Jackson 
courthouse. Curtis Jett and Tom 
White were convicted and sentenced 
to life imprisonment for the murder. | 
It was charged that they were th e ' 
tools of Callahan, Hargis and others. i 
Jett, after his conviction, confessed 
that he shot Marcum and that his 
act was inspired by Callahan and 
Hargis. On the witness stand, how- ; 
ever, he repudiated the confession I 
and said he alone was responsible. 
The acquittal followed largely on this 
repudiation.

A Jury of Clark county citizens re­
turned a verdict for |8,000 damages 
a year ago against Hargis on the al-1 
legation that he had caused Marcum 
to be killed. The suit was filed by | 
Mrs. Marcum. Hargis and Callahan 
are yet to be tried in the Lexington 
court for the killing of James Cock­
rell under similar circumstances.

Ewing a Star Witness.
B. J. Ewing, who was standing in 

the courthouse door talking with 
J. B. Marcum when the latter was 
murdered by Curtis Jett and "Tom” 
White, was the star witness for the | 
commonwealth at the trial of Hargis : 
and Callahan. Ewing was a deputy | 
sheriff under Callahan and a close 
and trusted friend of Judge Hargis. 
He said Judge Hargis was confidential ! 
with him and told him of many of | 
his troubles and ambitions. He said '

Hargis had i sked him why he did 
not kill Marcum one night when the 
latter had remained at bis bouse all 
night

“ Next time you get a chance take 
that fellow on a walk and return 
without him." Ewing said be under­
stood Hargis to mean that he wanted 
him to kill Marcum, but be did not 
take the hint. He said Hargis, after 
the murder of .Marcum, had asked him 
to resign as deputy sheriff, so that 
he could sit on a Jury that might try 
the men accused of his murder.

Attorney Young, for the prosecu­
tion. attempted to make light of 
Ewing and was rebuked by Judge 
Dorsey. Ewing said that he had

identified Jett and admitted that be 
was the first to reveal the name of 
the assassin. He was also asked If 
his hotel had not been burned to the 
ground shortly after he had made 
the admissions which resulted In the 
arrest of Jett, and M bite said that it 
had been burned and that he had 
been forced to leave Jackson for fear 
of assassination.

Other witnesses who told of parts 
of the plots to take the life of Mar­
cum were John T. Noble, who was 
a clerk in the Hargis store; Heseklah 
Combs. E. L. Noble, .N. B. Combs and 
others. The widow of the murdered 
man, with the boy whom the father 
had carried to and from his office 
with his arms around his neck to 
ward off the bullets of the assassins, 
who feared killing the child, was in 
the courtroom. - —

Hargis took a deep interest in the 
trial, while Callahan, as usual, was 
listless and gave little attention to 
what was going on. Judge Dorsey 
made several rulings that greatly dis­
appointed the commonwealth.

Curtis Jett, the self-confessed as­
sassin of Marcum and Cockrlll, came 
here to testify from the Frankfort 
penitentiary in the charge of prison 
guards. He was brought here to tell 
the story of the assassination of Mar­
cum and of the alleged plots formed 
by Hargis and Calalhan to have him 
murdered.

Man Officially Dead Still Lives.
For an officially dead man, Henry 

Fancoast, a local liveryman, manages 
to enjoy his meals and surroundings 
fairly well; and his is one of the odd­
est of records. Pancoast enlisted in 
the civil war from .\tlantic county and 
was discharged from the Echlngton 
hospital, Washington, D. C., on Janu­
ary 7, 1863. Somehow the dates got 
mixed, and he was reported as dead 
by the surgeon, and so the records 
slate to-day. it took him 20 years to 
prove he was alive enough to get a 
pension.

For 31 years Fancoast has been in 
the livery business here, and during 
that time he has never entered a 
church, never attended a circus, never 
was in the local opera house or attend­
ed any amusement whatever, and 
never went to a Fourth of July cele­
bration. The only place of entertain­
ment he has visited was a reunion of

his regiment, the Twenty-fifth New 
Jersey volunteers. In Atlantic City, a

every morning before the family was 

I up, and returned most of the time 
after they had retired for the night, 
and hardly had a speaking acquaint­
ance with his four children, all of 
whom grew up to fill prominent posi­
tions in life.

At this writing it seems certain that the famous Nebraska statesman, now 
In Europe, will be the presidential nominee of the Democratic party in 1908.

Jefferson City, Mo.—Warden Matt 
W. Hall, of the Missouri penitentiary. 
Is a gardener on quite an extensive 
scale. This year he has devoted a 
part of the state farm, located Just 
east of the prison, to “ garden truck,” 
and Is Just beginning to realize some 
of the results that follow careful and 
Intelligent tilling of the soil, in the 
way of palatable and healthy addi­
tions to the prison menu, and at a 
minimum of expense to the state.

The farm is in charge of John 
Bruner, who works several convicts 
In caring for the place. Just now the 
“snap bean” crop is in full bearing. 
The bean patch covers several acres 
of ground, and the crop on the state I 
farm is unusually prolific.

The soil on top of the hill seems 
to be especially adapted to the bean, j  
and there will be several “ messes" • 
for all hands in the warden’s family of 
2,800 persons.

Some idea of what it takes to go 
round in the prison is gained when i t ! 
Is known that it requires 75 bushels 
of snap beans for one meal. Recently 
that amount of beans was turned over 
to the prison kitchen, and it required 
all of it to give each convict all the 
beans he could eat. Several hundred 
pounds of bacon were required to 
cook them properly and give the right 
flavor.

Radishes were grown in great quan­
tities earlier in the season, and onions

have been served several times from 
the farm. There is a great quantity 
of the onions still in the ground. 
This healthful, if somewhat odorifer­
ous, vegetable is eagerly welcomed by 
the convicts as, in fact, is all the gar­
den truck.

John," said Mr. Hall, to Bruner, the 
man in charge of the farm, “ we must 
have a little slaw for the Fourth of 
July dinner. How many heads of cab­
bage can you let Bowon have for that 
day?”

"About 1,400 or 1,500 heads," was 
the reply. These cabbages will aver­
age perhaps two imunds to the head, 
so it will be observed that several 
thousand imunds of raw material en­
ters into the problem of providing the 
prison population with the one item 
of a little cold slaw for their holiday 
dinner.

The cabbage patch on the state 
farm includes 18,000 growing plants, 
and the crop is fiourishlng, but big as 
the patch is a few rounds of “cold 
slaw" will make heavy Inroads on it.

There are several acres of potatoes, 
a roasting ear patch of two or three 
acres, but the crowning glory of the 
big garden Is the tomato field, ♦here 
there are 13,000 or 14,000 flourishing 
plants growing that give promise of a 
great yield of this most delightful 
of all vegetables.

Some of the vines are loaded with 
tomatoes that will be ready for use

in a few weeks, while others have Just 
reached the blooming stage. If noth­
ing happens to injure the vines there 
will be an abundance of this crop, for 
the vines will continue to produce un­
til frost kills them.

Warden Hall and Mr. Bruner figure 
that after the season is over they will 
have unripe tomatoes enough on hand 
when the frost comes to make several 
hogsheads of chochow.

It is worth a trip to the state farm 
to see the gardening on a large scale 
that Warden Hall has inaugurated. 
His theory is that whatever expense 
is Involved in growing the vegetables 
for use of the convicts is more than 
offset by the diminution of the sick 
list.

The land has deteriorated somewhat 
during the last few years, when it 
was leased by the state to private In­
dividuals, and Mr. Hall will by sys­
tematic effort seek to build it up and 
restore it to a high degree of produc­
tiveness. To this end much of it will 
be sown in cowpeas this summer, and 
this will be turned under early in the 
fall.

Not Lese Majesty to Decline Informal Invitation to White House Din. 

ners— The Big Market in Central and South America~*To Maintain 
the Dignity of the United States Abroad— The Summer Somnolenc? 
of Washington.

BEAUTIFUL SPOT IN  SOUTHERN 
PACIFIC SOLD TO GERMANS.

WbKt the Transfer by British Owners 
Will Mean to British Govern­

ment Which Has Cable Sta­
tion There.

WASHINGTON’ .—There wore few preiiilen*3 
who cared less for conventionalities than doe.s 
Mr. Roosevelt. Where these conventionalities 
ntean national dignity or have any particular 
diiiloniatic signifloance Mr. Roosevelt wants to 
have them observed, but he is not a stickler for 
form and in his private life in the White House 
goes a good deal on the plan of a genuine old- 
fashioned American homebody. With some presi­
dents an invitation to take dinner at the White 
House took the form of a command much as 
would a similar invitation from one of the 
crowned heads of Europe. Anyone receiving 
such an invitation would never have thought of 
declining it unless prevented by sickness or some 
providential interference.

Mr. R(K)sevelt’s invitations to dinner have 
been sometimes declined, but only such as have 
been extended in a generous sort of “come and 

take pot luck with us” way. Not long ago one of his old ranch comrades from 
Montana called at the White House and the president asked him to lake din 
ner with him that night. The old cattleman declined on the ground that he 
had no evening dress and In fact had never worn that sort of togs. Mr. 
Roosevelt pressed him, but he was Arm in his resolve that he would not sit 
down among lot of other folks without being dressed as they were.

There have been others who have good-naturedly declined the president’s 
informal invitations and their excuses have been just as good naturedly 
accepted. On one occasion Speaker Cannon had an engagement to dine at a 
cabinet dinner where the president was the guest of honor and he begged 
off in order to attend a gridlmn dinner. The matter was compromised by a 
po6t|>onenient of the cabinet dinner. It does not constitute lese majeste to 
decline an Informal invitation to the White House dinners.

A  PRECEDENT FOE THE GOOD OF THE COUNTRY.
Secretary of State Root is now on a mission 

that promises to be of great Importance to the 
United States and to all the Republicans on the 
western hemisphere. It is a great departure from 
long established custom for a cabinet officer to 
visit neighboring countries and discuss with their 
administration international affairs, but the pres­
ent administration at Washington cares very lit­
tle about precedents so long as the thing con­
templated to be done is for the good of the 
country.

Mr. Root Is a man of practical Ideas and 
since he became the premier of the administra­
tion he has been looking Into the matter of ex­
tending United States trade to the countries to 
the south of us. He has been impressed with the 
idea that there is a big market in Central and 
South America that is in danger of being monop­
olized by foreign countries and which naturally 
ought to belong to the merchants and manufacturers of this country. One 
reason that the people of the United States are not getting their share of 
that market is a prejudice that exists among the Central and South American 
republics against this country.

Mr. Root has gone down on a visit to our sister republics for the pur­
pose of persuading them that we are their best friends, and that they should 
look to the United States rather than to old European nations for commer­
cial as well as political friendship. It will be Mr. Root's purpose also to 
inquire as to whether Germany and Great Rritain are trying to make any 
headway In the politics of those countries as they are doing in their com­
merce. He hopes by personal contact with members of the administration 
to strengthen the old-fashioned American Monroe doctrine which denies the 
right of European governments to acquire any more territory on this hemis­
phere.

SUITABLE LEGATION AND EMBASSY BUILDINGS.
Now that the United States government has 

made a start in the direction of erecting suitable 
legation and embassy buildings fur our represen­
tatives abroad it is hoped that before many years 
the United States flag will fly over projierty that 
this government owns In every prominent capital 
abroad. The fact that American amliassadors and 
ministers have had to rent their quarters abroad 
has been a disgrace to the United States diplo­
matic service.

The experience in Peking during the Boxer 
troubles in 1900 made it Imperative that this gov­
ernment erect its own legation building in that 
city where a proper guard could be placed. A 
handsome ministerial residence and guardhouse 
have been provided there and now that the prece­
dent is established, congress will be appealed to, 
as it was in this last session when an appropria­
tion was made for the purchase of an ambassa­

dorial residence in Constantinople. Minister John O. A. Leishman, who has 
been in Constantinople for a number of years, spent his leave of absence in 
Washington, and through Senator Knox, of Pennsylvania, and Secretary Root, 
had little difficulty in persuading congress that the diplomatic i>ost at Con­
stantinople should be made an embassy and that a suitable residence should 
be purchased for the ambassador.

The rentals that our ambassadors at London, Paris, Berlin and other 
European capitals pay for their quarters is far in excess of the salaries the 
United States gives them. It is possible only for men of great wealth to fill 
these positions unless congress makes provision for their official homes and 
for the entertaining they are comiielled to do in order that the United States 
may not suffer in dignity in comparison with other governments.

THE PERSONNEL OF OUR CONSU LAR SERVICE.
Those who have had occasion to observe the 

United States consular service in recent years 
have noted a distinct Improvement in its person­
nel. Now that congress has passed a law reor­
ganizing this service still greater things are ex­
pected of it. In the old days one of the standing 
jokes and constant sources of amusement when 
there was a change in the administration was 
afforded by the horde of politicians who came to 
Washington soliciting appointments to the United 
States consular service. It was almost the excep­
tion to find men urged for these places who were 
in any way fitted for them. The story is still told 
of a man during Cleveland’s first administration 
who was an applicant for a consular post of great 
importance in Germany. When Cleveland asked 
him if he could speak German, he said: "No, but 
I have a brother who plays the German flute.”

The consular iiosts were regarded as so many plums to be distributed 
among political workers who had aided in the election of a new administra­
tion. The places paid both salaries and fees and it was reckoned that a 
shrewd man would be able to make a pretty good thing out of the latter even 
if the salary was not very high. Then the service was also regarded as a 
convenient place to dump iiolitical workers of the “has been” type who would 
be stowed away in some far off comer of the world and forgotten. There 
have been cases where men were sent to consular posts and only heard of 
by an occasional report and left there for years and years until their very 
names almost were forgotten.

This order of things has been changed under the present administration 
of President Roosevelt and Secretary Root Under the operation of the new 
law there will be constant changes and promotions on civil service principles 
and no consular officer la likely to be forgotten no matter how far he is away 
(rum Washington.

“Changed Hands” is the p-jsslble 
sign one might see if be chanced to 
sail by Funning Island in the south­
ern Pucitic, for this coral reef island 
which belonged to a couple of Eng­
lish gentlemen, now dead, has been 
sold to a German syndicate. It is a 
beautitul spot and notwithstanding its 
diminutive size has some value, indus­
trially and commercially, fur in its 
wide lagoon there is abundant mother- 
of-pearl, and one part of the island is 
rich in a kind of guano.

The sale of the island has caused 
some surprise, and raised the question 
as to what effect it will have upon 
the British cable station which has a 
landing there. The island was an­
nexed by Great Britain in 1888, and 
forms one of the principal landing 
stations in the Ali-Urltish Pacific 
cable, which links up Vancouver and 
Urlttsh Columbia with New Zealand 
the gueensland. The whole length of 
the cable is nearly 8,(k)0 miles, and it 
touches first at Fanning Island, 3,237 
miles from Vancouver. After another 
stretch of 1,893 miles it touches at the 
Fiji islands, then at Norfolk Islands, 
and fnrm that point branches run to 
New Zealand and Queensland. It has 
been announced from Fiji that a Ger­
man syndicate, which is probably 
backed by the government at Berlin, 
has purchased the island. Not un­
naturally it is feared that should the 
station fall into the hands of a for­
eign power, the working of the All- 
British cable might be in ianger.

It has been pointed out, on the oth­
er hand, that as the sale of the Island 
is being carried out by the representa­
tives of the deceased proprietors, the 
British sovereignty of the Island is no 
way in danger, and even the acquire­
ment of the place by a German syndi­
cate would not justify the establisn- 
nient of a German naval station at 
Fanning island. The sale of Heligo­
land was quite another matter, being 
an international act that transferred 
the sovereignty from the British crown 
to Germany. In the wide lagoon of 
Fanning island there is abundant 
niuther-of-pearl, and one part of the 
island is rich in a kind of guano. 
Fanning island is, like most of the 
islands of the South sea, a most beau­
tiful and desirable place. It has rich 
vegetation which comes down in a 
picturesque fringe to the water’s edge, 
and on the peaceful waters of the 
lagoon boating and fishing may be­
guile the trader's leisure. The na­
tives, too, are interesting, and not clv- 
lli/.ed to grotesque parody of Euro­
pean manners. They engage in canoe- 
bullding after their own Ingenious

fashion. Of the pleasure of boating on 
the edge of the reefs, where one sees 
the wonderful coral gardens. Sir Ed­
gar Boehm has written: “These gar­
dens are most perfect when covered by 
about three feet of water, and one can 
stare down into the depths and watch 
the slender, lily-like flowers wave to 
and fro in the eddying currents; shrubs 
with many-colored leaves spread along 
the bottom like gaudy Persian rugs; 
huge masses of coral-like petrified 
sponges, of pink, brown, blue and 
green, form homes for several kinds 
of fish, one of the most conspicuous 
and lovely being a tiny fish about 
the size of our minnow', of a most 
exquisite bright sapphire-blue, which is 
the sun becomes a soft turquoise-green. 
There are also many others of various 
hues and sizes, the whole forming a 
scene of ever-changing color.”

SKATERS FURNISHED AMUSE­

MENT FOR THE ONLOOKERS.

Men of Varying Degrees of Build 
Qot Together on the Floor and 

Great Was the Fall 
Thereof.

It was on the evening of the rein­
carnation of skating in Nev York, and 
there was a goodly crowd awaiting the 
coming of the first skater. The great, 
wide polished floor looked like a 
Homan arena, and the stillness preced­
ing the arrival of the skaters suggest­
ed the days of the gladiators, when 
people waited for the wild beasts who 
were to do battle with their human 
antagonists.

The little fat man was coming down 
the hall on one foot with the other 
poised gracefully (at least he thought 
so) and gently swinging around for a 
wide turn at the end of the building.

An Owner's Views.

Editor Advocate; Since reading 

your article relative to the water 

works in Arteaia I have concluded 
that it would be beat for every c iti­
zen who owns a water right in the 
city to sell the aama to the city. I 
had been determined all the while to 
hold on to my right, believing that 
i f  I had been fortunate enough to 
get a perpetual right, at a small coat 
I had a right to get the full benefit 
o f it, and that *f the city wished to 
buy out the Water Works Co., she 
could do so and assume the obliga­
tions of that company just aa well as 
as not. But since its appears that it 
is not possible for the city to sell the 
bends with the citizens owning per­
manent water rights I am willing to 
relinquish mine and would advise 
others to do the same. I would be 
w illing to sell my right to the city 
at what it cost me even if  I had a 
sufficient guarantee of its permanency 
i f  it was necessary in order to enable 
the city to own and operate her 
waterworks I would do ao for the 
common welfare o f the community, 
not thr..iigb patriotism exclusively, 
but believing that it would eventual­
ly redown to my personal interest to 
do so. But when 1 look into the 
situation and consider the result 
should the city put in a new and in­
dependent water system, I feel 
doubly inclined to give up my present 
right to the city. For as you have 
intimated I don’ t see how the present 
company could afford to keep up 
their system in competition with a 
city system and we should have to 
call on the city for water at last.

1 believe Artesia ought to own and 
operate her water system, and I be­
lieve she ought to buy out the pres­
ent water company, if it can be done 
at a reasonable price, but if they in­
sist on an extortionate price she 
should put in an independent sys­
tem. It certainly ought not be a 
very difficult matter to make an ap­
proximate estimate o f the value of 
the present system. I f  the cost of 
the old system cannot be ascertained 
our council can certainly get esti­
mates on a new system o f equal ex­
tent and the new system will cer­
tainly be worth more than the old. 
In estimating the value of the old 
system o f course the city would 
have to take into consideration the 
rights that have been aold by the 
company, and which the city would 
have to pay for i f  she got tnem, and 
deduct the amount from the value of 
the system. 150 rights at $50.00 or 
more each would amount to a con­
siderable sum and go a long way 
towards putting in a new system.

In justice to all the citizens of 
Artesia the council should offer the! 
company what their present system 
ia fairly worth and no more.

It is to be hoped that each individ­
ual who owns a water right will see 
that It is to his interest and for the : 
welfare of the people for him to sell ; 
it to the city. I f  it is possible to | 
obtain these rights and proceed on 
the plan laid out, I am in favor o f 
putting in a new system.

teachers— their specialty being to 
teach one day a week instead ot live. 
It  is not didicult  to understand why 
Ju Jge  Freeman should be invued to 
address you fur w« know that the 
Great Creator, in Uis iiihuite good 
ness and wisdom gave to him that 
rare and princely endowment,  the 
gift of  eloquence; we know that his 
lips have been touched with the di­
vine tire of  oratory, and that his 
heart and brain, l ike gushing toun- 
tains, teem with the rich beauties of  
poetic prose. 1 promise you the rai- 
est treat of your  life when you listen 
to him tomorrow murning. But why 
go turiher? Why  invite a man who 
Is nut an othcial,  nut au expert,  not 
a teacher, not an orator? In tiie 
strictest contideiice 1 will teil you; 
I am the oldest luhabi iant.  The ol d­
est inhabitant is always interesting, 
even though the interest be that of  a 
curious fossil, or a rare brand of 
mummy.  .Mr. Kerr doubtless invited 
me to speak to you on the theory 
that  even up-to-date men and womeii 
might  enjoy for a moment a voice 
from the past.

When 1 came to the Pecos Valley  
there was no school between Roswell 
and Pecos City,  Texa.s, a distance of  
about 200 miles,  except,  possibly, one 
at old Meven Rivers. The school­
master, bubbling over with wisdom, 
and the schoolmarm, that beautiful  
blossom of modern American life, 
were both conspicuous by their ab­
sence. The trip Irom Carlsbad to 
Roswell  was not made on the .Santa 
Fe  Flyer,  but with the faiihtul  mule 
or the festive broncho. It took two 
days, pour food, bad water, grimey 
dust, scorching winds, burning sun, 
roads full  o f  chuck holes, on every 
Bide treeless, houseless, fenceless 
plains greeted the eye. Where now 
can be found pjosperous towns, rich 
farms and happy homes, thousands 
of  cattle and antelope without n u m ­
ber roamed at will; the jack rabbit, 
the prairie dog and the owl held high 
l A ’̂ nival, and the weird cry of  the 
omnipresent coyote broke the st i l l ­
ness of  the ni|.,ht.

But a change came. At  that time, 
17 years ago, our school laws were 
inimical  to the formation of  new dis­
tricts. The law provided that a dis­
trict could not draw public money 
until  it had maintained a public 
school for at least four months,  and 
the law also provided a heavy penalty 
it the sch<X)l trustees incurred a debt 
for school purposes. These two pro­
visions eflectually prevented the es­
tablishment of  a school without first 
putting up money enough to conduct 
it for four months.  We applied to 
the county superintendent for per- 
iiiiasion to organize J'istrict No. 2 i, 
Lincoln county,  the present Carlsbad 
district.  W'e had ttiree children of 
scholastic age within the district. Mr. 
Charles B Eddy,  to whose noble gen­
erosity, poetic imagination and sub­
lime faith the Pecos Val ley  owes 
more than it ever will or can repay, 
bui lt  a school house. We wrote a 
Huoscription paper and I, personally 
—  I beg psr<lon for the peisonal  ref­
erence— raised #105 per month for 
four months in less than a d a y ’s t ime 
and only two of  the men on that list 
had children to send to school. The 
majority of  them were young,  un­
married men, but their hearts were 
fired with faith and courage and they 
believed in the Pecos Valley.

Let us hope that with prophetic 
eye,  they saw the simmering gleam 
of  thi* glorious day— although its 
mellow light had not yet brightend 
the eastern sky But the educat ion­
al history of  Eddy county  han not 
been one of unalloyed success. It

has not been a flower strewn path­
way. 1 well remember that the 
teachers at Carlsbad would come to 
my oftice at the end of each month 
with their school warrants and 1 
would endorse on the back the words 
“ I’resented for payment ,”  give the 
name and the date and then add the 
hateful legend “ No funds”  and sign 
my name as treasurer of the school 
board. The teachers would then go 
out into the town and trade the war­
rants off at 50 cents on the dollar for 
poor goods at high prices. But an- 
oiner  change c.iine. .\n Eddy county 
school warrant is today worth 100 
cents on the dollar, payable on d e ­
mand 111 the current coin of  the 
realm, and 1 pause to pay my re­
spects to the man who has been 
largely instrumental  in accomplish- 
iiig tliis result.  The  man by whose 
courage, integrity and sagacity the 
educational  institutions of  Eddy 
county have been made the peer of 
anything in the territory is none 
other than our venerable superin- 
ten Jenl,  .Mr. Kerr.

1 want to make a confession. C o n ­
fession is good for the soul.

1 was once a teacher myself,  but 1 
reformed and became a real estate 
man. Yes,  1 was a teachei in the 
good old fogy days when each teach­
er was a law unto himself  and be ­
fore the exact science of  pedagogy 
was invented.

I have attended many institutes, 
and listened to many speecdies by 
outsideis who did n’ t know the difler- 
ence between a blackboard and a 
saddle blanket.  They told us how 
to teach, what to teach, when to 
teach and w hat not to teach, and 
you are expect ing the same kind of  a 
talk from me. 1 will admit that 1 
know more about teaching than you 
do an<l could give you some very 
valuable suggestions but 1 am not 
going  to do It . 1 am going to fool 
you just once. You  have for the 
past forty years— the time part of 
this is for the gentlemen only— been 
told that the profession of teaching 
IS the most honorable on earth. That 
it not onlv blesses the student but 
that it ennobles the teacher. That 
you mould public opinion.  That by 
having charge of  the rising gener­
ation you control the destinies of  the 
future— the weal or woe of  thecount- 
less multitudes who will hereafter 
enter upon the stage of life, play 
their l i f l e  jiart as we do now an.l 
then turn tlieir tottering footsteps to 
ll.e west and give place to others as 
we soon will d j .  Y'ou have been 
told that you are doing this fur noth­
ing, that you labor not for salary but 
tor the love of  the work and that the 
Recording Angel  keeps your account 
not on the page devoted to the mon­
ey-grabbing 111 irtal, but in a separ­
ate book ressrced especially for those 
whose reward is nut silver and gold, 
but the satisfaction of a great and 
{ihilanthropic work well  done. This 
is true and I a.n happy to pay my 
tribute o f  admiration and respect to 
the const rvative and devoted teachers

But I am going to speak to you 
about an avucal ion or profession, the 
devotees of which are often mis­
understood and frequently much ma­
ligned. A business as necessay to 
the material  developement of the 
west as sun is to daylight  The men 
engaged in this avocation have 
blazed a trail through trackless for­
ests and erected guide posts that the 
teeming multi tudes  of the east could 
find homes in this western domain 
and here work out the great piublems 
of domestic happiness, civic right­
eousness and political  treedom. They 
nave built  railroads without owning 
them. They have founded cities 
without profiting by them. They 
have, from the stubborn desert, 
carved out states and teriilories, adil 
have been forgotten by the ungrate­
ful people whom they have made 
rich and prosperous They have 
bui lt  school houses wherein respect 
for their noble deeds has never been 
taught.  T h ' y  have erected churches 
at whose alters no prayer for the re­
pose of  their souls has ever been ut­
tered. They  have dotted the west 
with happ^ homes, around whose 
hearth stones their ruin has been 
plotted. They  have merited much 
and received nothing.  .Sofne few 
have accumulated wealth.  n some 
honors have been bestowed, but the 
great majority of  this strenuous band 
of  courageous pioneers have gone 
down to their graves uncoflined, un­
knel led and unsung

Let tlie Recording Angel  who takes 
note of  ttie forgotten deeds of forgot­
ten heroes write their names in let­

ters of  immortal tire in the great reg­
ister wherein is listed the lovers of 
m e n .

But who are these men? Bhall I 
name them? They are the real 
estate men— the plain, ordinary real 
t stale agent of  coiniiieice, much m a ­
ligned and much iiiisumlerslu.U. 
Tbey  are the men whose service* are 
often needed and whose compeiisa- 
tion IS often withheld.

in speaking of  real e-ta 'e  men, 1 
do not wish to include the man who 
engages in it lemporai ily,  simply be­
cause he can find nothing else to do.

I 1 do not inean the man wiio has tried 
every line • f business Iroin banker to 
peanut vender,  every trade from civil 
engineer to ditch digger, every pro 
fession from teacher to bookkeeper—  
and who has failed at all ot them. 
U ho as a last resort scrapes money 
enough together to buy a tin sign, a 
pine table, a chair, a pad of paper, a 
lead pencil  and then blossoms out as 
expert i n soil.s and a judg e  of  values. 
Even ibe-ie are not bad. They  are 
simply nnfor lunate.  \\ ho can judge 
the teinptalions to which they are 
exjiosed. W ho can uiulerstand the 
struggles of a man of  his class when, 
without a dollar*iii his pocket he sees 
a commission ahead, and wbo feeN 
the tugging of his hiiiigrv children at 
his coat tails and hears their plaint iff 
cry: “ Now lather,  now is the time to 
gel  us bread.”

Judge not lest ye be judged.
In that greatest of  all  romances—  

the most wonderful  book written 
since the new testament fell from the 
inspired pens of  the Apostolic lath­
ers— Victor H u g o ’s Les Miserables 
Jean Valj iaii ,  after se.arching in vain 
for work, is represented as thrusting 
his hand through a bake shop and 
taking a loaf o f  bread to save the 
lives of  the seven starving children 
of his widowed sister.

I am 
sfieaking especially of  the men who 
make the real es ia 'e  business a liie 
work. .Men who ate proud of it. 1 
Men who are jea lous  of  its good 
name .Men who take their con­
science with them in their daily- 
work. Men who hold their own self  
respect above gold and who wish to 
give to their chi ldn n Ihe i>riceless i 
legacy of  reputaion unsullied and 
unassailable.

These are the men who have built  
the west. These are the men in the 
presence of  whose shades I stand un­
covered and to whose memory I pay 
my loving tribute

If  today a flower should be pluck­
ed for every unrewarded publ ic lene- 
fiiction performed by them,  tomor­
row’s sun Would greet a blossomless 
earth.

To him who overcomes, a great re­
ward is given.  To him who is 
tempted and sins not a crown of  life 
Is promised. 1 venture to say that 
of all classes of  business men, the 
real estate man is tempted more fre­
quent ly  and falls less often. It is a 
wonder that he is not a misanthro- 
pirt, that his hand is not turned 
against his neighbor He is distress­
ed by his principal and sii pteted by 
his customer and sometimes after 
profiting by his efforts they put their 
unholy heads together and plot his 
undoing.

I have been a real estate man all 
my business life—since my refoim 
al ion-and I have known many good 
men, straight, square and honorable,  
who would deliberately seek services, 
take advantage of  my technical 
know ledge, of  my long years of ex 
perieHce and when a deal was nearly 
closed, throw me with no more 
(jualins of  conscience than a South 
8ea Islander feels whi le eating a m i s ­
sionary.

These good men have stolen my 
customer and by shrewd inuendo and 
copious slander of  the fraternity in 
general poisons his mind and inci­
dentally  sell him a gyp bed worth 25 
cents for #25 per acre and then with 
modest mein and sanctimonious so ­
lemnity pat the victim on the back 
and say: “ Beware of the real estate 
man, he will do you every lime. If 
you want the truth come to m e . , ’

Do you mean to tell me that the 
word of  a real estate man is not as 
good as that of  any business or pio- 
fessioiial man on earth If yon do I 
brand the a-«seriion as a falsehood so 
monumental  that the author of  lies 
would hesitate to utter it.

W hen the subscription pajier for 
sotne worthy cause, piitdic or)>rivate, 
passes from han<l to hand, who sub­
scribes the mtist fr»-qoently and most 
l ibeta lly— the tner h i n t  or real estate 
man? Who flo<>d,t the east with 
graphic descrifitions of  this western 
wonderland? W h o pays the printer? 
Who brings by the train load the 
bone and sinew, the iieaiitv and the 
chivair  of  the middle west areas,

plains to your  very door*? W ho gives 
their time, their moiiev, their talents 
and their v iial i iy  to advertise the 
whole country and thus make the 
land for w liich you paid #125 per 
acre sell for #100 per acre with the 
real estate man beaten out of  h>s 
coiiiiiiission.

Let me tell you. You  may take 
all the lawyers, all the preachers, all 
(he doctors, all the tea<;liers, all the 
merchants,  all the mechanics and all 
I lie farmers that  ever crosseil the 
Mississippi river and all who have 
been bred and reared this side of  
iliHl terpid stieam and they have 
not contriiuiled a fraction to the 
material development  of  the West 
compared to the work performed by 
I he real estate men. I venture the 
assertion that had it not been for the 
members of this fraternity not a mi l­
lion people would now inhabit the 
vast plain that stretches from the 
•Mississippi to the Rocky Mountains.  
Bill  why make this special plea In 
this special audience.  Because I do 
believe t l ia f y o u  mould publ ic seiiii- 
inent, and that you are not only 
earne-t seekers after irii lh,  but fear­
less teachers of  the truth and we are 
wil l ing to rest oiir case with you.
