“ It is particularity 
this feaat of Epiphany, or feast o f the 
three holy kings, that we should medi­
tate on the honor due our Lord, and 
the reverence we should show to Him 
and to His Holy Name.

These a-ise and pioua rulers, when 
they saw the star tliat revealed to 
them the birth of a saviour, made 
haste to And Him, to adore Him and 
to offer sacrifltVS to Him. They had 
many difficulties to overcome; the 
journey was long and they were com- 
peled to search diligently in order to 
And Him. but neither the distance nor 
the difficulties deterred them and 
as a reward they found their Saviour.

I We should emulate their examples 
I and not let worldly obstacles discour* 
'age ua; for if we persevere, we too 
' shall dud Him.

The gifts be,towed were significant:
! the offering o f gold was a racogiiiiion 
I of the kingship of our Lord, the offer- 
I ing of incense was a recognition of His 
I divinity, the offering of myrrh was in 
! Iionur of His humanity. Thus did the 
gifts syinbolisellia threefold attributes 

I “ We too should offer up a threefold 
! gift; the gold o f love, the inceiue of 
devotion and the myrrh o f self denial.

“ Ws should also venerate the name 
i o f Jesus. It is a title l>estowed by C cmI 
Himself. The Angel Gabriel said to 
His Blessed Mother at the time of the 
annuclation,“ Thou shalt bring forth a 
son and thoushaltcall His name Jesus.'

Again to St Joseph the Angel o f the 
lx>rd said; “  Thou Shalt call His name 
Jtrsus; fur He shall save His people 
from their sine.”  Holy Scripture telle 
us that there is no other name given 
to us under the sun whereby we may 
be saved; and tliat at this name every 
anee should bow. In this name deviU 
were cast out, and by it the apoetles 
were preserved from harm. Our Lord 
promise<l that what soever should be 
asked in His name should l>e granted 
This of course implies that the thing 

asked nrust be proper and asked in a 
prooer spirit.
In the Old Testament the name Jesus, 

which signitles savior, was conferred 
upon several wlio led the chosen peo­
ple out o f lK>ndage. The name Joshua 
is another w iy  of pronouncing Jesus.

The church, therefore, lu addition to 
urging USN to ever venerate this Holy 
Name,has set apart a speeial feast day 
or holy day, known as the feast of the 
Holy Name, upon which we are urged 
to especially meditate in the great 
blessi|jgs bestowed on humanity by 
Jesus.

We shouhl never take the name of 
Jeeus in vain or use it in a light or 
irreverent manner. When we mention 
the name of our Lord, let it be with 
reverence and let us remember tRe 
priceless boon which He who here it 
conferred on us. Let us remember 
how He suffered and died fur us; the 
sacrifice He made, if  Christ hau suf-- 
fered less. ha<l He not been obedient 
unto death He would not have been 
Our Saviour.

*‘W e have many beautiful baptismal 
nauiee. names o f Angels and of Saints 
and we often do little credit to them, 
But Jesus alone was all that His name 
•ignified.

A ll the apostles and all the saints 
venerated this name. I.s!t us do like­
wise.

We become new creatures in Christ by 
a new birth. "Except a man be born 
again (anew) he cannot see the kingdom 
of God” John 3:3. This new kingdom 
consists in our Mrtg born of water and 
of the Spirit—a birth of two parents,not 
of one. John 3:5. In this new birth we 
change our relationship to Ood—become 
sons of God—“ and because ye arc sons 
God hath sent forth the Spirit of his son 
into your hearts crying.

The soil seems to lie almost 
Isuiiidless in fertility. A pn'r 
of giMsl horses and a plow will 
break the nntive soil. It pro 
(luces almost anything in the 
way of crops, Indian corn, Kaf­
fir corn, milo maize, oats, har- 
le\v for grain. Alfalfa is the 
great ha> eroi>,aiid in fact most 
st(K‘k will do well on it the 
year round without grain. 
When once well set alfalfa d<H*s 
not need re.sefting for several 
years, an*l it yields iinmensely. 
It is usually cut from four to 

I seven times each season if well 
I watered and cared for, yitdding 
I from one and a half to two and 
a half tons per aery each cut­
ting.
