Many eth­
er things can be said favorable to town 
and country, but space forbids. Ws will 
only add that every visitor is mads wel­
come by the kind-hearted citizens, and 
if it s svsr your good fortune to visit Ar­
tesia, ws want you to meet Mr. and Mrs. 
J. M. Conn, special friends of ours, who 
so kindly and royally ontertained us and 
showed us ths country and scenes of in­
terest around and about Artesia, and if 
the Lord is willing, ws hope to be per­
manently located on our farm 2 miles 
of Artesia, by Dec. 25. 1907. We will 
be glad to entorUin any of our friends at 
any time, you will always find ths latch 
string on the ouUide. Hoping we have

In onler to form an approxi­
mate estimate of the luiinlierof 
sacks it will l>e necessary to 
purchase in onler to haiutle 
tlieir portion of the export trade, 
the Joyce-l’rnit peofile liave 
collected data in regard to the 
amount of oats sown in the 
territory depending on each 
town in which they are doing 
husiness.

With reference to Artesia 
and the country lying hetween 
Dayton and Luke .\rtimr which 
wilt normally market its cn>p 
here, they found a total o f  1800 
acres of fall outs already planted 
In addition to this landswne s 
are pn'paring to plant at least 
7a0 acres more tiiakiug u total 
of 22IjO acres.

The averei’ge production of 
oats |M*r acres here last year 
was 4H bushels.

Some small fields yielded as 
high us seventy bushels per 
acre, hut average, for this |K>r- 
tion of the valley is given alnive

Assuming that the average 
pnxluction will Ik* tlie same 
this year, tlie oat crop within 
the territor>- named will amount 
to 117,1100 hnshels.

People here say that condi­
tions are nmcli more favorable 
here tliis year tlian last, as far 
as oat prospects are concerned, 
owing to the unusual amount 
of moisture tliat has fallen.

As u result of thisinvestiga- 
tion, tlie Joyce-I’mit Com- 
l>any oniereil u whole car load 
”f grain hags for Artesia for 
the coming year.for the out crop 
alone. This is twice us many 
as it was deemed ucttcssar.v t'» 
onler last\ear to hainile Isitli 
t'nrii and oat crop.

This is all imlicntive />f the 
activity shown here this year. 
People do not make their living 
on oats alone, hut when planted 
in tlie fall or in theearley spring 
can be liarvesteil in time for an- 
otlier crop.

F. J. Sliort. is breaking 2<>0 
acres wliicli lie will pBmt in 
oats as sfsin as hmken and tlien 
when that crop is harvested 
will seed it all in alfalfa.

The Jewish farmer labored under dif­

ficulties, he lived in the walled town, h# 
farmed sut perhaps several milat. Each 
morning he went forth to ni* labor, each 
evening he came in tired from hi* task. 
In the text he is described as weeping 
Does he weep because he must leave hit 
family and toil alone or does he weep 
because of the hopelessness of hit toil? 
The soil is poor; he cannot have a large 
crop. Drouths are frequent he may not 
have any crop. And tven if those con­
ditions do not obtain, the enemies of his 
Fatherland may steal the fruits 
of his labor.
