W ater Officer 
Talks To Rotary 
On Fertilizer

Kent Carver, assistant man­
ager of High Plains Under­
ground Water District No. Two, 
of Lubbock, was guest speaker 
for the Muleshoe Rotary Club 
on Tuesday.

He focused his talk on the 
water efficiency, versus water­
ing using fertilizer. Carver said 
you use the same amount of 
water either way. however, the 
yields arc generally much better 
with the fertilizer.

He said soils in Bailey County 
are low in nitrogen and phos­
phorus. and encouraged soil 
sampling. He said soil samples 
can now be taken at a four foot 
depth, compared to the former 
maximum one foot depth, and 
says the deeper sample makes a 
great difference.

The speaker also spoke on 
fertilizer in water supplies, 
commenting that agiicuitural 
fertilizer docs not pollute rivers 
or the aquifer.

Dr. Tom Bonds was in charge 
of the program for Tuesday.

Horse, Burro Adoption 
Dates Are Released

Three wild horse and burro 
adoptions have been scheduled 
at the Muleshoe Wild Horse 
and Burro Distribution Center in
Muleshoe.

The dates arc: July 26 and 
27; August 23 and 24; and 
September 20 and 21.

Mulcshoc's facility, located 15 
miles west of Muleshoe on 
Highway 1760, was designated 
a holding facility for wild horses 
and burros last July. The 
Bureau of Land Management 
ships animals from Muleshoe to 
various locations for adoption 
under the Department of Inter­
ior’ s Adopt-A-Horsc and Burro 
program,

The Muleshoe center has 
recently been approved for 
adoptions on scheduled week­
ends. It will also continue to 
serve as a holding facility for 
shipment of animals to tempor­
ary adoption locations.

The scheduled adoptions w ill 
begin at 8 a.m. each day. 
Drawings will be used to 
determine the order of select­
ions. Applications will be taken, 
screened and processed on the 
spot as quickly as possible. 
However, people are encou­
raged to apply early to avoid 
delays.

To adopt, you must be of 
legal age and able to provide 
adequate care and facilities for 
the animals. The BLM adoption 
fee is $125 for each horse and 
$75 for each burro.

The program helps alleviate 
the over-population of the herds 
and ensure balanced multiple 
use of BLM land. Currently 
there are an estimated 50,000 
wild horses and burros in the 
western sta • s. The manage­
ment goal is 25.000 to 30.000 
animals.

As the EMT’s and parame­
dics worked on the shooting 
victim in the ditch the officers 
were busy attempting to calm 
two emotionally upset families, 
whose relatives were involved in 
the shooting.

Term Senility 
Is Misleading

Calling an elderly relative or 
friend “ senile”  is misleading 
and can cause a loss of 
self-confidence, says gerontolo­
gist Dr. Judith Warren.

“ Senility is not a disease, nor 
is it a normal sign of growing 
old ." states the Texas A&M 
University Agricultural Exten­
sion Service specialist. “ It’ s 
simply a clinical term used to 
describe a large number of 
conditions with an equally large 
number of causes.”

Warren points out that some 
clinical symptoms of senility, 
such as serious forgetfulness, 
confusion and certain personali­
ty and behavior changes in 
older people may be the result 
of emotional stress.

“ The loss of friends and 
relatives through death, chan­
ges in living arrangements and 
lifestyle may cause the elder to 
be depressed, but that doesn’ t 
mean he or she is senile." the 
specialist says.

Slight confusion or occasional 
forgetting may signify an over­
load to facts in the brain’s 
storehouse of information rather 
than senility.

There are a number of 
medical conditions associated 
with mental decline in old age. 
including multi-infarct demen­
tia. Alzheimer’s disease and 
Parkinson's disease.

She stresses that only a 
thorough medical. physical, 
neurological and psychiatric 
evaluation by physicians can 
confirm or deny the presence of 
these conditions.

Even healthy people may 
show certain physical and men­
tal changes which a lay person 
may find similar to the symp­
toms of a person diagnosed as 
having Alzheimer’s disease or 
one of the other types of 
dementia.

Because elders may worry 
about losing their mental capa­
bilities to disease, careless Use 
of the term “ senile" can raise 
their doubts and fears. Warren 
says, and become a “ Sclf-ful- 
filiing prophecy.”

An otherwise healthy older 
person who mistakenly believes 
he or she is "senile”  may 
withdraw and behave in ways 
that lead to declining health 
because of the worry, loss of 
contact with people, apathy, 
failure to meet other health 
needs and poor nutrition.

“ One of the best things we 
can do for our elders is to stop 
assuming that they are or will 
eventually become senile,”  con- 

. eludes Warren.

AT RISK AND HOW DANGER­
OUS IS IT?

Cytomegalovirus, or CMV, is 
one of the four types of herpes 
viruses. Many of us have it and 
don’ t even know it, and it is 
generally not harmful to adults. 
However, CMV can be extreme­
ly dangerous to newborns.

CMV was first identified in 
humans in 1956. You may have 
heard more about it recently 
because of its association with 
acquired immune deficiency 
syndrome (AIDS). It has been 
known for sonic time that most 
gay men have CMV. which can 
be transmitted sexually or 
through the blood. Doctors now 
suspect that sonic o f the 
complications of AIDS may be 
related to the fact that they 
have CMV.

But in most adults. CMV 
causes no symptoms or only 
mild mononucleosis-like symp­
toms, including fever and fati­
gue. There is no treatment for 
it, but most adults recover on 
their own within two to four 
weeks, with aspiring and bed­
rest.

Sonic immunosuppressed pa­
tients. <>uch as those with 
leukemia, can get CMV from 
the donor of bilbo marrow 4or 
the donor of An organ in Jibe, 
case of transplant patients) and 
can die from the complications. 
Sonic clinicians arc now recom­
mending that all donors and 
recipients be checked for CMV 
first to avoid this risk.

(Italian Zuppa lnglcsc)
Vi cup sugar. V* cup corn­

starch, 1/8 teaspoon salt. 2 cups 
milk.

Vi teaspoon vanilla 
extract. 2 tablespoons creme de 
cacao. Vi cup dark rum. V* cup 
marsala wine, 1 pound cake, cut 
into Vi-inch cubes. Vs cup heavy 
cream, whipped. Garnish: 
chopped candied fruits, toasted 
almonds or maraschino cherries.

In a . small saucepan, mit 
sugar, cornstarch and salt. Stir 
in milk and cook over moderate 
heat, stirring constantly until 
mixture thickens and comes to a 
simmer. Beat about Vi cup hot 
custard into egg yolks: return to 
saucepan and cook a few 
minutes longer, stirring con­
stantly until mixture thickens.

Extension Service To Train 
Family Day Care Providers

The home economics program 
of the Texas A&M University 
Agricultural Extension Service 
(TAEX) will offer a training 
program for home day care 
providers beginning in August.

Dr. Lynn White, Extension 
family sciences project super­
visor. says the program is 
designed for care providers who 
do not have training opportuni­
ties available in their area, or 
those whose home day care 
businesses and family responsi­
bilities keep them too busy to 
attend outside classes and 
workshops.

TAEX specialists developed 
the self-instructional child care 
manual and videotape scries on 
nutrition, health and safety, 
child development and home 
business management which 
will be available through county 
Extension offices.

Development of the program 
has been funded in part by 
grants from the Texas Depart­
ment of Human Services and 
the Corporate Child Care Fund 
for Texas.

White says that more thafl
469.000 Texas families rely on 
some type of child care outside 
the home, with the majority of 
very young children receiving 
•care from women who care for 
children in their family homes.

“ Further education for family 
day care providers is a step 
toward greater professionalism 
for them and toward quality 
child care for young children in 
Texas,”  White remarks.

Diane Welch. Extension fam­
ily life specialist and program 
coordinator, says there are over
18.000 family day care providers 
registered with the Texas De­
partment of Human Services 
and estimates of an equal 
number of unregistered provid­
ers.

She explains that Extension 
home economists will initiate 
the program for these family 
day care providers in 29 
counties during late summer 
and fall. By January 1987, the 
program will be available in all 
Texas counties.

The counties receiving the 
training program in August arei 
Randall. Potter. Scurry, Parmer. 
Wichita. Baylor, Young. Hunt, 
Kaufman. Lamar, Harrison, 
Midland, Runnels, Tom Green, 
McLennan.

Verde, Kerr, San Patricio, 
Aransas.

Camping out overnight pre­

sents special food safety pro­
blems but you can plan ahead to 
solve them. The biggest pro­
blem is lack of refrigeration. 
Even on short overnight trips 
you’ ll need to keep cooler space 
for fresh meat and poultry, 
milk, butter, and eggs. If the 
trip involves several meals: 
supper the First night, plus 
meals and snacks the following 
days: here are some suggestions 
for handling food:

♦Don't take any more foods 
that need iec to keep cool than 
you can use early in the trip. 
For later use take along canned 
meats and Fish, vegetables, 
soups, and stews, dry cooked 
cereals, and peanut butter.

♦Camping _ stores have a 
variety of dehydrated foods, 
including dried meat sticks, 
dried fruits, and nut mixes and 
even whole dried dinners. For 
beef stew in a pouch, for 
example, you just add boiling 
water.

♦If you catch Fish, remember 
they’ re highly perishable. After 
cleaning, wash the Fish thor­
oughly and cook immediately or 
wrap the Fish tightly and keep it 
in the cooler with ice for no 
longer than 24 hours.

♦To help keep your ice chest 
cool longer, wrap the cooler in 
newspapers and put it in a 
sleeping bag in the shade while 
you’ re hiking, Fishing, or boat­
ing.

♦Keep the same standards of 
cleanliness for cooking as you 
would at home. Clean your 
hands before working with food

Bailey County Law Enforcement 
Center immediately with Henry 
Carrion. J.. after taking him 
into custody moments after 
arriving at the shooting site. He 
then returned to the site to 
assist with the investigation.

As Lt. Wayne Holmes, second 
in command o f the police 
department, and his family had 
left on vacation late last week; 
and MPD Chief Les Irvin was 
reported to be somewhere in the 
Dallas area. Sgts. Bonham and 
Dominguez headed up the 
investigation, and proved their 
training and maturity with 
expert handling of the entire 
investigation.

Hysterical family members 
filled the hallways around the 
emergency room at West Plains 
Medical Center while Drs. Jack 
McCarty and Henry Muyshondt. 
three nurses and other emer­
gency personnel attempted to 
revive the victim.

After all emergency proce­
dures failed to produce a steady 
and continuing heartbeat, the 
family was told the victim had 
expired.

A number of witnesses, in the 
meantime, were giving state­
ments at -the Muleshoc City 
Police Department.

Monday morning. Carrion 
was taken before a justice of the 
peace and was arraigned on a 
charge of murder. Bond was 
denied and he is in the Bailey 
County jail.

Cont. from Page I 
reduction in interest rates by a 
bank of up to two points. That 
agreement can result in a 
reduction of up to four points 
for the farmers.

The Approved Lender pro­
gram had attracted 1.300 banks 
as of April 30. An approved 
lender is a bank or other 
lending institution whose forms 
and paperwork have been ap­
proved by FmHA in advance. 
Guarantee requests from ap­
proved lenders arc given high 
priority by the agency.

"Private sector lenders have 
accepted the new FmHA pro­
grams designed to help as many 
efficient farmers as possible to 
stay in business, "  Futch said. 
"The word is out that the 
Federal Government can no 
longer afford to meet all the 
demands for operating funds 
from farmers who arc facing 
financial difficulty.

Spider Mite 
Can Damage 
Your Plant

Spider mites arc tiny but they 
can cause big problems in home 
gardens.

These pests prefer tomatoes, 
beans and peas and do most of 
their damage in hot. dry 
weather, points out Spencer 
Tanksley. county agent with the 
Texas Agriculture Extension 
Service, The Texas A&M Uni­
versity System.

Spider mites, also called red 
spiders, arc only I /60-inch in 
length and vary in color from 
white to green to red.

The tiny pests can build up 
quickly and completely engulf 
plants. They lay eggs on the 
underside of leaves, which 
hatch in four to five days. A 
complete life cycle takes three 
weeks, and as many as 20 
overlapping generations can oc­
cur in a single year.

Mites spin a thin web which 
often can be seen on the 
’underside of an infested leaf.

They feed by inserting their 
mouth-parts into the tissue and 
sucking juice from the plant. 
While feeding, they inject toxic 
substances into the plant, 
Tanksley explains.

Infestations of spider mites 
can be identified by tiny white 
spots on the underside of a leaf. 
Heavy infestations cause
bleaching or yellowing, first 
along the main leaf veins and 
then throughout the plant. The 
plant may also shed buds and 
small fruit. Spider mites can 
completely defoliate a plant if 
not controlled. Tanksley says.

Control of spider mites is 
often difficult and requires from 
two to four applications of 
insecticide at five-day intervals. 
Plants should be cheeked fre­
quently for spider mites since 
the pests can build up rapidly.

Insecticides registered for 
controlling spider mites in 
gardens arc diazinon and kcl- 
thanc.

As always, read and follow- 
label directions on all insecti­
cides. cautions Tanksley.

AUSTIN • As Texans search for 
answers to the state’s deepening 
financial crisis, it becomes in- 
•creasingly apparent that the possi­
bility o f new or expanded state 
taxes cannot be ignored.

We face a deficit o f $2.3 billion 
for the current biennium. By the 
next biennium that deficit could 

,expand to $6 billion. The chances 
jof budget-cutting alone erasing the 
deficit are slim since, as we dis­
cussed last week, 90 percent of 
the state's budget is tied up in four 
areas — education, social services, 

i highways and prisons — that 
probably cannot be cut too heavily.

This is not to say taxes are the 
only alternative; they’re not. We 
firmly believe taxes shouldn’t even 
be considered seriously until an 
exhaustive effort has been made to 
trim the state budget to a bare-bone 
minimum.
1 However, it would be foolish to 
pin all our hopes on budget-cutting. 
And, since Gov. Mark White has 
said he probably will call the 
Legislature into session this summer 
'to address our budget woes, this 
seems an appropriate time to 
examine our tax alternatives.

Expanding the sales tax to include 
services currently not taxed could 
raise as much as $3.5 billion or as 
little as $15 million during the next 
three years. The amount of
increase would depend largely on 
what new items were taxed. None 
of those estimates, by the way, 
include a sales tax on groceries or

Most political experts are saying 
the sales tax is where the action, if 
there is any, will be. State Comp­
troller Bob Bullock, for instance,
points out that Texas’ tax struc­
ture bears little resemblence to its 
economy. We tax oil and gas
heavily, yet the energy industry is 
on the decline. -tOur service indus­
try  is the stated fastest-growing, 
and it also is virtually untaxed.

Next to the sales tax, the revenue 
option most closely examined will 
be pari-mutuel wagering.
