Be it enac\eu by the Legislative As-
sembly of tha Territory of New Mexico:
. Rection 1. That any A tesian Well
that is not tightly and securely cased,
;apped or furnished with such mechani-
al appliances ad will readily and effec-
tively arrest and prevent the flow of

vater from such well, is hereby declared
o be a public nulsange. The owner,
enant, or ocoupant of the land upon

which such well is sitpated who causes,
suffers such public nuisance,
or suffers or permits it to remain or con-
mnue, is ghilty of a misdemeaner.
