Commissioner Ballinger’s order |
is directed at an alleged abuse of
the law allowing the purchasing
from the government by auction
sale of ““isolated tracts”’ of land.
The commissioner believes this
privilege has been abused. puar-
ticularly as one applicant now
has pending thirty-three applica
tions to purchase different “‘iso-
lated tracts.”’ The order cancils
all such pending applications and
makes a further requirement that
all applications hereafter to have

such tracts held at auction .nust
be accomanied with an aflidavit, |
