Th-s miiundarkuindins 
resulted from s conversation he had 
with Gayle Talbot in Santa Fe last win­
ter. He *ays he was there on another 
misivlon. One day he met wr. Talbot' 
who in response to a query, stated that 
he was there as a member of a commit­
tee seeking the creation of Artesia coun­
ty. Rev. Gray says he forthwith ex­
pressed hit opinion, which was against 
the proposition. There does not seem 
to be any disagreement between th e  
gentlemen in regard to what was said.

Rev. Gray says that he did not hold a 
similar conversation with anyone else; 
that he did not express his opinion to any 
member of either house or hold any con­
versation with them about it; that he did 
not participate in the anticounty move­
ment. did not sign the anti-county peti­
tion and left Santa Fe to avoid taking 
part. At the same time he says that he 
can see how it is natural for a gentle­
man in Mr. Talbot’s position to infer from 
the circumstances that he was there in 
Carlsbad.s behalf. Regarding wells, he 
says that the misunderstanding arose 
through his failure to fully explain his 
ideas. He says he it convinced tnat all 
talk concerning a failure of the artesian 
water supply in the future ie groundless, 
from thesize of watershed and the exist­
ence of the geological fault below Lake- 
wood which prevents its escape. A few 
wells failed through bad eating; this 
should be penalized. H o w e v e r ,  
such failures were referred to by the 
enemies of Artesia in other communities 
and it occurred to him that they would 
be so used t there. He referred to the 
matter without a fuU explanation of his 
ideas, henct his attitude was evidently 
misunderstood. We are glad that the 
explanatisn throws a new light on the 
mental attitude of Rev. Gray and also 
shows that he did nottakethe part which 
circumetancea indiceted that he did in 
the county fight.

Rev. Gray eays that he beliavee Arteeia 
should cultivate the sugar beet crop.

It has been analytically damonetrated 
and also proven by experience that ve 
have the meet suitable soil and climate 
of any part of the Union, that tiie yield it 
I arger and furnithee a greater per cent 
of sugar. If farmeis here would begin 
the cultivation ot the crop capital would 
become intereeted and Artaaia would be­
come the center of the beet raieing in­
dustry in the Southweet.

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relative merits of
LIQUID AND DUST SPRAYS

Tb« Former P roved  Most Efficacious In Experiments b y  
Illinois A s r lc u ltu ra l Station.

The IlllnolB experiment station has 
condticud aonie very valuable and ex- 
tenalve experiments aloiis apraylDR 
lines, amon* them being a aeries of 
tesU to determine the ntlatlve merits 
of liquid and dual spraying applica­
tions, This psutlcular InvestlKatlon 
was carried on through the seasons of 
liK)3, 1904 and 1905. In three different 
orchards, two in the southern and one 
In the western part of the state, and 
has given some significant data regard­
ing the elflclenoy of the two methods. 
The work of the Illtnola test consisted 
of spraying apple trees a varying num-

; apiile scab, against which disease the 
j duet spray was entirely Ineffective. 
The effects of this lots of foliage are 
very serious. The asslmilatory proc­
esses of trees are active In propor­
tion to the working leaf surface; as 

. leaves fall, these processes diminish 
until brought to a stop by the entire 
loss of foliage, long before the work 

’ of the season should normally end 
I The fruit Is starved.does not approach 
normal sixe, and buds for the next 
year cannot be properly developed.

It also frequently happens that un 
der the stimulus of rains and high

and i>arls green, prepared In the or­
dinary way, and the treatment of other 
trees In the same orchards and on the 
same dales with an equal number of 
applications of dry bordeaux mixture 
and parts green applied as dust. Be­
tween the plats thus treated were re­
served as a control check a row of 
trees which received no spraying treat­
ment whatever. Kach method of 
spraying was accomplished as thor­
oughly at possible, by the use of the 
bi-.t machinery and i>ow»w available. 
The tests Included work on an aggre­
gate of 424 trees, 147 of which were 
spisyed with llqu]d, 1C7 with dust.

' temperatures In Octolver. leaf buds

I should remain dormant until spring, 
' unfold and expand clusters of new 
' leaves. This renewal and abnormal 
' activity of the trees affect fruit buds 
I also, a considerable portion of them 
; have been observed to swell and some 
expand the flowers. All this is greatly 
to the detriment of the trees and fatal 
to the prospective croj) for the next 

‘ year. It emphasizes the necessity of 
’ such treatment as will retain the foil 
age In working coudltion until the 

I end of the season.
Differences In the quality and quan

and 110 maintained as control trees, 
which received no epray.

The use of liquid bordeaux arsenite 
mixture has come Into general use 
and wherever properly applied will 
give very eatlifactory results. There 
is DO fault to be found with Its ef­
ficiency as a fungicide and insecticide. 
The dry mixture applied with arsen- 
Ites as a dust spray was promoted 
simply by a desire to decrease the 
cost and labor Involved in the appli­
cation. It does both these things, but 
Its value cannot rest upon cost and 
ease of application. The flnal test of 
value Is, and must be, efficiency In

dlffereacwt In foliage. Liquid sprayed 
trees gave smooth fruit on good size; 
dust sprayed and check trees gave 
small. Ill-formed fruit, badly marked 
by scab and of very little value even 
as evaporated stock. The accompany' 
Ing cuts, kindly loaned by the Illinois 
station, show very well just how the 
fnilt graded which was produced by 
the trees included In the experiment. 
Fig. 1 shows the picked fruit from 
one tree sprayed seven times with 
liquid bordeaux and parts green. The 
total number of apples was 1,009, di 
vided as follows;

preventing Injury from fungi and In 
killing Insects.

The records from these experiments 
show the cost o f application to one 
tree for the liquid spray, 3 62 cents, 
and for the dust spray 2.38 cents. 
The dust spray, therefore, cost 1.24 
cents or 52 per cent, less per tree than 
the liquid spray. . If cost were the 
only consideration, liquid spray would 
be quickly discarded In favor of dust 
spray, but In considering the value of 
the two methods of treatment, relative 
efficiency must take precedence over 
relative cost. The labor and material 
tor any appllcat'on Is thrown away 
Unless a profit is returned by the re­
sult secured. Any material applied 
that will not control fungus diseases 
Und chock Insect ravages falls of its 
purpose and is costly at any price.

With regard to the effects upon fo- 
'̂sge, the results of the Illinois tests 

Were identical la ail orchards and In 
sll seasons. Trees sprayed with liquid 
bordeaux and parts green retained 
their foliage In healthy working con­
dition throughout the season. Dust- 
•prayed and check trees may be placed 
together, because the behavior of the 
foliage was the same In both. Leaves 
began falling In July and. In early Sep­
tember these trees were practically 
denuded. This loss of foliage by dust 
•prayed and check trees was duo to

Fig. 2 shows the fruit from one 
tree sprayed seven times with bor­
deaux and parts green, as dust.

The Illinois experiments brought out 
the fact that the dust spray is cheap­
er than liquid spray and that It Is 
easier to transport about the orchard, 
but It has no other advantages. The 
results of the tests are sufficiently 
decisive to warrant the conclusion 
that the dust spray Is absolutely Inef­
fective as a preventive of Injury from 
prevailing orchard fungi, and that It 
is considerably less efficient as an In­
sect remedy than Is the liquid method 
of applying arsenites. This being the 
case, the efforts of the orcbardlst may 
be best expended In perfecting the 
preparation and application of the 
standard bordeaux mixture combined 
with parts green or other arsenites.

COMPOSER u r  "S A L O M E " DE 
M ANDS H IG H  R O Y A L T IE S .

Something of the Personal Side of 
Richard Strauss— Is a Hard W orker
and Fond of Domestic L ife— How 

He Won Over Kaiser.

New Orleans. — Klchard Strauss, 
comiHJser of the o|>era "Salome,’ lh<- 
most talkeil of musician of the day, 
is noted for his business sense. He 
is now frying to lntr<Hluce hero, as 
he has In Europe, the rcquireiiieiti of 
paying a royalty for every one of his 
songs that is sung In public.

He receives a royalty, of course, 
for all his symphonic works and he 
wants to arrange matters In such a 
way that he will bo able to collect 
from every manager or singer the 
sum of five dollars or more for the 
privilege of iterformlng one of his 
songs. He has done this In Uermsiiy 
and he demanded a royalty from the 
Boston Symphony Orchestra when he 
was engaged for $750 to conduct the 
annual concert for the benefit of the 
orchestra's pension fund. He got his 
own honorarium and a royalty for 
some of the songs sung hy hts wife 
and for his other compositions.

Naturally he will te  able to Intro­
duce the royalty rule with his new 
songs only, since those already pub­
lished are free to anybody who can 
buy a copy.

One of the stories told about the 
coiuiioser emphasizes this character 
Istlc. He bad been to Dresden to 
attend a rehharsal of "Salome” au'I 
on his return to Berlin was met by 
his son. The little boy ran up to greet 
his father at the station.

“ Papa,” he cried, "did you pet 
your honorarium for conducting the 
rehearsal 7”

"Now, my boy,” be said, stooping 
to kiss his brow, "now I know you 
are a true son of mine." .•

Strauss' earnings from his comp'>- 
sltlon have already been enormou.-t. 
He receives more than any other 
com|M*ser ever did for his works. 
Puccini is one of the most popular 
of contemixirary composers, hut he 
receives for • ”La Boheme,” "Tosca” 
and ".Madame Butterfly" at the .Mot- 
ro|K)H(an only $130 for every |>erform- 
anre. They are o|>eras that last an 
eutire evening.

When the production of “ Salome” 
was first suggested to the intendant 
of the Royal o|iera In Berlin he 
would have none of It. “ Feursnoth"

he managed to have himself invited 
to court. 'I'he em»»eror wanted to 
hoar the new military com|M>sltlons. 
Strauss stepped to the plauu to play 
them.

Wculd your majesty permit that 1 
remove my coat?" the iiianist asked 

His majesty gave {a^rtnission, and 
the coii'iKJsor set to work to play 
the music as well as he c<iuld. He 
put K > much effort into it that the 
emperor was delighted.

It was not long after that musical 
session that "ttalonie" was pro- 
nounevd. fit for pro<Iuctlon at the 
Royal Prussian theaier.

The composer lives In Charlotten- 
burg, and his life Is as quiet as the 
“Slnfoula Dnmestica" Indicated. He

Jose Santos Zelaya, one of tke moet pic 
turesque and fearless fighters Spanish Amartca 
has ever known. In pursuit of his ambition to bo 
the ruler of a united Central America, has stirred 
up another war, this time between Nicaragua and 
Houduras. '

Some eight years ago he quelled a revolotlon 
in his native -jouutry of Nl<*ragua and then 
calmly told the president that he (Zelaya) was 
president, giving the latter and bis cabinet 24 
hours to leave the <x»untry under pain of death.

FIFTY YEARS BACK ABODES OF ROUGH PEOPLE.

OUR COUNTRY AS IT WAS HALF A 
CENTURY AGO.

Markets th* Natural Abod* of Strong 
Language, Says Writer.

Never in the Hletory of th* World 
Have Such Vast Changes Been 

Noted— Name* on the Roll 
of Fame.

At that time our country »As a very 
much different one from that in which 
we are now living; and so great have 
been the changes that, could the lead­
ing metebants of our cities of 50 
year* ago, or the farmers who settleil 
amid the primeval tlmb«'r of the west, 
return, the former would not recog­
nize one street from another, and the 
latter would look in vain for the fields 
and woods that met their eyes from 
the doorstep, writes Morris Schaff. In 
the Atlantic Monthly The population 
of the country, now rising 80.000.000. 
was less than .32.000.000. not eounllng 
the territories; and of these 19,000,000 
were In the north, or free itate*. and 
12,000 oOO, In the south or slave stats*. 
The frontier wa* along the western 
boundary of .Arkansas.' and thence 
north to the Canadian line. The great 
tide of emigration that set In with 
the builiUng of the national road was 
still tlowlng west, while the railroad* 
and telegraph were Just beginning to 
jmsh their way after it. Steamboat*. 
■ ailed floating paiaces." could be 
seen at almost every bend of the 
beautiful Ohio and on every long 
reach of the solemnly Impressive Mis­
sissippi.

The war with .Atexico was still fresh 
In the memories cf the people, and 
the majority of the officer* who had 
gained distinction In It w er« still liv­
ing. us well os veteran* here and 
there of the war of 1812; and to em- 
jihasize the march of time, I may say 
that n frequent visitor at ray father’s 
house wa* a French veteran by the 
name of Genet, who had actually 
fought under Napoleon at AA’aterloi,. 
Save with Mexico, our country had 
been at (leace with all the world for 
nearly 50 yeara; Its future, save ns 
shadowed now and then by slavery, 
gloweil warmly and pride and love 
for It burned in every heart.

The army consisted of 16.135 offi­
cers and men. He organizatinn was 
made up of engineers, topograiihical 
engineers, ordnance aiipiily depart­
ments. artillery. Infantry, cavalry, 
dragoons and mounted rifles. The 
heavie-iit guns In the forts were ten- 
inch coluinbiads. and the small arms 
were all muzzle-loading amootb-borea 
and rifloa.

Gran', in utter obscurity and almost 
utter iioverty aud fronting an outlook 
ct "tier nelpli-ssnwss, waa a clerk In 
a store at Galena. Farragut was sail­
ing the seas and not dreaming of the 
days to come when, lashed to the rig­
ging, he would lead his squadron into 
the battle of .Mobile bay. Leo waa 
commanding a |>0 8 t In Texas, and 
probably had never heard of the little 
town of Gettysburg; Sedgwick and 
Thomas and Jeb Stuart were all on 
the Texas frontier, and the future 
seemed to offer only a slow chance for 
promotion; and yet, in less than five 
vears they had risen to enduring 
fame. Stonewall Jackson was an in­
structor at the A'lrglnta military Insti­
tute— the AA’eht Point of the south; 
but he was dwelling more on the sins 
of this earth, than on its honors, eith­
er military of civil, and was regard­
ed by his intimates as a queer and 
uninteresting ty|>e of a belated Round- 
head. Within five years he was to 
rise to the pinnacle of fame, his sta" 
to the country's zenith. Sherman was 
teaching in Louisiana, little dreaming 
that he would one day lead a victo­
rious army from .Atlanta to the sea. 
Longstreet. the Johnatons, the Hills. 
Hooker. Bragg and Forrest—the lat­
ter a slave dealer, but the ablest cav­
alry leader of the confederacy—and 
the many who in blue and gray rose on 
the waves ol the mighty conflict were 
all unknown outside of their local and 
professional associations.

Of these, Reynolds, who fell at Get­
tysburg; Webb. AVarren, McCook. 
Howard, Griffin, Schofield. Hartsuff, 
Saxton, AVeltzel and Hazen, of the 
union; Hardee. Beauregard. Fltz 1.̂ ‘e. 
Alexander and Field, of the confed­
erate army, were on duty as officers at 
West Point. In the corps of cadets 
wore Wilson, Upton Hardin. Horace 
Porter, Merritt. Custer and .Macken­
zie, of the north, while bound in ties 
of Iriendshlp with them were Ram 
seur, Wheeler, Rosser, Pelham. A’oiing. 
Semmes and Deering. of the south. 
Whenever and wherever I have 
thought of them as offleors or cadets— 
and it has been many and many 
a time—Imagination has painted them 
marching unconsciously toward the 
field of the high test of the soldier and 
the gentleman.

The unpolished phraseology, native 
though not peculiar to this quarter of 
Ixtndon, has gisisi rise to the prover­
bial use of the name Billingsgate. "One 
may term this the Esculine Gate of 
I.ondon.” says old Fuller. "Here one 
may hear llnguas jurgatrlces.”  The 
seventeenth century references to the 
"rhetoric” or obscene language of the 
market are frequent, and hence foul 
language Itself is railed ’‘billingsgate." 
In "Vanity Fair,” too, Thackeray tells 
us how Mr. Osborne cursed Bllllngs- 
gste with an emphasis worthy of the 
place.

It is curious how markets are the 
natural aboile of strong language. 
Thus the French equivalent for "You 
are no better than a Billingsgate fish 
fag” Is “ Your compliments are like 
those of the Place Maubert.” the Place 
Maubert being noted for its market.

In the good old days the Billingsgate 
liorters seem to have thoroughly en­
joyed themselves, for one Bagford 
writing In 1715 says. “ This being to my 
mind another ancient custom that 
hath been omitted of late years. It 
seems that In former times the porters 
that plied at Billingsgate used cirilly 
to entreat and desire every man that 
passed that way to salute a post that 
stood there in a vacant place. If he 
refused to do this they forthwith laid 
hold of him and by main force bumped 
him against the post, but If be quietly 
submitted to kiss the same, and paid 
down sixpence they gave him a name, 
and chose some one of the gang for his 
godfather. I believe this was done in 
memory of some old Image that for­
merly etnod there, |>erhaps of Belu*. 
or Belln.”

The original porters of Billingsgate 
belonged to one of the oldest labor 
guilds In the country, the Fellowship 
of Porters, and at one time the carry­
ing work both at Kllllngsgate and from 
the w4sarves to the warehouses of the 
city within a certain radius was entire­
ly performed by them

Triumph of Heredity.

COMFORT AND WELFARE OF THE

l i t t l e  o n e s .

Light, Chesrful Rooms, with Plenty of 
Sun, a Requisite—Th* Proper 

Furnlehlnga— Utlliaing Left 
Overt from Dinner,

There are aome points which are et- 
sentlal in the nursery. It should be 
light and cheerful, with plenty of 
tun. and well venUlated. The floor 
should be a hardwood one, and it 
that Is too expensive, have the floor 
painted, ^u gt are better than car­
pet, becauae they can be taken up 
often and thoroughly cleaned, a 
thermometer is quite necessary to In- 
sure the right temperature. While 
few American children are brought up 
In their own suite of rooms, after tba 
English fashion. It is becoming more 
and more the custom to give the Hi. 
Ue folks a place of their own.

Up-to-date nursery fumlahlnga and 
decoratlona are made in various 
styles, and always with a view to the 
pleasure of the children. Miniature 
furniture in mission and bent-wood 
la moat attractive. Where the nursery 
la just one large room. It may ba 
furnished with a dining-table. desk, 
book-shelvea, beds and bureau, all of 
just the right height Each child may 
have hla or her own chair. Rugs can 
be had with appropriate designs, and 
window draperlea with pictorial fig- 
urea. W’all papers ore made with 
Mother Goose and Dutch scenes, and 
the friexea with pictures of “ Llttl* 
Bo-Peep," “Jack and Jill,”  "Baby Bunt­
ing," etc., are most fascinating. These 
numerous Illustration* made the room 
particularly attractive. There are also 
•pecially made toilet articles for th* 
litUe folks.

The "left-overs" from a turkey din­
ner are worthy of attention. After 
all-the really fine tllces of the (owl 
have been removed, the bit* of meat 
picked from the bonea may he used 
for several appetizing luncheon 
dishes. One of the beat la made by 
beating the plecca In a cream sauce 
or In the gravy. If any has been left. 
Serve on thin allrea of buttered toast 
with broiled mushrooms on top. If 
the mushrooms are not suitable for 
broiling, break them in pieces, and 
fry In butter. The meat may be en­
circled with poached egga If mush­
rooms are dlallked.

Creamed fowl aurrounded with rice, 
which hoa been boiled In the broth 
mode from the bones, is also very 
good. Turkey salad la another way 
In which to use up the bits of cold 
fowL

For a luncheon dish tomato rabbit 
will be found appetizing. Cut four 
whole canned tomatoes In sMces. lay­
ing them on slices of toasted whola 
wheal bread; then iprinkle with aalL 
pepper, dry mustard, and a few droin 
of Worcestershire sauce, covering 
thickly with grated American cheese. 
Arrange the toast In a shallow baking- 
pan and place In a hot oven long 
enough to melt the cheese. Serve Im­
mediately with a poached egg on top 
of each slice, and garnish with crisp 
cross.

It is almost Impossible to serve a 
second portion of Welsh rabbit on ac­
count of its becoming tough as soon 
08 It cools. To prevent this, stir a 
beaten egg Into what remains, cover 
It closely, and reheat over a small 
flame, using the hot-water pan. If stir­
red up and cooked a moment. It will 
be found quite as good aa when first 
made.

Right Way to Boil Milk.
Maay mothers are very careless la 

the matter of boiling milk before they 
give it to children. One of the sim­
plest methods of boiling It la to poar 
the milk In an enameled saucepaa, 
placing this In an Iron saucepan of 
cold water. This water should then 
be brought to the boll. Without re­
moving the lid o f the saucepan con­
taining the milk the water should ba 
kept at boiling point for four minutes, 
and then removed at once, cooling be­
ing accomplished as rapidly as possi­
ble by standing the mlik saucepan In 
aeveral successive changes of cold 
water, the t^ver being, however kept 
closed until the milk la cold. Tb* 
milk should always be aerated be­
fore It la given to the child, by stir­
ring It rapidly with a apoon for a fo* 
momenta.
