Editor WheUo, of Roswell, Has 
SonetEinf to Say Conccminf 

Late Derelopnents.

“ The only Kepuhlican paper 
in the Pecoa V'alley,’ , the P e ­
cos  Valley  N ew s (Max P'rost 
please X . H ) contains the fot- 
lowinfr account of the action 
taken by the Artesia C om m er­
cial C lub  in regard to the P e ­
cos  river bridge at a recent 
m eeting  o f  the C lub.

“ T he bridge pro|>osition 
cam e up and Mr. Hminard 
being  the only uieml>er of the 
com m ittee  present offered a 
report. T he  attorneys of the 
town were w illing  to take 
$2(X) and light the case, and it 
was undestoisl that there 
would l>e no trouble in secur­
ing  a verdict in favor of Heard, 
declaring the ttonds legal .Mr. 
Brainard expresses him self as 
co t  lieing in favor of this step 
on  account of the extra e x ­
pense and pointed out that it 
would leave us in the same Hx 
we are now in case the tninds 
were declared legal. Judge 
Atkeson also thought that we 
w ould  be no better off after the 
suit than we are now. The 
com m ittee  was continued and 
a  m eeting o f  the C lub  will be 
called later at which they can 
report more fu lly .”

A s the editor o f  the D em o­
crat  was identified with the 
bridge m ovem ent, Indieves that 
Artesia ought to have the 
bridge, as he has still some 
interests in the town and as 
the Democrat has considerable 
circulation  in their town we 
believe that no Artesian will 
take it amiss if we offer a su g ­
gestion or tw o in regard to the 
matter.

It seems to us that if the 
expenditure of $200 will further 
the bridge it will be money 
well spent. The facts seem 
briefly as follows: A fter the 
l>onds were voted they were 
sold to brokers w ho deposited 
a check to bind the bargain. 
W hen the panic came, the 
bond buyers claimeil that they 
discovered a flaw in the e lec­
tion at which the bonds were 
voted which they said w’ould 
invalidate them and they con ­
vinced the county  board their 
ob jection  was good. The 
board allowed them to with 
draw  the forfeit. Then the 
people o f  Artesia got up a 
petition for another election. 
A t this juncture a num ber of 
people at Carlsbad presented a 
remonstrance on the ground 
that the first election was valid, 
as it almost undoubtedly was 
and that the first election being 
legal a second election would 
be illegal. This point was 
also undoubtedly correct. At 
this juncture it was proposed 
to bring action against the 
board to com pel them to call 
an election on the second peti­
tion. As the board would 
have to defend on the ground 
that the first election was 
legal, the question o f the valid­
ity of the bonds would be 
judically determined. I f  the 
court held that they were i l ­

legal it would be necessary to 
call another election and A rte­
sia would get her bridge, at 
least she would likely get it, as 
certain elements initside of 
Carlsbad that opposed the 
the bonds the first time had 
pledged themselves to vote 
for them if again submitted.

X o w  with all due respect to 
Judge Atkeson and Mr, Mrain- 
ard, we cannot see how a ju d i­
cial determination o f the ques 
tion w ould leave the town of 
Artesia “ in the same fix”  it is 
now in.

Suppose the first election 
were legal, as we lielieve it to 
have lieen, the judicial deter­
mination o f  that fact would 
undoubteilly facilitate the sale 
o f  the bomls. A s it is, it 
leaves the purenase of the 
bonds largely in the hands of 
the original biihlers. If the 
county Isiard should try to «ell 
the Isanls to other tirokers, ami 
the original purchasers wanted 
them at a greatly reduced 
prices, they could  easily let 
the fact leak out that they had 
ouce bought them, and on e x ­
amination had decided that 
the election providing for 
their issuance was illegal. In 
all human probability this 
would hurt their sale and 
m ight defer it for a long time 
or  until the original buyers 
saw fit to purchase. W e do 
not believe that either of the 
gentleman quoted above, on 
consideration, will deny the 
force o f  this reasoning. On

In that event, they cannot be' 
sokl. Then if they cannot be 
sold on account of a real de ­
fect, of course there will lie no 
bridge money and no bridge, 
until another election is hehl. 
Hatent, isn’ t it? In that event 
the proper course would be to 
settle the matter judically at 
once and have another election 
called right away on the sec­
ond petition by order of the 
court. (icKxl reasoning isn’ t 
it? If not, why not?

VV'e think it is perfectly clear 
that whatever decision the 
court m ight render must 
change the status o f  things in 
favor of Artesia and that the 
assertion that it w'ouhl leave 
the town in the “ same fix”  is 
necessarily untrue. The ed i­
tor of the Democrat feels 
strongly in this matter. 
Months have passed since the 
election w;is held, months 
have passed since .\rtesia de* 
ci<led to bring proceedings to 
test the validity of the bonds. 
W e are not discussing the at­
torney fee proposition, that is 
som ething to be settled be­
tween the lawyers and the 
club. But Artesia needs the 
bridge, she won it fairly after 
a long fight and she ought not 
to abandon it now.

in that connection. If Turk- 
nett knew that the bonds were 
legal, why didn ’ t he so inform 
the board? O f course, he 
d idn ’ t know, for he is an hon­
est man and he thought he di<l 
right in help ing  let the bond 
buyers take dow n their check. 
But although saved bv the 
plea o f g(MMl intentions yet it 
suinds on record, that he is 
just as much resfionsible as 
either Heard or W eaver for the 
fact that Artesia has no bridg j.

It should lie remembt*re<l 
that the alsive criticism  o f  the 
Democracy cam e from the 
gentlman w ho a few  weeks 
ago said that while the cit i­
zen’ s ticket was lieaten as a 
whole in the town of Artesia 
yet it would win in the pre­
cinct: when as a matter of fact 
the schiM>I district which occu ­
pies about the same territory 
as the ineciiict had given a 
majority oi three to one for the 
I)enuK*ratic ticket.

If the Democrats of Artesia 
w’ant a north end com m issioner 
let them elect some good Demo- 
cnit w ho is just as honest as 
Mr. Turknett and w ho is more 
familiar with that sort of busi­
ness than either o f  the other 
memtiers o f tlie board and who 
will not yield to the bluff of the 
bond buyers or anybody else 
without m aking a thorough 
investigation tiefore acting.

I'nited .States Com m issioner 
.\ll»ert Hlakt- was notified 
oftieially this week of ihe pas­
sage of a bill by C'oiigress on 
.March 28, 15108 which makes it 
impossible for a |>erson otiier 
than an actual rt*sident citizen 
of New Mexico to hold by as­
signm ent or otherwise a desert 
land entry in this territory. 
The law conies as a surpris«* 
and causes conside-rable c o n ­
sternation a m on g  those pros- 
|H*ctive investors w ho want to 
get hold of Fecos Valley lamls 
without having to give up 
their residence in other states. 
The former v\ .i\ lia- l»e*en ot 
iKMietiit to the valley rather 
than an injury, in that many 
m oneyed men at a distance 
have been tmabled to invest 
their money here and had 
wells put dow n and land re­
claimed by irrigation. W hile  
it has given rise to som e specu 
lation, it has lieen honest 
speculation, and the giM>d 
accom plished will more than 
offset the other feature. Many 
farms around Artesia have 
been develofied with the 
money of non-residents and 
they have lienefitted the co u n ­
try materially-. The new law 
is not retroactive and can not 
effect the validity of holdings 
assumed prior to its passage. 

Several land deals have lH*en 
turned down here this week 
that would have meant ginid 
farms in a year or two but for 
the new law. The intention of 
the law-makers was no doubt 
good and they thought it was 
for the In-st that none but 
actual dwellers in New M ex­
ico be allowed to hold land 
under the desert act (the same 
as the homeste.id act) but they 
,'ire mi.stakeii. I ’ niler the 
homesteati entry, I,ami is ac- 
ipiired by consideration of 
residence. and compulsory 
presence <'ii the same is right.

, Hut under the desert entry, 
Uhings are (|uite different, .\1I 
the government asks or ex-

Ipects is that the land be irri- 
gateil, cultivated and actually 
reclaimeil from the ilesert state 
to that of a pnxliicing farm. 

[Actual reclamation is all the 
■law contemplates, and the con- 
|Staiit residence and attendance 
o f  someone is absolutely n eces­
sary to the accom plishm ent of 
same, whether it be the owner 
who resides upon tlu* farm or 
some one whom  he might e m ­
ploy. The.'efore reclamation 
is assured ami also actual 
residence of the man w ho does 
the cultivating. W hy should 
it matter then whether the 
man who owns the land waters, 
cultivates and makes it va lu ­
able. taxable property lives uj>- 
on it or some em ployee? The 
end desiretl has bet-n a cco m ­
plished and that should suffice- 

The new law will undoubted­
ly kt*ep some goiMl money cut 
of the valley that should l>e 
welcom ed here.
