WATER RATES ESTABLISHED.

People Must Stop Promiscuous
Digging In Streets.

At two adjourned meetings,
one held Saturday night and
the other Monday night, the
council levied the taxes, passed
the water rent ordinance, ap-
pointed a city attorney, ordered
the marshal to make the folks
who want to sink things in the
streets conform to the ordi-
nance for such cases made and
provided, and started a much
- needed movement to have a
number of culverts put under
the railroad track.

At the last Saturday
meeting, James C. Davis was
appointed city attorney in the
place of G. U, McCrary who re-
cently resigned. The tax levy
was made providing a levy of
1-8 of one mill for sinking fund,
1-2 of one mill for general fund
and 3-4 of one mill for interest.

The town board got together
and did some business at the
adjourned session  Monday
night. Alderman John S. Ma-
jors and Guy R. Brainard were
back and the mills ground out
the long deferred frontage tax
levy, though Brainard was not
there until after the passage of
that piece of legislation.

Hart Crouch’s petition for
permission to build a shed to
the old Ohnemus shop was
granted. The councilmen then
discussed the habit into which
some people have fallen of dig-
ging up the street for various
purposes, such as putting an
scales and the like, without
leave or license from the city.
The council fearing that some-
body in a fit of abstraction
might determine to dig a celler
in the street and put up a shack
over it, decided to notify the
marshall to enforce the ordi-
nance providing that the pros-

Discussion developed the fact
that there is a hole in the street
just south of the school house
which was made for the pur-
pose of getting’ dirt for filling.
The presumption is that the
contractor, having agreed to
get dirt just, naturally assumed
that he had a right to follow
the line of least resistance and
get it where it was handiest.
The council ordered the marsh-
all to hunt up the miscreant
and make him fill the hole that
he had made in tlhe public
thoroughfare. Crandall’s sug-
gestion that the city turn an
artesian stream into the cavity
and use the resultant lake as a
public fish pond was generally
accepted as a piece of legisla-
tive levity and was not acted
upon., .

The Methodist College.

It is not the intention of the
Advocate to dilate on the bene-
fits of higher education, nor to
take up any time in expatiat-
ing on the value of colleges con-
ducted by any of the great
Christian religious denomina-
tions. We take it for granted
that every American citizen
believes in advanced education
and that every orthodox Christ-
ian believes that the schools
conducted by the great religi-
ous bodies make for the moral
and spiritual uplifting of their

pupils. Nay more, the same
thing is admitted in a very ef-
fective way by many who,

though themselves unbelievers,
send ' their children to such
schools for education. So from
an educational and moral point
of view the building of a de-
nominational college in any
community ought to be sup-
ported by the entire Christian
citizenship and by a great part
of the non-Christian popula-
tion., But there is another
viewpoint that ought to appeal
to even ‘‘the heathen and the
publican’’ and that is the tre-
mendous financial benefit de-
rived by the college town.

The Methodists of this confer-
ence are looking for a place to
build a college. They look
with favor on Artesia; in fact
if this town will give them the
assurance that she will raise
$10,000 in the event that the
college is built here, it is hers
for the asking and the very
first item of expenditure here
will not be less than $25 000
and may amount to $75,000.
The Methodist are a powerful
body. The securing of the col-
lege means a great school here
and from a financial viewpoint
such a school will mean the
making of Artesia. It does seem
to us that it is a pity and a
shame to throw away such a
golden opportunity to upbuild
the town. Roswell is raising
$100,000 for a new railroad.Yet
this only means that Roswell
will anticipate the other towns
a few vears at most, for all the
Pecos Valley towns will have
roads crossing the present one
before very long, but if we let
the college go we shall perhaps
never get another chance
while if we get the college we
shall get another railroad much
sooner than otherwise,so we be
“killing two birds with the
one stone.’’ :

Lastly, if we do pledge the
amount required and the un-
expected should happen and
we should fail, the next denom-
ination casting about for a lo-
cation will be pretty certain to
come here when it learns of
our advantages and of the fact

that the town is willing to
show a proper spirit of appre-
ciation,

In this connection, it may be
well to say that the leading
Methodists of Artesia have as-
sured us that in the event the
amount asked for is subscribed
and the college is not located
here, they will subscribe as
liberally toward an educational
institution of similar magni-
tude, constructed by any other
denomination as they will
towards their own.

This matter was threshed
over before the present editor
returned, but it seems to us
that with a determined and
harmonious effort we might all
get together and raise the re-
quired amount,
