Panics and Prosperity.

The recent utterances of
President Roosevelt in the con-
troversy growing out of the al-
leged revelations in regard to
the Haskell affair contain
several statements the sub-
stance of which is that the
country is prosperous under
Republican administration
and that Democratic rule
means financial disturbance it
not ruin. The same intimation
runs through much of the
literature put forth by the Re-
publican national committee
and it is used in this territory
to carry with it the implication
that a delegate who is a mem-
ber of the Democratic party can-
not secure legislation of value
to his constitutents.

was sure to be present. On
the other hand it was said that
the advent of the Republican
party into power was accompa-
nied by the immediate begin-
ning of an epoch of unexam-
pled prosperity; and the con-
clusion was drawn from this
statement of alleged facts that
the leaders of the Republican
party were the only men to
whom could be safely entrusted
the management of the desti-
nies of our country.

So persistently has this argu-
ment been urged; so forcibly
has it been presented, and so
insidiously has it been intimat-
ed, and with so much assur-
ance has it been taken for
granted as a fact about which
there can be neither doubt nor
cavil; that a great many Dem-
ocrats have accepted it as true
and have shown not a little
ingenuity in trying to explain
something that has no exis-
tance outside the imagination
of those who accepted the per-
sistent statement of those who
advanced the idea. This gen-
eral acceptance of what the
slightest investigation would
have shown to be wholly un-
true, has no doubt been due in
a great measure to the divided
condition of the opponents of
Republicanism who were often
so much wrapped up in fight-
ing one another that they had
little time to attach the posi-
tion of the common enemy.
