A man,
lhoping to find better sheet
| water than his neighbor, had
|sunk a well deeper than others
land at 250 feet encountered a
strong tflow. Since then more
than 600 wells have been drill-
ed and now are fiowing in the
| Pecos Valley. They range be-
| tween 150 and 1,200 feet deep,
and they flow from a few gal

[lons to more than 400 gallons
| per minute. It is claimed that
'.’1 flow of 450 gallons a minute
will irrigate from 40 to 60 acres
during the growing season,
depending somewhat upon the
character of soil and the
amount of rainfall. The first
well was bored about sixteen
years ago, and, although many
hundreds have been bored
since, there has ¥ten no dim-
unition of the flow. The arte-
sian districts contains 422,400
acres of which only about
20,000 acres are under cultiva-
tion. So it will be seen that
there is room for many more
farmers in the artesian dis-
trict, and the man with money
to invest will make no mis-
take if he goesto Artesia.”
