T h e  C o m m ercia l C lu b  voted 
Monday niKht to appoint pres­
e n t  cou n ty  co m m issio n er  J .  W . 
T u rk n e tt ,  to look a fter  the 
brid|;e in a s:eneral way and to 
m ake  any suKtifestions th at th e  
new county  Im ardm ay reiiuest. 
T h e  proposition to am end th e  
constitu tion  was talked of and^ 
various views expressed / ' P !-  ' 
ually  it was voted to atlopt the 
p ractice  of vrivins: e n te r ta in ­
m ents  a t  reifular in tervals  and 
th e  e n te r ta in m e n t co m m ittee  
WHS retjueste*! to tjet up a pro- 
{fram as e a r l j ’ as^ practicable  
from w h i c h e n terta in m en t 
dancintf is to be elim inated .

T h e re  was a fair  attendance  
of th e  m em b ers at th e  Monday 
n ie h t  meetinij;. T h e  first pro­
position su bm itted  was bv J .  
W . T u rk n e tt ,  present county 
com m issioner, who upon re- 
vuest of E . C. lli^isitiK told 
about th e  proii^ress in the 
bridtfe m atter, l i e  said that 
th e  bunds were practically  sold 
and th a t  the ((uestion before 
th e  l)oard was w hether th e  
le tt in g  of the contracts  should 
be deferre<l for a few weeks, or 
should take  place r ight away; 
if it can  be done legally. 
T h e  people of Carlsbad and 
M alaga are divided in regard to 
the kind of bridge thej' w ant 
and wish to secure an e n ­
g in eer  to pass upon the m a t­
ter. Mr. T u rk n e tt  said th at 
there  did not seem  to be any 
disposition on the i>art of the 
people of C arlsbad  or of any 
of th e  m em b ers  of th e  c o u n t j ’ 
board to d ictate  to A rtesia  or 
to in s is t  th a t  'A rtesia  w ait on 
th e  others. Personally  he 
favored immf-.diate action in 
regard to th e  A rtesia  bridge, 
if such action were possible, 
but would like  to get a . co n ­
censu s of opinions fiom  ihose 
present. H e  showed outline 
of bridge w hich m et gen eral 
approval.

E . A. C layton  said th at he 
had had a conversation re cen t­
ly w ith  A llen  H eard, ch a irm an  
of th e  county  board, who told 
him  th a t  th e  board wanted 
A rtes ia  to have the sort of 
bridge she  desired and th a t he 
gathered from the co n v ersa ­
tion  th a t  the new board would 
be glad to have som e A rtesian  
appointed with whom they 
could consult. W ith  th is  u n ­
derstanding, and w ithout any 
desire to dictate, th e  C o m m e r­
cia l C lu b  appointed the presen t 
co m m issio n er  to give such in ­
form ation  as m ay be requested

by the lK>ard and to consult 
with them  w henever desired.

E . J .  Hrooks suggested a 
plan for atlvertising the town 
in connection with the work of 
the Red Cross departm ent of 
the N ational A n ti-tu bercu lar  
movem ent. T h e  plan seem s 
feasib le  and if possible ought 
to be adopted. It  was referre«l 
to th e  advertis ing  com m ittee .

E . A. C layton , who ta lks  
A rtesia  tw entyfou r hours every 
day and then  works overtim e 
on into the n ext day suggested 
th a t it would be a good idea to 
advertise in eastern  papers. 
Secre tary  G rah am  th in k s  A r­
tesia ou ght to have more ad­
v ertis in g  in foreign papers but 
had no plan worked out to 
secure  th.at result.

T h e  cjiiestion of am en d in g  
th e  constitu tion  was threshe<l 
out at length , everyl>ody t(M)k 
a shot at it. A m ong the th in gs 
suggested  were that th e  club 
m igh t am end the constitu tion  
so as to perm it the su b le tt in g  
of the hall; that the C lub have

tab ic  ha pi^t in< T h e  upshot 
of the m a tte r  was that the 
co m m ittee  on e n terta in m en t 
was instructed  to give *an e n ­
te rta in m e n t from which danc-
in g  is to be expurgated, 
m atter  of a paid secretary  was 
discussed a fter  w hich those 
who like  to sm o ke  en joyed a 
c ig a r  and everybculy had a 
snack  of lunch. T h e  m eeting  
then  broke into  its com ponent 
e lem en ts  and went hom e in 
pieces.

T h en , labor and bu ild ing  m a ­
terial are som ew hat ch eaper 
now than when th e  bridge was 
let before and th e  chan ces ore 
th a t a b e tter  bridge can be 
bu ilt  for the sam e money now. 
W e recognize th e  force of a rg u ­
m en t in fa v o r  of ru shing  
th in g s  and appreciate the fe e l­
in g s  of those who would like  
to see the th in g  done poco 
pronto (and we would all like  
that) but th e  chan ces are that 
m atter  will have to go the 
regu lar course and it is likely 
th a t th at is th e  best way for to 
have it go.

the office of (Jilliert, C ollins Sc 
Hayden. T h e  fact developetl 
that the Coininission has lieen 
doing hard work already and 
not a m om ent has lieen lost in 
the prelim inary  m easures. It 
is confidently expected that 
construction of a w ing of the 
main C ollege building and that 
of the g ir ls ’ dorm itory will lie 
under way not later than April 
and ev ery th in g  in readiness by 
Sept. 1. O f course, no one e x ­
pects a finished college, such 
as the M ethodists contem plate  
within a few m onths —or a few 
years, for that m atter-  but it is 
the intention of the church to 
provide adequate facilities 
to accom odate every demand 
that may Ih* made as the years 
go by. T h e  expenditu re  for 
buildings tbe first year will 
probably be in the neighlMir- 
hoo<l of fifty tliousaiul dollars.

Mr. S tro u th e r  will give the 
educati«>iial cotninission an a n ­

sw er within th e  next few days 
regard ing  his acceptancy  of 
the position tendered him. He 
has lieen offered ano th er  five* 
y ears ’ term  as president of the 
schocd at Ja ck so n v ille .  In case 
he accepts th e  arduous work of 
in au g u ra tin g  the school at A r ­
tesia he will tak e  hold im m e 
diately anil g ive  personal a t ­
tention ami supervision of all 
im provem ents. It is likely 
that the C o m m ission  will buy 
more land for the co llege  use, 
as the tw enty  acres given by 
Mr. R ice  will lie wholly iiide- 
quate  to house the co llege 
colony when it has developed 
to the inagiiitude contem plated  
by the cbn n-b . It is ex|>e<*ted 
that in tim e th e  school a t A r ­
tesia will advance to the 
dignity of a u niversity  and 
lie Second to none in the South 
or W est.

Men Who Diecovered Old Tunnel Will  
Ley Out Park There.

William K. ITinwlale of Orange, 
N. J . ,  who has discovered the loca­
tion of the “old Spanish tunnel” in 
the Shawangunk inount'^'is, is to 
lay out a park there, according to 
the New York World.

Tradition said that from the tun­
nel ran a stream of living water, and 
Prof. Mathel, state geologist of 
Ohio, who investigated, accepted 
the theory that the work was done 
by Spaniards who formed a part of 
the Ponce de I>*on expedition, .\fter 
failing to find the fountain of youth 
in Florida, and following their lead­
er’s dying injunction to continue 
the search, they are thought to have 
made the journey northward.

When they came to a stream lar­
ger than a man’s arm rushing out of 
solid rock, with no visible source of 
supply, they halted and began to 
tunnal to locate the pcwl whenc-e it 
came. This was in the sixteenth 
century. The tunnel was known till 
recently only by Indian legend.

Hinsdale, finding a stream that 
never varied in its flow or tempera­
ture, employed a force of men, and 
uncovered an accumulation of de­
bris. Then he located the mouth of 
the tunnel itsedf. It is perfectly 
formed and the stream gushes from 
a fissure at the extreme end.

The tunnel is 500 fc>et long, six 
feet high, four feet wide and 
straight as an arrow, with only a 
rise of seven fc*et in its entire length.

Hinsdale purchased the entire 
tract of land, put in a narrow-gauge 
railroad, built an electric plant and 
lighted the tunnel with incandes­
cent lamps.

A company is lieing organized to 
bottle the water, which, on account 
of its purity and historical associa­
tions, is expected to meet with ready 
sale.
