As Seen by an English Freetrader.

Lontlon Daily Xew*s: On the 
subject of tariffs, the message 
suggest a lamentable lack of 
sound economic thinking. The 
new* Dresideiit reasons like our 
own tariff reformers. The 
principles be lays down for the 
goverment of the tariff are: (1) 
Hevenue, (2) the difference be- 
tw*een the cost of protluction at 
home and abroad, and (3) re­
taliation. Detween the opera­
tion of these three laws the out­
look of the consumer is dark 
imleed, The deficiency in rev­
enue this year alone amounts 
to twenty-five iHillons sterling. 
By a curious coiiu ideiice that 
is precisely the amount of the 
deficiency which that other 
country* to which our own pro- 
tectioni.sts love to |)oint has in­
curred in the same financial 
year. It is at least remarkable 
that while these huge deficits 
are being piled up year after 
year free trade Hritain is not 
only (laying its way, hut has 
reduced its national debt by 
forty* millions sterling in three 
years. As to the second prin­
ciple, the difference in the cost 
of (>roduction at home and 
ahrriad is precisely the measure 
ol the tariff and the “ trusts”  
the tariff creates. The higher 
the tariff the greater the cost 
of living; the greater the cost 
of living the greater the differ­
ence in the cost of production; 
the greater the difference in the 
cost of production the higher 
the tariff—and so on in a 
vicious circle. In all this the 
consumer is ruthlessly* sacri- 
ficec to the trusts and the pow*- 
er of competing in the neutral 
markets is enormously lessen­
ed. We have only to turn to 
the destruction of the American 
shipping trade as an illustration 
of the effect of tariffs ti(>on in­
dustry. Or to take another 
example, we may point to the 
fact that it costs the United 
State forty millions sterling to

carry* out a construction pro­
gram which will add to the 
navy just half the tonnage that 
we add with an expenditure of 
thirty-three millions.

The Democratic Treachery in Con- 

f r e u .

Suspicions regarding the 
Fitzgerald contingent on the 
Democratic side in Congress 
(p. 285) are fully verified. The 
insurgent Republicans and 
democratic Democrats were 
defeated on the rules question 
by a counter combination of 
Cannon Republicans and cor­
poration Demoerts. The cor­
poration Democrats were draft­
ed from the South and from 
New York City, where the 
corporations work througli 
the Democratic party and Re­
publicans have to play that 
they are Democrats in order 
to get elected. There are 
many notable exceptions from 
the South: but every member 
from New York followed F itz­
gerald’ s treacherous lead ex­
cept two—an in d e p e n d e n t  
Brooklyn Congressman and 
William Sulzar. SulzaPs case

is especially noteworthy. A l­
though he comes from the 
heart of the Tammany sphere 
of influence, he defied the 
commands of Taminany, and 
stood with ills party and his 
principles instead of yielding 
to the corporations. It is only 
due him to add that his De­
mocracy has always been of 
the democratic variety.

Champ Clark’s leadership 
in this Democratic emergency 
gives great promise for the 
future. Nothing could be 
more encouraging, for in­
stance, than the virtual read­
ing out of the party of the 
members who at this juncture 
have taken orders from the 
corporations against the prin­
ciples and declarations of their 
party and the action of its 
Congressional caucus. I f  that 
policy had b«en adopted and 
faithfully pursued in the past, 
the Democratic party would 
be in a better state of organi­

zation today. It might have 
been temporarily smaller but 
it would have been faithfully 
democratic. As it is, the 
corporations, controlling the 
major influences in the Re­
publican party, control also 
minor ones in the Democratic 
party, and are thereby able, 
in spite of Democratic opposi­
tion and as in the present 
instance, to maintain their 
own power, which depends in 
part upon their demoralizing 
the I)emocrac3’. Because a 
minority in the Democratic 
party obej’s them—enough of 
a minority to offset the re­
volt of democratic Republi­
cans,—the unthinking, in­
spired by the crooked, hold 
the whole Democratic party 
responsible for corporation 
triumphs. By virtually ex­
pelling from the party the 
corporation Democrats in Con­
gress, the Democrats whom 
Champ Clark leads have set an

example which is full of demo­
cratic cheer for the future of 
the Democratic party.—The 
Public.

Statehood.
In spite of tlie protestations 

that tile Kepulilicutis are in 
favor of “ stateliood at tlie 
next session;"  in spite of tlie 
l>oeitive assertion of our dis­
credited delegate: tlie fact
remains that there were 47 
senatoi's who voted to lay 
the statehood hill on the table 
when Senator Owen of Okla­
homa, proposeil to take it up 
on the last day of the last 
session.

It should not be forgotten by 
the people of New Mexico that 
of the 47 senators who voted 
to lay the statehoed bill on 
the table there were 47 Ke- 
publicnns. Not a Dennx'rat 
voted to shelve the measure. 
It was a solid Republican pha­
lanx arrayed against the ad­
mission of New Mexico, not­
withstanding the s o le m n  
pledg o f‘ ‘ ininiediate statehood” 
that was made at Chicago in 
June of last year by the Repub­
licans of the country in na­
tional convention assembled.

Another fact should also be 
borne in mind and that is that 
Ixith of the Republican sena­
tors from I ’entisylvania voted 
to lay the statehood bill on 
the table. This fact may be 
taken as an indication of the 
great intluence that our dele­
gate has with the .senators 
from Pennsylvania. Republ 
can papers in this territory 
have asserted frequently and 
positively that the Pennsyl­
vania senators were sure to 
support the bill but at the 
crucial moment they hiiled 
miserably. They lined up 
with Aldrich, Harrows, Podge, 
Frye and Heveridge. The. 
fact of the matter is that they 
are just as strongly opposed 
to the admission of New Mex­
ico as is Mr. Beveridge. The 
Republican leaders in the 
senate endeavored to prevent 
a vote on the statehood matter 
in the senate in order to con 
tinue the fiction that Beve­
ridge and one or two others 
were the only senators opposed 
to the admission of this terri­
tory, but Senator Owen, alive 
to the situation, forced the 
Republican opponents of state­
hood from cover. The situa­
tion is plain. The attitude of 
the Republicans in the senate 
has not changed since the 
passage of the joint statehood 
bill. They were not then in 
favor of the admission of New 
Mexico as a single state and 
they are not in favor of its 
admission now. The Eagle 
has repeatedly stated thqt the 
Republicans had no intention 
to keep the pledge made in 

‘ the Chicago platform and the 
action of the Republicans in 
senate ought to be convincing 
to the densest minds.

For years thousands of 
Democrats have gone to the 
polls election after election and 
voted for a Republican dele­
gate in the hope that state­
hood might be secured for 
tbis territory. Most of these 
voters were recent arrivals in 
the territory and they accepted 
the pledge of the Republican 
party in goixl faith, but that 
solid vote of 47 Republicans 
tells in more elo<|uent lan­
guage than the Eagle is able 
to command that the Repub­
licans in the senate did not 
intend to admit New Mexico.---

Prom the earliest ages the 
idea of applied Christianity 
has appealed to the followers 
■of Christ, and the sincere dis­
ciple of the Kedeemef, while 
teaching that the body was of 
little importance as compared 
with the soul, also recognized 
that this body was a “ Temple 
of the H oly (ihost”  and there­
fore something to be cared for. 
While there is no evidence of 
hospitals in the modern sense 
in the earliest days of Christi­
anity, and while the chaos 
which followed the irruption 
of the Barbarians precluded 
the possibility of the establish­
ment of any permanent insti­
tutions of that kiqd, yet as 
soon as conditions l>ecame 

■ relatively stable in Europe the 
establishment of hospitals be­
came common; the first being 
fpr the reception of lepers. 
Orders were then established 
in the Church for the care of 
the poor. O f these Choujbers 
Encyclopedia says;

“ Hospitallers, c h a r i t a b l e  
brotherlioods founded at vari­
ous times and in different 
countries for the care of the 
sick in hospitals. The vow to 
•devote themselves to thib work 
of mercy, is in all these broth­
erhoods, stiperadded to the 
ordinary vows of povertj', clias- 
tity and ol>edience, which are 
common to all the religious 
orders in the Church of Home. 
One of the earliest recorded 
instances of a hospital served 
by such a brotherhood is that 
of Constance in the llith cen­
tury. The Knights of St John 
of Jerusalem, as also the 
Tuetonic Knights, were origi­
nally hospitallers. The hospi­
tallers of Our Lady of Chris- 
tion Charity were ton tided 
near Chalons in the einl of the 
Kith centnrj' by (Juy tie Join- 
ville; a similar hotly at Paris 
in 12h4: and the hospitallers 
of Our Lady Della Scalla ahout 
the same time at Siena."

A ll of which indicates that 
in those relatively remote 
times provision was made for 
victims of disease and that 
men were not so rapt in their 
own spirituallity as to forget 
the ailments of the bodies of 
the rest of mankind.

It will not do to blame the 
people of the southwest for the 
common condition. S i n c e  
they came to positively know 
that consumption is contagious 
and that tar too nianj’ of its 
victims are criminally care­
less of infecting others, they 
are to a considerable degree 
justied ill their i>rejuilice, the 
worst feature of which is that 
it includes the vast and grow'- 
iiig class of consumptives who 
are practically careful to make 
no bother for others, and no 
danger. A ll suffer alike, and 
tio individual is so tolerant in 
it as the former consumptives 
who by care and time have 
cotu|iiered the disease and 
are reasoiiablj’ secure in a 
normal life period so long as 
they remain in the dryness. 
In many cities, Roswell for 
instance, there are strong laws 
governing the report and care 
of consumptives, and the out­
rageous failure to generally 
oIh‘3’ these statutes by the 
doc'tors and others, has made 
this feeling even stronger. 
Each year it is getting worse. 
The money the consumptive 
spends is w’elcome, but he 
himself is not, and he is lieing 
more and more throw’ii upon 
his own resources, fenced out, 
discriuiinated a g a i n s t ,  and 
made to feel that he is a dis­
rupting element. No wonder 
that in many cases he falls a 
victim to the graft so-called 
“ sanatariiims,”  which while 
seeming to have legitimacy, 
are in fact merely heartless 
devices to separate the victim 
from his money and when at 
last he lays him down, pick 
his pocket and turn his bod>’ 
over to the undertakers for 
the further extortion of his 
relatives. Still others roost 
out oil the liorder, attempting 
to care for themselves, not 
knowing how, getting along 
w i t h o u t  sufficient nourish­
ment, undergoing exposure if 
not real privation, with the 
inevitable result in the long 
run. Iwcgitimate corporations 
have tried to fill the field, and 
in tnnn>' instances failed. The 
need gets stronger all the 
while. If the Baptist in this

In that lifetime General Booth 
has Ixjen honored all over the 
world as one of the greatest 
of modern philanthropists and 
justl3', for his is absolutely 
the only religious body that 
begins at the right end in the 
treatment of the under half. 
For proof of it look anywhere 
in the world you please, in 
the slums of the great cities, 
at sea, in foreign lands. No 
degiadation is too low, no 
misery so complete that the 
Army does not reach out for 
it and throw a practical, help­
ing arm around it, with chil­
dren’s homes, m a t e r  n i t } ’ 
homes, rescue homes, hos­
pitals of every sort, colonies 
for every form of derelicts and 
and for self-respecting people 
who only want a chance to 
work. They feed the hungry 
and clothe the poor, and help 
them to do the right thing 
with something beyond mere 
words. A fter that they have 
an easy task with the soul

classed as beneficent parasites. 
The Sonl who will condem 
an effulgent principle because 
there are occasional scalawags 
in its limelight, has no chari­
ty, but little sense. There 
will be occasional cases of 
scalawagism in everything 
which has human connection, 
for that is the way of the 
world. The Salvation Army 
has been astonishingly free 
from it, that the scalawag has 
little to gain in the Army 
does not change the condition.
