Editor Advocate:
It was my pleasure to visit

-Vli the faculty, consisting of j 
eight meinl>er8, together with | 
Hro. J. I' Hedgj >eth and his 
wife are doing their utnu>st to 
give the C ollege the right 
start, and if I may l>e per­
mitted to judge in this matter,
1 would say that they are mak­
ing  a great success of it. *

1 was amazed to timl two 
such building as we have on 
the campus. Hlegaiit brick 
buildings, out of first cl.ass 
material and workmanship, 
and large enough to meet all 
our demands for the present.
I take it that n«)t ji memlx*r «>f 
the New M exico Conference 
has the slightest idea of how 
elegant and substantial are 
these buildings, unless yr)u 
have made a visit to the co l­
lege, and look them over. 
Both buildings supplied with 
a first class system of water­
works from bottom to top, and 
the students all made quite 
com tortable in their rooms, 
and last and best of all, Mrs. 
Strother know s how to feed 
them.

It cam e to me, while on my 
visit to Artesia, that sotne peo­
ple were inclined tf) discredit 
our work here at the College,
1 w ould like to say as C hair­
man of the Hoard of Trustees, 
that there is not the semblance 
o f ground for adverse criticism, 
and we are not in the college 
work to hum bug the parent in 
his or her effort to live up to 
the m ost sacred duty that 
could devolve upon th em - that 
o f the duty o f parent to child, 
in fitting tliem for life ’ s prob­
lems by educating both mind 
and heart. A dverse criticism  
to Western C ollege, in any 
particular, is unchristian, un ­
kind and untrue.

A  word to the public as to 
what we will do as to our

course o f study. I dont tmly 
want to send my boy to C ol­
lege, but I mean to send him 
to the best in the land, lender 
this statement, I am sure that 
lean  get the accom m odation 
at W estern C ollege for him. 
At this m eeting of our Boanl, 
we adopted the reghlar College 
course as prescribed by the 
General Board of Education of 
the church and this is the 
highest known to the best 
colleges of the country. L ri­
der this college course we have 
adopted a Sub Fresh course, 
so that pupils not ready for 
college wt>rk, can m ake use of 
the Sub hresh work to bring 
up the re<iuirement necessary 
to enter upon the regular co l­
lege course o f four years.

At the last session o f our 
New M exico C onference we 
made an assessment upon the 
various charges o f our con fer­
ence to assist in the running 
expenses of the college, and I 
am writing to the various pas­
tors to day to send said fund 
to Mr. E. B. Kemp, at once, 
and I have no hesitancy in say­
ing that the firtt year of the 
college w ill lie brought to a 
successful close on W ednesday 
after the first Sunday in June. 
1 look that next year will far 
exceed our most sanguine ex ­
pectation both in patronage 
and in thoroughness o f work 
done; and my reason for this 
is, that we have Rev. J. h'. 
Hedgpeth in the field, and 
what Joe wont tell the folks of 
the college, will not be worth 
telling. W e are sure that 
with a kindly co-operation on 
the part of the pastors and 
churches throughout the C on ­
ference that his work will be a 
powerful factor for sticcess in 
the work of the college.

Ill conclusion I desire to say 
that even the i)eople o f Artesia 
do not realize fully the w on­
derful work that has been done 
in establishing this College, so 
.\rtesia, go out and take a look; 
let Carlsba<l <lo the same, also 
Roswell, and every town in 
the Pecos Valley, and people 
from all over N ew  .Mexico and 
West Texas and see what has 
been done, and what we are 
•loing, and what we can do, if 
you will put your shoulder to 
the wheel. (ireat is Artesia 
and great is Western C ollege.

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A Few Remarks on the School 
Book Proposition That May 

Prore Interesting to Ar- 
tesia Patrons.

There com e times in Uie 
affairs o f every business man 
when circum stances arise over 
whicli fie has no control, and 
which demand explanation. 
Sucli a tim e arrived in our 
affairs this week, and we think 
it nothing but riglit we sliouid 
make an explanation to our 
many custom ers and frieiuls. 
Usually the various ups and 
dow ns of a private party’ s 
affairs have no interest for the 
public, but the local school 
book situation is one in which 
every parent in Artesia is in­
terested, hence our explana­
tion.

The price of school books is 
a hardship here, even under 
the lH*st o f circum stances but 
when a man uses his official 
position to strangle com peti­
tion it seem s time fur an in­
vestigation.

The facts we wish to bring 
forth are these: W hen the T er­
ritory has an adopted list of text 
books to be used in the grades, 
it also provides that certain 
other books may be used sup­
plem entary to the regular texts. 
Som etim es these suplem entpry 
books are used and som etim es 
not. It is not com pulsory.

Usually when new books are 
to be introduced it is ciisto- 
tnarv to subm it lists to each 
dealer in town, that all may l>e 
supplied when the tim e com es 
to use these Imoks. This 
practice has lieen follow ed in 
Artesia with a few exceptions. 
The latest exception cam e to 
light Monday m orning.

Last week the mid-term ex­
am inations were held, and 
som e tim e previous it was de­
cided to use som e of these 
supplem entary books, and a 
list o f the desired books was 
furnished another concern sell­
ing books here, but the Pecos 
Valley Drug Com pany, that 
usually furnishes about three 
fourths o f the books, was 
ignored. Monday m orning 
bright and early many pupils 
cam e in and asked for these 
new books. H aving heard 
noth ing about any new books 
that were to be used we told 
them  w’e did not have them, 
and they, alm ost w ithout ex ­
ception, stated they had been 
told these books could be had 
only at another local book deal­
ers, but that having alw’ays 
bought books o f us, thought 
som e mistake had been made. 
Finally the calls becom ing so 
num erous, and we being o f an 
inquiring turn of mind, start­
ed out to find the why and 
wherefore.

Mr. Sullivan, chairman of 
the board of education, and 
Mr. Gilbert, secretary, were 
separately interviewed, and 
each declared the board had 
noth ing to do with books sold 
by dealers. They also stated 
it was proper and right each 
dealer should be furnished 
lists. W e next inquired of 
Prof. B ishop, the superinten­
dent, if he had furnished the 
list to the other dealer, and he 
adm itted that he had. Upon 
l)eing asked why he had not 
furnished a list to each dealer 
he replied he had no use for

the Pecos Valley Drug C om ­
pany and did not propose to 
furnish them lists. He had 
not been treated right by the 
Pecos V alley  Drug Com pany 
and had no favors to offer. We 
were not looking for anything 
but a s(|uare deal, so had no 
further use for Prof. B ishop, 
for by his own confession he 
was so prejudiced against us 
he could  not extend the Ixion 
we craved.

Mr. Mann, upon re<iuest, 
very kindly gave us the list of 
.he b<M>ks and the publisher.

Xow’ it is to l>e deplored 
when a man has the mental 
ability Prof. Bishop is said to 
have, and who occupies so 
honorable a position as super­
intendent of schools o f the 
im portance as Artesia schools, 
allows his |>ersonal spite to so 
dom inate his better judgm ent 
as to stoop to such m ethods of 
retaliating for fancied wrongs. 
He should stop and consider 
that every such action will 
on lj’ serve as a boom erang, and 
the very ends he wishes to ac­
com plish  will l>e defeated.

An Ordinance In Relation T o 

P lum bing And The T apping 
O f W ater Mains And A m en d­
ing  Parts of Ordinance No. 76 
O f The Ordinances O f The 
Tow n O f Artesia, Edd>' C oun­
ty, New Mexico.

He it ordained by the Hoard 
o f Trustees of the Town of A r­
tesia.

Sec. 1. That Section 4 of 
Ordinance No. 76 of the O rdi­
nances of the Tow n of A’rtesia, 
New’ M exico be amended so as 
to read as follow s;

That, -Ml persons desiring to 
tap the w’Hter main shall first 
file application with the W ater 
Superintendent for a perm it 
accom panying such applica­
tion with a fee of $10,00 which 
fee w’ ill cov’er all cost of tap­
p ing and bringing water to the 
property line on residence 
streets and to curb line in 
business streets; P R O V ID E D  
H 0W F :V E R , that in case a tap 
is made at a tee or a cross a 
fee of $7:.50 must accom pany 
the application. Provided A l­
so, that these prices apply only 
to property adjoining streets 
where mains are laid. A ll 
tapping o f mains and laying of 
connections to the property 
and curb line shall be done by 
the water supervisor or som ej

lone under his supervision, but

Missouri Man Who Has Been 

Shown Near Artesia.

Lake Arthur, N. M., Jan. 4— 
A  jfood many people linv’e ask­
ed me to write them in regard 
to the Pecos Valley o f New 
M exico and with your kind 
perm ission I will write all my 
friends a letter through the 
colum ns o f your valuable pa- 
»>er.

I made my first trip to this 
country last July and was very 
much impressed, in fact, so 
favorably impressed that I im ­
m ediately purchased a 280 acre 
ranch with 100 acres o f alfalfa 
and 50 acres o f youiiK orchard 
SrowiuK on it, and 1 may as 
well say now that I have never 
for a m om ent regretted my 
haste, in fact, I have many 
times since congratulated niy- 
ifelf.

1 suppose everyone under­
stands that the Pecos Valley 
is an irrigated country, 1 had 
never before visited an irrigat­
ed country, conse<juently had 
never before renlijjed how 
m uch more valuable irrigated 
land is than land that must tle- 
l>end upon nature for its m ois­
ture. Dame Nature is very 
m unificent with her gifts but 
left to herself she would soon 
convert this whole country into 
a wilderness. Under a good 
system of irrigation the grow ­
ing crop gets just enough 
m oisture and not too much.

A lm ost any kiml o f land can 
be irrigated but the best Ian<l 
for irrigating lies smooth and 
level with just enough fall in 
one direction to carry the 
water over the field. This is 
the Pecos Valley exactly, a 
wide level plain with a gentle 
slope to the east.

Sources of water supply in 
the Pecos Valley are several 
and all abundant. The best 
and most popular method of 
obtaining water is from ar­
tesian w’ells. These wells vary 
in depth from IKX) to 12(>0 feet 
and the average well will fur­
nish an abundance of water 
for 160 acres o f land, som e of 
them more. W ith one of these 
wells on your farm, w orking 
day and night, you are imle- 
pendent of water com panies 
and water rates and can use as 
much or as little water as you 
please.

The soil is of great depth 
and of inexhaustible fertility 
never having had the rains of 
a hum id clim ate to wash away 
and leach out the plant food. 
It but awaits the life-givung 
water to make it “ blossom 
like the rose”  or develop into 
a mine o f untold wealth.

The great crop is, of course, 
alfalfa, the most wonderful 
crop that grow s in America 
today. There is no other crop 
in cultivation by means of 
which you can take huridreds 
of dollars per acre off your land 
and leave it richer than when 
you began.

This 
is the coldest on record in the 
Valley, three times since 1893 
when the Governm ent weath­
er bureau was established at 
Roswell the therm om etor has 
registered below  zero. But it 
only lasted a day or two; when 
on Decem ber 29th, the sun was 
shining and it was as bright 
and pretty as a Septem ber day 
in Missouri.

L iv in g  expenses are no h igh­
er here than in Missouri, som e | 
item s are higher, som e cheap- j 
er. The average is alxmt the 
same. I bought the best grade 
o f coal at $9 per ton, flour 
$1.65 per sack for the highest 
grade, meat o f all kinds is 
cheaper than in Missouri, 
sugar and such staple groceries 
are about the same, all kinds 
of hardware and machinery 
about the same.

O f course the country is new 
and a person com ing here from 
Missouri must not expect to 
find everything as it is there 
and anyone who is subject to 
that hom esick feeling when in 
a new and strange country had 
as well stay at hom e. But for 
the man with a little determ i­
nation and backbone the op ­
portunities are vastly greater 
than there, be he rich or in)or.

In conclusion let me say that 
Mrs. Hale and m yself and Paul 
and Donnie will be “ at hom e”  
after January 20th and any 
wandering Missourian will a l­
ways find the latch string on 
the outside at “ Sunshine 
R anch.”  1 cannot refrain 
from adding that the children 
too, have the “ Western fever. 
Little ’Donnie’ (aged 7) was 
telling her giandfatber about 
the merits of alfalfa, she says 
“ why, they are m aking flour 
out o f it, and meal and gravy, 
too, I guess.”

TAFT SUBMIT CONSTITUTION

Republicao Journalist Thuks Presi­
dent Cannot Improre on Okla­

homa Plan.

A l>rilliant thought has pene- 
trateil the inner circle of my 
think tank in regard to this 
state constitution business. 
Nearly every day we are told 
that the chief thing that holds 
back statehotHl is the fear that 
if we are left to ourselves that 
we will adopt som ething on 
the order i>f the docum ent that 
Oklahama did, and which by 
the way takes a smarter man 
than you" Uncle Pudley to 
find any fault with it. Presi­
dent Taft began this game dur­
ing his historic pause at Al- 
buquert|ue, and we are not al- 
lowetl to h>rget it. In the first 
place it is a pretty tough jolt 
to l>e tohl that we haven’ t 
sense enough to get up a suit­
able constitution, when as a 
matter of fact the citizenship 
of New Mexico will com pare; 
favorably in point of intelli­
gence with any state in the 
union. Kurtheriiu)re, thec»>n- 
stitution will l>e submitted 
plank by plank, when it is 
submitted, and the great mass 
of the [)eople can very safely 
be trust'Hl t«) wipe out any b;nl,' 
spots. They have a way of 
attending to such things when 
they have a chance to do so. 
A ll of which has nothing to do 
with the ab<'»ve mentioned 
think, however. The sub­
stance of the said think is this: 
If President Taft really feels 
that we cannot l>e trusted to 
form a constitution, why 
wouhl it not In? a good thing 
for him to make up one com ­
plete, just as he thinks it 
should be, and hand it over to 
us, to Ih? submitted to the peo­
ple, plank by plank, for their 
acceptance or rejectance? If 
he is inclined to be reasonable, 
he would not want us to ac­
cept any plank of it that we 
felt w’as w rong and as he him ­
self would prepare wliat he 
considered to be the real do\>e 
in the way of a constitution, 
he could not consistently ob­
ject to the action o f the great 
Am erican people in trim m ing 
his pet docum ent to suit. He 
should expect no privilege that 
the people themselves do not 
enjoy. If he has a right to 
trim and to fashion a constitu­
tion o f our m aking, we would 
certainly have the same right 
to m anhandle one of his, and 
he ought to be w illing  to give 
us the benefit o f his experience 
and vast know ledge. I will 
bet a $40 dog  that we would 
make a better stab at it than 
he would. All of which is 
spoken in the deepest spirit 
o f respect and also of fair 
play for as one of the 
masses I am getting <lfxlgasted 
tired of being treated by the 
effete east as incapable of in­
dependent and e f f e c t i v e  
thought.

THAT T A X  REFORM.
I am one o f those w ho must 

confess to a very deep sense of 
dissatisfaction over the death 
o f  the m ovement for a reform 
o f the territorial tax system , 
w hich  occurred at Santa Fe 
on Monday of last week, when 
the territorial board of equali­
zation turned down the law of 
the last legislature, the urge- 
m ent o f the governor (Curry),

the resolutions of the district 
attorneys, and the recom m cii- 
dation of the tux com m ission. 
If there anybody else of official 
caste behind the schem e, 1 
should say so. It is not neces­
sary for me to recall here the 
part the protected interests 
had in the decision of the 
lioanl, it being enough to re­
call that they were all there at 
the m eeting and that the 
lioard was minded to listen to 
their tlulcet voices raised in 
pndest. O f course it w’as 
raistnl »n protest. They have 
paid im a valuation o f 30 cents 
an acre so long, w’hile the poor 
man has paid $1.25 on dirt 
som etim es not nearly so valu­
able, that they w ould l>e darn­
ed fools not to want that con ­
dition continued forever. A s 
is usual in the first round lie- 
tween the land hogs and the 
com m on people, the land hogs 
won. He it said to the sham e 
of New Mexico, It is another 
one of those cases in which a 
m ighty gmHl party has another 
load o f ignom iny heaped on by 
its chihlren. So long has the 
tax system of N ew M exico 
l>een a stench and a reproach 
that every thoughtful man of 
every party had ho(>ed that the 
time had com e when the hon­
esty of the masses was to have 
a chance. H ow in thunder 
can we ex|>ect statelnKnl when 
we pnK'laim to the world, and 
prove it each year that we are 
a iieople of perjury ami privi­
leged tax dodging? This is 
strong tobacco lieloved but 
just use a little of your own 
l»owers of observation and see 
if you ilo not agree with me. 
In your own county, how many 
of the poor cusses are there 
wlio escajH* a heavy taxation, 
and how man}* of the big fel­
lows pav a fair one? The 
<Iuestion can have but one an­
swer in X ew  M exico, so far as 
I have seen, and it may be 
admitted that I have seen pret­
ty much all over it. Is it very 
much wonder that when we 
insist on statehood and hand 
«>ut the oxalina alK>ut our great 
population, our vast resources, 
and all that sort of thing, that 
our friends the enem y should 
point with a sardonic grin to 
our tax renditions, and say 
that a people as poor as that 
should not be removed from 
the parental care of the nation­
al governm ent? As may be 
gathered frcm these remarks,
I am not pleased at the action 
of the said board of equaliza­
tion. You have guessed my 
secret, Lucy, I am profounded- 
ly disgusted. If 1 w’ere gover­
nor Curry I would remove 
every last one of them, take 
their chew ing tobacco aw’ay 
from  them, ami send them 
hom e to more fully share in 
the disgrace they have put
upon New M e x ico -------------------
The proposed reform was im ­
m ortally right. That it was 
turned down b3' the board of 
equalization, with the sleek 
representative o f the protected 
interests sitting at the elbow, 
emphasizes its rightness. It 
was simply that every dollar's 
worth of property in New 
Mexico l)e assessed at its actual 
cash value. If this were done 
the tax rate would com e down 
with a rush, and the landhogs 
w ould pay his rightful pro­
portion of the expense of gov­
ernm ent. This the land hog 
will never do as long as the 
present system prevails, for

the poor man cannot journey* to 
Santa Fe to lay his troubles l>e- 
fure the Ixiard, and ju d g in g  by 
this case he would receive 
scant attention if he ditl. 
.\l>«)ut the only thing he can 
do is to d ig  his toes into the 
sand and rustle the biggest 
share o f the tuxes. As it has 
been, so must it continue to 
be, at least so long as the pres­
ent territorial board of ecjuali-
zation continues in o ffice ....... It
must not 1k‘ supposed from 
this that I am an anarchist or 
a political anti-Christ. I am 
sim ply im bued with the old 
Republican idea that the pro­
cess of governm ent is designed 
for the best interests of the 
many, and that there should 
be absolute equity in the tithe- 
ment o f the fellow' who has 
m uch and the fellow  w ho has 
little.

iMiards. This particular fault 
is go in g  to be straightened out 
in time, the people w ill see to 
it. Until it is we can not very 
consistently’ invite the sw'eet 
chariot o f statehooil to sw'ing 
low. In the intervening time, 
every' citizen should ponder 
over these rem arks and make 
a few’ o f his ow’n, w'hen oppor­
tunity’ opens, for such is the 
road by’ w’hich the real w’ ish of 
the pe«)ple is attained. N or is 
there reason for pessim ism  
w’ ithout lM)und in the incident, 
for it is one of those that w’ ill 
som e day im pel the people to 
a realization o f where they’ are 
at. Then the single, the ideal 
principle, w’ill l)e applied—even 
in New’ Mexico, now’ taxed 
mostly on the property of the 
fellow  w’ ith a roan mare and a 
dry’ claim.

H iggins and carried that 
the advertising com m ittee take 
up the proposition and also get 
in touch with the other com ­
mercial clubs of the valley with 
a view of securing co-operative 
effort.

On motion by J, B. A tkeson 
seconded by Daugherity, it was 
resolved that the clu b  favors 
the planting of trees at once in 
the new park and p lanting of 
grass in the small park around 
the original town well, and 
that it takes steps to bring  the 
matter before the city council.

The B ridge com m ittee re­
ported in favor o f m oving the 
site for the bridge down a short 
distance, which report was 
adopted in m otion o f Smith, 
seconded by Ferree.

The proposed change in con -i

stitution elim inating social fea­
tures from the proposes o f the 
club was read and announce­
ment made that it w ould be 
posted thirty’ day’s in accor­
dance with the constitutional 
provision governing such cases.

A  m inor matter of sanitation 
brought instructions to that 
com m ittee to notify’ the health 
officer. J. Kendrick and W . S. 
Holifield were elected as new 
m em bers under suspension of 
rules.

The club then adjourned.
