New Ice House Goes Up Rapidly
in South End of Town

CAPACITY 12 AND 1-2 TONS
Everything Built Solidly. Proprie-
tor Quotes Prices.

C. N. Mead, the proprietor
of the new ice factory now
nearing completion is euthu-
siastic over the outlook. The
new structure will be 44x46,
there will be a large cold room
but no cold storage plant as
that term is usually under-
stood. The floors will be con
crete and under the engines
will be four feet thick, with
cement around the bolts. The
steel tanks are insolated from
six to twelve inches. The to-
tal capacity of the factory will
be twelve and a half tons a
day. Mr. Mead says that he
expects to be able to supply
the demand for several years
to come and to sell some on
outside.

With reference to prices he
stated that we might quote
him as follows:

In 10 pound lots $1.00 per
hundred. 25 to 150 lots 75¢ per
dundred. 200 to 1000 lots 50¢
per hundred. Car lots 25¢ per
ndidd.

A GREAT WORK

Big Foreign Christian Missionary
Society of the Christian Church’

The tirst Sunday in March is
the day when the Christian
church in the United States
makes its regular annual offer-
ing for the evangelization of
whole world. Last year the
Foreign Christian Missionary
Society, the agent through
which the Christian church
prosecutes its work in the
heathen lands, raised $350,685
for the spread of the gospel.
Work is done by this Society in
Japan, China, India, Africa,
Philippine Islands, Hawaii,
Cuba, England Norway, Swe-
den, Denmark and Turkey. A
force of 804 workers, of which
225 are missionaries and the
native evangelists and
helpers, is supported by this
Society. Twelve new mission-
aries were sent out last vear.

In addition to this force of
workers, the Foreign Mission-
ary Society of the Christian
church maintains 62 schools
and colleges in the heathen
lands, 17 hospitals and a num-
ber of orphanages. Last year
its medical missionaries treat-
ed over 131,770 patients.

This year it is aimed to raise
$400,000.00 for foreign mlssmns
The local church will take @w -
offering for this cause next
and expects to raise at least
$150.

Yet
these with a provision for an
advisory vote on United States
Senatorship aud a moderate
referendum system (including
an initiative feature) is all that
we have suggested- The Re-
publican state of Oregon has a
provision for an advisory vote
on senatorship and the same
thing within party lines is pro-
vided for in a number of other
states. The referendum sys-
tem in different forms has been
Nevada,
Oklahoma, Oregon, South Da-
kota, Utah, Michigan and Dele-
ware: some of them Demo-
cratic and some of them Re-
puklican states.

These then are the proposi-
tions which we have advanced
and which friend Loomis says
are "‘in the main all right.”
Whether these things will be
provided for in the constitution
or not will depend upon the
people. That the majority of
the people will want them in
some form is certain, but if
they do not take an interest in
them and see that candidates
for delegateship pledge them-
selves for them, there may be
enough delegates elected un-
pledged who will be suscepti-
ble to influence of a bad kind,
their adoption.
Then if these things which
“‘are all right in the main’’ are
left out and an otherwise fairly
acceptable constitution is draft-
ed, the people are apt to adopt
it, and the new state may have
a fundamental law lesa good
than it might heve been.

Our idea is that the time to
lock the barn is before the
horse is stolen and that the
time to discuss a constitution
is before it is adopted. L.oomis
expresses the fear that we may
keep right on discussing the
constitution until such time as
such discussion is really ger-
mane. If there is any doubt in
his mind about our keeping
right on he might as well dis-
pel it; for that is just what we
expect to do. _

The resolutions were carried
with a whoop and the old club
and the new club were '‘Alle
samee one thing."’

J. O. Gifford was placed in
nomination for chairman hy
the old bunch while the new
element nominated Hamilton
The vote stood 22 for Gifford
and 66 for Hamilton. C. A.
Sipple was made 1st vice presi-
dent by acclamation. For sec-
ond vice president T. R. Smith
received 43 votes while Wil-
liam Idler belied his name by
coming under the wire just a
nose behind with 41. For sec-
retary E. F. Phillips received
23 votes while W, F. Schwartz
piled up 59. After which the
meeting adjourned.

Sipple committee last winter.

That was an interesting bit
of projected legislation which
the Roswell city council
launched the other day, when
it started to completion an or-
dinance making it a misde-
meanor to sell or plant cotton
wood trees of the kind that dis-
tribute cotton. The statesmen
came pretty near hitching on
an amendment that after a
term of vears all of the cotton-
woods in town would have to
be cut down, the idea being to
give the people time in which
to replace them with the kind
that don’'t cotton, Even the
surge of the cosmopolitan wave
could not go quite that far.
The memory of what the cot-
tonwood has done for Roswell
as it has for every other town
in the semi-arid west, was too
strong with the statesmen, and
they left that problem of elimi-
nation to future servants of the
people. Some of them re-
membered when Roswell was
a little spot on the burning
prairie, and what a heaven it
was around there in the shade
of the big ccttonwoods at the

loved of the people who can’t

They know that all the cotton-
wood needs is half a show, a
dig into the soil and sufficient
water to get its rootlets started
in the chase after more, when
the subsequent proceedings
needn’t be worried about, for
the cottonwood will deliver the
goods, It is delivering the
goods all over the slope of the
Pecos, and has done more to
make it habitable, to attract
settlers, than the government,
for it is a sturdy old reclama-
tion service in itself,

It is pleasing in giving the
praise to the outrnnner of com-
fy homes, to note that many of
the finest residences that are
being developed are flanked
with cottonwoods, There is a
sprinkle of elms, ash and other
breeds, but now as ever the
chief reliance is the cotton-
wood. The care that many of
these developers take of their

plantings might well be noted

even as the heart is left in a
waste when the old friends
pass away, and there are no
new ones to take their place
and light up the succeeding
round of years, that will be
weary or short and full of song
according to how we master
the admonition that to really
live is to really love. Cling to
the old friends. Cling to the
old trees. Don't be afraid to
love them who have been tried
by fire—and don't be afraid to
turn on the water to thirsty
roots that are all yours and
reach into the heart of the
earth for comfort and beauty
for you. And above all, re-
member that the wise man is
ever planting new trees, is ever
making new friends. It is the
only way that he can meet the
calls of inexorable time, the
only way he can keep in the
power, the only wav he can
hold his great endowment of
friends close at hand.

Proper
disinfection, the prohibition of,
public funerals in cases of all

contagious diseases, the facili-

ty for rigid quarantine, and

the other phases of health leg-

islation are as much needed

here as in the unhealthiest

town in the world, and we all

have been guilty of criminal

negligence in the failure to ob-

serve to the letter the laws we

have. The certainty is ap-

parent that unless it is done,

some of these days we are go-

ing to repent in sacRcloth and

ashes.

An Ordinance Relating To
The Inspection Of Electric
Wiring In The Town Of Ar-
tesia And Creating The Office
Of City Inspector.

Be it ordained by the Board
of Trustees of the Town of
Artesia,

Section 1. All wiring for
electrical lights or appliances
in or on any building, and in
or on any street or alley or the
Town of Artesia shall be in-
stalled in accordance with the
National Electric Code and its
latest supplement or supple-
ments issued from time to
time.

In addition to Class B, 12th
of the National Electrical
Code, all wires at potentials of
$60 volts and above must be
carried at least six feet above
all other wires at all points,

In addition to Class B, 12th
of the National Electric Code,
cross arms bearing wires at
voltage of 500 or above must
be at least six feet above all
other cross arms.

In Class C, 21-e, omit words
“in plain sight’’ for installa-
tions in mercantile or other
than residence buildings.

Section 2. The office of City
Electrical Inspector is hereby
created, the same to be ap-
pointed by the chairman of
the Board of Trustees and con-
firmed by the Board of Trus-
tees. He shall inspect or have
inspected all wireing done in
this town and shall enforce its
installation in accordance with
this ordinance.

Section 3. All persons desir-

ing to do electric wiring in the ‘

Town of Artesia, shall first
furnish bond to the town and
secure a contractor's  license
from the city clerk. Bond
shall be in the sum of $1,000.00
license fee shall be $20.00
annum payable in advance and

the city clerk shall require
written recommendation from
the town Electrical Inspector

before issuing any license,

Section 4. Any contractor de-
siring to install electric wiring
in or on any building shall first
obtain a written permit from
the town inspector. Applica-
tion for permit shall be on
printed furnished by the town
and shall contain description of
wiring to be installed; this ap-
plication to be filed in town
records, Any subsequent
change in wiring, installation
shall be issued for $1.00 each,
to be paid to the the tcwn in-
spector.

Section. 5. No repairs or ad-
dition 8hall be made to any ex-
isting wiring in or on build-
ings, except on conditions that
mains and feeds to points of
change or addition, also the
change or addition itself shall
be in accordance with this or-
dinance. Application and per-
mit shall specify changes to
‘laccomplish above.

Section 6. No installation
shall be approved by the town
inspection until same is safe-
guarded against undue and un-
safe voltage rise by proper
grounding of service'wire, as
recommended by the National
Electrical Code.

Section 7. All persons doing
electric wiring shall notify the
town inspector before any part
of installation is concealed,
and no portion shall be con-
cealed without written ap-

Section 8, No service com-
pany or other person shall con-
nect or allow to be connected
any portion of a wiring instal-
lation, until a certificate of ap-
proval shall have been issued
by the town inspector.

Section 9. The town inspec-
tor shall charge for inspections
of wiring in buildings, as fol-
lows:

1st. For installations of con-
cealed knob and tube first ten
outlets or part, $2.00, subse-
quent outlets 5 cents each.

2nd. Forinstallations of open,
molding or cinduit wiring first
ten outlets or part %1.00, sub-

3rd. For installations of mo-
tors, minimum, $1.00, each mo-
tor above one 25 cents each,
