It is tru e  
th a t  T aft did rid icu le  th e  O k la ­
hom a co n stitu tio n  w h ile  s p e a k ­
in g  in A rizona, b'ut he  tlid not 
th re a te n  to  refus»* to  s ig n  th e  
e n a b lin g  act or to p roc la im  th e  
te rr ito r ie s  s ta te s  in th e  ev en t 
th a t  th e y  adop ted  such  c o n s ti­
tu tio n , T aft has not n early  as 
m uch  backbone  as Rorisevelt, 
y e t th e  la t te r  opposed  the  
O k lah o m a  c o n s ti tu tio n  to  the  
b it te r  end, an d  even  s e n t T aft 
to  th a t  te r r ito ry  to  si>eak 
a g a in s t it—b u t he  s ig n ed  
th e  p roc lam ation .

In th e  second place, th e re  is 
n o t  th e  s lig h te s t ch ance  th a t  a 
X ew  M exico conven tion  w ill 
m eet com posed of d e leg a te s  
w hich will d ra ft a n > th in g l ik e  
th e  O k lah o m a o rg an ic  law , as 
everybody  w ho has a n y  co m ­
prehension  of th e  e x ac t s i tu a ­
tion  kn o w s p e rfec tly  w ell, and  
none l)etter th a n  th e  sa m e  R e ­
pub lican  sh ee ts  w h ich  p re te n d  
to  fear th a t  we sh a ll d ra f t  a 
rad ical co n stitu tio n . A Re- 
im blican  convention , even  if 
com posed of th e  best of th e  
p a r ty  w ould n o t d ra ft a d o cu ­
m e n t like  the  fu n d am en ta l law  
of O klahom a* B u t no t o n ly  
w ill th e  conven tion  co n ta in  a 
la rg e  m a jo rity  of R epub licans, 
b u t it  w ill be com posed to  a 
g re a t e x te n t of R ep u b lican s  
u n d e r o b lig a tio n s  to the  t ru s ts  
an d  to  th e  tax  dorlgers. T h is  
e lem en t w ill co n s titu te  a m a ­
jo rity  of the  R ep u b lican  d e le ­
g a tio n , if not of th e  c o n v en ­
tio n . A nd th is  fact co up led  
w ith  th e  n a tu ra l co n se rv a tism  
of th e  h o n est R ep ub licans w ill 
a b so lu te ly  in su re  th e  te rr ito ry  
a g a in s t  rad ica l action .

T h e  
p a ssag e  of H a w k in s  L ia b ili ty  
ac t d id  th e  cau se  of s ta teh o o d  
m ore  h a rm  th a n  a n y th in g  e lse  
th a t e v e r h a p p e n e d ,fo r  it m ade 
h o n e s t R ep u b lica n s  fea r th a t  
we sh o u ld  in c o rp o ra te  in to  o u r  
c o n s ti tu tio n  p ro v is io n s  w 'hich, 
w ith o u t s e e m in g  to  do so, 
w ould  p e rp e tu a te  c o n d itio n s  
su ch  as th e  H a w k in s  B ill tr ied  
to  c re a te . B ev e rid g e  now  
th in k s  th a t  w e h av e  a c o m p e ­
te n t c itiz e n sh ip , a n d  we o u g h t 
to  show  h im  th a t  w6 h av e  by 
p ro p e rly  p ro v id in g  fo r th e  re g ­
u la tio n  of t ru s ts  by th e  s ta te , 
in s te ad  of a d o p tin g  a c o n s t i tu ­
tion  w h ich  w ill p ro v id e  in  
effect for th e  ru n n in g  of th e  
s ta te  by th e  tru s ts .  R em em  
her th a t  th is  t r u s t  d o m in a tio n  
is th e  th in g  w h ich  th e  R ep u b ­
lican  sen a to rs  a re  g u a rd in g  
a g a in s t, o r a t le a s t w h ich  th ey  
say  th a t  th ey  a re  g u a id in g  
a g a in s t. If we fail to  d ra f t a 
c o n s ti tu tio n  firoperly  sa fe ­
g u a rd in g  o u r r ig h ts , th ey  w ill 
h av e  th e  r ig h t an d  it w ill be 
th e ir  sw orn  d u ty  to  p re v e n t 
s ta teh o o d . N ow , if we a re  to  
lie tu rn e d  dow n a t all (w h ich  
we do no t lielieve) w e w ould  
ra th e r  l>e tu rn e d  dow n  u n ju s t ­
ly for h a v in g  ilone o u r  d u ty , 
th a n  to  lie tu rn e d  dow n ju s tly  
for no t h a v in g  done o u r d u ty . 
If th e se  se n a to rs  w ho say  th a t  
th ey  only  w ish  to  p ro te c t us 
a g a in s t m o n o p o lis tic  a g g re s ­
sion u n til w e sh o w  o u rse lv e s  
ab le  to  p ro tec t o u rse lv es  a g a in s t  
it, a re  not te ll in g  th e  t r u th ,  
th e n  le t us catch  th e m  in  th e i r  
fa lsehood . As it  is, it  is th e i r  
w ord a g a in s t th e  w ord of th e  
te r r i to r ia l  m ach in e  p ress , an d  
an d  if th e y  a re  b ig g e r  p re v a r i­
ca to rs  th a n  th e  m ach in e  o rg a n s  
we do n o t w a n t to  d ra f t a co n ­
s ti tu tio n  th a t  w ill lx‘ bad 
en o u g h  to  s u it  th em .

In th e  fo u rth  p lace  th e  th in g s  
w hich  c o n s ti tu te  th o se  “ broad 
g e n e ra l p rin c ip le s  su ffic ien t for 
th e  basic  law s of a s ta te ”  of 
w h ich  we h e a r  so m u ch  la te ly , 
a re  n o t fixed th in g s . W h a t 
w as b road  e n o u g h  in  ce rta in  
lin e s  in  th e  20’s w ould  be too 
n a rro w  for an y  p ra c tic a l use  
today . W e n o w  h av e  th e  ra il­
roads a n d  th e  te le g ra p h  lin es  
an d  th e  te le p h o n e s  w h ich  w e 
d id  n o t h av e  h a v e  th e n , and  
w h ile  fu n d a m e n ta ls  a re  a lw ay s  
th e  sam e, th e ir  e x p re ss io n  in  
o rg a n ic  law s m u s t be c h an g e d  
to  m ee t c h a n g e d  co n d itio n s .

I t  is a b e au tifu l th e o ry  w ith ­
o u t fo u n d a tio n  in  fact, th a t  o u r

Western College Opens Its Doors.
W estern College threw  open its  doors 

as a  sea t of learn ing  Tuesday, Septem ­
ber 21, 1909, the first school term  end­
ing Friday, December 24, when the 
C hristm as holidays were in order. Re­
opening Tuesday, January  3 the in te r­
m ediate exam inations were on Jan u ­
ary  17 to 21, inclusive, practically  all 
the  pupils m aking high grades, and 
w ith every pupil enrolled being In 
actual attendance. The final exam ina­
tions will be held May 30 to June 2, in ­
clusive, th e  com m encem ent serm on 
will be preached Sunday, June 5, and 
the following day the term  will close 
with graduating  exercises.

The course of study a t the W estern 
College as outlined by the board of 
tru stees  a t  the m id-year m eeting con­
sists of four years in academ ic work 
and four years collegiate work, with 
provisions for additional teachers to 
ca rry  on the  w ork as required. W est­
ern  College studen ts a re  boarded for 
$150 a  year, w hile the  cost of tu ition  
ranges from  $40 to  $75 a  year. W est- 

« m  College being under th e  auspices 
of the  M ethodist Epeacopal Church, 
South, i t  n a tu ra lly  follows th a t it Is 
expected to  be religious in  charac ter. 
Pupils of all creeds, however, are 
eligible to enrollm ent, the  object of the 
school being th e  best tra in in g  possible 
under good influences.

Word Abont President Strother.
Rev, W. K. S tro ther, M. A., the 

president of W estern College is an  o r­
dained m inister, being a m em ber of 
the New Mexico conference, M ethodist 
Episcopal Church, South. He is a 
graduate of the Southw estern Uni­
versity, of Georgetown, Texas, and 
took a  post graduate course in the 
Chicago University. Mr. S tro ther w.is 
ordained 15  years ago and following 
seven years of regu lar pastoral work, 
he engaged in  school work, having for 
the eight years p rio r to  his coming to 
A rtesia been in charge of the Alexan­
der Collegiate Institu te , Jacksonville, 
Texas.

M r.'S tro th e r’s appointm ent as p res­
ident and general m anager of W estern 
College was en tire ly  unsolicited, he 
having been selected and  elected to 
the office, subject to  h is investigation 
and approval. He was chosen pur­
su an t to th e  counsel and advice of 
the R ight Reverend Joseph  S. Key. 
Bishop of the M ethodist Episcopal

Church, South. At the m id-year m eet­
ing the board of tru stees , the success­
ful adm inistration of the affairs of 
W estern College by P residen t S tro ther 
was not only Indorsed but highly com­
mended. Mr. S tro ther is supported in 
bis work by his wife, Mrs. M attie D. 
S trother, a  graduate of the North Tex­
as Fem ale College, Sherm an, Texas, 
and in addition to the atten tion  receiv­
ed from several members of the fac­
ulty, the studen t body of W estern Col­
lege is cared for. Individually and col­
lectively, by P resident and .Mrs. S tro th ­
er.

W estern College Building.
The main building of W estern Col­

lege is 52x112, a tw o story and base­
m ent s truc tu re . In the basem ent are 
the furnace room s while on the first 
floor there  a re  six classroom s, music 
studio and five music rooms. On the 
second flour there  is the auditorium  or 
chapel, with a seating capacity of 700, 
while two classroom s with a  fu rther 
capacity of 150 each can be throw n into 
the auditorium , being separated  by 
folding doors, m aking a to tal seating 
capacity of 1000. The sea ts a re  opera 
chairs, finished in cherry , and wide 
and m ost com fortable. Then on the 
second floor there is the p residen t’s of­
fice while the main auditorium  boasts 
of a stage 26 feet wide and 18 feet 
deep.

The dorm itory which is alm ost an 
exact reproduction of the m ain build­
ing on the exterior, has furnace room, 
store room, dining room and kitchen 
in the basement. The dining room is 
42x60 feet, and has a seating capacity 
of 250, allowing 25 tables to the floor 
space, with 10 students to a table. The 
kitchen which is a  model tw entieth  
century  cu linary  departm ent is equip­
ped with a m odern bake oven, w ith ca­
pacity sufficient to furnish  the meals 
for the 250 dining room capacity. The 
culinary  departm ent is presided over 
by Mrs. N. E. Greaves, who has been 
with P resident and Mrs. S tro ther for 
several years past. The dining room 
and kitchen, in fact both of the col­
lege buildings in their en tire ty , a re  fire­
proof, very little  wood en tering  into 
the construction, while all of the ceil­
ings a re  of m etal. The dining room 
and kitchen have cem ent floors, con­
crete  w alls which are plastered and 
m etal ceilings.

F u rth e r D escription of Dorm itory.
On the first floor of the dorm itory 

are the reception hall, parlo r and sit­
ting room, equipper with folding doors 
so they can be throw n into one room, 
or into individual rooms. The pic­
tures, screens and painted china shown 
in the half tone reproduction of the 
reception hall, parlo r and sitting  room 
throw n into one room are all done in 
the college, much of the hand painted 
china and o ther work being evidences 
of Mrs. S tro th er’s skill in th is partic ­
u lar direction. Then on the first floor 
there a re  som e 12 bed cham bers and 
the hospital ward for g irls  endowed 
by Edwin B. Kemp, the secretary - 
trea su re r of the board of tru stees  of 
W estern College.

Oil the second floor there a re  some 
18 m ore studen t bed cham bers, the 
bath and to ile t rooms throughout be­
ing not only san ita ry  but the very la t­
est devices of the plum ber's skill. The 
college buildings a re  lighted with elec­
tricity , furnished a t a nom iaal cost 
by the A rtesia E lectric Light Company. 
The reception hall, parlor, sitting 
room, hospital ward for g irls endowed 
by Mr. Kemp and the students bed 
cham bers were furnished throughout 
by the Ullery F u rn itu re  Company, of 
Artesia, Owen McClay, m anager, and 
the best of fu rn itu re  and the finest of 
m ^ tre sse s  and springs en ter into the 
fuTiiishings.

Diet Both Good and Wholesome.
This W estern College artic le  would 

not be com plete w ithout a word about 
the diet, which 1 sampled, and hope 
to be able to sam ple real often in the 
im m ediate fu ture, thanks to the kindly 
invitation extended to  me by President 
and Mrs. S tro ther. B reakfast is served 
a t 7 a. m., d inner a t 12 m. and supper 
a t 6 p. m. On assem bling in the dining 
hall the faculty  and students all stand 
a t their respective places until thanks 
has been re tu rned  for the repast they 
are about to  enjoy.

The diet is both good and whole­
some, with a variety. W estern Col­
lege has its  own cows which furnish  
both a b u tte r and milk supply. Then 
there  is a fine brood of barred P ly­
mouth Rock fowl roam ing on a  lim ited 
area  of the  campus, which is directly 
responsible for the fresh egg and fried 
or fricasseed chicken supply. In  ad­
dition to  these good things in the ed­
ible line m eat is part of the dgily bill 
of fare, as a re  good biscuits, corn 
bread, syrup  and the like th a t are to  be 
found on the table in every southern  
home.

Arlesians Are Justly  Frond.
A rtesia and A rteslans—the boosting

College, its president, faculty, board of

»T. PATRICK I APOSTLE OP PE ACE.

AAdrewst at St. ABthMy'it Catholic 
Chvrrh on Ireland's Patron.

(By Jam ea D. W halen.)

Some m onths ago the people of Ar- 
tesia  enjoyed the privilege of liatening 
to a lecture entitled "The Prince of 
Peace" by the w orld’s g reatest o ra tor, 
W illiam Jennings Bryan. The title  of 
the  address was, of course, derived 
from  the name given the prom ised Re­
deem er hundreds of years before the 
b irth  of Jesus Christ, by the inspired  
prophet who said "a Child shall be 
born to us and His Name shall be ca ll­
ed The Prince of Peace.” The lesson 
which Mr. Bryan wished to convey was 
principally that it is the doctrine of the 
founder of C hristianity  tha t while it is 
g rea t and glorious to tight for one’s 
country , or for a  holy cause, it is 
s till m ore glorious to bpinbly labor for 
tru e  peace on earth  in emulation to 
the e ternal concorn which prevails in 
Heaven. And so it is.

Holy W rit, indeed abounds in in ­
stances of characters tru ly  g rea t 
am ong those who literally "fought 
the good light” of the Lord w ith weap­
ons of the flesh; and the m ilitan t lead­
ers of the chosen people such as Gid­
eon and Sampson and David a re  ex­
am ples of pure |>atriots as well as of 
children of God. But while laurels 
rested on the brow s of the heroes of 
holy w ars the tru e  crow ns were re ­
served for tb s  heroes of peace.

David, the royal prophet was a sp len­
did ch arac ter, yet because his glory 
lay in a large m easure in bis military’ 
prow ess he was deemed unw orthy to 
erect the temple, which work was re ­
served for a kln«v vvhu pr« feired  wis­
dom in peaceful countil to victofv 
on glorv- flelds.

“See tha t thou never do to another 
w hat thou wouldst hate to have done to 
thee by another,’’ was a Jewish proverb 
which represented the best th rought of 
the nation and which was a precursor 
of the Golden Rule.

King David knew as much as any 
man th a t ever lived about all that i>er- 
tatned to glory of m ilitary victory, but 
he did not think th a t conquest of their 
foes was the g reatest blessing which 
could be conferred ui>on bis people, but 
be looked forward to the golden age 
"when the ways of man shall please the 
Lord, He will convert even his ene­
mies to peace”

Tnder the New Dispensation the 
Golden Rule lays down in its fullness 
the only principle uivon which perm a­
nent peace can be secured, which is the 
sam e principle upon which hum anity 
can attain  its highest achievements. 
For while our Lord said: "I came not 
to send i>eace but the sw ord” He ob­
viously did not mean that He intended 
to  set people at variance with each 
o ther for the pnriMjse of creating  dis­
cord, but that because of the inevitable 
un just opi>osltion to the tru th s  which 
he tau g h t that effect would be sure to 
follow. "My peace 1 leave you, .My 
peace I give unto you," was His great 
benediction.

The pages of Christian history are 
adorned with the names of many men 
who were a t  once great Christians and 
g rea t soldiers. Constantine and The- 
t^o siu s  In Rome, Clovis and Charles 
Martel in France. Charlem ange in the 
W estern Em pire, Alfred in England, 
Brlen in Ireland, were noted for their 
pious zeal for the C hristian cause on 
the  field of battle.

But it is not to Its w arrio rs  that 
C hristian ity  owes Its heaviest debt. 
T heir victories would have been bar­
ren of good results, nay they could not 
have been won had not the hum ble and 
peaceful m issionary converted the 
common people and aroused in them 
an Irresistib le  enthusiasm  for the 
C hristian  cause. Civilization, as we 
know It. has been made po.ssible by 
those who preached the  gospel of peace 
and by those w-ho in an age of violence 
fled from the tu rbulence of the mob, 
and gathered around them  pupils, kin­
dred sp irits , who prized learn ing  more 
than  the trophies of war. By these 
were founded the  hum ble sea ts  of 
learn ing  from which sp rang  the cele­
brated  universities of Europer.

•Among those who went forth  to con­
vert the heathen, was one whose every 
act* was in accord with the doctrines 
of his Lord. Persecuted, enslaved, 
compelled in his ea»-ly years when his 
ch a rac te r was setting  in its mold, to 
work unrequited for others who ate 
th e ir bread in the sweat of his brow, 
he rose from the depths of ignorance 
and of social degradation to the dignity 
of scholarship  and to the preem inent 
position of apostle of the people 
by whom he had been enslaved. He 
became the benefactor of his oppress­
o rs and the founder of institu tions of 
religion and of learn ing  which were the 
glory of Europe during the darkest of 
the dark  ages, and not only changed the 
people of th a t nation from w arlike pi­
ra tes into peaceful C hristians, but so 
im planted his religious principles in 
th e ir hearts tha t fifteen cen tu ries have 
failed to  eradicate them. I re fe r to 
Patrlclus. or St. Patrick , the  apostle of 
Ireland.

His birthplace is unknown. I t  seems 
likely to have been F rance, though 
S cotland’s claim s are worthy of a tten ­
tion. You have all heard about his 
cap tu re  a t  the age of sixteen years by 
Irish  p irates and his sale Into slavery. 
You have all doubtless thought some­
w hat upon w hat his feelings m ust have 
l>een when he was torn  from friends to 
serve a foreign taskm aster. For six 
y ea rs  be served thus, then escaped.

Back to  his native land cam e Patrick , 
not for the purpose of seeking revenge 
but burning with a desire to  confer 
the blessing of C hristian  tru th  upon 
those from whose hands he had re ­
ceived naught but injustice.

He studied for the prlestboood and at 
the age of forty-five years on the oc­
casion of a visit to Rome, be obtained 
the covettHl m ission and set out for 
Ireland.

There is no need to detail the success 
of th a t mission. W ithout a battle, w ith­
out the shedding of a drop of human 
blood he converted a nation made up 
of a confederacy of hostile clans into 
a  nation of Christians. He engrafted 
C hristian  principles u|»on the old Bre- 
hon laws and made them the m eans o f  
securing centuries of peace for Ireland, 
centuries of j)eace for Ireland.

At the time tha t St. P atrick  went to 
Ireland to preach the Go8i>el, Europe 
was in the throes of tha t frightful tu r ­
moil which accom panied the invasion 
of barbarians. On A ugust 24, 410,
within a year afte r the date upon 
which St. P atrick  is said by h istorians 
to have escape<l from bondage, Alaric, 
King of the Visigoths, entered the 
"E te rnal C ity” and from the Capitol 

I sounded the trum pet which was the 
signal for the firing of th a t s truc tu re , 
and for the death of ancient civiliza­
tion. Thenceforth chaos reigned in 
Europe. Those superficial th inkers 
who cannot conceive of conditions dif­
fering from those now existing, when 
we can i>eacelully erect a schoolhouse 
u|>on every hill and fill it with eager 
pupils, would do well to read Guizot's 
graphic account of tha t awful caldron 
of seething hum anity w hich  constltut- 
d European society in tha t age.

But during th is i>erlod, Ireland was 
the home of schools which sent forth 
m issionaries and teachers and m artyrs 
to convert and educate the people of 
the continent and of the neighboring 
isles.

McCarthy, in his "O utlines of Irish 
History says; "For a long time (ill 
Christendom  looked upon Ireland as 
the favorite home of religion and of 
wisdom. .Montelamberte in his g reat 
‘H istory of the .Monks of the W est’ has 
given a glowing’ account of the civili­
zation and the cu ltu re of the Irish  
m onasteries. There the a r ts  were p rac­
ticed—music, arch itectu re  and the 
working of metals. T here the lan ­
guages of Greece ami Rome were stud ­
ied with the passionate zeal which af­
terw ards distinguished the H um anistic 
scholars of the revival of learning. 
The Irish m onastic scholars carried  
the love for Greek so far tha t they even 
wrote the I.j»tln of the church books in 
the beloved Hellenic ch a rac te rs—and 
as we read w-e are reminded again of 
the old tradition  of Greek descent— 
while curiously enough, one of the old­
est m anuscrip ts of Horace in existence, 
that in the library  of Berne, is written 
in Celtic characters, with notes and 
com m entations in the Irish language. 

' I t  is worthy of rem ark th a t Monte- 
! lam hert says that of all nations the 
' .Anglo-Saxon derived most benefit from  
the Irish schools."

A contem porary w riter speaks of the 
schools of Ireland as being siiecially 

' noted for th e ir study of the Scriptures,I which in view of the cultivation of the 
j ancient languages as well as the re- 
! ligious na tu re  of the people would 
I seem proliable.
I This happy condition continued until 
the invasion of the Northm en th ree 
hundred years later. The th ree centu- 

I rles of Incessant w arfare which follow- 
1 ed demoralized the country  and ob lit­
erated alm ost every trace  of ancient 
institutions of learning. However, it 
must be conceded th a t the peaceful 
doctrines of St. Patrick did jnot inca­
pac ita te  the  Irish for a defense  of th e ir 
liberties. They not only did not yield 
to the»lnvaders. but on the field of 
C lontarf inflicted the defeat which end- 
d the last barbarian Invasion of South­

ern  Europe, and which closed the last 
cam paign of northern heathenism  
against C hristianity.

Such then was the result of the m is­
sion of St. Patrick, whose name to 
many is connected only with a wild 
tale about the banishm ent of reptiles. 
The only snakes which St. Patrick 
drove from the Em erald Isle were 
those of Ignorance and Druidish super­
stition. He did well his M aster’s will, 
for he re turned  for great evil the 
grandest good which can be done unto 
man. He did it quietly. In his "Con­
fessions” w ritten in the Latin of the 
la s t days of the Christian Empire and 
som ew hat aw kw ard as If learned af­
te r  m aturity , he sets forth such part 
of his g rea t work as would bring edi­
fication to his fellow men, but in it 
all. be forgot him self and does not 
m ention e ither the date or the land 
of his b irth , (though he does mention 
the town in which he was born). He 
thought h im self-nothing and his work 
as all.

Nor does he re fer to the ecclesiasti­
cal honors which contem porary  w rit­
ers mention as having been conferred 
upon him. In his estim ation he w as as 
nothing while the hum ble service 
which he modestly perform ed for God 
and for his fellow men was all in all.

He left behind no m ourning widows 
or orphans such as follow in the wake 
of conquest by the sword. No m arble 
shaft was erected to m ark the spot 
where he slept in the humble cem etery 
a t Downpatrick. He closed his eyes 
quietly a t the end of a  fruitful Jour­
ney, w ithout the pressure of an  ea rth ly  
diadem.

B ut may we not on 8t. P atrick ’s day 
th in k  of him on a  throne on high, with 
the  trefo il sham rock with which he Il­
lu stra ted  the  m ystery of the T rin ity  
verdant on bis crown of glory, receiv  
Ing among the blessed the sons

and daughters of the lahd of his
adoption, w here bis nam e is still held 
In profound reverence, and also  those 
from o ther lands, w here the light of 
the Gospel was spread by the Irish  
m issionaries who im itated the exam ­
ple of th is  hum ble em ulator of "The 
Prince of Peace."

Golden Words From President Taft
“ M ake yourselves statesm en 

and send ntatesm en to  your con­
ven tion  when you d ra f t a con­
s titu tio n .

“ T he tro u b le  is when you are 
m aking a constitu tion you will 
take any old th ing  if you can 
only get statehooil. I  know th a t. 
W ell, th e re  ought to  be a pro­
vision by which you should first 
vote on your officers, and I  hope 
you have the streng th  of charac­
te r  enough to  vote down a poor 
constitu tion  and wait until you 
can get a good one by a new con­
vention.

“ If  you could get one. why 
then  come in with it, b u t if you 
do not then  have courage enough 
to  vote it down. I don’t know 
w hether you will have or not. 
You have th a t ye t to  prove. I 
like to  look in to  your faces and 
see th a t  you are  A m ericans, and 
you arc  ju s t as conscious th a t 
you are going to  f>e th e  most 
perfec t s ta te  in the  union as pos­
sible. You do not assume th a t 
these burtlens in respect to  state- 
hoQd am ounts to  anyth ing—only 
give US statehood and everything 
else is heaven beyond.”
