TRUST MADE CONSTITUTION

Impressions of Noted WashingtoD 
Newspaper CorrespeodenL

Gilson (Jardner, W ashington 
corresjiondent for a num ber of 
metropolitan newspapers luts 
been here and he writes as fol­
lows concerning the situation 
in reference to the formation 
of a constitution for Xew  Mex­
ico.

Xew Mexico is getting ready 
for its statehood. A constitu ­
tion is the first thing.

The territorial governor has 
issued a proclamation. There 
will be an election this Sep­
tem ber to choose delegates to 
a constitutional convention. 
Then Octol)er 3, at Santa Fe 
the convention will assem ble 
and go to work.

W ill the constitution l>e the 
work of madmen or will it not?

This is the question which I 
find to be the present subject 
of debate.

A horrible fear has settled 
on the minds of the office hold­
ing class— a fear lest a ma­
jo rity  of the people of X ew  
Mexico, at one m ighty impulse 
are about to rise up and be­
come insane. And in this mo­
m ent of insanity are about to 
adopt a never changeable con-

O h ,” replied the govornor, 
j “ the initiative and referendum 

recall and a lot of things 
like th at— iirovisions like 
those in the O klahom a consti­
tu tion .”

(fov, .Mills went on to say 
that it is better to put as little  
possible into a constitution 

j  which is an instrum ent not 
I easy to alter and to leave mat- 
I ters of detailed legislation to 
I legislatures.
I “ I think I voice the opinionsI
of Pres. T a ft,” the governor 
continued. “ T he president 
spoke at Albuquerpue last O c­
tober and. he suggested then 
that the state constitutions 
should be as nearlj' as possible 
like the constitution of the 
United States. The president 
disapproves of the O klahom a 
type of constitution. He wants 
ours to be safe and san e.”

Follow ing this inquiry I 
found that the follow ing pro­
positions, when advanced tor 
constitutional adoption, are re­
garded by Xew  M exico’o pres­
ent governm ent as evidences 
of insanity:

1 —Popular prim aries for the 
choice of United S tates sena­
tors.

2—The initiative, referendum 
and recall.

—Comm ission c o n t r o 1 of 
railroads and other public ser­
vice corporations.

4—Adequate taxation of cor­
porations.

These are all regarded as 
“ details’ * which should be left 
to future legislatures. (The 
more future the better.) They 
are all looked upon as evi­
dences of “ unsafeness” and a

lack of that proper sanity 
which Pres. T aft commends. 
Hut none of them  is more 
dreadetl as a sure enough ev i­
dence of M arch-hare madness 
than the initiative and referen­
dum. To l>e guilty of any 
lurking favor for the in itiative 
and ref**rendum is to ipialify 
for im m ediate incorporation in 
the adm inistration’s political 
madhouse.

I went from Santa Fe to A l­
buquerque where Territorial 
Delegate “ Hull” Andrews sits 
on the hotel piazza and holds 
im litical court, and where for­
m er Delegate Rodey has been 
s|>ending some days. I talked 
to the representatives of local 
newspaj>ers and to people 
whose only interest is that of 
public spirited citizens. They 
all confirmed the story.

“ Tliats the dope,” said one.
“ Safe and sane.” You 

know- what that means. It ’s 
the get-together of the corpora 
tion interests against anything 
like a governm ent by the peo­
ple. The adoption of a con sti­
tution is the one chance a peo 
pie have. It is a chance to 
put a few rings into the cor 
porations noses and to arrange 
by things like the initiative 
and referendum for a little  
governing by the people. Oi 
course, the corporations hate 
it. And so do the special in 
terest boys from T aft and Gov. 
Mills down. .\nd of course 
they will do everytning they 
can to defeat any popular fea­
tures in the constitu tion .”

“ Can they do it?” I asked.
“ Very possibly,” my infor­

m ant answered. “ Y’on see 
what they are doing now really’ 
am ounts to m aking threats. 
That is the m eaning of th is 
talk of safe and sane. O ur 
sbitehood proposition has 
strin g  to it. The law provides 
that the new constitution m ust 
satisfy both congress and the 
president. Xow T aft has 
made it known that he disap­
proves of popular governm ent 
features in a constitution. He 
disapproves the in itiative and 
referendum . T hat is the fea­
ture he dreads most. Xow  the 
question is, would he dare re­
fuse us admission to the union 
if our constitution should not 
su it him ? Som e think he 
would. They fear his threats 
They’ w’ant the territory to be 
a state and they hope that 
later on they m ight get provi­
sions which now they do not 
dare to fight for-”

T he constitutional conven­
tion will num ber a hundred 
delegates. I find that the R e ­
publicans are seriously' count­
ing on controlling two-thirds 
of this number. The Demo­
crats, though in m inority, are 
qu ite m ilitant. At the m eet­
ing of their central com m ittee 
in Albuquerque they declined 
to com m itt them selves to any 
declaration in favor of “safe 
and sane” and would not con­
sider any suggestion of a b i­
partisan convention.

B u t it is evident that in the 
final test the convention will 
not divide on party lines. It 
will be a fight lietween the 
“ safe and sanes” and the 
friends of popular rule.

I t  is rather early yet for con­
gressional, gubernatorial and 
senatorial booms A few have 
ventured forth but they are 
nipped by the frost of uncer­
tain ty  as to whether, after all. 
Pres. Taft and the people of

Enfield w ent to Knowles and 
M onument in Mr. Enfield’s 
fine auto. Most of the 
Know les people and a num ber 
from M onum ent were in Lov- 
ington at the celebration, but 
those who were at home gave 
the party a hearty welcome. 
The party arrived at Monu­
m ent ju s t at the close of an 
address by W. H. Woodwell. 
Dr. Skeen  addressed the crowd 
for a few m inutes. The a rri­
val at M onum ent was delayed 
by a slig h t accident to the auto 
a t K now les which caused a 

f delay of several hours. It  was 
late at n ight when the party 
returned to Lovington but the 
sounds of revelry were still 
the air and the jo lly  care-free 
crowd was still en joying  itself.

T he interests of the P lains 
are being steadily advanced by 
an able corps of boosters at 
the bead of which are the Mul- 
land boys. B ernard  F . Mul- 
lane runs the Know les News 
while Jam es H. handles the 
Lovington Leader. These boys 
were form erly jo in t proprietors 
of the News and w hile work­

ing together on that paper got 
out a special that was a credit 
to them  and to the P lains. 
They have dissolved partner­
ship; Hernie rem aining at 
Knowles. Jim m ie took up the 
work at the northern burg and 
and is now preparing to branch 
out and start a paper at King.

The general writeup of the 
l^lains given in the special edi­
tion above referred to, gives an 
excellent idea of the advan­
tages of the country and from 
it we take the following ex ­
cerpts:

“ Up to and including the year 
1880, Eastern Eddy county, 
was inhabited chiefly by In ­
dians and buffalo. It com ­
prises a portion of What is 
known as the “ Staked P la in s ,” 
a region which derived its 
name, it is said, from stakes 
put up as land m arks to guide 
travelers across it.

“ Pioneer plainsm en who set­
tled in th is section in the early 
’80’8 were beset *by every peril 
and hardship, uu(|uestionably 
which has been endured by 
kindred spirits anyw here on 
the continent. W a n d e r i n g  
bands of sanguinar3' Apache 
and Com m anche Indians were 
wont to swoop down upon 
them  at intervals, relieve them 
of th eir stock, burn their 
houses, huts or places of habi­
tation and lift th eir scalp locks. 
These hardy f r o n t i e r s ni e n 
were, for the most part, cuttle -1 
men. Daring and venture­
some, hard riding, straight- 
shooting men of brawn and 
sinew, they were, of necessity. 
W hat other sort could have 
braved the terrors and priva­
tions attendant upon the re­
claim ing of the wild from the 
prim itive tribes who had so 
long held undisputed dominion 
over it?  True, the army as­
sisted m aterially in holding 
the Reds in leash, but who of 
us nowadays would hanker for 
a job of assisting in the se ttle ­
ment of a country where In ­
dians were known to be nu­
merous, even though there 
were an arm y post chuck full 
of soldiers a hundred m iles or 
so away? Not a great many, 
we venture to say. T he bloody 
Indians m ight catch a fellow 
way out in som e sequestered 
nooklet and quietly  annihilate 
him, and no one be the w iser 
for days, and when they did 
get wise, even though they 
order out the arm y, navy and 
every insurgent in congress 
and pursued, captured and 
properly punished the red 
heathens, what good would it 
do if a fellow had already cash ­
ed in, taken the long trip, 
turned up his toes to the 
daisies, as it were? Not any, 
we’re th in kin g . B rig h t pros­
pect, that, and cheerful to con­
tem plate.

“ W ell, the Indians are gone 
from here for good now, and it 
will not be necessary for any­
one to cope with them  more. 
A fter they were driven out and 
the buffalo were killed off, 
th is region becam e ayi 'im ­
m ense cattle  range. Several 
b ig  ranches were established 
and each of these big  outfits 
upon discovering th at water 
could be had at the shallow

depth of from twenty to eighty 
feet, im m ediately established 
half a dozen or so watering 
places.

W A T K K .

“ W ater is found in unlim ited 
(juantities in this section, any­
where at a depth «>f 20 to 80 
feet. It is always of the pur­
est and softest variety. The 
pum ping plant system  of irr i­
gation is proving very success­
ful in this vicinity.

T H E  SO IL.

“ The soil of this section is of 
three distinctive grades or va- 
rities, viz, “ hard” land, sandy 
land and “ half breed” or m ix ­
ed hard and sandy laud. A l­
kali, gypt and other in jurious 
foreign substances are un­
known here, and the land is 
extraordinarily fertile and pro­
ductive.

C L IM A TE .

“ In th isclim ate  with ordinary 
home surroundings one can be 
com fortable the year around. 
Another decided advantage 
over other parts of the west is 
the fact that it is less subject 
to sudden and violant changes. 
B lizzards are unknown, as are 
also cyclones, the terror of 
Texas. The mean snnim er 
tem perature is 80; winter, 42; 
spring and fall, 00. The w in­
ters are so mild that an inch 
of frost is rare. Snow’ seldom 
falls and when it does a 
single daj-’s sun will usually- 
dissipate it.

“ The heat of sum m er is never 
oppressive, owing to the dry­
ness of the atm osphere, while 
sum m er nights are aUvays de­
lightful, cool and especially 
conducive to rest and repose, 
fogs are a rarit}’ and'm alaria 
unknown.

STCX:k  h-AISINU.
“ Second to none,and the in­

dustry w’hich has done most, 
up to date, in the upbuilding 
of th is section is the livestock 
industry. For the past twenty 
years the ranchm en of Texas 
have looked upon this as a 
choice feeding and breeding 
ground and as being the best 
winter feed range in the south­
west. They have made it a 
point to use the range of the 
F^lains, where natural grass is 
long and much more nutritious 
than anyw here else in the ca t­
tle grazing country, in the 
winter. The une<iualed fer­
tility  of the soil, long seasons, 
the perpetual sunshine and 
the natural advantages are re­
sponsible for this condition.

“ The territory of New Mexico 
has long been recognized as 
one of the chief wool producing 
sections of the United States, 
and eastern Eddy county 
claim s its share of credit for 
contributing a heav’y prorata 
of th is product. Also, the 
grade of it is second to none 
in the United States. The 
mild winter w eather preva­
lent here is especially advan­
tageous for lam bing, a most 
im portant feature of the sheep 
business.

“ The horse business is also 
one which takes a prom inent 
part in the live stock industry. 
T h e bronco or range horse has 
a national reputation among 
cow men for endurance and

The Carkhad Caadidate.

DuriiiK the lecture of W. H. 
\Vo<xlwell Tuesday ni|rht, 1 lis ­
tened carefully to his statem ent 
of the reasons which induced 
him  to refuse to participate in 
the prim ary of the l)enu>cratic 
party in Carlsbad on that day.

Believ inIf that a discussion of 
euch m atters is of vital ini|>or- 
tance at this tim e, and not de- 
sirinif to com m it the paper to 
all that 1 wish to say, I take the 
liberty of com m entini; upon his 
address over my own siifuature

Mr. Wotxlwell says that he 
did not receive fair treatm ent 
because the prim ary was a snap 
affair called at the last moment 
by a ifani; down in Carlsbad

As a m atter of fact, this p ri­
mary was called at the suuccs- 
tion (and request) t*f the indiv­
idual meml)ers of the Artesia 
com m ittee. Adv<K*ate readers 
will rememl>er that in the Ad­
vocate of Auirust t>, there was 
published, at his re<iuest, a 
correspondence which t«>ok 
place l>etween him self and Mr. 
B rice dated A u{;ust2, in which 
he refers to a verbal re<iuest 
made by B rice  that a primary 
be held. Wood well detained 
to enter a primary in the le t­
ter, as he seems to have tloiie 
verbally prit>r to opening the 
correspondence. He continual­
ly refused all re«iuests and 
sujijrestions that he enter a 
primary, although it was made 
very clear to him by several 
A rtesians that sentim ent here 
was in favor of his entering 
such prio»ary. W hen Brice 
and Bujnc cam e up the same 
suggestion was made to them , 
and later was very forcibly 
made to Prof. V. L. (Jriffen 
who cam e up to ascertain what 
public sentim ent was in -\r- 
tesia.

flriffen cam e here early last 
■week, -^ t was im possible to 
call a prim ary last week and 
have it a<lvertise<l through the 
newspapers. Kveryt)o<ly knows 
that. If it had not l)een ad­
vertised in the 
som e of the fellows wh«) are 
now com|»laining iK'cause it 
was held late wouM have 
thought that it w asn't adver­
tised at alL

The m eeting w’as advertised 
in both new ^)apers in C arls­
bad several days before the 
prim ary was lield. Mr. Wood- 
well says that he mceived word 
at either Malaga or I r v in g  
that the prim ary would be 
held. He cam e Itack to C arls­
bad and declined to enter it. 
He seems to have returned to 
the county seat the sam e day 
and had as much tim e as any­
body else had to get out his 
friends. '  The statem ent that 
he could not pull his nam e off 
after it went on the ticket will 
not hold water, as everyf)f>dy 
knows that a candidate can de­
cline on the morning of e lec­
tion if he W'ishes to do so.

The fact is that there never 
was a mom ent from the first 
when Woodwell ever thought 
of consenting to enter the pri­
mary. It was said by some of 
his friends that if a free for all 
primary were held a num ber 
of Republicans would go in 
and vote for Brice- To obviate 
th is difficulty the chairm an 
applied the rule adm itting on­
ly Democrats.

Now, let us exam ine his rea­
sons for declining to enter A u­
gust 2. He says that condi- 
tions*here differed from what

they were there, though in 
w'hnt particular it is hard to 
see. He says that he could 
nut withdraw because he hud 
announced prior to that tim e 
and having been re<|uested by 
friends from other precincts to 
run and had consented to do so. 
Healso said that nobody in 
A rtesia w’as in a sim ilar situ a­
tion. All of which shows that 
fam e travels in a sm all chan­
nel. As early as Ju n e  24 the 
the IVnasco Valley Pi ess pub­
lished at Hope and the Echo at 
Dayton had placed my nam e 
l)efore the people of Eddy 
county as a satisfactory candi­
date.

On Ju n e Ifi, in response to 
a w ritten re<iuest from G ayle 
Talbot I announce<l and follow ­
ed by announcing in ever>’ 
Dem ocratic paper in Eddy 
county. All this happened l>e- 
fore W(H>dwell announced. I 
received assurance of support 
from every precinct long lie- 
fore Wmxlwell announced his 
candidacy.

All the tim e that 1 was in 
the field 1 urged the ca llin g  of 
a primary to ascertain the sen­
tim ent of this com m unity. I 
did not hear any of the friends 
of Woodwell here protest that 
I could not withdraw because 
1 w.'is under obligations to vot­
ers in other parts of the coun­
ty to run whether A rtesia 
wanted me or not. In fact I 
strongly suspected that some 
of them  were rather pleased 
when they learned that 1 had 
decideil to withdraw. I do 
not think that I did anyl>i.>dv 
any in justice bylsoileciding and 
cannot see how W ockIwcH 
would have had the slig h test 
difficulty iu entering the pri­
mary at Carlsbad and abiding 
by the result. I <lo not think 
that anybody would have held 
it against him . It is wonder- 
tul how easilv a fellows frieiuls 
can be consoled in such cases.

-\nd com ing back to this 
m atter of tim e, if there is 
mom for protest on account of 

newspapers^,^j^jjjy Eddy county, it is be­
cause of the delilierate post- 
ponment of the holding of the 
m eeting of the county com ­
m ittee to call the prim ary. 
T h is county is probably the 
last which holds a prim ary in 
the entire territory; the tim e 
for the cam paign is all too 
short. Have we heard any 
protest from our Woodwell 
friends because of this unw ar­
ranted delay, or was this delay 
sim ply for the purpose of per­
petrating an act of “ gang poli­
tics” ? W hy haven’t we heard 
a protest about this m atter?

Now, isn ’t it as plain as the 
nose on your face that Wood- 
well knew that he could not 
get the endorsem ent of the 
Dem ocrats of his home town 
and that for that reason he <le- 
clined to en ter a prim ary? The 
fact is that when A rtesians 
were u rging B rice  and B u jac  
and Griffen to hold a primary,
they knew very well that«
Woodwell would not enter. If 
thev did not know it, (in view 
of his letters) then they hadn’t 
very much sense. To ask 
that a primary l>e held and 
then say after it is held th at it 
meant that one Carlsbad man 
should withdraw sm acks of 
quibbling. One hundred and 
forty six participated in the 
Carlsbad primary although on­
ly one candidate entered and 
everybody knows that it is 
hard to arouse interest when

only one candidate is in the 
field. B rice  is Carlsbad’s can­
didate, fairly nominated and if 
we expect people to sup|>ort 
Skeen because he is our nom i­
nee we are in honor lam ml to 
support B rice because he is 
Carlsbad’s nominee.

Have you eVer thought of 
the conse<juence of our failure 
to “ make giaxl?” W e enter 
an agreem ent and then violate 
that agreem ent and what will 
lie apt to happen to us at the 
polls? Ivovington and Knowdes 
are alm ost solid for Brice. 
Thev are also solid for Skeen. 
In every speech on the Plains 
B rice advised the people to 
vote for Skeen w hether they 
voted for B rice  or not. The 
folks who were over on the 
P lains from A rtesia assured 
the people there that the Dem ­
ocrats of A rtesia would ac­
cept Carlsbad’s nom inee in re­
turn for the Carlsbad’s accep­
tance of our nominee. Are we 
to 1h* placed in the position of 
repiidiationists before the 
whole country? Can we ex ­
pect them  to work as hard 
for us in November if we dis- 
reganl our promises.

T h at is not all. There is no 
doubt in the world of the nom ­
ination of Brice. He will car­
ry Knowles, Lovington and 
Hope alm ost solidly. He will 
get an overw helm ing m ajority 
in Carlsbad. He will divide 
Uie others.

There is only one possibility 
of Sk een 's defeat in the pri­
mary and that is that A rtesia 
give W dodwell enough votes to 
m ake him a nom inee along 
with Brice. If A rtesia votes 
for Brice, or divides evenly l)e- 
tween Brice and WotKlwell. or 
doesn’t vote at all on either

I think that it will be that an ’̂ 
how and that Skeen will be 
the leading man, but if there 
is a possibility of his defeat it 
will com e through A rtesia’s 
boosting Woodwell.

S U B M IS S IO N  OK NO SU B M ISSIO N .

I listened with pleasure to 
Mr. W oodwell’s speech the oth­
er night. I was much pleased 
with his statem ent of Demo­
cratic principles as far as they 
went. I noticed however, that 
he failed to tell* w hether or not 
he favored the subm ission of 
statew ide prohibition, w hether 
he favored the incorporation of 
local option into the constitu­
tion or what his position was 
in regard to these vital ques­
tions insofar as they relate to 
to the constitution. Because I 
have held that the personal 
views of a candidate as to 
w hether statew ide prohibition 
or local option is best is a m at­
ter of public concern so long 
as he is w illing to refer the 
m atter to the people, I have 
been severely criticised. If I 
had refrained from defining 
my position. I perhaps would

have escaped criticism . How­
ever, I do lielieve that every 
man ought to tell how he 
would vote in the convention 
on this im portant m atter.

T H E  K A IL R O A D  P A S S .

Every lawyer will accept ser­
vice from a corporation while 
not in public office, ju st as eve­
ry newspaper will accept ad­
vertising from a railroad when 
it can get it. The criticism s 
which were aimed at Senator 
Joe B ailey  were because it was 
alleged that he served as a t­
torney for great interests while 
holding a public office, yet the 
people of Texas have ju s t en­
dorsed him for president of the 
U nited States. Ju dge B rice  
accepted a position as railroad 
attorney after the adjournm ent 
of the legislature, and held it 
until he becam e a candidate. 
Railroad officers are paid sa la­
ries by the year and it is whol­
ly im m aterial w hether he was 
ever in court or not. The 
presum ption is that he would 
have been had the com pany 
needed his services.

M IL L S COUNTY.

W ill Robinson has been 
chew ing the rag about M ills
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county for some tim e. The 
fact is that so far as Artesias 
interests are concerned it 
doesn’t make a bit of differ­
ence w hether M ills county is 
created or not. We will never 
get the P lains country into 
A rtesia county anyhow. Last 
year, when the Artesia county 
com m ittee consisting of Harry 
W. H am ilton, C. A. Sipple, 
Capt. John  B . Enfield and Jas. 
I-). Christopher were in Santa 
F e before the legislature they 
entered an agreem ent with the 
Republican leaders' that Lea 
county (as the3’ were to call 
A rtesia county) would not in­
clude the Plains. The reason 
why the Republican leaders 
wanted the P lains cut off was 
that it was overwhelmingly 
Democratic. They did not ex­
pect to carry this part of the 
country soon but thought that 
they could carry it before they 
could carrj’ the Plains, hence 
they did not want the I^lains 
put in with us. The Plains 
have been a source of expense 
rather than of revenue to both 
Chaves and Eddy counties.

They can get along more 
cheaply b>' them selves and it 
is part of wisdom to do what 
our com m ittee agreed to do; 
let them go as soon as they 
were able to stand on their 
feet. 1 do not believe that 
B rice made the agreem ent 
which Woodwell thinks that 
he did, but if so, it is only 
what we are all w illing to see 
happen. I published the 
hitches which existed some 

. tim e ago in the work of creat­
ing M ills county, whereupon 
Robinson jumped at the con­
clusion that the creation of a 
P lains county would hurt Ar- 

v^fTereas it would help 
it. Anybody from Carlsbad 
would have voted against A r­
tesia county ju st as anyl)ody 
from Artesia would have votetl 
for it. We all knew that Brice 
would vote that way: we all 
know that Woodwell would 
have done so had he lH*en in 
B rice’s place. Both B rice  and 
his partner Captain B u jac 
heartily supported the Artesia 
bridge bonds on every occasion 
and their honesty and sincerity 
in th is m atter was never called 
in question.

If  th is were a case where 
> there was only one candidate, 

and where the county seat ques­
tion would logically come be­
fore the body to which the dele­
gate was to be elected, I should 
oppose any Carlsbad candidate. 
Two years ago I opposed the 
unanimqus^nomination of Brice 
on those grounds and because 
A rtesia would have nobody in 
the legislature to offset his 
work in the legislature. I 
should have opposed the nom- 
ation of Woodwell in the same 
m anner, had he been a candi­
date of Carlsbad. If some of 
those who are so m ilitantly  an­
ti-B rice  in th is town today nad 
followed up the advantage 
gained in the fight in the coun­
ty convention which Osburn, 
Davis and I from A rtesia and 
B ru ce /lom Dayton entered 
against th eir advice and won 
in the face of their lugubrious 
predictions, we could have pre­
vented the placing of Artesia 
in the false position of acqui­
escing in the unanim ous nom i­
nation of an avowed anti-coun­
ty candidate, from this district. 
Gayle Talbot was the regular 
delegate to H^german, and 
had he gone he would not

have agreed to such unani 
mous consent without receiv­
ing som e pledge in return. 
Unfortunately he was unable 
to go in person.

At the tim e that the Hager- 
man convention was held 
Chaves and Roosevelt counties 
were opposed to division and 
everyl)ody knows it. Chaves 
county was converted to divi­
sion later on’ B rice  repre­
sented the unanimous sen ti­
ment of both counties at that 
tim e and the sentim ent of the 
m ajority of the precincts of 
Eddy countj'. A rtesia had a 
delegate who could have pro­
tested against this unanim ity 
and saved the record. As it 
was it looked as if Artesia, 
agreed with the rest. B rice is 
right in saying that he carried 
out his instructions.

I lielieve that Mr. Woodwell 
is honest and sincere. I agree 
with many of his ideas. I 
have tried to show him all the 
courtesy which I could during 
his visit here and only T h u rs­
day invited him to again use 
the colum ns of this newspaper 
to elaborate upon any of his 
views or state his position on 
any which he had overlooked; 
inform ing him the paper would 
get out Friday evening this 
week. He said that it was the 
eve of election and that he 
thought that the jieople under­
stood his position and did not 
think that they would change 
their minds at the last m in­
ute.

If he had desired to state his 
position on the subm ission of 
prohibition or on anything else 
he had tim e enough to do so, 
and was afforded the opportu­
nity after he had failed to 
m ake liis position clear in his 
speech, in his platform or in 
his article.

For the reason given, 1 feel 
that it is the duty of A rtesia to 
vote for Skeen and B rice  on 
the eay at the primary.

Adjonrned Session.
The Town Board of Artesia 

met in adjourned session per- 
siiant to adjournm ent had 
from August 9, 1910, with 1).
