Pippin: on one box same ap­
ple; on one box White Winter 
Pearman; first on box Wine- 
sap: first on quinces; first on 
plate White Winter Pearman; 
first on peaches; first on Ar­
kansas Black apples; and sec­
ond on peaches; cantaloupes 
and grapes. The total first 
prizes numbered 21 and 5 sec­
ond prizes.

The Roswell Morning News 
bad the following description 
of the Artesia display:

“ The Artesia booth was 
beautifully arranged. The 
central pyramid of apples and 
beautiful ears of corn was sur­
mounted by a huge cornicopia 
of ^geen, showing fruits and 

~^egetables. A background of 
corn softened the wall, flowers 
and corn lent grace, while veg­
etables gave a solid foundation. 
There were the choicest fruits 
of all kinds.

Artesia carried off twenty-one 
first prizes and five second and 
a blue ribbon for seedless pears.

Artesia also received the $25 
prize for the most unique al­
falfa display, a huge fireplace 
with a cozy looking red fire 
that in the cool eve' ng looked 
tempting enough for one to 
wish for a chair and book be­
side it. They had also a huge 
tomato plant 'that had upon it 
eighty-five tomatoes. It was a 
volunteer."

“ Roswell divided the highest 
honors with Artesia, taking 

cash part of the first'prize 
-$50. \

ArtesiX. was indeed so close 
to Roswel^ or Roswell so close 
to Artesia that one could 
scarcely see a difference, so Ar­
tesia took the silver cup pre­
sented by Messrs. M. O. Cog­
gins & Co., of Pittsburg, Pa., 
and Lyon Bros. & Co., of New 
York City.

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FACING AN INDUSTRUL CRISIS

Chicago Professor Believes Revo- 
lationaiV Movement is Manifest­

ing Itself.

Chicago, 111.—Employers of 
labor in the United States are 
facing the most serious situa­
tion that has ever confronted 
capital. A movement among 
the masses more revolutionary 
than anything seen in the clos­
ing years of the eighteenth 
century is manifesting itself 
now, and will come to a crisis 
within five years.

“ F2ither employers must sup­
port trade unions under con- 

,.eervative leadership or face an 
industrial form of organization 
under the leadership of radical 
Socialists. Strikes no longer 
will be confined to single crafts 
but will be general, affecting 
an entire industry.”

Such were the predictions 
made by Prof. Graham Taylor 
in speaking on the British rail­
way strike and its revolutionary 
bearings.

Dr. Taylor returned, a few 
days ago from an extended tour 
through Great Britian and the 
continent of Europe, during 
which he made a special study 
of social conditions and the re­
cent uprisings of the workers 
in Great Britian, France and 
Spain.

According to Dr. Taylor, the 
economic pressure on the 
masses is not so acute here as 
in Europe, Inicause wages 
have more nearly kept pace 
with the increased cost of liv­
ing and with the universal de- 
tnatyd of labor for a larger 
share of the wealth it creates, 
but the pressure is here, and 
the tendency of labor to unite 
on industrial instead of on craft 
lines is seen in the preseijt 
strike of railroad shop em­

ployes. The franchise enjoyed 
by the workers in this country 
also forms a safety valve, in
the opinion of Dr. ------
which the F^uropean workers 
do not possess in such full de­
gree.

“ The peaceful situation on /' 
the British railroads is nothing 
hut an armed truce,”  said Dr. 
Taylor. ‘ ‘It is liable to hurst 
forth at any time. The recent 
strike opened the eyes as well 
as the eyes of the statesmen.
No one expected that the 
workers’ at a moment’s notice 
would paralyze tr.'Kle, hut that 
is what they did.”
