W illiam  C . McDonald, dem o­
cratic candidate for governor of 
N ew  M exico, was born on a 
farm near the little town of 
Jordanville in the southern 
part o f Herkim er county. New 
Y ork , not far from the shores 
o f OtsefTo Lake, in 1858. His

W m. C. McDo.nali). 
m other died when he was 
about four years old, and his 

•yxiutmtu* years were spent on 
the farm  and i<i attendance at 
the public sifiool which was 
located about a mile from his 
hom e. He l)edan teachitiK at 
the age o f 17, after having at­
tended a neitrhborinjr academy, 
and accumulated sufficient cap ­
ital to com plete his education 
in C asenovia Sem inary. He 
resumed teaching and while 
en gaged ' in teaching 8cIum>1 
studied law though he never 
engaged in its practice.

Mr. McDonald came west to 
Fort Scott. Kansas, in the 
spring of 1880 and while there 
he was admitted to the bar. In 
the same 5’ear he^caine to Las 
V egas and from that place he 
w ent ov'erland to W hite Oaks 
where there was considerable 
excitem ent over gold discover­
ies which had been made 
there. He secured em ploy­
m ent in a store owned by A. 
N. Jones and the next year, 
1881, he took up surveying and 
m ining engineering work 
w hich he follow ed successfully 
until the sum m er o f 1890, 
when he took charge of the 
Carrizo2o Ranch temporarily. 
H e had form erly done consider­
able work for the ranch com ­
pany which is a foreign  corpo­
ration, the stock o f which is 
held m ostl}' by people o f small 
means who are dependent on it 
for revenue.

In the fall ot 1890. after he 
had been there a few  months, 
he took charge o f the ranch 
and he lias been practical!)' in 
the absolute control o f the m an­
agem ent of its affairs ever 
since, conducting the business 
successfully and to the entire 
satisfaction o f the stockholders.

"D uring  this w hole tin ie ,"  
said Mr. McDonald, have

)

never used a dollar for politics 
o f anyone's money except my 
o w n ."

He has l>een hon<»red by the 
people o f his county at differ­
ent tim es by being elected in 
official positions. He was as­
sessor of L incoln county in 1885 
and 1886; was elected as a 
m em ber o f the house of repre­
sentatives o f the twenty-ninth 
legislative assem bly from the 
counties o f Lincoln, Chaves 
and Eddy in the fall o f 1890, 
aud was elected a memt)er r>f 
the board o f county com m is­
sioners of his county in 1904, 
serving as chairman of the 
board in 1905 and liMMS. Last 
Decem ber he was selected, in 
his absence and without his 
know ledge, as chairman of the 
Dem ocratic Central C om m it­
tee, which position he tilled 
with credit until his nom ina­
tion for governor this m onth.

.'Ir. McDonald served the 
pe»>ple of Lincoln county fa ith ­
fully, capably nhd efficiently 
during his term as assessor 
and county com m issioner, but 
it was during the session of 
the tw enty-ninth legislative 
assem bly that he hail opportu ­
nity to show what kind of man 
he is. At that session of the 
legislature he introduced a 
a road bill which was far in 
advance of any road law which 
had l>een proposed in the terri­
torial legislature, and he was 
successful in getting it through 
the Dem ocratic house, but the 
bill was killed in the R epubli­
can Council, o f which Thom as 
H. Catron was the Hrst con ­
spicuous member. It wks at 
this tim e that the Democrats in 
New M exico were toeing perse­
cuted and, under the jury law 
which was in effect, it was 
possible to use for political 
effect and to punish such D em ­
ocrats as the Republican lK>^es 
wanted to intimidate.

A  bill had been passed in the 
Dem ocratic House, providing 
for the draw ing of the names 
of the jurors from a wheel so 
that it would not be so easy to 
pack juries. This bill the R e ­
publican C ouncil refused to 
pass. M eanwhile the u|>pro- 
priation bill was held as a club 
to induce the council to pass 
the jury bill. The bills went 
to conference on the last n ight 
of the session, M cDonald hav­
ing  charge o f the Jury B ill in 
conference and Fall having 
charge o f the A ppropriation 
B ill. There was a stormy tim e 
in the conference and the 
house conferees reported to the 
house that tin agreem ent could 
be reached. Fall stated that 
he would not^take the respon­
sibility o f defeating the appro* 
priation bill. It was here that 
the strong character of the 
Dem ocratic candidate for gov ­
ernor cam e out. H e took the 
position that the jury bill m ust 
pass if the appropriation bill 
passed. If the jury bill did 
not pass the appropriation bill 
should not pass. He said that

Of 
course, there have been several 
times that number of cars al­
ready consum ed, during the 
season, and more will have to 
tie bought, hut ii is a big  thing 
for one mill with a capacity of 
one car of meal per day to lay 
in 50 cars of hay at once. Mr.

! Larsh the new manager of the 
I alfalfa mill certainly under- 
I stands his business and is 
I building up a tine trade.

There are always orders for 
Dhe full capacity of the m ill, 
because the meal is made from 
t̂he very liest hay and care tak­

en in its manufacture, sacking 
aud shipping. The Artesia A l­
falfa M illing Com pany is of 
great benefit to Artesia and its 
producers of alfalfa.

But this is not all. There 
have been more than 25 cars of 
apples shipped, and several 
cars of peaches. And while 
cantaloupes were first tried 
here this year as a product for 
shipment, there were over 30 
cars of cantaloupes sent out.

In addition to these car sh ip­
ments, there were innum erable 
hundreds of pounds of fruit 
and vegetables sent out by ex ­
press.

And it must be rem em bered 
that the orchards o f this im m e­
diate vicinity have scarce be­
gun to bear. In a tew more 
years the fruit shipm ents will 
equal those of alfalfa and the 
latter will increase instead of 
diminish.

The productiv'eness of this 
section is in its infancy. Just 
wait until these large tracts 
are cut into small ones and 
there will be ten producers 
where there is now  one, and 
you will see a transform ation 
such as the im agination cannot 
now conceive.

Rev. J. C. Gage, so well and 
favorably know n here and who 
resides at Roswell, though his 
hom e is anywhere in this sec­
tion, has been in Artehia the 
oast week, and Sunday nigi 
preached a most excellrat ser­
mon at the Baptist chjirch.

Usually Prscsdsd by Bunch Coming 

on Top Whoro Collar Fits—  
Should Ba Trsatad at O^ca.

A sors neck la usually preceded by 
a bunch coming on the top of the neck 
where the collar comes. If this la left 
and the horse worked It soon becomes 
a deep-seated sore, causing no end of 
trouble. If this bunch la noticed the 
first day It appears It can be entirely 
removed and the horse worked con­
tinually, If the lump Is treated with 
oil of spike every night and morning. 
It pays to look after the welfare of the 
horse, as he Is our main dependence 
during the rushing work of summer, 
and a horae with a sore neck cannot 
do hia work easily nor aa aatli^ao- 
torily aa though he were sound. It 
never pays to overdo a horse when the 
weather la excessively warm, aa he la 
almost sure to get sore ahouldera or a 
sore neck, no matter how well hia col­
lar fits, if his blood gets overheated. 
It will often pay to give a horse a 
pall of w;pter between meals in very 
warm weather. It may mean some 
work; but it will pay in the long run 
to not neglect anything that will add 
to the comfort of the hard-worked ani­
mal.
