Surface Water Irrigation.
[Lake Arthur Times.]

Much has been said for and
against farming by irrigation
and since coming to the valley
a little over two years ago we
have tried to get the real fact
concerning the farming condi-
tions, and while we don’t think
we know anything but the be-
ginning, we think that there is
a good thing here if we man-
age it rignt. - We print below
an instance of proving up on
a desert claim:

Mrs. Ada Knoll, wife of Rev.
Alfred Knoll, in making proof
on a 40 .acre lot 1 1-2 miles
northwest of Lake Arthur, had
two 6 inch wells put down, one
76 feet deep, the other 30 feet
deep. By means of a walking
beam, a two horse power en-
gine, one 4 inch pump and one
3 inch pump she pumped from
40,000 to 60,000 gallons in 10
hours, having an inexhaustible
supply of water at from 24 to
to 30 feet deep depth, and  irri-
gated 15 acres of crop from
these wells, using the outfit but
part of the time.

The entire expense of mak-
ing proof on the 40 acres was a
little less than $500, thus con-
verting a worthless track to
one of productive utility. This
