New York a Foreign City.
New York is the financial 

center of the nation, but it is 
rapidly losing the character of 
an American city. According 
to census reports its native 
white population having both 
parents native in 1910 number­
ed only 931,130 out of a total 
population of 4,766,883, Thooe 
having one or both parents

S

foreign born numbered 1,820,- 
374. The others were them­
selves foreign bom.
■ From 1900 to 1910 there was 
an incrase in the population of 
New York city as a whole of
38.7 per cent, but the foreign 
born white element shows the 
remarkable incrase of 52*9 per 
cent, in the same ten years. 
The native white element of 
native parentage increased 24.0 
per cent during the decade, 
while the native white element 
of foreign parentage increased
32.7 per cent.

The figures show further that 
the foreign born white element 
in 1910 constituted nearly one- 
half, of the total population of 
the borough of Manhattan, a 
little more than one-third of 
the total population of the 
Bronx and Brooklyn and near­
ly 30 per cent of Queens and 
-Richmond.

These figures confirm our 
notion that while New York’ s 
money is all right, we perfer to 
look to the interior for sound 
American politics.—Fort Worth 
Record.

"If we can't drive the fellow ouL 
by George, we’ll starve him ouL” sald 
the managers of the diamond mines 
at Kemberly, South Africa. For Na- 
thanson. the notorious buyer of illicit 
diamonds, was back again from exile, 
ubiqultlous and smiling and evidently 
prosperous.

Nathanion'e first move was to pur­
chase some waste land adjoining the 
Phoenix and to set up a native store. 
Therein were displayed goods cal­
culated to drag the money from the 
naUve laborers’ pockets—blankets, 
beads, mirrors, hair oil, canned foods, 
glass Jewels—all the miscellany of 
the trade. And thither flocked the 
natives of the Phoenix mines, to the 
detriment of the company's own store.

Native laborers In South Africa are 
recruited from the Interior vlllagee by 
contractors. They work for a year or 
more and then return, to purchase 
wives from fathers of daughters with 
their accumulated savings, thencefor­
ward to exist In Idleness while the 
women work for them. But a good 
portion of the native’s earnings te 
spent in the stores.

At once a furious competition broke 
out between Nathanson and the com­
pany. Prices were cut below whole­
sale; the company’s purse was longer 
and gradually Nathanson's patronage 
fell away; bankruptcy menaced him.

Mrs. Sto­
ver afterward related. “ Presently we 
gave the signal, the door flew open 
and in walked Santa Claus. But dear 
me! What consternation! He was 
greeted with ahrleka and groans and 
rles of Tiet me out! It Is the evU 

one. It Is the day of judgment!*
“The urchins, catching the infection 

of terror from the older black people, 
fled to their bedrooms, fell down upon 
tbelr faces, crept under chairs and ta 
hies—anywhere to bide themselves. 
Poor old Santa Clans never had such 
a greeting before. As soon as be real­
ised the panic he had caused, be tore 
off his tall bat and white cotton beard. 
Then from the bags on bis back he 
began to throw gifts light and left 
and to tell who he was.

"Reassured once more, everyone 
was soon laughing and chatting, 
munching the great ‘red breads’ 
(doughnuts), tasting their fruits or 
nibbling at the sweets from the famil­
iar little bags.

"It seemed as though everyone tried 
to talk louder than bis neighbor as 
they examined the costume of Santa 
(Tlaus. whom they now no longer fear­
ed. One man said that be thought it 
was John the Baptist, another that it 
was Elijah returned. Yet another 
thought it was Satan himself, ‘and all 
my sins rose up before me;‘ while a 
fourth confessed, ‘My only thought 
was to hide myself.* “

3N EARLY CHRISTMAS DAYS

îualnt and Interesting Customs That 
Prevailed When the Church and 

Festival Were Young.

In the early days of the church, it is 
said that the bishops used to sing 
imrols on Christmas day among tbelr 
clergy, and around the sixteenth cen­
tury the well-known practice observed 
by children of going around the neigh­
borhood singing Christmas carols be­
neath the windows of the bouses, was 
commonly observel. usually taking 
place on Christmas morning. One of 
the oldest and most beautiful of the 
Christmas carols that has come down 
to the present day open with these 
words:
“ Ood rest you. merry sentlcmen.

Let nothlns you dImay,
For Jesus Christ, our Savior,

Was born upon this day.
To save us all from Satan's power.

When we were gone astray.
O, tidings of comfort and Joy!

For Jesus Christ, our Savior, 
tVaa born on Christmas Day."

It is sometimes more appropriate to 
sing the Christmas carols on Christ­
mas eve than on Chiistmaa day, al­
though they are sung at both times; 
but In England the choir of the village 
church used to go around to the prin­
cipal bouses in the parish and sing 
some of these simple hymns on Christ­
mas eve regularly.

Frequently the alngers were ac­
companied on some Instrument and 
often the picture presented was a 
pretty one. The figures of the group 
of singers, only visible In the dark­
ness by the lanterns they carried, and 
the sweet melody sung and played, 
made the observance a striking and 
beautiful one.

Sometimes in England, the carols 
were also sung in the churches in 
place of the usual psalms and hymns; 
although it was more customary for 
the clerk .at the close of the service 
In a loud voice to wish all the congre­
gation a merry Christmas and a hap­
py New Year.

The passage of the Sulloway 
pension hill, or even the slight­
ly less tiiiblushing measure, 
the Sherwood bill, would prove 
to be a sore embarrassment to 
the Democrats in next year's 
campaign. It would prove to 
the satisfaction of the country 
tliat they are as ready as the 
Republicans to filch a cam­
paign fund out of the Federal 
Treasury whenever opportunity 
and temptation presented them­
selves together. It would prove 
to the country, furtlieruiore, 
that there is a good deal of hy­
pocrisy in the Democratic 
charge of extravagance against 
the Republicans. It would also 
effectually preclude the Demo­
crats from indicting the Repub­
licans before the country for 
the pension scandals which 
they hav'e countenanced and 
condoned. A majority of the 
Democrats, of course, will vote 
against both of these bills; one 
of them will be passed, if at all, 
mainly by virtue of Republican 
votes. But that circumstance 
can not be made to excuse the 
Democrats. They can at least 
invoke the authority of the 
'caucus, and if, despite the man­
date of the caucus, enough 
Democrats vote for one of these 
measures to enable the Rebub- 
licans to pass it, then the Dem­
ocrats, as a party, will be ex­
onerated, and the onus will be 
ou individuals rather than on a 
party. Unless the Democrats 
resort to this means in the at­
tempt to prevent the passage 
of either of these bills, the 
party will be just as much re­
sponsible for its passage as if 
every Democrat voted for it.— 
Dallas News.

It is said that an examination 
of the returns from Taos county 
shows a loss of from forty to 
fifty votes for all the republican 
candidates in that county.

As on previous days since
