NOTED CORRESPONDENT DIES

Willilam E. Curtis, who recently
T T, dropped dead from apoplexy in a Phil
/’/./' \""f'}‘ % adelphia hotel, was one of the best
known and most popular journalists

aldan
,;,, , M) isfad \\ of the present day, and his death

\ came as a shock to his host of friends.

Willlam Elroy Curtis was born at
Akron, 0., November §, 1850, and was
graduated from Western Reserve col-
lege in 1871. On December 24, 1874,
he married Cora Kepler at Erie, Pa.,
at that time and until 1887 being on
the staff of the Chicago Inter Ocean.
In 1887 he went to Washington as cor-
respondent of the Chicago Record, and
remained with that paper in such a
connection until 1901, when the union
of the Record and the Herald created
a new newspaper. Mr. Curtis was re-
tained by the combined papers, how-
ever, and was serving as correspond-
ent for the Record-Herald at the time
of his death.

During the years 1889 and 1890 Mr.
Curtis served as speclal commissioner

from the United States to the South American republics and acted as execu-
tive officer at the international American conference of that year. He was
director of the bureau of American republice from 1890 until 1893; and was
bistorical secretary and chief of the Latin-American department of the Co-
lumbisn Exposition from 1891 to 1893. In 1892 he was speclal commissioner of
the Columbian exposition at Madrid and special envoy to the Queen Regent of
Spain and Pope Leo XIII in 1892

He was the author of vumerous books and historical pamphlets, a mem-
ber of all the historical socleties of this country and of a number of Euro

pean socleties.

SEES RISE IN LIVING COST

George E. Roberts, director of the
mint, who has recently returned to
Washington from a trip through the
west, predicts that the cost of living
will advance

He says that while agricultural de-
velopment will be noted, he does not
expect it to keep pace with the in-
crease In population. Farm rentals are
advancing, he finds, because many
farmers are being forced back to till-
ing of the soil. The consumers must
realize, he says, that the day of cheap
free land has passed, and with an ad-
vance in the cost of everything enter
ing the production of foodstuffs there
muset be an increase in prices to the
consumers

Mr. Roberts polnts to the fact that
the census shows the population of
the country increased 21 per cent. be-
tween 1900 and 1910, while the farm

“The fact is,” sald Mr. Roberts, “that
a large part of the natural gains of industrial progress are being offset by the
increaging cost of food and raw materials, and the principal factor in this
is the complete occupation of the country.

“There is actually less to divide than there used to be. There is rela-
{tve scarcity and we have been so important a factor in world production that
all the world is affected.”

Mr. Roberts says there are symptoms of a struggle for land, which means
higher values. The only remedy for the existing situation is a study of the
laws and resources of nature and a higher efficlency in all lines of production.

THE TRAIL OF THE BULL.

Interesting in view of his can-
didacy for the United States
senate is the trgil of Delegate
Andrews since the extraordi-
nary session of congress con-
vened last April.

When the congress met the
president was prepared to send |
in a measure giving his views
on the Arizona constitution,
Mr. Taft had about made up
his mind that the approval or
rejection of this wonderful in-
strument was a matter for the
congress alone to decide, tho'
he was also considering send-
ing in a message of disapproval,
This was the status when Mr,
Andrews arrived at the White
House. The New Mexico dele-
gate, who was accompanied by
another prominent citizen of
this territory, urged upon the
president the political advant-
age that would accrue to the
republican party if he waited
until the New Mexico statehood
resolution was disposed of be-
fore placing the Arizona con-
stitution before congress at all.
The wily delegate presented
his argument to such purpose
that the president was convinc-
ed and no message concerning
the Arizona constitution was
ever sent to the congress until
the instrument had been ap-
proved by both houses.

The immediate result of Mr,
Andrews’ activities was the
coupling of New Mexico and
Arizona in one resolution which
came within a hair-breadth of
defeating both, and which was
the purpose of the delegate who
had conceived an irresistable
fascination for his $7,500 annual
salary as delegate, a salary
which would continue so long!
as he could keep the statehood
measure in the air.

All through the fight in con-
gress for the passage of the bill
the delegate, while posing as
its friend, fought it bitterly,
his usual method being to
strongly advocate some form of
resolution that had not the re-
motest chance of meeting the
approval of both houses, as wit-I

ness his advocacy ot the Nelson
resolution. But his efforts were |
vain, the statehood rcsnlutinni
was adopted and the president |
finally approved it. |
