rado, but while we are raising
money to carry on the experi-
ment we are overlooking one
great industry we already have
established, but which we have
no market for except local and
that is small. I don’t know what
the freight rate is, butl pre-
sume it is so high that it pro-
hibits the shipping our turkeys

and chickens, say nothing of
our eggs. We have an ideal
climate for all three. We have

green alfalfa all the year so can
hatch and raise chickens all of
the year. All we want is a
market and we will show old
Missouri she is not alane in
raising poultry. We can raise
them cheaper here than they
can owing to our warmer win-
ters,

Now, what I would like to
see, is for the business men of
Aftesia to get together, and if
it is the rate that is holding us
back it is to their interest to
take it up with the railroad of-
ficials and secure a rate that
will be satisfactory. It means

Railroad Into the Sea.

Miami, Fla., ~The comple-
tion of one of the greatest en-
gineering feats of the present
age was celebrated Monday,
when the first great '‘railroad
over the sea,’”’ the Key West
extension of the Florida East
Coast railway was formally
opened. By using the Florida
Keys as stepping stones, this
steel highway runs over 156
miles of salt water, from a
point a few miles south of
Miami to the island city of Key
West.

A special train bearing Amer-
ican and foreign dignitaries
was sent over the remarkable
construction Monday as the
feature of the exercises formal-
ly commemorating the putting
into service of the extension.
Many of the foreign embassies
and legations sent representa-
tives to take part in the cele-
bration, at the invitation of
President Taft, among them
Italy, Mexico, Portugal, Costa
Rica the Dominican Republic,
Ecuador, Guatemala, Salvador
and Uruguay.

The United States armored
cruisers Washington and North
Carolina and the scout cruisers
Salem and Birmingham repre-
senting the United States navy,
and the Portuguese cruiser
Aramada participated in the
celebration.

The completion of the work
on the extension marks an
epoch in railroad engineering
be the
opening of the Panama canal
in the history of shipping. It

is the same thing reversed. In

as important as will

the one case, ships are made to
climb mountains; in the other

railway trains are made to run
over the sea.

In construction this feat is
considered the greatest accom-
plishments of its kind in the
world. The entire line to Key
West extends a distance of 156
miles, nearly half of which is
over open water. Forty-two
keys, or islands, are crossed in
this stretch.

The engineers’ estimates
were that the feat would cost
$15,000,000. It has cost much

more than that, and the offi-
cials of the road several times
were obliged to negotiate loans
of millions in order to ensure
its completion,

prises of illegitimate character
in which they are not known
as promoters,”’

In view of the heavy loss sus-
tained, Mr. Sharp recommends
that this work be taken over
for inquiry by the department
of justice.
