WITH WATTERSON AND HARVEY

New York, Jan.^27.— S u gges­
tions by Col. H enry W atterson 
that he solicited contributions 
to the W oodrow  W ilson cam ­
paign fund from Thom as F. 
Ryan, were met with declara­
tions by W illiam  F. M cCom bs, 
G overnor W ilson ’ s cam paign 
manager, that Mr. R yan ’ s 
m oney could not be accepted 
as “ such contributions were 
not\ w ithin the spirt o f the 
W ooilrow  W ilson cam paign .”  
H is statem ent follow s:

“ I have read the correspon­
dence interchanged between 
C ol. W atterson and Senator 
T illm an, which appeared in 
this m orn ing ’ s papers. I had 
thought that Colonel Watter- 
son ’ s statem ent of several days 
ago entirely disposed of the al­
leged incident. 1 so stated in 
an interview  a day or so after­
wards. I have made no state­
m ent with reference to it since 
that tim e. From the begin ­
ning of cam paign for G overnor 
W ilson w hich I have managed,
I have received all o f the 
contributions made to it. 1 as­
sum e responsibility for them, 
and I know  their sources. 
They have uniform ly been 
made by people who had no in ­
terest except the consum m ation 
o f the ideas which he repre­
sents. N ot one of them ex­
pects any other return.

“ A ny com m unication which 
has been had between m yself 
and C olonel W atterson regard­
in g  cam paign funds has taken 
place in personal interviews 
between him and m yself. 
There have been i two inter­
view s only. I intensely dislike 
to make a public statement of 
a private conversation and" re­
gret very m uch that Colonel 
W atterson has forced me to do 
so. In O ctober of last yeftr I 
had a general conversation on 
presidential politcs with C olo ­
nel W atterson at the W aldrof, 
where he was stopping. I 
visited him  at his suggestion. 
In the course of that conversa­
tion he gave it as his opinion 
that a large am ount o f money 
would be needed and volun­
teered the suggestion that he 
would go and see his friend 
Thom as F. Ryan and that he 
could secure a contribution. * 

“ I said to him we could no-^ 
take Mr. R yan ’ s m oney an<9̂  
that such contributions wer<! '̂ 
not within the spirit of th. 
W oodrow  W ilson cam paigr/’ s 
His reply was: T have been ilg- 
politics fifty years and I kn<ned 
that m oney and not patriot!

“ I heard noth ing father from 
C olonel W atterson on the sub- 
ju ct and thought no more o f the 
conversation.

If I m is­
take not, there is an im plica­
tion, perhaps, iti C olonel Wat- 
terson’ s letter to Senator T ill­
m an—probably not intended — 
to the effect that he secured 
funds for this cam paign from 
Mr. Ryan. N o such contribu­
tions have been made and this, 
of course, C olonel Watterson 
well knows.

“ The well-tim ed assaults up­
on G overnor W ilson are render­
ing a real service. I will spec­
ify one respect. Since the be­
g inn ing  o f these attacks I have 
received in my mail many small 
contributions from  all over the 
country from  people who have 
not been asked to contribute, 
and whom  neither I nor G ov ­
ernor W ilson know. The let­
ters all convey expressions of 
resentm ent at the untair and 
concerted attacks that are being 
made on h im .”

Santa Fe, N. M .—Governor 
M cDonald has accepted the res­
ignation o f C leofes R om ero as 
superintendent o f N ew  M exico 
penitentiary, the resignation to 
take effect Feb. 15.

So far as is know'n the gov­
ernor has not yet decided upon 
the appointm ent of a successor, 
but it is said the appointm ent 
may be made by Feb. 1, in or­
der to give the new superinten­
dent opportun ilj’ to becom e fa ' 
m iliar with the situation at the 
prison before the present in ­
cum bent retires.

The governor intends to give 
the affairs o f 'th e  prison consid­
erable personal attention and 
plans to m ake him self fam iliar 
with every detail of the m an­
agem ent in order to av'oid the 
rumors o f scandal which have 
attached to the m anagem ent of 
the institution for years and 
w hich have embarrassed almost 
eyery territorial governor for 
the p is t  tw o decades.

Those who have been notic- 
, ing can recall that there are 
I more settlers com ing into this 
I section the past month than 
I have done so in the same pe- 
I riod for quite a while, 
j These new settlers are buy- 
I ing land, m ostly in small tracts 
I which they can cultivate. They 
j also have the m oney to pay for 
; this land and bring their stock 
and household effects.

Three such fam ilies have re- 
e ntly com e here from Arno, 
Texas. They are Messrs. Jno. 
F. Hall, Thos. Middleton and 
E. E. Marr. The two former 
bought the 95-acre Jump tract, 
and the latter the Andrew Koel- 
ling 40 acres, all close to town. 
Mr. Marr paid $200 an acre for 
the K oelling land. These men 
also brought tw o car loads of 
stock, chickens, etc. and house­
hold effects.

Santa Fe, N. M .--G overnor 
McDonald attended the inaug­
uration o f Juan Reyes Martinez 
as governor of the Indian Pueb­
lo of Ildefoso, 15 miles north of 
Santa Fe, which was celebrated 
with the annual buffalo dance. 
The pueblo republics are the 
oldest in the world, and from 
tim e im m em orial each pueblo 
has been choosing its governor 
and other officers annually. 
W hile not recognized by the 
state laws yet the pueblos have 
not been molested in their self- 
governm ent. Governor M c­
Donald was accom panied by 
his wife and daughter and 
also a party of scientists of the 
school o f Am erican archaelol- 
ogy, w ho made phonograph 
and other records of the dance.

The buffalo dance is observed 
now just as it was before the 
daj's o f Colum bus, the dance 
being o f heathen origin, al­
though the pueblos are nom i­
nally Christians. * A t dawn, 
the bucks disguised as buffalo, 
deer, antelope and elk, wend 
their way in single file from 
the mountains, through a gap 
iif the hills into the pueblo. 
They utter unearthly calls as 
they proceed to the plaza to 
jo in  the squaws in the dance to 
tlie m usic o f a chorus o f voices 
and the beat of the great cot­
tonw ood drums.

The Indians claim that not 
the slightest change has taken 
place in the dance for a thous­
and years and that som e of the 
masks and costum es used are 
hundreds o f years old. The 
dance is know n as the K o-ong

sha-re and iK'seeches the sun 
god to grant a year of plenty in 
gam e and corn.

Folk Makes a Point.
The message that Governor 

Folk carried to the Jackson 
Day banqueters at W ashington 
was worthy of a man com ing 
from the state that prfwluced 
Thom as H. Benton.

He warned democrats that the 
proposed new central bank 
would not only consolidate the 
private financial energy of the 
country but that its advocates 
also contem plated transferring 
to its keeping the financial af­
fairs of the I'n ited States.

It was to escape such an ar- 
ranr-ement as this that the 
democrats in the days of jack - 
son, Van Buren and Benton 
established the independent 
treasury. A later generation 
is not likely to undo that work 
altogether.

As G overnor Folk points out, 
many of the reforms contem ­
plated by the monetary com ­
mission bill are needed, hut if 
the price to be paid for them is 
the alxlication by governm ent 
of control over its own money 
matters w’e w’ ill have to en­
dure existing evils for a long 
time.

W hat is wanted in the new 
centralization o f the money 
power is not less but more pub­
lic regulation and responsibili­
ty. The m onetar3’ com m is­
sion’ s bill conceeds too much 
to the bankers and too little to 
the representatives o f the peo­
ple.— St. Louis Republic.

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Raising Sugar Beets.

[From El PatiO Business Farmer.]
O w in^ to the fact that several 

localities throughout the South* 
west are contem plating sow ing 
sugar beets the follow ing from 
Mr. Henry Cort, an experienced 
sugar beet raiser, in the Desert 
Farmer will be of valuable in ­
terest:

“ What is the reason that the 
average beet crop in this coun ­
try is so much less in (juantity 
and quality than in all Europe­
an beet countries since the 
same seed is used? What can 
help to obtain the same cr«)p. 
in quality and quantity, as in 
Euroi>e with the same seed? 
The main reason for this fa il­
ure is that all our l>eet grow ing 
farmers do not plow sufticiently 
deep nor do they prepare the 
soil carefully enough. The Eu­
ropean sugar l)eet, especially 
the German Ivet, has an aver­
age length of tifteen to sixteen 
inches and has been bred in 
this size longer than eight' 
years. It grows however iiy 
tifteen or sixteen inches of plow  
ed soil and this lieet will bring 
the same crop in this country 
if the soil is prepared in the 
same way.

“ The German beet crop in 
the last twenty years in aver­
age was never less than e ig h ­
teen to nineteen tons per acre, 
with from seventeen to eighteen 
per cent of sugar against ten to 
twelve tons the acre, with from 
twelve to thirteen per cent su­
gar in this country. It is to 
the interest of every beet grow ­
er to plow' land never less than 
thirteen, fourteen or better, tif­
teen inches deep. It will im ­
prove the soil and produce very 
much better beets with higher 
per centage of sugar. A better 
price will lie obtained for the 
beets than before, if sold ac­
cording to the sugar content 
and this will be mutually satis­
factory.

“ Xow’, farmers, plow all your 
land this tall for next season 
and be sure to get it deep 
enough. You will never reirret 
it. You can plow without dan­
ger at once from thirteen to fif­
teen inches deep. The danger 
for so-called dead soil does not 
exist in this western country. 
The lieets go down with the 
main root verj'<|uickly. E xpe­
rience has proven that such 
soil never has had any unfavor- 
ble influence upon the grow’ th 
of the beets. This prescription 
is also to be absolutely follow ­
ed, by such farmers who have 
very loose, alluvial soil and be­
lieve the beets will go down 
without deep plow ing. This is 
a delusion. Such soil must also 
be deepb’ plowed and turned 
up to the air. One trial will 
demonstrate this fact v'ery clear­
ly. Deep plow’ ing is the main 
point for beet culture.

“ A ll beet land must be well 
manured in the fall or through 
the winter. If the manure o b ­

tainable is very tine it is a giu>d 
thing to haul it into big piles 
and let it rot well and if there 
is not tim e to apj >y it liefore, it 
can l)e put on during the w in­
ter so ns to let the m elting 
snow soak it into the soil. This 
is better th^n putting it on in 
the spring. It is a f)enetit to 
any land to apply such manure 
in winter for it warms the soil. 
Another thing we have found, 
it w’ ill save watering: h)r land 
containing humus does not re- 
(juire so much water. Hutting 
it in on sheavy land in that 
way and w orking it in with a 
cultivator or harrow w’ ill m el­
low the land and keep it from 
baking after the seed is i>ut in. 
Heavy land is always likely to 
bake after the seed is sown, es­
pecially after a rain storm .”

That Section 3, of Ordinance 
No. 15 of the ordinances of the Town 
of Artesia, New Mexico, be and the 
same is hereby amended so as to read 
as follow*.:—“ That the pound-keeper 
of the Town of Artesia, New Mexico, 
shall charge and receive the follow­
ing fees for the taking up and em. 
pounding any horse, mule, burro, 
goat, sheep or hog, or neat cattle, the 
sum of One Dollar per head, where 
the number so taken does not exceed 
five, and Fifty cents per head where 
the number so taken exceeds five as 
aforesaid.

Sec. 2. That the pound-keeper of 
said Town of Artesia-sball receive the 
following fees for the care and keep­
ing of animals taken and empounded 
by him, to-w it:—Fifty cents per day 
for each horse, mule, burro or neat 
cattle, twenty-five cents per day for 
each goat, sheep or hog.

.Sec. 3. That this ordinance shall 
have been published one week prior 
to its passage in the Artesia Advo­
cate, a semi-weekly newspaper of 
general circulation' published in said 
Town of Artesia, there being no daily 
newspaper published in said town, 
and shall be published twice in said 
newspaper after its passage and shall 
be in full force and effect from and 
after said last publication.

Be it ordained by the Board of Trus­

Sec. 1. That pernament sidewalks 
shall be laid and constructed upon 
and along the following street in 
said Town of Artealt, as hereinafter 
specified, to.wit:

Beginning at the Northwest corner 
of Block six, in the Original To*wn of 
Artesia, New Mexico, thenoe East 
along the South aide o f Texas avenue

Beginning at the Southwest corner 
of Block one, in the Original Town ot 
Artesia, New Mexico, thence East 
aiongthe South side of Texas ave. and 
on the South side of said Block one.

Sec. 2. That all sidewalks provided 
for in Section one hereof shall be * 
eight feet in width, and shall be laid ' 
and constructed in accordance with the 
plans and specifioations now on file in 
the office of the Town Clerk of said 
Town of Artesia, New Mexico.

Sec. 3. That the owners of lots and 
other property abutting said proposed 
sidewalks as herinabove specified and 
set out, are hereby given ninety days 
from and after five days after the 
publication of this ordinance in which 
to complete the laying and construc­
tion of the sidewalks specified in Sec­
tion one hereof in accordance with 
the plans and specifications set out in 
Section two of this ordinance.

Be It Ordained by the Board of 
Trustees of the Town of Artesia, New 
Mexico:

Sec. 1. That all railroads now run­
ning through the corporate limits of 
the Town of Artesia, New Mexico, or 
that shall hereafter run through the 
corporate limita of said town are here­
by required to open up all streets 
where the same cross the right of way 
of said railroad or railroads and to 
provide and construct suitable, sub­
stantial and convenient crossing over 
and across their said right of way or 
right of ways, except where special 
permission has been granted to said 
railroad or railroads by said town to 
close up any street or streets where 
the same cross or crosses said right 
of way or right of ways.

Sec. 2. Any person or persons, 
firm or corporation who shall violate 
any of the provisions of Section 1, of 
this ordinance shall be deemed guilty 
of a misdemeanor, and upon convic­
tion thereof shall be fined not lees 
than fSO.OU nor more than tlOO.OO, or 
this ordinance may be enforced as 
otherwise provided by statute.
