That Section 3, of Ordinance
No. 15 of the ordinances of the Town
of Artesia, New Mexico, be and the
same is hereby amended 80 as to read
as follows:—‘‘That the pound-keeper
of the Town of Artesia, New Mexico,
shall charge and receive the follow-
ing fees for the taking up and em.
pounding any horse, mule, burro,
goat, sheep or hog, or neat cattle, the
sum of One Dollar per head, where
the number so taken does not exceed
five, and Fifty cents per head where
the number so taken exceeds five as
aforesaid.

Sec. 2. That the pound-keeper of
said Town of Artesia shall receive the
following fees for the care and keep-
ing of animals taken and empounded
by him, to-wit:—Fifty cents per day
for each horse, mule, burro or neat
cattle, twenty-five cents per day for
each goat, sheep or hog.
