Rebels Take Juarez.

El Paso, Texas— Juarez is in 
possession of the Vas<iuista 
rebels. F iring but one or two 
volleys and m eeting no resis­
tance except a few* scattered 
shots in reply to their first v o l­
ley, the rebels then m arched 
into the tow n, captured the 
m achine guns that had been 
purchased to repel them , took 
charge of the mnnicii>al office, 
the custom  house, the barracks 
the jail and other public build­
ings.

Mexican Consul E. C. Llo- 
rente, o f El Paso, afterwards 
declared that the officers decid ­
ed not to make resistance to 
avoid com plications with the 
United States troops.

United States troops were 
guarding the l>order at the tim e 
the attack was made, apparent­
ly ready to enter Juarez if El 
Paso should be endangered.

A ll n ight the rebels spent in 
cam p outside o f Juarez, after 
m oving around from  the south 
to the northwest. They attack­
ed from  the northwest, partial­
ly using the banks o f an irriga­
tion ditch for protection. The 
fire of the defenders and assail­
ants was directed so that no 
bullets fell on Am erican soil.

The rebels advanced in con ­
siderable order and appeared to 
be under perfect control of 
their officers. The rebels de­
clare that they wdll maintain 
order and arrangem ents are 
being made to restore com m u n ­
ication between El Paso and 
Juarez, if the United States 
troops w ill perm it. N o lootin g  
accorapained the taking of the 
city. _______________

The life of 8t. Paul Is a conspicu­
ous example of the power of a fixed 
purpose. For years he was the most 
hated and feared of all the enemies 
of the Infant church. And yet when 
converted to the new faith he be- 
rnmc as ardent In Its advocacy as ho 
had been zealous In Its persecution. 
The same concentration of effort and 
focuslnir of energy which gave us Saul 
the persecutor gave us also Paul the 
apostle Take away this power of 
concentration and he might have held 
the same convictions, but they would 
have been powerless for either good 
or 111. A large part of the tragedy 
and pathos of the world comes from 
the existence of so many thoughtless, 
purposeless lives. Talented men and 
women fall to attain the goal to which 
they aspire through too great diffu­
sion of effort and dissipation of en­
ergy. In the Held of mechanics we 
have the man who Is Jack-of-all-trades 
and consequently good at none. In 
business we have the Industrial vaga­
bond who drifts from one position to 
another and never makes good In any 
one. In college or university life we 
have the student who comes almost to 
the end of his college career before be 
gains any adequate Idea of why he Is 
there and then looks back with regret 
over a long array of wasted opportu­
nities.

The only remedy for the perversion 
of many a good and wholesome Insti­
tution Is the concentration of all one's 
powers and faculties upon what Is 
vital and essential to the Institution 
itself. As we open the doors of our 
public schools we need to remind our­
selves and those to whom we Intrust 
our children that a system of Instruc­
tion which stores the mind with facts, 
but tails to Impart strength of will 
and strenuousness of purpose Is bar­
ren. And as we open the doors of our 
Sunday schools and churches we need 
to remember that a religious Institu­
tion which makes the s*ipreme end of 
Its existence anything but the culti­
vation of a religious spirit and the ap­
plication of that spirit to life lx 
sterile.

It is often said that the church 
keeps Itself too remote from human 
life, that It does not concern Itself 
sufficiently with the practical details 
of every-day life VVe are told that It 
must enlarge Its function and diver­
sify Its activity. It should champion 
this phllantli,rophy and espouse that 
reform. Its ministers should become 
experts In scientific agriculture or In 
economics or sociology. The criti­
cism may be just. It Is possible that 
there has been too great a gulf be­
tween religion and life, between the 
church and other human Institutions. 
It Is well for the country minister to 
know something of scientific farming 
and for the city minister to know 
something of economics and sociology, 
but for either of them to regard this 
as the essence of his ministry and 
therefore as the supreme business of 
the church would be nothing short of 
a calamity. The church has no right 
to become so deeply Interested in sub­
ordinate ends, and alms that It neg­
lects the father's business—the re­
demption of human life and of human 
society through the cultivation and 
diffusion of a genuinely religious spir­
it and character.

The real test of the worth of any 
church members is bis ability to put 
first things first and keep them there. 
And foremost among these first things 
Is the Institution of public worship.

Church attendance Is the first duty to 
be entered u|>on and the last to be 
given up, for It Is dynamic to them 
all. With this duty fulfilled we shall 
be all the better prepared to serve In 
other departments of the associated 
life of the church. This community 
needs the service of a liberal Chris­
tian church. This church needs the 
services of liberal Christian men and 
women. These two needs must be 
met together or not at all. If we fall 
In our duty to the church, the church 
must fall In Us duly to the commu­
nity. As we meet together after the 
vacation period can we not say,’ "This 
one thing I do; by the grace ot God 
and with the strength that he has 
given 1 will do all In my power to 
make this church a more efficient fac­
tor In this community and In the 
world” I

(Pb. 82:8.) When we are In the dark I 
God can and will see for us. When led 
by a friend who can see, a blind man 
may walk as safely as any one. We 
have often xeen one led about through 
crowded streets by his wife, and he 
always had a happy confident smile 
nil his face, for he knew that every 
step taken was being directed by one 
who loved him, and who could plainly 
see they way.

Taft Much Chagrined.

W ashington—The Washitig- 
ton Evening Star displays 
prom inently on its tirst page a 
box containing the follow ing 
statements:

“ From sources entirely inde­
pendent o f the W hite H ouse it 
is ascertained that the con fi­
dence entertained b\' the ad- 
minstration and others that 
Col. Roosevelt •would ‘not’ be a 
candidate against Taft w'as 
based on definite and repeated 
statem ents bj* C olonel Koosvelt 
made wdthin a year that he 
would not be a candidate in 
1912, and did not intend to op ­
pose President Taft for renom i­
nation .’ ’

B oston—Theodore Roosevelt, 
angered by a published report 
that he had said President Taft 
was not progressive, said he 
would not be drawn into a per­
sonal controversy w'ith the ad- 
rainstration although he has 
declared his intention of m ak­
ing  a “ straight out fight”  for 
the Republican presidential 
nom ination.

The colonel said that in his 
political conference during 
w hich he was reported to have 
made the statement. President 
T aft’ s nam e had not been m en­
tioned and that his opinion in 
regard to the administration 
had not been asked or express­
ed. C olonel R oosevelt repeat­
ed that he had not taken his 
present position for personal 
reason and be m ade it clear 
that he did not propose to

make the issue in any sense 
a personal one.

C olonel Roosevelt was asked 
to exi)lain the position he wdll 
maintain during the cam paign. 
In reply he issued the fo llow in g  
statement:

“ I could not nu)re definitely 
state my position on the great 
i«ssues of the day than I stated 
it in niy C olum bus speech and 
again before the Massachusetts 
legislature. In addition to 
calling attention to what I 
there said on the subject of the 
governm ent toward business so 
as to insure conditions that 
will make for the prosperity of 
the business world and of all 
our pe«»ple.

“ In my O hio speceli I dealt 
w’ itli em phasis on the tw o 
great subjects of im m ediate 
m om ent to our people, the need 
of having a real and not m ere­
ly nom inal popular rule, and 
the need of securing prosperity 
for the business man, the w age 
earner and the farm er alike. 
As I then said, I most em phati­
cally believe that it is necessary 
to have an equitable division ot 
prosperity, but that it behooves 
us to keep in mind that we 
cannot divide the prosperity 
unless the prosperity is there 
to divide, and that to secure 
the w ell-being of the business 
world is em phatically in the 
interest of every citizen of the 
United States.”
